WHITE-COLLAR CRIME
· White collar crime
· Edwin Sutherland
· Focused on corporate crime
· White-collar criminals are mainly hidden from criminologists, cause high financial cost (as well as emotional/social cost), damage social institutions and social relations
· What is white collar crime?
· Committed by individuals who use the marketplace for their criminal activity
· “White-collar crime may be defined approximately as a crime committed by a person of respectability and high social status in the course of his occupation. Consequently, it excludes many crimes of the upper-class, such as most of their cases of murder, adultery, and intoxication, since these are not customarily a part of their occupational procedures”
· Corporate deviance
· Typically takes place in corporations, carried out by executives for their companies benefits and their own
· Deviance against employees (negligence of health/safety): profit maximization, corporate structure, governments reluctance to take action against offending corporations
· Deviance against customers: dangerous foods, unsafe products, frauds, deceptive advertising, antitrust violations
· Deviance against government: tax evasion
· Deviance against the environment: dump their wastes onto land, into air and water because it is too costly to develop ecologically safer alternatives or antipollution devices

· Deviance in the professions
· Medical misconduct: fee splitting/kickbacks for referring patients. Unnecessary surgery for desire of maximum profit rather than honest misdiagnosis. Fraudulently claiming payment for services when billing insurance companies/government for services never rendered/incorrect services
· Lawyerly lawlessness: overcharging clients
· Accounting abuse: most of the abuse involves fraud or negligence in the course of doing audits
· Governmental deviance
· Political corruption: receiving kickbacks from businesses, abusive management of public funds, abusing the Frank.
· Election improprieties: denial of voting right, political dirty tricks, campaign finance abuses
· Official violence: police brutality, democide
· Middle class deviance
· Tax evasion 
· Credit card fraud
· Bankruptcy fraud
· Pros/elite deviance
· Medical fraud
· Investment fraud
· Business fraud
· Embezzlement: form of employee theft, often used to refer to the stealing of money
· Occupational crime
· Employee theft: employee theft has much to do with large and impersonal corporations. Society with a tradition of union-management conflict such as USA have high employee theft. Workers may steal if they find their jobs boring.

· State corporate crimes

· How serious is white-collar crime?
· Much higher cost than street crime
· 1997: 57% companies claimed being cheated on by their own employees
· US: over 20 million serious injuries, 30 000 deaths/year
· Receive light penalties
· International problem

· Price – fixing, illegal restraint of trade

· Internet crimes: pornography, stalking, hate crimes, get rich quick scams
· Computer crimes: theft of services, use of data, fraud to obtain assets, theft (of software, downloading music), viruses (56 000 in 2000). 
LAW ENFORCEMENT
· Law enforcement
· Largely dependent on government administrators/inspectors: government cutbacks, complaint-based rather than proactive
· RCMP: focuses more on organized crime (bikers), drug trafficking
· Corporate policing
· Security measures: contract security personnel, closed circuit TV
· Screening and education: background check, personality testing, seminars
· Whistle blowing: anonymous hotlines
· Control strategy
· Compliance 
· Economic incentives to obey the law (administrative agencies, legislation and fines, awarding government contracts based on compliance)
· Problems (Ineffective with deregulation, pro-business government, penalties are seen as a business cost, companies move to unregulated areas)
· Deterrence
· Detect crimes, convict and punish offenders as a warning to others 
· US research indicates that public and judicial tolerance of white collar crime may be decreasing, long sentences are rare, white-collar offenders make up small % of all convictions 
UNDERPRIVILEGED DEVIANCE
· Robbery
· Property crime (illegally taking the victims property) and violent crime (use of violence or threat of violence)
· Robbery as property crime
1) Deciding to rob for money/financial gain (pursuit of power is a secondary motive)
2) Deciding which target to rob (usually consider lucrative establishments, targets with lower risk of arrest)
3) Deciding how to rob (more are carefully planned than not proved by low rate of evidence)
· Robbery as violent crime
· Unarmed robbery and actual violence: seen as less dangerous but more likely to result in injury. More dangerous because offenders believe the victims are more likely to resist when there is no weapon
· Armed robbery and potential violence: rarely turns into real violence. Weapon is a buffer zone, intimidates the victim, makes a good threat, ensures escape
· Patterns of robbery
· Big-city crime
· More urbanized a region, higher its rate of robbery
· Robbery involves mostly strangers
· More common in cold winter months, peaks during the holiday season in December: more money, less individuals outside/witnesses, lack of daylight, unemployment from seasonal jobs, economic pressure for living costs
· Most robberies take place outdoors, bank robbery is rare. 
· Most robberies are armed (mostly adults). Unarmed – purse snatching (youngsters)
· Unarmed robberies happen closer to home due to spontaneity and foot travel opportunity. Armed robbery has more planning involved so distance is further
· Robbery more likely to be interracial – blacks robbing whites because it is more impersonal/premeditated
· Amateur and professional robbers
· Amateurs: opportunist robbers, addict robbers, alcoholic robbers
· Opportunist: most common. Larceny, shoplifting
· Addict: commit robbery to buy their next fix
· Alcoholic: least likely to engage in robbery, most likely to be caught when they rob. Take a fight victims money as an afterthought
· Professionals: carefully plan, execute them with one/multiple accomplices, with skill. Strong commitment to robbery as a way of income. Typically rob large establishments for large sums of money. Tend to see their crime as an honest enterprise
· Causes of robbery
· Relative deprivation
· Economic abundance
· Auto theft and carjacking
· Characteristics and trends: high jacking, violence against driving, not often juveniles, bump and run
· Causes: abundant opportunity, inadequate law enforcement, profitability, insurance fraud. Increase in carjacking due to increased sophistication of the car’s security devices   
· Burglary
· Modus operandi: rational and calculating. Committed during the day. 9-11AM and 1-3PM. 
· Causes: deviant motivation and opportunity (meet expressive needs, absence of capable guardians
· Shoplifting
· Social profile: small value articles. Predominantly a juvenile offense. Men most likely. Lower class/unemployed/homeless/drug addicts
· Causes: economic motivation, sense of thrill/excitement/fun, desire for social acceptance, rationalization
ORGANIZED CRIME
· Organized crime
· Structured organization, which systematically provides illegal goods and services 
· Prostitution, gambling, drugs, pornography
· Characteristics 
· Conspiratorial: coordinated specialities, hierarchical 
· Goals: profits/power, monopoly on goods/services
· Also involved in businesses that seem legitimate: money laundering, land fraud, computer crimes, protection rackets
· Predatory tactics 
· Intimidation, violence, corruption
· Control over their members
· Violence, family members, demotion
· Many different groups besides mafia
· Does not include terrorists dedicated to social/political change
· Organized crime and legitimate enterprise 
· Involvement in legitimate business 
· Provide a front of service (toxic waste removal)
· Protection rackets
· Monopolies or cartels
· Corruption of officials (bribing police)
· Manipulation of legal products (stocks/bonds)
· Alien conspiracy theory
· National syndicate of crime families
· First groups
· Irish in NY slums (NY Thieves)
· Replaced by Italians
· Initial profits made from alcohol during prohibition
· Criticisms of the Mafia Myth
· Jenkins (1987): little evidence of Italian crime family control of organized crime
· Crime is loosely organized, involving professional criminals/law enforcers/politicians/businessmen and it is chaotic/many power struggles
· Organized crime groups
· Asian –based: drugs, migrant smuggling, street gangs
· Eastern-European groups: sophisticated internet and financial frauds, phony credit card
· Italian based: Sicilian clans, primarily narcotics, gambling, extortion, loansharking 
· Outlaw motorcycle gangs (Hell’s angels, Outlaws, Rock Machine): drugs, escort services, extortion, intimidation, murder
· Native outlaw gangs: Manitoba warriors, Indian posse
· Emerging trends
· Interweaving of ethic criminal groups
· Use of cell rather than hierarchical structure
· Organization of groups is a response to law enforcement
· Organized crime generates over 20 billion in Canada, mostly drugs
· Moving into weapons sales, toxic wastes
· Organized crime abroad
· Colombia: drug cartels
· Japan: Yakuza gangs
· China: smuggling of illegal immigrants
· Russia: much gang activity since 1993 break-up of USSR
HUMAN SEXUALITY & SOCIOLOGICAL IMAGINATION
· Some types of sexual deviance
· Consensual: pre-marital/teen, extramarital
· At a distance: pornography, phone sex
· At a cost: hostesses, exotic dancing, prostitution, subsidized dating
· In cyberspace: pornography websites, chat rooms, webcam dancers, dating/sex service websites
· Cyber sociology
· Study of social interaction of human individuals in virtual communities/networks, organizations and personal relations
· These new virtual entities are no longer defined by geographic or even symbolic boundaries. Instead, communities and networks, organizations and personal relations are being constructed in cyberspace on the basis of common affiliate interests
· Adult entertainment: cybersex
· Online pornography generates billions of dollars annually
· Men are more likely to seek visual materials; women tend to prefer chatting
· Online dating services
· Detailed information on sexuality
· Why people use the internet sexually
· Feeling of anonymity 
· Control over individual sexual experiences
· Absence of social control and labeling
· Escape from frustrations of everyday life
· Sexual satisfaction
· Emotional escape via online reality
· Encouragement and acceptance by subculture
· Convenience
· Availability
· Facilitation of experimentation
· Internet rules for kids
· Not provide personal information without parental consent
· Never make an appointment with someone without parental consent
· Never send a picture without parental consent
· Draw up internet usage rules with parents
· Paraphilia defined
· Not a part of “normal” sexual activity
· Involve recurrent intense sexually arousing fantasies, urges or behaviour. Lasting at least 6 months and can be distressing or problematic to the person
· Mostly in men
· Involves objects, non-consenting partners, physical pain, humiliation
· Combinations of different paraphilia’s are common
· Usually develop during adolescence and frequently show life-long patterns
· Some paraphilia’s
· Zoo philia – animals
· Vampirism – blood
· Necrophilia – corpses
· Abasiophilia – lamed/crippled partner
· Apotemnophilia – own amputation
· Infantilism – impersonating/being treated as an infant
· Aspects of sexual identity
· Sexual identity
· Body image
· Sexual values and ethics (boundaries/limits, set a time, consent)
· Erotic preferences
· Gender differences in sexual socialization
· Men have more interest in sex
· Males are encouraged to initiate sex, experiment and enjoy sex without emotional connection
· Aggression is more often linked to male sexuality
· For females the connection between sex and intimacy is paramount
· Females are taught to view sex within the context of a loving relationship
· Females also have negative associations with sex: guilt, shame, fear of pregnancy
BDSM
· S&M concepts
· Sadist: a person who obtains sexual satisfaction from inflicting pain on another person
· Masochist: person who obtains sexual satisfaction from experiencing pain
· Sadomasochism: interaction between sadist and masochist
· Sadomasochism
· Sexual arousal associated with the infliction and receipt of pain or humiliation can be stimulating
· Occasional and mild S&M is common among the general population and an S&M subculture exists in Canada
· Males begin to enjoy sadomasochism in childhood
· Women tend to be introduced by sadomasochism by someone else and many are also dominant
· Masters and Johnson discovered that sadomasochist fantasies are fairly common but most people do not want to experience it in real life

· Roles and scripts of BDSM: Who has the power?
· Roles: master/dominant/top. Submissive/bottom. Slave. Switch 
· Scripts: role-playing. Props. Costumes. 
· Consensual sex: voluntary. Hard limits/soft limits. Sexual content not necessary. Safe/sane/risk-aware, informed.
· Consensual non-consent: safe words (sign up to be raped/raper)
· Safety issues: words. Colour schemes. Water 

· Hyde and Delamater survey (1987)
· Subjects: 130 me/52 women
· 33% men / 28% women preferred dominant roles
· 41% men / 40% women preferred submissive roles
· 26% men / 32% women preferred switching roles
· How many people do this?
· 1/10 of the population engages in sadomasochism for sexual pleasure on at least an occasional basis with most scenes being mild or staged activities involving no real pain or violence 
· ¼ of men and women experience arousal at being bitten
· 1/5 of men and women have used a blindfold during sex
· Of 178 men that responded to a survey in S&M magazine, majority tried/enjoyed humiliation, bondage, spanking, whipping, fetish behaviour, ropes, master-slave roles
PROSTITUTION
· Defining prostitution
· Sexual in nature and the reward for performing the sexual act is either money or other material goods exchanged at or near the time of the act
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The relationship between the provider and the recipient of the sexual services involves neither love nor affection
· Because there is an exchange of material reward for a service, prostitution is a full or part time vocation
· Prostitutes are not necessarily female and not necessarily adults
· Prostitution in perspective
· Prostitution is the sale of sexual services (of one self or another) for money or goods without emotional attachment
· Prostitution has become industrialized with sex as a product manufactured within the human self
· Prostitution has become normalized as a form of entertainment with no legal impediments to promoting it as a commodity
· Globalization of prostitution is the process by which the sex industry has become global in scope (intonation of hotel chains, airlines, bars, sex clubs, massage parlors, brothels and credit card companies that have an economic interest in the global sex industry)
· Levels of prostitution 
· Escorts (call girls/boys) earn higher fees and have more selectivity in working conditions and customers (significantly safer)
· Hustlers, strippers, and table dancers work out of clubs, bars, and strip joints; they negotiate sexual favours with potential customers 
· House girls work in brothels, massage parlors, or other businesses 
· Street workers publicly solicit customers and charge by the “trick”
· Product of Canadian prostitutes
· Age 22-25
· Careers last less than 10 years
· Enter at age 16, retire at 26
· 4:1 ratio of women to men
· Female prostitutes
· Earn 13 times the income women with comparable education
· Great variation in status, earnings, risk exposure, independence, and number of customers between streetwalkers, brothel workers and call girls
· Relatively short career possibilities
· Roles related to prostitution
· The madam: brothels. Figure of authority
· Pimps/procurers: cut of women’s pay. Protect these women
· Customers
· Functionalist perspective on prostitution
· Focus on how deviance, including prostitution, serves important functions in society
· Quick, impersonal sexual gratification that does not require a continuing relationship
· A sexual outlet for people who do not have ongoing sexual relationships
· Opportunity to engage in sexual practices a regular sex partner might view as immoral or distasteful
· Protectors for the family as a social institution
· Jobs for low-skilled people
· Symbolic interactionist perspective
· Prostitution, like other forms of deviance is socially constructed
· A deviant career is similar to other occupations
· Public labeling of people in such a career as deviant, and the persons acceptance or rejection of the label, determines whether he or she stays in that career
· Conflictive perspectives on prostitution
· Liberal feminists: a victimless crime that should be decriminalized 
· Marxist feminists: linked to the capitalist economy that fosters economic inequality and forces women to use their bodies as commodities
· Radical feminists: trace the roots of prostitution to patriarchy in society
· Conflict theorists: focus on the intersection of race, class and gender; believe criminalization discriminates against women, particularly women of colour
