What is Community Policing?
It is an organizational strategy and philosophy:
Community policing is based on the idea that the police and community must work together as equal partners in order to identify and solve problems such as crime, neighbourhood decay. 
 Goal here is to improve overall quality of life in that area.
It requires a department-wide commitment:
Requires all police personal in the police service, civilians, to balance the need of an effective police response to incidents of crime which the goal of exploring proactive initiative before they arrive or escalate. 
“A philosophy, a management style and an organizational strategy centred on police- community partnerships and problem solving to address problems of  crime and disorder in communities” (Griffiths, 2008,, p.230)

Based on the 3 P’s:
1) Prevention
2) Problem Solving
3) Partnership

The Evolution of CP:
1950’s-1960’s
1979-1986’s**: The innovation generation (Oliver, 2000)
Emergence of Community Policing model
Neo-liberalism:
 “A form of governmental thinking that ascribes to the adage that most public order and surveillance can be achieved more effectively outside a centralized state purview” (Lithopoulos and Rigakos, 2005, p.338)
Quality of Life Policing
Self Responsibilization 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Modern governmental thinking (Rose and Miller, 1992), recurring state fiscal crises (Spitzer and Scull, 1977), changes in urban geography (Jones and Newburn, 1999; Shearing and Stenning, 1983) natural proclivities of capitalism (Rigakos, 2000, 2002).

1987-1994 : DIFFUSION GENERATION
Broken windows: nyc
“the existence of unchecked and uncontrolled minor incivilities in a neighbourhood produces an atmosphere conducive to more serious crime” (burke)
1995-2001: institutionalization generation
policing in widespread
USA: national political process
Canada: a move towards more cost affective policing
Canada: we started to regionize our police
We started getting specialized units
Findings: post 9/11 , more tactical concerns
Cp today: era of homeland security policing
Shift in federal funding priorities
Homeland security (wells, 2003)
Technologies used to deploy resources
Scientization
