1980s: get tough approach
Information – gathering net as an analogous to a fishing net
Stanley Cohen (1985)
Probation but to pack the same punch as prison: Intensive supervision, EM, boot camps, home confinement with EM
Home as new carceral space?
Technology as attractive to an industrial society 
Quantifiable and concrete

Pass programs
Must have land based telephone service and a residence
Must abide by preapproved curfew schedule or house arrest conditions
