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5 concepts that define our legal system
1. Our legal system is based on capitalism 
· Based on ownership and property. We defend the concept of ownership. The idea of ownership is fundamental, if we don’t have titles, we have nothing. One of the key things we want is to own a house, however, in Canada ex. Ottawa or Toronto you cant get a mortgage without a spouse. The financial requirements are too high for a single person. 
2. Our system deals with the notion of predictability
· On the outcome of the court decisions or the rule of law- when you read the court case, you’ll be able to understand the interpretation of the decisions and know what would happen in the future if that case was to present itself. You have an understanding of what it is about. 
· Ex. Court of alberta on the issue of parishes. The united church is facing an issue that there is a minister in the united church that is an atheist. The united church is a Christian body.  The supreme court will have to decide should they intervene or should they let them decide who should or should not. When dealing with private clubs or religions, unless the rules are not properly written, they can be enforced 
3. Our legal system is based on the fact that the rules are enacted by parliament or following courts decision. 
· That means that 
· Ex. Pitbulls and rottweilers. They account for less than 20 % of killings of humans in the last 10 years. Pother dos such as huskies etc make up for the rest. 
· The province of Ontario interduced DOLA, new dog owners liability act.  Pitbulls are now banned from being breed, owned, abandoned etc. owners who own pitbulls are completely liable for their pitbulls. The crown not presses criminal charges on you for damages when dogs harm a human
4. In our society, we as canadians enjoy the most individual private constitutional rights
· It means that as a Canadian, we are part of a elite in the world. We are part of a society that grants rights that nobody else gets in the world. 
· We expect that we get these rights anywhere we go in the world. However that is not what happens. 
· The notion of equality in Canada is essential. 
· Ex. Cooed bathrooms. How will we do co-ed bathrooms if everyone is equal. Women take longer to go to the bathroom than the men, it is the same space for both, then is there a problem of equality if men must wait now for women because they take longer.
· Ex. Canterbury arena has a room for breastfeeding,  but no one uses it so they use it as a storage room for hockey equipment.  
· ex. These co-ed bathrooms will solve the issue with transgender discrimination, mens prvacy in the bathroom because there will be stalls for everyone, no discrimination between men and women
5. our legal system requires the impartiality of the judicial branch, court system, and the respect of the judicial function
ex. A lady becomes a judge in Manitoba. She loves the husband. To please the husband, they allow that they take photographs of them in bed. The husband has issues so he asks another lawyer to help him out. He doesn’t know how to pay the other lawyer so he asks if the wife sleeps with the other lawyer to pay the bill. Her husband posts the pictures online. Who do you really trust out there. The judges looked at her case and her photos. She had to go through the process. If the person being judged has seen those pictures, how do they have respect for her and her legal authority


treat your friends as if one day they become your enemy, treat your enemy as if one day they become your friends.
What does that mean??
The law is a straight line and you want to keep the law straight, and you want to be with people who keep the law straight

Ex. Your employer pays you money cash under the table, someone tells you, you can keep your money if you tell me who is doing it. It is always someone close to you that sells you out.

We want to earn respect and respect people in business because they follow the rules. When we go to work they are professional at what they do, they are good at what they do and they respect the rules. 
Ex. Rockland lawyer stephane langlois facing suspension over missing millions. He spent over a million dollars for personal use that was supposed to be held in trust for clients in his law firm. There is only about 220,000$ left. The rest is missing. 

Trust- previous patterns are expected to be repeated with the same respect and diligence, ex. The lawyers that are managing that fund are expected at the end of the year to have 4 million. He should be respecting the rules and following them.

The state is granted these powers to make these policies and carry them out.
