Modes of Persuasion
· Pathos
· Persuasion using emotions
· Appealing to people's emotions and feelings
· Arouses feelings
· Ethos
· Persuasion by making oneself seem persuasive and trustworthy of believing in
· Appealing to self characters traits
· Logos
· Persuasion using data and facts are arguments to lead to a conclusion

Claim: a statement that can be true or false
Reason: offers support for a claim
Support: gives a basis for thinking a claim is true
Thesis: the claim being supported
	*a reason and thesis can be a claim
