· Site of Rome was chosen for these reasons:
1. It's defensible, Has good volcanic soil for agriculture, It has a good water supply
1. Has excellent means of transportation because of the sea and inland because of the Tiber
1. Rome was in the middle of two major settlements: the Etruscans to the north and the Greek to the south
1. If the Greek and Etruscans wanted to trade with each other, they would have to cross the Tiber, especially the flat part called the Latium
1. Lots of natural resources such as metal, stone, timber, and there is lots of salt
 
· Graves are a good indication that people have settled, first graves were found 1000-900 BC
· Rome enters the monarch period, and we look at the story of the seven kings
· At about 700 BC, Rome controls 7kms from the center
· At about 550 BC, Rome has become a large and complex city, they have stone buildings, a market, a palace, a drainage system, a meeting hall known as Curia, and unified religious practices
· They're a bit like the Etruscans, a bit like the Greek, and a bit like the Latin, however they are large and independent at this point
· Rome starts moving inland and out in the Mediterranean to trade
· Rome is so successful that everyone wants to take them over, they are constantly faced with threats
· They are involved with defensive and offensive battles

LECTURE 2 DAILY LIFE

First century AD
 
· In first century AD, Rome is a mess in terms of city organization, they had not come up with the grid pattern yet
· They had a population of 1 million, which was very rare, works out to 730 people per hectare
 
Daily Life
· Gaius was a slave in a Greek house who was freed after his master died. He married another freed slave named Cassia Minerva, and he was granted Roman citizenship when he was freed.
· Gaius Julius Astyanax and his wife Cassia Minerva have two sons named Camilius and Severus, and a daughter named Julia Camilia
· Cassia had been pregnant 7 times, but 2 babies died as stillborn, 1 died in an accident, and another died months after it was born
· Gaius is now a teacher at a small school
· His two sons have been attending school in Rome, and his eldest is now old enough to join the army
· Julia is learning how to be a good wife and mother from Cassia
 
Romans have 3 names
 
Gaius Julius Caesar:
1. Giaus, which his wife will call him (praenomen)
1. Julius, which his friends will call him (nomen)
1. Caesar, which people who just meet him will call him (Cognomen)
 
· Names would include a filiation and a tribe
· Women took the feminine form of their fathers nomen, as feminine praenomina died out quickly
· Often women would be named Prima, Secunda, Tertia + nomen or nomen + maior or minor (elder, younger)
· When a slave is freed, they take the praenomen of their master
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
