· Capitalism 
· Economic system characterized by private property and wage labour. Owners of the means of production (bourgeoisie) employ those who need to sell their labour (proletariat) power to live 

WHAT IS GLOBALIZATION?
· Worldwide integration of government, policies, cultures, social movements, media and technology and financial markets through trade and exchange of ideas 
· Touches all crucial aspects of the world that we live in 
· Looks through the macro level 
· Characterized by migration as well

· Immanuel Wallerstein 
· Neo-marxists 
· Take what Marx says and tweak it a little bit 
· More complex understanding of capitalism 
· *Capitalism definition from above 
· Feudalism 
· Kings, dukes and lords are the ones in power during feudalism 
· Core, semi-periphery, periphery regions 
· Anthony Giddens 
· Builds on Wallerstein 
· Manuel Castells 
· Creation of a network society 
· Skype for example (micro example)

GLOBALIZATION AND THE NATION-STATE 
· 1648 – Treaty of Westphalia 
· Countries start to emerge 
· Nation-state meaning the nation and the state or government that governs it 
· Canada Day – birth of the Canadian nation-state 
· Huge changes to the role of nation-states in terms of …
· 1. Global economic governance 
· 2. Security 
· 3. Global problems 
· Globalization is a dialectical process, not a linear one. Doesn’t produce a set of uniform changes but creates mutually opposing tendencies 
· Gender and Globalization 
· Many mainstream theories analyze globalization as a gender neutral process 
· How do power relations bet, men and women play in terms of access to resources and decision-making?

GLOBALIZATION AND GENDER
· Davos Man
· Rational, economic principles reflected in businessmen, bankers and intellectuals 
· Belief in individualism and market economics 

GLOBALIZATION AND GENDER 
· Currently in WB, WTO, UN, etc., men hold senior decision-making roles. Women mainly staff gender agencies, don’t have much decision-making power 
· Organizations aren’t gender neutral sites 

A TRANSNATIONAL AND INTERSECTIONAL APPROACH TO GLOBALIZATION 
· All have identities that are determined through Intersectionalities 
· Intersections are often very fluid 
· Both marginalized and privileged 
· Privilege Test 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Easy to say why you’re marginalized but much harder to accept and look more into your privilege 
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
