Implementation of Policy into Practice 

Policy Implementation 
· Program design, money, staff and expertise 
· Regulations adopted to implement, administer and enforce law 
· Coordination of multiple levels of government 

Implementation Challenges 
· Federal/provincial/territorial split 
· Not all provinces function the same way 
· Split between federal and provincial powers 
· Provincial/territorial/municipal variation 
· Amendments 
· Local context 
· Practice, norms, expectations of key players 
· Significant events 
· Public concern 

Policing – Murphy (chapter 1)
· Demands for policing to be more rational and national 
· Risk oriented security policy (9-11 policing style)
· Canadian policing remains predominately local 
· Concerned more with managing immediate community level policing problems 
· Less about participating in integrated national/strategic responses 

Pretrial Detention – Doob and Webster (chapter 2)
· Bail system in Canada was problematic
· Bail Reform Act(BRA) to fix concerns  
· Multiple legislative amendments to the bail system since BRA 
· Amendments counter philosophies of BRA 
· Practice counters philosophies of BRA
