ANSWER KEY 

A. Define the following terms [Note: there are various acceptable definition for most terms. Not all are given; these are representative examples.]  

1. circumcheilotomy


an incision around the lip


an incision around a lip


cutting around the lips


cutting into the area around the lip


[not acceptable: an incision around lip.  The definite or indefinite article is required.]

2. hyperdactyly


a greater than normal (number of) fingers



a greater than normal number of fingers


an excessive number of fingers


[not acceptable: excessive fingers.  You need to identify in what way the fingers are excessive; –megaly would be used if the size of the fingers was excessive.]

3. pericauditis


inflammation around the tail

4. cervicomentad


moving in a direction from the neck to the chin

5. inframental


located below the chin


below the chin


pertaining to (the area) below the chin



[not acceptable: pertaining to below the chin]

6. cheiloid


resembling a lip

lip-like

7. syngnathate


having a fused jaw

8. asarcous


an absence of flesh 

lacking flesh  


containing no flesh 

9. neodermoid


resembling new skin


like new skin

10. crural


pertaining to the thighs


located in the legs
