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Blow Up is a film that questions the nature of reality. It brings forth the philosophical and existential question of existence, reality, and the way in which we participate in the life we live. Using the last scene of the film, Antonioni is trying to put forth these questions and create a pondering view of what the true meaning of reality is. Using that scene as the proof to his hypothesis. 
In the film we are introduced to the photographers character. This is the viewers first introduction to the mystery of life. This character lives his life going through the motions without any convictions. Antonioni creates this character to portray the life that individuals take part in every day. Working, socializing, drinking, medicating, and taking their existence in the simplest form. Not caring about the world around them, and in a way existing in the meekest way possible. In the last few sense the entire movie comes into context. We being to see the world right from the photographers’ eye line, which may be Antonionis’ way of saying that this is no longer the main character’s point of view, but more of ours, or a fourth party unknowing to the viewers. This is a hint that we as viewers are not meant to trust what we see, along with what the main character as well
[bookmark: _GoBack]When the photographer beings to walk away, that is when the mimes show up. Running on the tennis court as two of them being to ‘play’ while the rest and the photographer watch. It seems as though not only the mimes see the ‘ball’, but the photographer as well, and even the camera. It moved from one end of the court to the other, in a motion as though it was following an actual ball. When the ‘ball’ flies over the fence, the photographer retrieves it, hefting it in his hand then tosses it back.  This shows that the main character is beginning to buy into the mimes notion of reality, to the point that we even begin to hear the noise of an actual tennis match. One thing to note on this is that there were never the sounds of a gunshot in the park. Showing that reality may be skewed in the way that it is thought of. Alone on the grass field, the photographer vanishes, the same way that the corpse had done.
	The importance of the final scene reinstates Antonioni’s’ message concerning the way we interpret and make sense of the world around us. We tend to look for an objective reality, but that is not an easy task since we do not really know what reality is. We can see throughout the film that the main character is subject playing with his images in order to conjure up a narrative context that can make his photo more exciting and appealing. He creates his own narrative.  Once he abandons this which is shown when he picks up the ‘ball’ he begins to accept the world due to the fact that it is the norm of the people surrounding him. He begins to understand the fact that reality is not even objective at all, but subjective to any element that the individual applies to it.
