· Media convergence Is about globality: the “Glocal”, interaction between local and global policies. 
Critique of Hollywood by the Frankfurt school of thought 
· What is a School of thought : 
· Group of researcher thinkers, theorist concerned with a particular phenomenon such as mobilization of armies and they share: 
· Common definition of the Phenomenon
· Common definition of the problems to resolve
· common definition of the techniques and methods and strategies appropriate to resolve the problem 
· Share a common institutional place: they have to be supported and credited. they usually develop at university facilities where they can get resources but because of media, they don't have to be fixed in one place 

· Frankfurt school (Frankfurt, Germany) 
· Small group of philosophers called critical theorists who worked under the direction of Max Hokheimer and Theodor Adomo 
· They critiqued the “culture industry” of the United States as distracting the public from the real social issues because of the channels, content and form of ideological goods and services it provides and circulates.
· They try to sell you ideologies “American dream” instead of real and significant issues 
· They came over to the USA and observed the role of the media. 

· Culture (al) industry
· The industries that have a cultural roe- such as creating, reducing, and commercializing contents. ***go back and copy*

· What is an ideology? 
· Systems of ideas that attempt to explain the world shared by a group of people like a nation, a political party 
· Trickle down to other things that we think about
· i.e. ideology of the American dream from Americans 
· i.e. Karl Marx, demonic ideologies 

· What did the school identify in the culture of Hollywood? 
· they said that Hollywood is like the Nazi system and called it the cult personality which is created through the propaganda technique- selling these false ideologies but personalized them with one “figure” (Authoritarian figures) such as hitler that we are so fascinated by him that we have to many movies and documentaries about him. \
· We have a fascination of “bad” personalities because it is entertaining 
· Ex, Donald Trump 

What is the American dream and what did the Frankfurt school of thought think of it?
· Promise of happiness is in the present and not in the future 
· The philosophers of the school believed that the idea of this ideology (the american dream) is the essence that distracts people of real issues 
· The philosophers believed that American’s believe that The idea that UTOPIA (The perfect society) is already here and you don't need to look for potential change and if you fail is on you- change yourself first which we give you all the commodities to do so 
· Consumption of hat is and not what could be
· Mass media is a product of an industry that produces in series following the market logic
· For example: popular tv. shows, they are all the same and follow the entertainment formula. the story line is essentially the same but might have different characters or different scenes but pretty much the same - intro> problem> solving problem- they are done in quantities. 
· ex. blue bloods, law and order, criminal minds 
· They are all the same in the end 

Their thoughts on American Media model: 
· Standardized culture 
· this mass media and media model causes the Suppression of context of production and reception 
· Fascination by superficial effects 
· Individualization of the social problems 
· These strategies distract us from the real conditions 
· Narcissism
· creation of ideal types that require constant preoccupation with appearance 
· ex. the ideal type for latin American women is “Sofia Vergara or Shakira”
