American dream – comes from the idea that theres lots of land, and land is the most important thing to the American dream, and the main reason for colonization. Colonization opens up a lot of land to white settlers. 
If you were a poor dude from Europe, and worked hard, and improved your land you could become very successful, idea that labor is rewarded, if you work hard you will be rewarded. This also gives you liberty, you have your own land, you can act on your own behalf. 
Natives are basically losers in this process. Straight up took the land away from them. Subsaharan Africans are also a big loser in this process. Slavery. 
American is composed of three worlds, prior to this they were isolated. Vikings, fishermen, no real sustained European contact. Euros also only had sporadic contact with sub-Saharan Africa. These three worlds become part of a single history, and US is born from the combination of this. 
America was first populated around 30k to 15k years ago. Spearpoints and other tools found in north America, clovis sites. These people hunted big game. Some people think that there was 1.1 million people in North America before colonization. Idea that its a virgin land, unoccupied. Other scolars believe that there were many more people. 18 mil. 
On the eve of European colonization, population was increasing. People are adapting more and more, and beginning to cultivate crops, agriculture. They grew maize. In meso America they grew tomatoes, beans, peppers, and chocolate. Maize is introduced to eastern north America in 200 ad. 
Cahokia, near st Louis, big pyramids, religious significance. Bird man embodies a spirit being, examples of human sacrifice. 
Emergence of chiefdoms, tribes, sophisticated cultures form in America. However they were very vulnerable to the Europeans. Massive death rates because of epidemic diseases that euros were immune to and they carried with them. A lot of this had to do with the fact that euros had a crazy amount of domesticated animals they brought with them. These animals brought a lot of disease. Euros had domesticated animals (pigs, cows, sheep, etc) and were immune to these diseases. They spent a lot of time surviving these diseases. 
Euros came in the back door (coast)

Slavery in Africa (not the same as US slavery, often indebted servants or punished peoples)
Land owned collectively in sub-saharan Africa, slavery was a form of private, revenue producing property. Slaves were often war captives, indebted people, or serving a punishment. Kinship was a organizing principal of African societies, and land would be owned by the community. People were only individuals if you belonged to a family. The only private property was slaves. 
Why Europe – European economic expansion from 15th century onwards, encompassing the globe by the 20th century. However, in the 1400s, Europe was less advanced that China and the middle east. By 1800, the western world was extremely developed, and by the mid 19th century, European colonies would dominate the world. 
Europe 1500 
Black death in the 14th century killed a lot of people. Decline in population meant more demand for labor, increase in wages and a shift towards more capitalist ideas. Investments and trade became more important. Competition between states – power influence and monarchial expanding since the middle ages resulted in city states and dutchies gaining more and more influence. They needed resources and armies, thus kept accumulating power, whilst competing with other regional powers. The expansion of trading networks and development of banking systems created a new economic system in Europe, based on trade and borrowing from banks and creating investments. Monarchs allied with merchants – kings needed money, and they got them by taxing the trade. Also helped ease the fear of being robbed or cheated. 
In the Iberian peninsula, muslims invaded in 711-718 and took over spain and Portugal. In 1492, the Christians took over in the reconquista. 
Spanish and Portuguese powers make forays into the atlantic, and take north African colonies and the canary islands. Prince henry the navigator of Portugal stated that the future of Portugal belongs across the sea, hangs future on overseas trade and down the coast of Africa. They knew the middle east and Africa are trading slat and gold. 
In the 18th century, the sugar mill created a demand for slavery, it was a labor intensive way of producing a high demand product. This developed in the carribean. 
European expansion was dependent on the following key advantages. 1)State and force, 2) commerce, entrepreneurship, innovations in navigation and ship design. They developed the caravel with a sail which worked better for long voyages, and celestial navigation. 
The English used privateering (piracy paid by gov) to expand control of the seas. The English were enemies of the Spanish, as they were catholic, and a main competitor of the british. British privateers pacified the irish and brought protestant settlers to Ireland. 
Assumptions about slavery
Racially based – not always, romans
Slaves were used as laborers in large plantations – also not always, sometimes house slaves, family members
Slaves were chattle property – not always, moveable property, but sometimes were members of family.
Why did it develop this way in the US?
In the 1670s, tobacco plantations were established. The problem with the plantations in Virginia was that they needed laborers, winter planting, weeding, harvesting took time and care, needed manual labor. 
However, the labor available had problems – Seasoning period – almost half of settlers died of malnutrition, illness, plague or lack of immunity to diseases. Between 1607 and 1624, 7600 people came as settlers from Britain to Virginia, but many died. 
How to recruit settlers – Indentured servitude. Not much opportunity in Britain, people were poor and needed means to live and couldn’t pay expense, so  they shipped them to Jamestown to work off their debt. Labour to someone for a term of service. The landowners get land from the british gov in exchange for recruiting settlers. ¾ of all migrants were indentured servants. Middlemen would recruit these servants. 
1680 – blacks make up 7% of virgninia, by 1750 it was 44%. 
Decline of supply of white servants. Class tension started to become a problem as well, major uprising occurred, discontent whites because of no acces to land. There was a increasing supply of west Africans. English had access to this black labor force, carries more trade from Africa, and the gold coast. It was also easier for blacks to be viewed as unequal cause they were outsiders and couldn’t vote. 
They needed to dehumanize blacks, status of slavery determined by the mother. By 1662, children born to negro women were free or bonded according to the condition of the mother. Elizabeth Key Grindset fought for her childrens frredoms, wins. In 1667, baptism does not bring freedom to blacks as they cannot be free Christians. By 1669, white masters could kill resisting slaves. By 1670, black and natives were forbade from owning Christian servants. By 1680, slaves could not carry weapons or leave plantations without a pass, 30 lashes on the back if you lift a hand to a Christian as a slave. By 1691 intermarriage was forbidden. 
In south Carolina, rice was the major export. 1700, 40k lbs or rice exported, by 1740 43 million lbs or rice exported. Plantations grew bigger, needed more labor. Slaves. Agriculture economies needed slaves. In South Carolina, the planations were bigger than Virginia, and as opposed to a white overseer, the blacks would organize themselves. They also had cultural autonomy. 
Protestant reformation – 1517, martin luther writes 95 objections to the catholic church. Objected to indulgences (pass on sin for money), he claimed the church should be focused on spirit and soul, belief of individuals. Political leaders come into action, see more opportunity to gather power. 
1534, Henry VIII breaks with the church of rome. He wanted to divorce his wife and the church would not let him. Made himself the head of the church of England and took the churches property. Made England protestant. 
Calvinism begins to rise as a protestant offshoot. Believes in Predestination, god knows our fate, we are simply playing out gods will. They hated ceremony, didn’t want statues or confession because it was a distraction to faith, had very austere churches, not detailed, the emphasized preaching the word of the bibl, not how you act etc. Communicated the real word/message of the bible, also thought the pope was the antichrist. Calvinism was a minority sect, but was located in east anglica. Bad part of the world, inflation, crime, turned towards spirituality. 
Charles I reforms the church of England. New king hated Calvinism, supported arminianism, which preached free will, grace, choose to have gods will. This king was dangerous in the political and spiritual spheres. He dissolved parliament in 1629 and engaged personal rule. 
Protestant variety – Anglicans, separatists, puritans
Anglicans – rejected papal authority, established church of England
Sepratists – split with church of England, broke away and reformed alone, as they believe it all corrupt
Puritans- Calvinists who wanted to reform the English church from within, tried to preach to fellow English
Protestant reformation- 95 theses. Faith alone is what is important, no more catholic bureaucracy. Abstract theological construct. Challenges the authority of the catholic church. 
England becomes protestant, Anglican more specifically. Growing percentage becoming radical protestants, Calvinists. 
Anglicans – reject authority of the pope, embrace ritual.
Seperatists- break with congregation
Puritans – Calvinists who wanted to reform the church from within. Critical of the church and the king.
First group to come to America – seperatists and pilgrims, arrive in 1620. Create the Plymouth colony. Second wave arrives  in 1630, people upset with church of England. 1630-1650 people come over for religious and political reasons, John Winthrop is their leader. Puritans mostly. 
Model for Christian charity, based on the legend of micah, doomsayer, reform your ways. Winthrop says most of the same thing. City on a hill, everyone can watch you. If they establish a good Calvinist society in mass, they will serve as an example for all. People need to live together in harmony, tight knit community. If they fail to do so, Massachusetts will go to ruin, etc. 
People of different views went to other parts of the new world, but puritans bred a lot, crazy population growth. Demographic profile is very different in new England. Mostly families moving to NE, older folk. People going to Barbados were much younger, unmarried, same with Virginia. 
New England – political and religious refugees, they weren’t signing on indentures, they went to make a better life in America. Middling sort. Coming from east England, heart of puritan land.
Chesapeake – English migrants were often indentured servants, predominantly single males. 
The way to succeed is to create a religious contract between a people and god, create a covenanted community. Act as a community, bound together as one. 
Town government, all of NE was broken into towns. Each town has a meeting house at its center. Very simple church/govmnt building. Everyone is expected to go to church, as well as serving in government. 
Congregationalist church – congregation is the center of life, runs its own affairs, no bishops, no hierarchy. Church is the center of life. Everyone is expected to pitch in. High standard in order to become a member of the church, need to have an emotional moment, religious awakening, understand that god is the center of your life. First wave of puritans were super religious, easily become members of the church. But descendants don’t have the same connection. In 1662, they compromise, if your parents are a member of the church, then you can become part of it as well. Half way covenant. 
1636 – preacher who comes to mass, has a number of followers, anne Hutchinson, a very charismatic follower, becomes even more popular as a preacher. She believes that every human being has inner light to be awaken by god, no one can speak for god, only individuals can speak on behalf of god, opposes the establishment passing religious laws. The authority is scared of this, shes challenging their authority, brings her to trial for her ideas. Says that mass will be laid to ruin for killing her. They toss her out. 
Roger Williams – Radical protestant, challenges authority of mass govmnt. Argues on behalf of natives, challenges that the establishment hasn’t paid the natives, gets kicked out as well. 
James Mattock – want for two years without banging his wife, accused of this, and then cheated by paying a woman. Tried by the puritan establishment
Bastardy very frowned upon. Offense to god, the community having to care for this child. Buggery as well. Everyone is supposed to watch over each other, need to ensure people are faithful to god. 
Economically,  they couldn’t raise exotic commodities. Fisheries were the most consistent forms of income. Small fishing bases up and down the coast of maine and NH. Fur trading was the basis of the economy in maine and Connecticut. Merchant and shipping trade very important, create the triangle trade. 
New Netherlands – original new York. Dutch were the largest trading power in the world. Dutch west indies company, commodity was fur, wanted to get in on that. Tons of beaver in America,  need to trade with Iroquois. The dutch see a river and island, Hudson river and manhatten. Create a new trading post on it. Create a city a the mouth of the river, new Amsterdam. Albany becomes fur trading center. Patroonships, feudal like system similar to seigneurial system. 
10k people in new Netherlands in 1660. Not big, based on the fur trade. No push to bring over more people. New York was a tiny little fort 
Delaware – colony settled on river with the hope of gaining access to the fur market, the Swedes colonized. Ceded to the English in 1664, fails at fur trade. Discover its very rich agriculturally. Attracts many farmers, English quakers move there to farm and escape persecution
Pennsylvania – William penn founds quaker colony in 1681. In his youth he became a quaker. Quakers are radical protestants, believes in the idea of inner light, inner spirituality. Personal connection to god. Quakers call everyone thee and thou, idea that everyone is equal. No minister in their services, everyone comes together and sit silently, wait for gods to compel them to speak. Egalitarian system. Very pacifist people. Religious tolerance.  Germans come from protestant sects with similar beliefs to quakers. Compact towns in NE, not in PA, they have straggling farms along the river, spread out. 
English civil war in 1642, but colonies are often self contained worlds. Often established by companies or private individuals. Colonies are very far from European politics. England is undergoing massive political upheaval. Charles I who became king in 1620s, looked at French model of absolutism. Dissolves parliament in 1629.  He rules without parliament for nearly  a decade. Eventually needs to call parliament in order to raise taxes. Parliament creates a civil war however. Vicious bloody war, execute Charles I. England became a republic for a decade, eventually re-establish the monarchy with the restoration in 1660. During this time England is unable to govern its colonies. The colonies are self governing at this point. All the little colonies operate as little republics. 
Trade with the colonies becomes more and more important to the economy of Britain. Mercantilism is established. This means the wealth of the nation is measured in gold and silver, money allows trade, etc. Nations accumulate money by having a favorable balance of trade. Nations should minimize imports and maximize exports. And colonies should trade directly only with the mother country. 
Charles II introduces policies that encourage mercantilist economies. They established royal governors, john Winthrop was one of them. Representative of royal power. Series of laws passed designed to regulate colonial trade. Navigation acts. All trade to the colonies needed to be done by English vessels. Enumerated commodities could not be shipped directly to foreign countries. New Englanders didn’t care for these laws. They often traded with French and dutch isles, something that was made illegal. Lastly, Charles II introduced a colonial bureaucracy called the lords of trade, later the board of trade. Becomes a nerve center for the colonial authority. Every law needed to be vetted, commissioners and governors needed to send reports in to. Becomes a system, with a real level of over sight. 
Imperial warfare begins to become the norm in the 16th century. Wars of Spanish succession and augsburg.
War of Austrian succession and france/Indian war have North America as the main battleground. 
English fancy themselves as protectors of liberty, liberty above all. British navy becomes the largest in the world, massive costs for this warfare. Britain has taxes rises constantly. Excise taxes (consumption tax) was the majority of tax. Britain starts to run a national debt. They begin to issue bonds, merchants begin to purchase these bonds, depending on the gov to pay it back. Losing a lot of money, need to take more taxes, merchantile elite profiting. Gov depends on patronage more and more, offer offices and money to vote on their side. These MPs known as placemen. Common man is getting the short end of the stick
Liberty is defined in three ways. Liberty as individual freedom, you can do things without fear of restriction, do what you like. Liberty as a local bodys right to self determination, meaning a right of a colony/representative institution to govern its own affairs. Finally, an equation between liberty and property, if you own your own land, you are independent.  
British see themselves as the standard bearers of liberty and Protestantism, vs the French who are absolutist  catholics. 
Enlightenment – reason as the basis of society. France was the center of enlightenment thought. They thought liberty is an ideal one strives for. British thought liberty had been fought for and established already. 
1688 – glorious revolution. New king takes power, James II. Hes catholic, most of Britain is anti catholic, very suspicious. Hes catholic and improving relations with france. He has had a male heir in 1688, catholic baby. The protestants call in Dutch leader William van Oranje. A revolution ensues, and james is deposed, William proclaimed king, victory for parliament, king isn’t above law. 
In 1689 they pass the bill of rights, you cannot tax without approval of parliament. King cannot rule without parliament. Protects freedom of speech. Rights for incarceration. Bill of rights is the basis of liberty, cannot be separated. 
Whigs and tories come into play. Whigs are supporters of parliament, keep monarchy in check. Tories are monarchist, in favor of the power of the king, the church, etc. 
Taxes still going up, more and more money borrowed, etc. people connected to commerce doing very well. But population is paying money for this corruption. 
Court, is the proximity to power, people who live in London basically. Monied power and corruption, sophistication, urbanity, vice.
Country, people distanced from the centers of power, living in rural, landed power, virtuous people. 
Liberty is under attack by the corrupted power, tendencies in politics undermining values of the glorious revolution
1754 – French are building forts in the ohio valley, English encroaching. Fort duquaine last being, English don’t car for this. Declare it French aggression. Young George Washington fights with the French, eventually captured by the French. Seven years war. Struggle for north America. British losing at until 1757. William Pitt, PM, whig, anti French/Spanish, pro America, intervenes in the war, increases troop support. 23k troops and 14k mariners. The british win a series of victories, Louisburg, quebec city, plains of Abraham. Conquers a whole series of islands and other colonies. 
At the time, Guadalupe had a lot more worth of exports, but Americans don’t want to give up Canada. Canada takes the British empire, neutralise it in an enemy. Canada becomes british. 
British now saddled with massive war debt. George II was ruling until 1760, behind the scenes king. George III was younger, more ambitious. George grenville appointed PM. 75 mill pounds to 145 million pounds of debt from the war. Big financial problem. Push for austerity. Acquired a huge territory as well. Leave troops there too. 
After the treaty of paris, large revolt in the west from natives, allied with france. After the war the French couldn’t supply them. English settlers moving into their lands as well. Neolin, Delaware prophet, has a vision from the great spirit, says that natives are trying to act like the white man, great spirit is unhappy with them. Need to reform our ways, get rid of white people stuff. Pontiac, Ottawa leader, takes this religious message, takes it as a war path. Pontiac attacks a bunch of british people. Brits decide its too problematic to fight on a western front, draw line on Appalachian mountains, land west of it is for the natives. Lot of resentment from white settlers
Sugar act – originially passed as a protective trade law. Six pence per gallon of molasses imported from French west indies, new England traders often didn’t pay this duty. British change the law in 1764, cut the tax. American traders now have to pay it. Introduce a new system of law to make it easier to enforce. Bothers new Englanders.
Stamp act 1765 – British needed money, start adding direct tax in order to get it from the colonies. Printed documents needed stamps, and fee for the stamps. Idea that it was a modest tax, all printed material needed to have this stamp. People furious in the colonies. Thought that glorious revolution states cant tax without the consent of the people. Parliament has no authority to do this, need to do it in colonial legislatures. Because the tax is not voted on by the people, if you pay youre consenting to tyranny.  In may 1765, Virginia house of assembly, if you pay the tax youre a traitor. Virginia resolves, printed and circulated to the rest of the colonies. Articulates public opinion. Major popular uprising against this tax, riots in NY, Philly, boston. In boston, in 1765 regular protest, sons of liberty (whigs) rally around big tree, threaten people associated with this tax. Andrew Oliver tax collector for boston, they made an effigy of him and burned it. Thomas Hutchinson (lt gov), crowd goes to his house. Smash through his house and destroy it while he flees with his family. Riots aimed at making this policy inoperable. 
Fall 1765 – colonies unite against the stamp tax. This works, british back down. 
March 1766 – british repeal the stamp tax. But they pass the declaratory act, declares parliament can enact laws in colonies in all cases whatsoever. 
Ben Franklin comes before parliament, asked if the Americans will pay any taxes. Responds that they cant tax directly, but will allow the british to regulate trade. New finance minister, Charles Townshend. William pitt is the PM. Townshend decided to tax trade. Tax on paper, lead, glass, paint and tea. Modest tax again, and take the revenue and spend it on the colony. 
Colonist are furious again. Liberty is being encroached. Brits are corrupt, court culture has corrupted the empire. This is just another way for them to tax without consent. Boycott starts, refuse to buy british goods. Merchants openly defy british regulations. John Hancock, trader, his ship is seized by british officials. Carrying illegal French wine. Accuse john hancock of being a smuggler. Riot takes place in boston, seize the sloop, customs officers need to run. Openly defying british law. Send four regiments to boston to protect govmnt officials. Tensions rise a lot, military presence in boston. Merchants respond with nonimportant and nonconsumption agreements for british things. 
British need to concede the point, the tax hasn’t gotten much money. Lost 700,000 pounds of trade. They repeal all the duties except tea. Tensions reach boiling point 
Boston Massacre happens in march 1770.  Five people killed in a riot against british redcoats. British are willing to kill people, no longer administration you can trust. 
1772 – parliament announces its going to pay for the salaries of the governor and superior court judges in Massachusetts. Idea that they would control the local gov they could control it. 
1773 – Tea Act. east india company is in trouble, grant a monopoly on tea to the east india company. Prior Americans would buy it off the dutch, now they have to buy british tea. Colonists enraged. They believed it’s a tax. 
Thomas Hutchinson (governor) allows this tea to be delivered to the port. When the tea arrives, the sons of liberty in December in the night dump thousands of pounds worth of tea into the harbor. Americans argue that this is a victory for liberty. British saw it as direct defiance to british law. 
Intolerable acts – (coercive acts) town of boston refuses to reprimand someone. Until they compensate, they decide to punish them. Close the port until they compensate, punish Bostonians, stop this madness. Also declares british soldiers and officials immune from local prosecution. 
Quebec act – Extended quebec borders to the ohio river, allowed quebecois to be catholic, and allowed for civil law in quebec. The fur trade was massively important to quebec, giving quebec all this territory was important. Americans were upset at this, they didn’t like their land being given away, didn’t like Catholicism being allowed, didn’t like no juries and civil law. Thought that this would be the future, 
All of this feeds into the perception that the british are heading in a direction of tyranny. Americans decide that they need a counter campaign, representatives from all colonies except Georgia, first continental congress in 1774, philly. Patrick Henry – delegate from Virginia, I am not a Virginia, I am an American. Organize a large scale boycott, complete halt to trade with the british empire. 
British refuse to relent. In Massachusetts, by 1775, they realise they cant win through protests. People are beginning to amass weapons. In april 1775 the british march on concord to destroy a weapons cache. On the way there they stop at Lexington, skirmish with Americans there. War has began to break out. When they make their way back to boston, the militiamen attack the brits. Real war. British holed up in boston. 
News of the battle reaches colonies, gather for the second continental congress. Topic is organization for war, beyond peaceful compromise. Raise a continental army. Give command to George Washington, in order to get Virginia to sign. By early 1776, the british abandon boston. Move command to NYC. 
Congress sends message to the king to try and make peace, olive branch petition. King rejects it. Declares colonies in open and avowed rebellion. Orders dispatch of 20k troops to put down the rebellion. 
Pamphlet printed, common sense by Thomas paine 1776, open attack on monarchy and aristocracy. Sells very well, 150k sold. Solidifies public opinion on independence. 
July 4th 1776 – Declaration of Independence signed. Need to gain legitimacy, frances attention. 
They wanted to bring the French on their side, wanted French support. Printed the dec in german and French. 
Revolution starts. Americans don’t have much in common with each other. For New Englanders, liberty is associated with free trade, health of economy. They were always focused on trade and smuggling, and tax acts were attacks on their livelihood. The cause of liberty was mainly about trade for NE. In Virginia, the main reason they join the revolution is because the earl of Dunmore proclaimed that all slaves who escape and serve in the british army. Virginians didn’t care for this, british administration stripping Americans of their property. British attacking the liberty of Virginians. Consolidated public opinions for Virginians. Back country Americans, immigrants looking for land, often came from Ireland or Scotland. British government had betrayed them, often were protestants. They joined the war because they resented the british, the brits didn’t help them in conflicts.
Americans win. Not just a war, a civil war with patriots and loyalists. 20-25% of Americans were loyal to the british. 20k enlisted as soldiers. Loyalists were most numerous in NY, PA and backcountry Carolina and Georgia. Some believed that the british empire was a good thing. 
Loyalists were more likely to be minorities. Most native tribes sided with the british, except for the Oneida and Stockbridge. Natives thought the Americans were likely to expand west, encroaching. Blacks often sided with the british (dunmores proc) 100k deserted owners to run for british. 5k black enlisted in American militia, initially Washington doesn’t want them, northerners convince him otherwise. Most of these blacks came from new England. 
Loyalists leave the US in droves. They weren’t welcome, incidents of violence against loyalists. They often fled to Canada, England and the west indies. Loyalists offered cheap/free land in Canada. Loyalists settle in Niagara, upper st Lawrence, eastern townships. Big wave of loyalists in 1790s. 
Americans feel the need to get European allies. France steps up, sides with Americans in the war. Marquis de Lafayette, French noble with liberal tendencies. Comes to America to fight for liberty. In 1778, Americans win a major battle in Saratoga. Americans couldn’t trade with the british empire. They establish free trade with france, filling the void  left by the brits. France now comes to the American side of the revolution. British now need to fight a global war, and all the british resources were siphoned away from America. 
Americans need to pay and supply soldiers, set diplomatic policy, etc. needed a national government. Had the second continental congress. Articles of confederation creates the first national government. Creates a congress and gives them powers of the board of trade. Congress did not have the right to tax or raise troops. Only the state governments work as such. Congress didn’t have substantive power, reserved for the states. Enough to wage the war, but not much else. 
After the war, congress is now deeply in debt. Also had a unfavorable balance of trade. Shut out of british colonies, but have demand for manufactured goods. Now buying much more than selling. Because states were sovereign entities, they introduced tariffs, taxes, postponed debts. Many people squeezed because of finances. Farmers no longer have the markets to ship goods. Debtors viewed this as an attack on their liberty.
Western Massachusetts- rebellions break out. East coast has financial elite, west side of the state has farmers. State assembly was dominated by the elites. They introduce excise taxes, but want to keep inflation in check. Refuse to issue paper currency. Benefits creditors, disadvantages western farmers. Farmers fall on hard times, lots of debt. In 1786 farmers take up arms and shut down debtors courts to stop seizures of land. Elites try to finance militia to stop this. Farmers led by Daniel Shays, shays’s rebellion. It was put down by force, 1000 peeps arrested. Sense that something needed to be done.
Congress needed more authority. Call a convention. 1787, decide to draft a new constitution. Constitution would create national legislature, executive and judiciary. New national government would be able to raise taxes without relying on the states. This government would represent the people. Controversy caused by the relative balance of federal and state authorities. Which levels of government had which powers. How much power should small states have relative to large state. Compromise of senate. Slavery another top issue. Southern states more reliant on slavery. Representation based on slaves? They count as 3/5 of a person. Northern delegates wanted to abolish slave trade, compromise that its permitted until 1807. Fugitive slave clause as well, allows slave owners to go to other states and retrieve freed slaves. 
Now the delegates need to go and get the constitution ratified. Major national debate over the constitution. Wealthy and powerful people are pro constitution. Federalists – supporters of constitutions. John Jay, James Madison, Alexander Hamilton. Publish federalist papers under pseudonyms in order to sway public opinion. Madison addresses idea that republics can only exist in small countries. Large countries have more diverse ideas and people. Madison states that since its so diverse, it keeps interest groups competing, no one on top. Anti federalists – Sam adams, Patrick Henry, John hancock, fought against the idea of the national government. Argue it goes against the idea of America, central government is not close enough to the people. Anti federalists are small farmers, people outside of the commercial economy. Very divided, urban v rural.
Strong opposition to constitution, constitution did not speak about personal liberties. Want the government to spell out what the government cannot do in relation to the people. Hence bill of rights, first 10 amendments. 
Most well known
I freedom of speech
II right to bear arms
V due process
VII trial by jury
X elastic clause. 
Liberty as rhetoric catches with people who weren’t intended. Women, blacks. Women governed under the idea of coverture, your legal rights were assumed by the husband. Not property, but they didn’t have much rights. It becomes easier for women to divorce. Republican motherhood – citizens needed to be intelligent and well informed. Women had an important role, needed to be educated. How can you say all men created equal but keep slavery. Northern states start banning slave trade and slavery. Some southerners free their slaves. 10k slaves freed in this period. 
French revolution starts in 1789. Ideology of French revolution was about liberty as well. Much more radical change than American revolution. 1793 the terror begins. Directorate purges enemies. Executes aristocrats, political opponents, king, etc. Violent turn in revolution. In 1793 french revolution turns outwards. War starts in Europe. Napoleonic wars. Americans don’t want to be involved, in theory. Neither the French or the british are willing to allow the Americans to act as a neutral power. Trade is crucial to this warfare. Ideological dimension to the war, choice between two societies – French revolution liberty, extension of the American revolution, or Britain, with people who still have some loyalty to Britain, or to the notion of british liberty. Hard to choose. 
Washington administration has to deal with this choice. Jefferson is the secretary of state, Hamilton is the treasurer. They have two very different visions for where the country shall go. Jefferson advocates for supporting the French revolution, Hamilton wants to make it into Britain 2.0. 
Split between supporters of French rev and opponents of it. Some feel connected to france, need to help her revolution, some are more conservative, distrusting of democracy, feel connected to Britain, view the French rev as being too radical. 
Washington admin has to grapple with tariffs and taxes on trade and being blocked in the carribean. French supporters believe use of tariffs to punish the british for this. 
Edmond Genet – French ambassador, tries to stir up rebellion, bothers Washington, feels sovereignty of the US is being infringed, british want them to choose sides in this war. 
British seize many of American cargo ships trying to trade in the carribean and Europe, infringing on American sovereignty
British also intruding in western American territory in order to give gifts to natives. 
Jays Treaty – Americans want john jay to stop british blockading trade colonies.  British create free trade agreement with Americans. Also pledge to leave the west parts of the US. Some concessions to the british, but they ease relations with the british. Opponents to the administration see this as a sell out. 
Party system emerges.
Democratic Republican party 
Thomas Jefferson, James Madison main leaders. Jefferson argues for a more democratic liberty based idea of politics. Strongest in the south and west. They argued for punitive tariffs against Britain. Believed in a world guided by free trade. Farmers who produce wheat, rice, tobacco. They wanted to lower taxes, government should govern the least, place authority in property owners, don’t want a big centralized government. Property owners cant be coerced, property owning republic allows for the best country. They wanted to develop economically through western expansion. Francophile as well. 
Federalist party 
Emerges as a reaction to the republican party. John Jay, Alexander Hamilton and John Adams federalist leaders. Pro british. Believe in the active role of the government in the economy. Wanted to promote industry, develop the US as a commercial economy. They wanted to develop a national bank, similar to the british. Provided money to the government, but also allowed manufacturers to gain capital through a stock market. Support duties as a way to raise more money and build infrastructure. They were suspicious of democracy, quasi aristocratic view. Anglophiles. 
Washington steps down, adams takes over in the next election. Scandal takes place with france, pass the alien and sedition acts. Allows for deportation for speaking ill of the government. 
Election of 1800 – Jefferson wins. Pirates from Tripoli often raided Mediterranean trading ships. American ships often captured. Jefferson sent in the navy and bombed the city of Tripoli and  forced them to allow trade. Louisiana was Spanish, but Napoleon took it over during the Napoleonic wars. Napoleon realised lousiana wasn’t much use, approaches Jefferson and offers him 15 million for lousiana. Lewis and clark make an expedition to the pacific. 
1803 – Napoleonic wars resume. In 1805, Austerlitz show that the French are the main power of continental Europe. British win at Trafalgar though, and have naval supremacy. Turn to economic warfare. Americans cannot trade with Europe or Britain. Jefferson sees this as a infringement on American power. 
Americans caught between Britain and france, engaged in economic warfare. Americans want free trade, English and French seize merchant ships because they trade with the enemy. 
Impressment – forcing someone into the navy. 140k people in the royal navy, needed people. British feel they have the right to board vessels and take English seamen. Infringement on American sovereignty. 1807 – Chesapeake affair, british fire on a ship because Americans refuse to let them board. 1807, Americans boycott all sides, doesn’t work
This breeds a war mongering atmosphere in congress. Need to stop the british from doing this. War Hawk congress, militant reps from south and west, decide to attack Canada. 1811-12
Causes of the war – impressments, Free trade, want to get land in the west. If you attack british territory then it will open up the rest of the continent. 
Thought it would be an easy war. 
Status quo war
Big supporters of the war were republicans (Jefferson party). Federalists (based in northeast, activist gov) thought of as traitors, undermines their reputation, fades away. Birth of Canadian nationalism, disdain for yanks. Britain and US have a period of peace. Natives are sold down the river by british, don’t care about them. 
After the war, sustained prosperity in the US. Market revolution. Most people used to make their own clothes and food. Over the course of the 19th century, people become more and more dependent on a market economy, birth of consumer economy. 
Crazy growth of population. Lots of land available in the west. People migrate west. Farmers become reliant on cash crops. Create new techniques to increase yields, larger livestocks, etc. 
New machines, crop rotations, fertilizers. Increases productivity, food, emergence of large cities. Farmers now produce for people in the city, in order to get money. Farming becomes more commercialized, farmers adopt new tech. 
In the south, crops that have a market are tobacco, rice, market was not buying these things. Slavery was dying. However, after war of 1812, cotton becomes crazy commodity. Drives southern economy. British economy relied on textiles, prior used a loom, took a long time. British invent a mechanical loom, waterwheel. Cotton is durable, light, suitable to hot climates. British looking for export textiles, found a way to produce textiles easily and sell abroad. Where do they find cotton? Southern US. Invention of the cotton gin, allows for easier separation of cotton from seeds and other stuff. Massive ballooning of population, southern farmers grow the shit out of cotton. Need land and slaves. Land owners flood into Mississippi and Alabama, Georgia, etc. 
Cotton becomes one of the biggest US exports. 
Before the industrial revolution, there was a guild system, apprentice, journeyman, master, craft had sense of belonging, typical craftsman had shop in their home, workplace, depend on apprentices who lived with you, worked and learned the trade. 
Industrial revolution changes this. Use steam and water energy. In GB 1760-1830. These techniques of production are exported to the US. Rise of factories, industrial workers who lived in rural areas. Waltham, Mass, first factory, later Lowell mass. Hire young girls to work in factories. Workers housed in dormitories, work in the factories. No longer apprenticeship, capital and labor. 
Transportation changes as well, rise of turnpikes, canals, roads. Farmers want to sell all sorts of products. Shipping goods was difficult. Invest in infrastructure. Public good. Invent the steamboat in 1807. Mississippi becomes huge trafficking artery. 
Begin to construct canals, erie canal built through Pennsylvania, to New York. Connects New York with all these farms and states in the west. 
Railroads arise as well. Adopted in late 1820s, 1840s and 50s becomes huge. 
Information becomes easier to spread as well. Post offices increase, price of mail decreases. Newspapers became cheaper. Rotary press, mechanically turned the press, run paper through a mill, print rapidly. All members of society have access to the news. 
Development of neighborhoods divided by class. People who are working class move near places where other working class people live. Working class people concentrate in places. Wealthiest live in the central city, poorer people forced out to the suburbs. 
US does not have a socialist, class solidarity movement. The frontier allowed people to leave, stopped class pressure. Expanding economy, people have enough opportunity, people didn’t feel stuck. Ethnic and Racial differences, worst jobs are often reserved for blacks, irish, no sense of solidarity. Workers often weren’t drawn from the labor market, often women and children. 
New division between home and work, privacy. People don’t live in the same place they work, now commute. People now separate work and home, work is something you do for wages. Work is now something men do. Work that women do at home, home life, devaluation of the labor that women do at home. Cult of Domesticity arises. Recurring theme in women’s literature. Staying at home, being good wives, mothers, highest possible calling for a woman. People start to demand wages high enough to be the sole breadwinner. Temperance movement arises 
Second great awakening  - 1800-1850. Movement which changes American society, market church system, needs to appeal, style of worship which appeals to popular sensibilities. 
Church that provides the style of service which has the most popular appeal flourishes the most. 1800-30. 
Upsurge in church attendance and membership that was characterized by evangelical influence. 
Evangelical – you have had the experience in being born again. Receiving gods grace, having gods grace bestowed upon you. Need to have an emotionally transforming experience. Evangelicals are also committed to spreading faith to others. Methodists and Baptists proliferate in numbers, becoming the dominant denominations. Poor people join.
Calvinism implies predestination. God becomes your guide to a clear way in life. Individualism in the early 19th century allows people to be empowered in a democratic system. One chooses their own leaders, quality of citizens determines quality of government. Individuals are now sovereign of their affairs, people have opportunities. Religion becomes a source of guidance. 
Conversion – often equates to the experience of being born again. One needs to have a revelation and understand they are a hopeless sinner, and feel the light of god entering you, surrender yourself to god. You look to god for guidance, 
This happens in the frontier as well, with gatherings taking place, preachers gather in Kentucky. Big places where people become born again are called revivals. Protracted meetings also take place in urban areas. Burned over Districted – place in ny where there was tons of religious events. 
Not just whites, large number of natives and blacks who become faithful Christians during this period. 
Lorenzo Dow – big preacher, got a big following
Millennialism – the second coming of jesus is imminent. Book of revelation states that there is going to be a great battle, chirst will be victorious on the plains of Armageddon. Then the rapture will occur. 
Some believe that to hasten the second coming they must build a better world, live in the image of ideal Christianity
Shakers – sex is the devil, abstain. Oneida – utopian group, live in the communal setting. 
Millerites – think that the rapture is in 1844. Doesn’t happen
Idea to do battle against sin, engage in the world and improve it. Social reformers. Initially religious and an attempt to keep people coming to church. Need to communicate, religious educating organizations spring up. 
Starts as a movement focusing on religious matters, it spills out into other social causes. Need to confront the fact of sin. Alcohol seems to be a sin which creates more sins. Teetotal – person who stops drinking. Temperance movement – stop drinking alcohol. Starts as a middle class movement. Temperance movement starts. Alcohol was too powerful to be defeated with moral persuasion. 1851 – maine law, law aimed at stopping the consumption of alcohol. Serious social problem, they were drinking at a crazy rate. 
Saint Monday  - working people during the weekend got trashed and were too hungover to work Monday. Encourage a better work ethic. 
Counter to temperance laws – striped pig speakeasies. 
Irish and germans feel that these liquor laws are  targeting them. Attack on their sense of community. Evangelical protestants feel that these are a threat to their nation. 
Abolitionism – another way these evangelical reformers participate in society is attempting to get slavery abolished. Believed that slavery is an evil, and it is a moral stain which spreads throughout American society. 
American colonization society – attempted to send freed slaves to Africa and to form Liberia. Unpopular. Blacks saw themselves as Americans
Abolitionists david walker and William llyod garrison 
Garrison – evangelical who saw slavery as an abomination, publishes the newspaper – the liberator, trying to abolish slavery, people unhappy about that, attack him
Building institutions is one of the main things that evangelicals did. There wasn’t a real jail system. Neither a way to deal with the mentally ill. 
Asylum – used as a cure for criminals and the insane. Benjamin Rush who thought of the first asylum, equating mental illness as a disease. He thought it was caused by ones environment. In order to cure people of their illness, you need to separate them from their environment. 
Quakers asylum established in 1817, first asylum. Individual can be cured by removing them from society, similar idea adopted with criminals. 
Penitentiary – doing penance for the sin you committed. Jail in philly converted into a modern penitentiary in 1790. Guards can constantly watch prisoners. Silent system – plumb the depths of their conscience, become better people by reflecting. 
In the first half of the 19th century, rapid democratization of America. Elimination of all property qualifications for voting and holding office. By the 1830s there are very few of these left. Most white men can vote. Elections become contests where politicians have to actually appeal to the people. Ordinary Americans feel entitled to pronounce the issues of the day. Nominating conventions for party leaders, and party systems. Voters get to choose what candidates are nominated by their party. 
Females were sometimes allowed to vote, but people didn’t like this. New Jersey makes a male requirement to voting. Every state that entered the union restricted the vote to white males. 
Federal government bars free blacks from the military, entering public lands, unable from testifying in court, attend public school, etc. Routes of upper mobility are closed to blacks. 
Social Darwinism arises, used as a confirmation for these racist laws. 
Real push for the federal government to take a more active role in the economy. 1816, Charter a new national bank, keep out foreign competition, need to keep cheap british imports out. Need to improve internally, infrastructure, prop up industry. 
Controversy arises from Missouri becoming a state. 1819 – Missouri requests statehood, NY congressman was worried about there being slavery in Missouri. Wanted them to stop slavery from being there. Congress becomes deeply divided. Missouri is allowed to draft a constitution without the restriction. Maine is admitted as an independent state. Future admission to the union, slavery is prohibited north of a certain line within the lousiana purchase. 
1824 – certain personalities don’t like one another. Election. Andrew Jackson, war hero, national support outside new England. John Quincy Adams – educated elite, support in New England, wanted to modernize the government. 
· Election of 1824(interested american voters, ended era of good feelings)
· Andrew Jackson: war hero, national support outside new England
· John Quincy Adams: secretary of state, base of support in New England 
· William Crawford: from Georgia, supported by South’s old republicans
· Henry clay: from Kentucky, supported in west 
· “corrupt bargain” between Clay and Adams 
· dead heat, congress chooses president 
· clay supports adams with understanding that clay will get cabinet position 
· adams becomes president with less than 1/3 of pop vote 
· Jackson supporters see this as unfair 
· Will of people not respected 
· Democratization of the vote 
· Greater participation
· Lively democratic culture
· Convention, nomination process 
· Electoral college 
· Voters don’t directly choose candidate
· Filter for democracy instuituted by founders 
· Election of 1828
· Adams: “liberty is power” spent more on internal improvements than five predecessors combined, enacted steep tariff increase 1828
· New England benefits 
· Nationalist 
· Andrew Jackson: Anticorruption 
· Martin Van Bureun attachment to party would trump attachment to region 
· Politics as a way to unite country, overcome sectional tensions
· Like 1820 mossuiri crisis 
· Hopes to build party machine that will trump regional attachments 
· Worked for Jackson
· Start of modern democratic party 
· Modern campaign 
· Candidates went out and engaged with voters, give stump speech 
· More aggressive campaign 
· Popular vote increased more than 3x between 1824 and 1828
· Lots of nasty things said 
· Jackson running on personality/character 
· Start circulating story about bloody deeds of general Jackson 
· Often directed at Rachel Donaldson Jackson 
· Got divorce before she married Jackson, technically committed bigamy 
· Adams supporters spread story 
· Jackson supporter spread stories about Adams
· Jackson sweeps vote
· First swearing in party
·  Man of people 
· does little first few years 
· The bank war
· Bank president Nicholas Biddle persuaded congress to extended it’s charter for an additional 20 years in 1832 
· Second national bank is profit making corporation 
· All feds money deposited in national bank
· Feds can use this money as collateral to inject capital into American economy 
· Nick Biddle: American aristocracy 
· Charter doesn’t come up again until 1836 but worried about Jackson so tries to renew it early 
· Congress votes in favour of bank 
· Jackson vetoed the bill 
· Dislikes monopoly held by bank 
· Monopoly allows bank to set whatever price they want 
· Would rather have system of competition 
· Is quite distrustful of banks 
· Economic meltdown 1819
· Land speculators lent money resulting in artificially inflated land prices 
· More money in system = higher prices
· At that point national bank tightens credit, causing system to collapse 
· Means that ordinary farmers who borrowed to buy land lose money they have invested into farms/are forclosed 
· Sees farmers as wealth creators and factory workers as labourers = sees value in labour of ordinary individuals 
· Labour should recived reward 
· Stand for ordinary people 
· Biddle/nat bank don’t make money through hard work 
· Use paper wealth to make more paper wealth 
· Influence because of who he knows instead of what he does 
· Advantages come from connection to government 
· Becomes central issue of 1832 election 
· Jackson : person who is going to take on national bank
· Henry Clay: Platform of renewing bank
· Contrast of two classes 
· Jackson authorized the removal of federal funds from US bank vaults and deposits in local banks
· Andrew Jackson wins election of 1832
· Starves out national bank
· US bank charter lapses in 1836
· Some people are very happy with Jackson’s use of veto 
· Opponents start to form themselves into the Whig party 
· In England traditional opponents of Royal power 
· Led by Henry clay 
· The second party system
· By 1828 Van Buren had established the political apparatus of the democratic party, with local and state units overseen by a national committee 
· Whig party formed 1833 – 34, run first national presidential candidate(William henry Harrison) in 1840 
· Organize to keep up with Jackson and Van Buren 
· WH Harrison: aristocratic, but sold as someone who grew up in a log cabin 
· Democratic party 
· Alarmed by widening gap between producers and non producers 
· Non producers seen as doing better 
· Resentment of people who are connected to government, finance, city, power 
· Favour producers 
· Country tends to be more virtuous 
· Promoted laizzez fair(opposite of mercantilism) economic policies, states rights, opposed to national bank, “moral” legislation 
· “moral” = temperance, slavery and other private matters are not federal issue 
· Strongest in south, west and working class northeast 
· Especially with immigrants(irish) 
· Producers 
· Jackson sees himself as Jeffersonian(republic of small farmers/survival of republic depends on virtue of citizens, westward expansion, small government) 
· Whig party 
· United behind American system 
· Supported tariff, national bank, aid to internal improvements, “moral legislation”
· Had wing of party for temperance(northeast) and also minority for abolishment 
· Strongest in Northeast, with support from wealthy planters in South 
· Both parties are national parties 
· Slavery and the old south(1820 -60s)
· South had 4 million slaves on eve of civil war 
· 1/3 of South’s population were slaves, ½ of population of deep south(cotton belt)
· Economic investment in slaves exceeded the value of the country’s factories, railroads and banks combined 
· Slaves= Producers, labour force and property 
· Value is very high, and has been growing exponentionally through 19th century 
· In 1860 becoming more entrenched, more economically important than it ever had before 
· Reason: demand for cotton is also going up because of industrial revolution/British imperialism for british textile industry 
· Price of slaves closely pegged to price of cotton: demand creates lever of economic growth in south 
· Half of all usa exports in cotton 
· 1840 onward Slave population becoming more and more concentrated in south 
· slavery being phased out elsewhere 
· The economy of the old south
· Land + slaves = cotton = wealth 
· Need capital first, then simple equation 
· By 1860 south produced only 10% of nations manufactured goods 
· Growing divergence 
· Agriculture, plantations 
· Manufacturing output of Mass exceeded that of entire south 
· Urbanized, industrialized, diversified 
· 1837-1849 average of 10 patents for mechanical inventions related to northern crops, average of only 1 patent related to cotton
· no desire to diversify South because cotton is the best way to make money 
· spate of inventions: people are finding ways to use tech to produce more goods 
· North is incentive to save on variable cost of labour 
· Hiring fewer workers by using tech would save on cost 
· In South labour is a fixed cost
· No incentive to save on labour cost 
· The entire united states benefits from slave labour in south 
· Most business executives and inventors come from New England 
· Slaveholders and non slaveholders 
· In 1860 only about 46k of the 8 million 0.6% white residents of the slave states had as many of 20 slaves  = planters 
· The majority of farmers in the south cultivated no more than 200 acres 
· Majority of whites are actually quite poor 
· Polarized society 
· Planter society has outsized wealth and influence 
· Non slaveholding white 
· Small famers in the cotton belt – owned several hundred acres 
· Tightly connected to planters 
· Get loans from, work for planters 
· Tend to be aspiring planters 
· Social solidarity with planter class 
· Poor whites in Appalachia – scotch irish, subsistenence agriculture using poor soils 
· Quite separate from plantation economy 
· Live in places not suitable for cotton planting 
· People of protestant or scotch irish who want to own land, be free from authority 
· Self sufficient agriculture 
· Tended to distrust planter elite 
· Part of migration from philly/penn in 1700s and follow spine of Ozarks and Appalachia 
· Southern honour
· Central moral code of old south was Honour/chivalry 
· Only men 
· Patriarchal system 
· Without strong government/ strong men must protect women and children 
· Based on defence of reputation, protection of dependents(especially women), loyalty to family and region 
· Strong, fearless, unwilling to accept insult, sensitive to any kind of disrespect
· Have to take revenge:
· Duel as ultimate expression of personal honour and manly courage 
· Code Duella 
· Became illegal by 19th century 
· Main thing is to defend honour, intention is to clear name 
· Can only duel with another man of equal station 
· Charles woodmason 1760s 
· Charles Jansen, 1807
· The westward movement of slaves 
· 1 million slaves forcibly transferred from seaboard states to west in 19th century 
· great awakening/evangelicism 
· spread of cotton meant massive migration from seaboard states 
· treated as property, moved against will 
· 300k slaves left virginia alone between 1830 and 1860
· 1 million transferred in 19th century
· human cost of migration 
· families separated
· VA less attractive as slave based economy, although it still has large population of slaves
· Slaves are reproducing rapidly 
· Becomes a major source of VA slaveholder’s income 
· Become exporters of slaves to south and west 
· value of prime field hand rose from 600 in 1820s to 1,800 in 1850s 
· increases more or less at the same rate as value of cotton 
· South Carolina slave auction 1833

· Price, Birch and co, Richmond Va, Interior of slave market 
· Impact of slave trade 
· 1/3 of all slave first marriages in the upper south(va, nc) were broken by separation 
· marriages not legal 
· many escapes people trying to visit loved one 
· nearly ½ of all children separated from at least one parent 
· The plantation economy 
· Most slaves lived on plantations 
· Plantations of 20+ slaves tended to be self sufficient – clothing, bedding. Food, bedding produced on plantation 
· Master, overseers at top
· Vested interest in keeping costs as low as possible 
· In large plantation have artisan slaves who have trades 
· Overcrowding of slave quarters – in south Carolina in 1820s it was estimated that each small cabin housed five slaves 
· Slave quarters, florida plantation 1870s 
· Discipline
· Typical punishments: 20 lashes for stealing or shirking work, 40 lashes for running away
· Only incentive for slave to work hard is fear of punishment 
· Want to sent an example to other slave 
· Under law slaves have very few protections from extreme masters:
· Slaves are not people under law 
· Have no rights to seek legal action 
· Slaves are property, can do whatever you want to property
· 1840: woman convicted of killing a slave was fined $214.28
· Slave from Louisiana, 1860s
· Francis Frederic, 1860s 
· Paternalism 
· Masters felt as father figures of plantations 
· Justification for slavery 
· See themselves as good people 
· Masters felt responsibilities toward their slaves rhetorically treated as children 
· Slaves, wives, children all seen as dependents protected by men of honour 
· Southern masters are offended by objections to slavery 
· Insist they are looking after slaves  
· Slavery is construed as a benign institution 
· Social world of slave owner surrounded by African Americans 
· Slave women cared for white children, black and white children played together 
· Social mix, reinforces ideology of paternalism 
· May cause owners to be more humanitarian 
· Plantation family 
· Black Nanny is included in family photograph 
· Slaves are subservient but present 
· Fountain Hughes 
· During depression gov recorded memories of former slaves 
· Slave religion 
· Rapid growth of Baptist and Methodist among slaves during second great awakening

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Autonomous, not under control of master. 
9% of blacks in the south in 1860 were free. 4 million blacks in the south total.
Lot of blacks were manumitted following the revolution. Still not so safe for blacks in the south, even if theyre free. 
Laws passed that restrict the rights of free blacks in the south. Make it impossible to for blacks to take whites to court, forced to sign over as employees or theyre vagrant. 
Restrict manumission
1830s – abolitionist movement gains real steam. Battling slavery in the south. Must be fought against. 
Revolt in 1831,  nat turner organizes, rise up and kill masters. Fails, gets executed. Whites were very afraid because of this. After this they place more restrictions on the civil rights of blacks. Migration of free blacks outside Virginia. 
1840s – growing importance of the underground railroad. Network of people assisting slaves to flee the south and gain freedom. 
Strong rhetoric by pro slavery people. Southern writers who construct a defense of slavery. Known as fire eaters. Southerners feel they have to defend themselves. Slavery is something to be proud of, it should be spread. Four main defenses – White Supremacy (very common even in the north), slavery is a way to keep blacks under control, its in the natural order of things. Necessary system to maintain the racial hierarchy. Bible (Leviticus 25:44-46) provides lots of passages that say slavery is totes cool. Paternalism – slavery is a warm humane system in which these patriarchs are responsible for his people. Critique of wage slavery – Capitalist labor is exploitative, in slavery, when the slave gets old or sick, the master is still responsible for him. 
Vast territorial expansion of the US, quicker than anything else in history. 
Market revolution – agricultural and industrial revolution creates a constant demand for resources, need resources to feed the economy and people. Land above all else is the one resource that people want, so they drive westward in order to farm. 
Ideological rationale – in a Jeffersonian democracy every citizen should own property as a source of independence. 
In reality, not really expansion, more like conquest. Taking land from native people, other colonial powers, and then incorporating it into the US. 
One of the mechanisms that they got land was Indian removal. Between 1810 and 1850 100k natives were forced to leave lands east of the Mississippi. Philosophy of assimilation vs segregation. If you can reform native culture then you can incorporate them into society. Segregation idea states that natives and whites cannot coexist, natives have to be kept apart. Keep natives in reservations. 
Civilization policy – assimilation policy. Based on the idea that if natives can adopt white culture, they can be integrated into society and they can keep their land. Gov pays missionaries, teach them how to read, etc. Cherokees, Choctaws, Chickasaws, Creeks, Seminoles – tribes in southeast who already have some white blood, decide to go along with it. It works pretty well. They do this to retain their sovereignty.  Sequoyah develops Cherokee alphabet, syllabary. 
During the 1820s and 30s, cotton culture takes off. Whites want the land that these civilized tribes had. Andrew Jackson – passes law, Indian removal act. Takes natives off this land and puts them in the Indian territory. Cherokees take this case to court, sue state of Georgia. Goes to the supreme court, recognized as domestic dependent nations. Recognizes some of their rights. Jackson in 1835 fraduelently gets chiefs to sign a treaty forcing them to leave. Trail of tears. 
Eastern part of the country is now open to settlement. 1830s and 40s see more Americans moving westward. Agricultural frontier – ordinary people allowed to squat on lands. Allowed to keep it eventually. Incentive for farmers to push west. 
Pacific frontier – Americans are becoming more familiar with the west coast. More powers become interested in the pacific, want to trade with china. Europeans want to sell things to china. New Englanders interested in china trade, build fast ships and sail to china. Sell whale products, otter skins, manufactured goods. More interest in the west coast generated because of this. 
These traders also look for other opportunities – Japan. Japan was isolationist for a long time. America is not down for this. Try to make arrangement with dutch, failed. Americans come with ironclads and force the Japanese to open up their borders to trade. 
Mining frontier – by late 1840s/50s makes a huge demand for money. Need money for cash economy. Need gold. Gold found in California in 1848, news spreads and the population of California explodes. 14k in 1848, 100k in 1849, 200k in 1852. Settlers driven by gold prospectors, settlers were single young men. Chinese immigrants come to California as well. Chinese don’t want to stay really, they are very successful, collaborative effort. They are also willing to work for low wages. Gold supply dries up in cali, economic downturn as well. People view the Chinese with disdain. Racist tendencies come out. Chinese not given access to citizenship. Chinese Exclusion Act – Chinese couldn’t move to US. Tax introduced to limit number of foreign miners. 
Religious frontier – Joseph Smith – born in Vermont, moved to NY. Searching for treasure and interested in religion. Two angels visit him, tell him about some gold plates and a seer stone to interpret them. Translates the message of the golden plates. Writes the book of mormon. Articulates this vision. Compliment to the bible. Tribe of Israelites – sail to America. Jesus arrives in America during battles between laminites and niphites, laminites become the sole descendents. Smith publishes this, gains popularity. Group of followers become believers in this book of mormon, but people don’t like them. Need to move westward, Nauvoo Illinois. Mormons disliked by their neighbors, because of alternate base for religious knowledge, mormons cling together, plural marriage. By 1844 there is a dispute, smith accused of trying to steal wives, attacked by mob and killed. Mormons decide theyre not welcome here, they need to move. Go somewhere far away where we can live in peace and create a model society. Go to Utah, part of mexico at the time. Create state called Deseret, centered around salt lake. 
Manifest Destiny – US is on the move, given the rapidity to the expansion. US has a divinely sanctioned mission to spread across the country. The expansion of the US is willed by god, protestant reformation occurred near the discovery of America.  Powerful ideology. 
Texas – originally not part of the US, a state of mexico originally. Treaty allowed spain to keep texas. Mexico becomes an independent country in 1821. Natives constantly raid parts of northern mexico. Looking for ways to protect northern frontier. They invite English speaking Americans to live in texas and protect it. Thought that English Americans would bring tech. Many of those who come bring slaves, come from the south. 30k anglo Americans in texas by 1830. They become the majority in texas. They don’t have much allegiance to mexico. New Mexican leader tries to bring the states under centralized control. He wants the Texans to adhere to Mexican law and stop owning slaves. They cant deal, and texas rebels. 1836, Texan independence. Texans win. 
Texas talks of joining the union, controversial, texas is a slave republic. Northern states don’t want to do this. 1844 – election. James Polk, dem candidate, campaigns on the idea of aggressive expansion. Wants to annex texas, expansion of Oregon. Wins the election. 1845, texas annexed. Boundaries between texas and us? Creates a border conflict, Mexican American war
In California, more and more Americans are coming over. When they hear about this war, they use this as a excuse to start a war, and become a republic. Bear Flag revolt. 
Troops are sent to region between rio grande and other river. Capture mexico city. Treaty of Guadalupe hidalgo. Forced to sell the territories of cali, new mexico, Arizona, Nevada, Utah. 
Many thought this was beneath the US. The US is supposed to be a democratic state, above other nations. This was a pretty overtly aggressive move. 
Many critical of the war because it was fought to expand slave states. Fought for slave owners to expand west. Northerners bothered by the political clout that the south has. 
Southern congressmen block all debate about slavery in the house of representatives. Northerners don’t want southerners to use the war to expand slavery. Wilmot wants to insert clause in new treaty expanding US that stops slavery in the new territories. This passes the house, but the senate shuts this down. 
1848 – the free soil party, an anti slavery party is created. They are determined to keep the west free. They aren’t abolitionists, they hate blacks too, they don’t want to degrade the institutions and get competition from free blacks. They don’t want to degrade themselves with slaves. Immigrants and blacks degrade labor. 
1850 – California enters the union as a free state. Southerners fear this will tip the balance in the favor of the north. Compromise of 1850, slave trade abolished in Washington DC. You cant auction humans anymore in DC, but you can still own them. New law helps slave owners to let them retrieve their slaves. Fugitive slave act lets them go to the north and take slaves back. Northerners feel this is an attack on liberty. Lastly, the status of slavery will be determined by popular sovereignty, people there decide for themselves. This is supposed to keep sectional tensions
1854 – Kansas Nebraska act. Stephen douglas wants to build a railroad through the west, wants to get to the agriculturally rich territories in the Midwest. Need to have a real government in these states in order to approve the railroad. These territories need to decide if they want slavery. Douglas wants to embrace popular sovereignty. Only issue is that these states were north of the Missouri compromise line. Kansas might have slaves, many northerners are bothered by this, southerners have too much power. This starts to break the second party system. Kansas Nebraska act shatteres the unity of these parties. Whig party begins to break apart. Democratic party begins to become the party of the south. One of the reasons northerners feel that southerners have a disproportionate influence in politics, northerners also suspicious of immigrants, Irish and Germans. These people form a party, the Know Nothing party. They hate the irish mainly. They only exist for a bit. By 1855, dissident whigs who are anti slavery, anti immigrants, free soilers and democrats form the republican party. Republican party arises as an abolitionist party. Republicans are made up entirely of northerners and west. 
American born people felt that irish had taken over much of the political system, voting in their friends. 
Bleeding Kansas – Kansas borders Missouri, lots of slave owners want to move their slaves into Kansas, they want to move as many slave owners  as possible in kansas before they vote on a constitution. Border ruffians, pro slavery Missourians crossed the border and cast fraudulent ballots to get slavery in Kansas legal. Pro slavery gov recognized by president franklin Pierce. Anti slavery advocates do not recognize the legitimacy of this government. John Brown and his sons attack pro slavery people in Kansas, 200 people died. Deepens divisions in the country. 
Emerging cultural difference between north and south. Uncle Tom – traitor slave, in the book hes a innocent kind person whos beaten savagely by his master. This is the image of what slavery is to northerners. 
Brooks sumner affair is interpreted very differently, northerners see this as southern aggression, they can only speak through violence because of slavery. Southerners support brooks, abolitionists are wide eyed zealots. 
Dred scott decisions – slave who had accompanied his master to free parts of the country. He escapes, he is free by the right of being in a free territory. Supreme Court has to rule on these things. Chief Justice rules that the federal government cannot abolish slavery, only whites can be citizens, the Missouri compromise was unconstitutional. This reinforces the notion that the slave power has far too much power. Chief Justice Roger B Taney
Lincoln Douglas Debates – Stephen Douglas v Abe Lincoln. Senate campaign between the two. Lincoln openly anti slavery, opposed to the expansion of slavery into the territories. Douglas uses race baiting tactics, Lincoln pushes douglas on popular sovereignty. Freeport doctrine, if you don’t pass laws to support slavery, it will still keep slavery out. Undermines him as a national politician. 
Harpers Ferry – Abolitionist John Brown led a raid on Harpers Ferry arsenal in Virginia. Evangelical anti slavery, views it as a deep moral wrong. Bothered by the little progress in abolition. Wants to invade the south and end slavery. Use weapons to attack plantations and get the slaves to help fight. Hes surrounded and arrested. Put on trial for treason. Hes viewed favorably by the northerners as a martyr and supporting a just cause. Southerners view him as a dangerous lunatic and terrorist, and shows how dangerous abolitionists are. 
Southerners want to expand slavery, want to annex Cuba. 
Discontent rises – Two party system fails no longer national parties, Missouri Compromise falls apart, growing cultural divide, 
Election in 1860 – Abe wins. Southerners outraged, cannot support him. South Carolina votes to secede from the union in the following month. By February six other states MS, FL, AL, GA, LA, TX also secede. CSA formed. They write declaration of secession, victims of Abraham Lincoln, threat of tyrannical power. 
War still doesn’t break out, Lincoln doesn’t want to be the aggressor, but needs to protect forts. By the spring, Lincoln needs to resupply fort Sumter. SC states that sending a ship to do so is an act of aggression. Jefferson Davis orders the army to fire on the fort. April 14th, Lincoln states an act of rebellion is at hand, supplies 75k troops to put it down. 
Civil War Breaks out. First modern war, total war, tons of people dead. Conflict between two societies, not just armies. Market revolution allowed sale and spread of cargo easier, also works for war. Using the entire system of industrial production to go to war. 
Crazy amount of casualties, lots of amputees. North had far more people and industrial capacity. South was fighting a defensive war.
Modern American medicine comes out of the civil war, many medical advancements made because of it. Better records kept for the dead or the wounded, know whos who. Came up with ways to deal with mass casualties, ambulances, triage, nurses. Structure of the modern general hospital originates with the civil war. Immediate treatment of wounds becomes standard, sanitation, cleaning wounds to stop infection. Nurses and surgery had major developments, and the red cross. 
Modern propaganda becomes a thing. Want to rally civilian population, printing press and getting out political messages are ways of mobilizing populations. Promoting the wars cause, civilian patriotic organizations trying to get people involved. Songs written to inspire people, often religious in nature. Beginnings of photojournalism, newspapers. 
Both sides hope to end the war quickly. Army of the Potomac, army of Union. Want to conquer Richmond and end the war fast. They are met with stiff resistance, July 21 1861, the confederates defeats the union at Manassas (first). Union realizes that this isn’t going to be easy. Two sides regroup. 
McClellan – Clashes with Lincoln, wants diplomatic resolution. Huge army, but wouldn’t engage the opposition
Robert E Lee – wants to keep the union army on its toes, not get a big victory.
Peninsula campaign – 1862 attempt to take Richmond from the sea. They win a few battles , but are pushed back. Union loses the momentum. Lee wants to get a victory with this momentum. 
Antietem – bloodiest battle in the war. Lee met by heavy defense, crazy casualties. Results in a standstill in the northern front of the war. 
Western theatre – both sides want to control the Mississippi river. General Grant conquers a few ports on the river. David Farragut captures new Orleans, union admiral. They put the CSA on the defensive. 
Vicksburg Miss, important railway hub, its where it meets the river, its also on a cliff. Hard place to capture. 
Becomes a war about slavery, if it wasn’t already. union army advances to the plantation belts. Slaves often escaped when they could, to get to the union army. Tons of states still have slavery in the union. Lincoln needs to keep it off the agenda, needs to preserve the union first. They decided to treat these escaped slaves as contraband of war. By spring 1862 congress orders the army to not return escaped slaves. More slaves escape as a result. 
In 1863, after the battle of antietem, Lincoln issues the emancipation proclamation. In territories which do not belong to the union, all slaves are free. Doesnt apply to union states. 180k blacks serve in the army, 24k in the navy. 
Nationalism – US is forged through military action. Nationalism has many cases in the 19th century. Italy and Germany united through war. Lincoln – US is a nation based on ideals of freedom and democracy ,rather than shared ethnicity. The war urges American nationalism, as opposed to a nation of divided states. 
Gettysburg address – addresses nationalism, rallies morale, Lincolns legacy in many ways. 
No longer about preserving the union, its now about slavery too. War effort in the north transforms it into a modern industrial nation. Federal government now takes more power, passes legislation to do it. Homestead act – distributes free public land in the west, massive movement of whites into the west. Created a pacific railroad – Union and central pacific given reign to do so. Gov increased its size, revenue, Gov creates a income tax, tariffs, taxes, bonds. And they created a single currency and national bank
Women have a role in the war too, they enter professions because all the men are off fighting. 100k women work in factories. Nursing, clerical work have tons of women who work.  Sanitary commission is established, later becomes the red cross. 
Copperheads – democrats who support the confederacy. Revolt in Baltimore. Lincoln suspends habeus corpus. Resentment of republicans
1863 – draft instated. However, if you have money you can pay to have someone to replace you. In NYC they riot because of this, attack the draft offices, black people, republican offices. 
Union in 1863  is divided, draft resentment, cost of the war, democrats want a settlement. North needs a victory
Spring 1863- Lee advances into Pennsylvania. Gettysburg battle. 165k troops. Lee needs to break the union lines. Pickett’s charge through the middle of the union lines. Doesn’t work, they lose at Gettysburg. In the west, Grant wins and takes over Vicksburg. 
War of attrition proceeds. Wilderness campaign in WV. Shermans march to the sea. Destroys much of georgias infrastructure. 
Lincoln wins election in 1864. Fremont challenges him in the primaries. McClellan runs as the democratic candidate, also loses. 
Andersonville GA prison – POW camp. 45k northern POWs. Very bad conditions. Mass starvation in Andersonville, epidemics. Etc. Bad times. 
The confederacy – Attached to a anti government sentiment. Even though they are opposed to large government, the centralized government oversaw the war effort. King Cotton – tried to get Britain and france to support the confederacy. GB is a huge supporter of southern cotton. They also begin to divide, west Virginia separates from the confederacy. Resentment of the draft as well, rich people who had 20+ slaves you are exempted for the draft. Impressments aswell, the gov would take supplies from farmers. Compensated with confederate money, not really worth much. Near the end of the war, 100k soldiers desert the army. 50k southerners served in the union army. In 1863, theres a food riot in Richmond, women rioted because food was so expensive and rationed. Plans to arm slaves as soldiers, but never comes to pass.
By January 1865, war is ending. Only a matter of time till they have to surrender. Sherman starts moving up the coast. Later the pass the 13th amendment, abolishing slavery. In april 1865, Lee surrenders to grant. Five days later Lincoln is assassinated. 
War Ends. How to integrate the south and how to define freedom for the freed slaves.
