Lumpers- put things together

Splitters- what about this, what about that
Ex. Jeannette Rankin; congress at time of pearl harbour wouldn’t vote for war if women couldn’t partake(feminist) First woman in congress; voted against both WW’s.

Ideas or Interests- what drives history forward?
Great events happen because of where people’s interests lay not necessarily because they chose what is ‘right.’  What you think which is driven by your ideas. Ex. Do you believe in afterlife(it will determine how you live your life, and alter your ideas and interest)

Human Nature- Bolsheviks thought they could stop it

Battle of Hastings-  1066 England invaded by the Normans. King dies without heir. Harold attacks Normans and they attack back and kill Harold with an arrow in the eye and William becomes William the first. What if the arrow would have missed?

Winston Churchill- November 1874 – 24 January 1965) was a British Conservative politician and statesman known for his leadership of the United Kingdom during the Second World War. Widely regarded as one of the greatest wartime leaders of the century, he served as Prime Minister twice (1940–45 and 1951–55). A noted statesman and orator, Churchill was also an officer in the British Army, a historian, a writer, and an artist. He is the only British prime minister to have received the Nobel Prize in Literature, and was the first person to be made an Honorary Citizen of the United States.
