· 19th c US leading industrial power
· 1898 US emerges as the world stage as engaging in a war with Spain-  strategic for coal for the navy; trigger=send battleship down to the harbour and the Spanish was said to have destroyed it but later it was proven it sunk on its own
· Roosevelt set a standard for realizable ideals
· Secured a canal- instrumental in building in Panama
· Steps in to stop Japanese war- wants balance of power in East Asia
· WW1 draws States in and puts a stop to issues in Mexico
· Damage it does to west belief in itself 
· 1914 war stops because the west have Christians and its Christmas
· As slaughter goes on the ideals Euros believe in are worth nothing- fighting to pulverize people for a few years of worthless yards
· Arthur curry- man who brought Canada to victory at Vimy ridge came up with other methods of attacking rather than barbed wire and explosives
· If the states would have made it more clear that they would have fought Germany this would never have happened(Russian revolution and Hitler)
· Germany’s ideals did not match liberty and the rest of the world or specifically the States
· The States stay out of it for the most part
· Wilson wins election because he kept them out of war- severs diplomatic relations
· British intercepts msg from Germany to Mexico to align with each other 
· States enters war in 1917
· British and Canadians launch Passiondale to distract Germany so France can get their men to fight so Germany won’t win the war
· Wilson- remake map of Europe, League of Nations(prevent war), disarmament, freedom of the seas, collective security 
· 20s divided sharply – anti-foreigner, anti-liquor, anti-catholic
· 1922 Naval conference- freeze capital ships
· Allies borrowed all this money from the States and now they want it back- treaty of Versailles Germany is supposed to pay them and until they do they can’t afford them
· Germans don’t have any money though, so they try and get American investments but they will not give them to them
· French wanted a guaranteed security from the US; suggested a treaty where they never go to war with one another even though it will never happen they want other Euro countries to think they have an alliance with one another
· Great Depression- everyone’s economy collapses, US turns to high taxes which makes it worse
· Japan has become a minor world power; decided to get supplies through force when the States closes trade with them
· Invade Manchuria
· 30s powerful peace movement

Article X- League of Nations gets to decide when countries get to use their weapons in Article 10 so the states do not join the League of Nations

Dawes Plan- set by Republicans (Charles Dawes) that scheduled a more reasonable payment plan for Germany, did get implemented and does help, became vice president and won noble peace prize for this plan; could have been the vice president for another term but is the last person to turn it down

[bookmark: _GoBack]Scholarships not Battleships- Roosevelt agrees with this; constitutional amendment that keeps getting introduced to congress; has to be a national referendum; peace movement; Ludlow amendment; bankers of death who made loans to allies which has made foreign affairs in the States
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
