· 1 in 5 Americans didn’t trust the soviets
· US has a super weapon the soviets do not have; powers centred in opposite geographical locations makes it impossible to make each equally safe
· Cold War was a relatively peaceful business- contest between communists and ex-communists
· US in 1945 must shed their innocence- actually did have a pretty good idea of what was going on
· Roosevelt didn’t make a big stink to what Stalin was doing in the Soviet Union-
· Truman tries to patch things up with the Soviets- majority blame Soviet union during the cold war for tensions between the big 3(us, Britain and soviet)
· Truman has a serious dilemma when it comes to the atomic bomb- Truman tells Stalin that they have a powerful new weapon and he replies with oh wow you should use that on Japan
· Stalin didn’t have respect for Truman
· America will think millions of Americans and their citizens will die if we invade; less will die if we drop a bomb
· Bomb kills 70 000 ppl right away- radiation poison however kills another 70 000
· Didn’t bomb Tokyo because of all of their temples
· Assumed they had a stock pile however they didn’t have more than 12 bombs
· International control of raw materials, manufacturing, weapons(disarmament for the next few decades which is very flawed)
· Truman believed Stalin didn’t mean his communist stuff- he just thought he was a dictator
· Stalin says: WW2 happened bc of capitalism and communism  going head to head- raw materials cannot be distributed under capitalism and that is why the war happened
· What is clear is that soviets will do what they want in the east and there is nothing the US can do about it; everywhere they can they seem to be pushing their influence
