· WW2
· If German could have taken over the air they could have taken over Britain’s sea and take over Britain
· US has most modern vessel and its useless against Japan- Japanese came by land(dirty trick); British able to resist them due to a Canadian
· Cannot afford to be unprepared or stupid about hostility
· Germans do not win the battle of the sea
· Germans trying to destroy the RAF(air) – move on to bombing London but allows the air force time to recover
· German raids of London kill about 50 000 ppl; bomber doesn’t damage morale 
· Poland not ready to fight- get beat out early in the war
· Bismarck blown up early- if it would have continued it would have caused a lot of damage
· Despite these loses ppl keep going to sea- 1 in 8 merchants are killed yet they keep going(Canadians);  it got so bad Canada sent an armoured yacht into the St. Lawrence  
· Pearl Harbour
· 1942 Allies win hugely significant victories; 1 in Africa, 2 midway
· Germany started the war
· 1 in 10 Canadian wear a uniform in WW2
· 6.5 million women work in war production 
· 1.2 million black ppl help with the war- more so in production b/c the army was not integrated in WW2
· Hitler thought Americans couldn’t fight and he was wrong- they learned the art of war and got really good at it; westerners seen as soft and perverted
· GI= galvanized iron(ie GI Joe)
· Dieppe taught us lessons we needed for D-Day
· WW2 is the first war with antibiotics which helped with D-Day; many more people would have died and yet were able to go back and fight w/in days
· Soviets are taking the bulk of the fighting- 6 of 7 Germans killed done at Eastern front

Midway- up to this point Japanese have sunk many aircraft and ships and the allies have not sunk anything of theirs;  Americans win the battle at Midway; Americans have cracked much of the Japanese stable codes, secondly when the Japanese attack Midway the people of Midway decided to prepare for attacks which helps disrupt Japanese carriers, also the American torpedoes miss their target and decide to attack the Japanese commander(3 attacks) At this point the Japanese do not have any cover- Japanese never win a major victory after this battle- 7 months after Pearl Harbour

Rosie the Riveter- non-traditional yet patriotic; worked in a factory – her own money, freedom of movement and a huge contribution towards winning the war- huge impact on the next generation of women and men

United Nations- US, Soviets and 24 other nations pledge neutral support during the war; religious freedoms, 

Lend-Lease- was the program under which the United States of America supplied the United Kingdom, the Soviet Union, China, Free France, and other Allied nations with materiel between 1941 and 1945. A total of $50.1 billion (equivalent to $647 billion today) worth of supplies were shipped: $31.4 billion to Britain, $11.3 billion to the Soviet Union, $3.2 billion to France, and $1.6 billion to China.  This program was a decisive step away from non-interventionist policy, which had dominated United States foreign relations since the end of World War I, towards international involvement.

Current Tax Payment Act- American government gets bigger and stays bigger; 1943 they say for now when you earn money you pay income tax on it immediately rather than paying at the end of the year; took an interest free loan and never gave it back; number of ppl paying taxes increased drastically during the war and never went down;  
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
