Convergence: When media companies specializing in different forms of media come together to take advantage of presumed synerfies enabled by digitization/digitial content. 

The Canadian media oliogly

· Canadas media industry is large, not small. Eigth largest in the world, just behind Italy and ahead of south korea and spain.

· There is public media in Canada and Private media. It is large and lots of money is involved (advertising)

Today: Media Structures and institutions

Netflix isn’t a broadcaster so they are exempt from CRTC regulation. The CRTC regulates all broadcasting in Canada. 

1920’s broadcasting in Canada begins (mostly private American radio)
1929 Aird Commission (“The state or the United States” – G. Spry)
1932 Canadian Radio Broadcasting Act
1936 CRBC becomes CBC
1952 CBC/Radio Canada television broadcasting
1957-58 Royal commission on broadcasting, creation of BBG(board of broadcast governors), first CanCon regulations
1961 first private television network – CTV
1968 New broadcasting Act and the formation of the Canadian Radio Television commission (now known as the C.R.T.C)
1971 Satellite TV
1991 Broadcasting Act revised again
1999 CRTC rules that internet content is outside “broadcasting”
2000’s various tweaks and consultations including lets talk tv in 2014

4. Encourages the development of Canadian experission by providing programming that reflects Canadian attitudes, opinions, ideas, values and artistic creativity.


General principles of Canadian Broadcast Policy

1. Effectively owned and controlled by Canadians
2. Operates primarily French and English has public private and community elements
3. Serves to safeguard, enrich and strengthen the cultural, political social and economic fabric of Canada
4. Encourages the development of Canadian expression by providing programming that reflects Canadian attitudes opinions ideas and values. 
5. Serves the needs and intrests (and reflects the circumstances) of Canadian women and men, including equal rights, linguistic duality, multicultural and multiracial society and the special place of indigenous Peoples of Canada
6. Make maximum use of Canadian creative talent and resources.

MAPL

M (music): The music is composed entirely by a Canadian
A (artist): The music is, or the lyrics are, performed principally by a Canadian
P (Performance): The musical selection consists of a live performance that is
· Recorded wholly in Canada, or
· Performed wholly in Canada and broadcast live in Canada
L (lyrics): The lyrics are written entirely by a Canadian



The “Bryan Adams Exception”
· “The musical selection was performed live or recorded after September 1, 1991, and, in addition to meeting the criterion for either artist or production, a Canadian who has collaborated with a non-Canadian receives at least half of the credit for both music and lyrics
· Waking up the neighbours (including the massive single “everything I do, I do it for you”)1991 with Mutt Lange
