The field of Canadian Politics 
· 1st field: Canadian politics
· 2nd field: Comparitive politics 
· 3rd field: Political theory
· 4th field: International relations
· key themes of Canadian politics are federalism, aboriginal issues(politics), bilingualism and nationalism (quebec and aboriginals), British colonialism, social welfare, multiculturalism
· Great debate over the comparative turn; reality of 30 years ago specialists strictly examined Canadian politics. This is no longer true today because experts in Canadian politics compare key themes of Canadian politics to other countries to better understand Canadian politics
· This “comparative turn” generates debate over whether the old way or new way is useful to examine Canadian politics 
· There are some people who come at it in a different angle, one of lecours collegues believes that it is important to look for ways to make changes in examining Canadian Politics. Believes too much comparison can be dangerous 
· (For the purpose of this course we will not use too much comparison.)
