The 1867 Constitution and the division of Powers
· American loyalists move to Canada because they are still loyal to the british crown but Many Americans wanted independence in the US (1700’s)
· 1774- the Quebec Act 
· in 1790’s Canada is divided into two areas; upper and lower Canada
· Upper Canada has many French speaking people, different religious beliefs
· Lower Canada is what could be called Ontario today 
· Lord Durham comes along believes for Canada to work properly one of the two parts of Canada must assimilate to the other
· Believes the French upper part must assimilate to English speaking lower Canada 
· One Reason for the act of 1867 is the idea of security; areas on the East Coast become worried that being so clos to the US they might be in danger of getting attacked, they want to become a part of something bigger to stay safe 
· Another reason is the eastern areas like the idea of 
· French Canadians believe that becoming part of sovereign nation and being a minority they would lose their identity to that of the English Majority 
· French Canadians want to be part of a Federation rather 
· The final decision is to create Centralized federation; The federal government has more power than the provincial government but provincial government still has sense of power 
· Role of government in late 19th century are security, commerce…etc 

Concurrent powers and federal paramountcy
· Immigration and agriculture are looked at provincially, and federally
· However Federal legislation is very dominant over provincially in these two- stated by fact that if there is conflict Federal government trumps provincial (federal paramountcy)

Powers of disallowance and reservation
· The constitution 

The ‘Peace, order and good government Clause
· Article 91
· The federal government has control of powers not specifically assigned to the provinces 

The Lieutenant- Governors
· Represent the queen in the provinces 
· Appointed by federal government 
· They are there to overlook provincial government are doing things in best interest of Canadian government 
· Not much success of this because no lieutenant governor ever stopped provinicial government from putting through legislation

In Sum
· Compromise was a centralized federation
· Most important powers of day were given to federal government 
· For agriculture and immigration, federal power dominates
· Federal government can prevent provincial legislation 
· Presence of lieutenant governors 
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
