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· Nationalism
· Nationalism in Quebec and nationalism in aboriginal communities 
· Arguably there is Canadian nationalism, quebec nationalism, and a variety of different aboriginal nationalism loyal to the tribe rather than aboriginal peoples on a whole scale (just a few different versions of nationalism)
· Nationalism is a sense of belonging 
· Nationalism is also about seeking or preserving a form of autonomy of a group/country
· In Quebec the issue might be gaining more autonomy or preserving

· Pre-1960s
· Sense of nationalism is not clearly territorialized rather all French people across Canada feel a sense of nationalism
· Conservative society for French Canadians
· Beliefs rely on religion, and language
· Very traditional society
· Politics are defensive posture, Quebec government looks to stay separate from Canadian government
· French Canadians were more rural
· Emphasis was not industrialism and capitalism
· To grow the food that you ate and have large families 
· The Quiet Revolution
· Effort in quiet revolution to modernize
· Belief that boss man was English speaking and worker was French 
· Quebec government created a minister of education and minister of health, this took the role away from church in both these aspects
· Quebec went from being very religious group to very secular 
· They decided not to take religion seriously 
· Church loses a lot of influence
· Modernization of society
· Goes from highest birth rate to one of lowest birth rates
· Language becomes main criteria for defining the quebec population rather than religion
· No longer consider themselves “French-Canadians” but instead other terms like “Quebecois”
· Quebec governments begin to make two crucial arguments
· “we are behind here so we need a government that is going to help us catch up”
· Other argument is that Quebec is only government that has priority for linguistic minority and should be recognized and respected as such
· 1970s there are important language legislation in Quebec 
· This is result of court judgements
· The referendum of 1980: 
· PQ makes arugment that Quebec needs to be independent to respect its culture
· PQ says if we want to advance Quebecers we need to acknowledge independence 
· PQ argument very much about language 
· The “No-side” of the argument against quebec independence was that with independence, Quebec would not be able to operate on their own
· Another argument for the “No-side” was that Quebec would lose a lot of natural resources that the rest of Canada possessed like food, oil, the rocky mountains would no longer partly belong to the Quebecers
· Pierre trudeau argued for the “No-Side”
· In the end the “No-side” won quite convincingly 60-40
·

· Brought new diseases
· Unfair trading exchanges
· Europeans came to Aboriginal land and settled

· Diversity
· There is tremendous diversity among Aboriginals
· There are different legal categories in Canada when it comes to Aboriginal
· There are inuits, Indians, and Metis 
· Metis is mixing of European and aboriginal population 
· Within the Indian category there is important difference between status Indians and non-status Indians
· Status Indians are governed by Indian act where Non-status Indians are not governed by indian act 
· 
· The 1876 Indian Act
· Law that takes a colonial approach that Indians are unable to govern themselves therefore they need us to govern them
· It was a combination of assimilation and colonialism
· Indians could not leave reserves, could not drink alcohol and they cannot vote 
· Considered inferior people
· The thought that aboriginals needed to be civilized 
· Leads to development of residential schools in order to try and assimilate young aboriginals to convert religion and language
· Residential schools were awful 
· Canadian government has leverage on aboriginals even to this day- If you leave reserve you are not considered status indian

· The 1969 White Paper
· Pierre trudeau government says that Aboriginals are being treated like colonial second class subjects
· Trudeaus government puts forward white paper
· Aboriginal bands massively rejected the white paper
· Aboriginal bands said “we are not Canadian”
