Three ways of looking at time
Philosophy-wisdom; ask questions about happiness and death, knowledge. Based on observations of nature, and by forming conclusions. Finding answers to fundamental concepts by asking basic questions. Ex. What is being? 
Psychology-  study behaviour and mental processes. Ask questions about the soul. You experience time a certain way. Psychologists ask questions- does time exist or is it a notion of our mind.
Religion- beliefs Religious people say that not all can be explained based on science and observations. Have one overall answer to all questions. Prophets- have connection to non-materialistic person and have insights to deep spiritual powers, which is their source of answers to unanswerable questions. These answers are shared through stories from generation to generation. 
Subjective- Your personal experience or what you think. Ex. Your opinion.
Objective- Something that is not debateable (fact). Ex. Your name
Time is both-   Subjective(how you feel it) Personal feeling of how it passes
Objective (the clock tells the time) When its related to a material object that measures time. Both a clock and sun move at a regular time. Time that is felt or kept by regular motion. 

Linear Time- Does time has a linear orbit? Passing from past to present to future in order. Present is something that you cannot capture. 
Cyclical Time- Reincarnation-when you die, you are born again, your soul returns.
		Is time finite or infinite? Is it continuing and have a beginning or end? An origin?
	
Because of ancient scripture, humans have notion that time will end, and in destruction  of matter. When matter is destroyed, there is no motion, therefore no time. Called the apocalypse. Means in Greek, “Things are becoming visible”. Body has an expiry date, so it stops us from experiencing true time.
Ancient Greeks- 600BCE 
· Socrates- believed we know much more than we think. You just have to be patient and ask questions. Spread his words orally 
· Plato 300BCE- had idea that before his time there was a continent called Atlantis, where the      traditions of people came along, from those who lived on Atlantis before it was sunk. 
· Claimed that newborns have all knowledge of the world, but loose knowledge as they begin to pay attention to the material world, rather than their mind. Believed that as a philosopher, you are rediscovering the knowledge that you had and is hidden now.  
· Claimed that time is the moving picture of eternity
· Aristotle 300BCE – (objective way) wrote books and were most important in historical philosophers. Very scientific and technical thinker
· Time is the counting of movement in respect to before and after, » time is numerical measure of change  
· Believed that things exist at one time, can’t exist in two places. But time is an exception: 

· Augustine (Christian) – free will (do we really have a choice, or are they pre-calculated)  he 
· Claimed that we did have free will.
· Said we had(present) experience (how you take in something that happened), memory, expectation (how you project your ideas for the future)
· The past exists in our memories, but doesn’t exist in the material world. You have experiences in your present setting – the chair you’re sitting on. You have some kind of plan for the future. 
· Concluded that time is a mental construction (only concluded how we measure time)
· Hennery Bergson- explained that there was two types of times
· External- Objective
· Internal – Subjective, you can look back at your memories and remember events (basically travel back in time) (restructure a moment in time) We have two hemispheres that may experience times is different ways
· Edmund Husserl- the rhythm in music passes through your head; the rhythm paces time moving. This is how you enjoy time moving. (inner time consciousness) 
· If we only experience now, and hear one note at present, how can we connect notes to make it a song?

Philosophers in modern times began dealing with smaller things- like colour. (more scientific things)

Phenomenology- Phenomenon- any appearance Ex. we see colours, but how do we explain what colour is. 
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Subjective time can be faster or slower than objective time.
Times seems to move from pastpresentfuture, and this line is asymmetrical, where the past is known and future is undetermined
Nature has a built in arrow of time.
· You can compare our memories fading to a puff of smoke dissipating in the wind as time goes by. The flow of time always involves dissipation of energy and decrease in order

Our mortal lives begin at birth and end, so they seem finite. But do we return to a moment before birth when we die? Are we living a finite life in an infinite world? 

Time is measured in cycles- sunrise/sunset, years, months, moon cycles, seasons. The cycle repeats, yet each day is different than another

Déjà vu 
· not a memory of past, nor expectation of future, but more like a memory of the future, as if past and future were exchanged
· is a recall of an event, triggered by a present experience (event is premonition if before experience)

Perhaps the only difference b/w past and future is our way of remembering each—what comes through memories, we regard as past, future through experiences 

Is the present moving, like a moving dot, or are phenomena (what we see and hear) moving through time

There could be no such thing as the non-future. Past and future could be mistaken views of reality, so perhaps time doesn’t exist at all.

Physics of time
· —Newton`s ideas:  Because space itself is everywhere, and time itself is everlasting, God is omnipresent in perpetual divine contact with creation. Newton’s view of time as the eternal backdrop of all phenomenal change is reflected in the equations of classical physics: time is not a solution to the equations, but a parameter in them. It is the time variable t that gives physical quantities their meaning by placing them in temporal relation to other quantities.
· Einstein’s ideas—Time is relative to motion of an observer. No “one universal clock” but many local clocks


· Nagarjuna- present and future depend on past or don’t. If they do then they must be already in the past, then they can’t be distinct from past. If they don’t then they are not related to past in any way. Then time must be regarded as phases of temporal  phenomena.
