1) The film elaborates on the theories of Ernest Becker which assert that human beings are burdened with a psychological terror . What is this terror and what, according to Becker, is the human “solution” to it? 
2) What one thing about the film made you react (positively or negatively).

1) According to Ernest, psychological terror is being conscious of self. To have the ability to feel deeply, yearn for life and self expression, but no matter what precautions are taken, no matter what advances are made in understanding the physical properties of nature, or the developments being made in medicine, there is no escaping death. The human solution is then to ignore the inevitability of death, subconsciously creating a death anxiety. In order to make sense of this death anxiety, symbols are built by society within culture, religion and laws in order to uphold a united feeling of purpose. Not only does this system allow individuals to identify with one another within the same belief system, it also causes them to act aggressively towards those who hold different beliefs (defense mechanism). The film also elaborates on the idea of self-esteem (on an individual level), which is said to further distance one and death anxiety.
2) [bookmark: _GoBack]One of the things that made me react positively is the incorporation of the perspective of Tony Riss, a cancer patient in the last years of her life. Tony made several comments that really provoke one to ask hard questions, for example when referring to her fight against cancer, she said, “You can’t have me yet. No, I’m not ready to go.” One can ask, what does it entail to be ready, finally acknowledging death and accepting it after a life spent denying it? 
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
