· Concision: derived from concise; Chomsky why you cant say anything new on television; when you have to frame your story; fits between commercials; you don’t have the opp to say new; anything that rubs conventialism; you can expect controversy; expect questioning; in the context of news you cant be original because there is no time to explain yourself; structurally news media you can repeat only things you already know
· Any info. Can be present by the commercial media; some info is favored though
· Objectivity encouraged to see the news this way; news treat itself as an objective source of information; creates a barrier which doesn’t allows us to criticize the news
· Owners of media have been known for their partisan views with respect to politics
· Izzy aspar: was a liberal; Conrad black was conservative
· Owned the majority of daily papers between the two
· Black: no editors that are pro liberal – wrote a story jean christen – fired him

· News and info is portrayed to be objective and bias has had an effect on the content;

· Emergence of ICT: convey widely and quickly; has placed pressure on news media; getting info fast; as result decrease
