1. Polish People’s Republic  
· 1944- 1989 
· Reconstruction of the capital and the country due to soviet sphere of influence
· When Poland was under communist control
· Film Kannal is filmed in this time 
2. ‘liberum veto’, 
· Parliamentary device for polish- Lithuanian commonwealth
3. Royal Republic, 
· Includes kings and queens monarchy
· Poland always had a king until 1795 * king was elected through nobility (not family) 
4. ‘szlachta’, 
· Legally privileged noble class with origins in the kingdom of Poland 
5. Partitions of Poland, 
· 1772, 1793, 1795 
· Part of the commonwealth areas within the country became part of Russia Germany & Austria 
· 1793- 2nd partition with Russia 
6. May 3, 1791; 
· Constitution was created
· Document designed to redress the commonwealth political defects 
· 2nd world constitution ever written 
· Commonwealth would no longer be viewed as property** in place until 1793 
7. 1795, 
· 3rd partitions of Poland ended the existence of the sovereign polish state
· Signed a treaty dividing remaining territories of commonwealth into the 3 countries 
· Erased Poland but they remained a nation and kept their identity

9. Polish legions 
· Attempts to regain independence – support sought from the French revolution
· Alliance with Napolean in creation of Polish Legions 
10. Duchy of Warsaw
· 1807-1814 created by napoleon
· New civil code and serfdom abolishment
· Polish state established by Napoleon I in 1807 from the Polish lands ceded by the Kingdom of Prussia under the terms of the Treaties of Tilsit.
· 
11. 1830 
· November uprising 
· Poles at war with Russia, uprising suppressed, followed by period of tsarist reprisals 
12. Adam Mickiewicz 
· National poet of Poland. Fryderyk Franciszek Szopen (Chopin), ‘the pure sound of Poland’.
· A principal figure in Polish Romanticism
· All these served as inspiration for uprisings against the three imperial powers that had partitioned the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth out of existence
· Born in Russian partitioned areas
13. 1863 
· January uprising against Russia unsuccessful
14. Organic Work/Positivism, 
· Attempt to strengthen the system from within
· Political, social, economic evolution vs. revolution. 
· Role of Catholic Church in preserving national identity. 
· Henryk Sienkiewicz, Nobel-prize winning novelist whose works ‘strengthens Polish hearts’. 
· Jan Matejko painter of the glories of Poland’s past.
· 
15. Mieszko,
· Growth of early Polish state under Prince Mieszko and development of first capital at Gniezno.
16. Pilsudski, ** which one is he referring to?? Józef Pilsudski, Marshall Pilsudski
· Józef Pilsudski forms Polish legions in German partition.
· Marshall Pilsudski assumes power 1926. Rebuilding of Poland from the remnants of three separate countries - Polish Second Republic (1918-1939)
· Great Depression 1929-1939. Social unrest. Death of Pilsudski 1935.
17. Casimir the Great 
· Reigned as the King of Poland from 1333 to 1370
· Conclusion: Poland as full-fledged participant in political and cultural life of Medieval Latin West by end of Kazimierz the Great's reign in 1370.  
· Reformed the polish army and doubled the size of the kingdom
· 
18. Russian-German Non-Aggression Pact August 1939 
· (August 23, 1939), nonaggression pact between Germany and the Soviet Union that was concluded only a few days before the beginning of World War II and which divided eastern Europe into German and Soviet spheres of influence
19. ‘A.K.’ Home (Underground) Army 
· Poles in the service of Allied armies.
· Operated in the Warsaw uprising beginning on 1 August 1944, to liberate Poland's capital.
· The Home Army sabotaged German operations such as transports headed for the Eastern Front in the Soviet Union. It also fought several full-scale battles against the Germans, particularly in 1943
20. Warsaw Ghetto 
· , April 1943- act of Jewish resistance in German occupied Poland
· Began from the ghetto refusing to surrender to police commander 
· 13,000 Jews died

21. Warsaw Uprising, 
· Warsaw Uprising August 1944
· Major WWII operation by Polish Home army to liberate Warsaw from Nazi Germany 
· Uprising was the largest single military effort by any European resistance movement during WWII
· Refusal of aid by advancing Soviet armies, 225,000 Polish deaths in
	Warsaw, 200,000 of them civilian
Near total destruction of the capital by Hitler’s armies. Warsaw ‘a point on the map.
22. 966
· Poland begins to develop as a nation 
· Christianization – the country adapted Latin language
· Gained an alphabet, and Christianization became part of their culture
· Cultural-political significance
23. People’s Republic of Poland,
· The Polish People’s Republic 1944-1989. Reconstruction of the capital and the country.
24. Stanislaus Augustus Poniatowski, 
· King - King Stanislaw August Poniatowski (reigned 1764-1795)
· Tried to rejuvenate national life, created the national theatre
· Attempts to reform the republic through enlightenment 

25. Cold War 
· Stated political & military tension after world war II between western (USA) and Eastern 
· Poland received a share from the soviet controlled East Germany, and they ceased the polish government to receive reparations 
· Making post war much harder 
26. Joseph Stalin, 
· Leader of the soviet union 1920
27. Third Republic, 
· Polish Second Republic (1918-1939).
· The Polish People’s Republic 1944-1989 (the 3rd) 
· Reconstruction of the capital and the country.

28. 1410 
· Clash with Teutonic Order--Battle of Grunwald in 1410.
· Alliance between Poland and Lithuania to defeat Germany
· Marked the rise of the Polish–Lithuanian union as the dominant political and military force in the region
29. Miracle at the Vistula River 
· Battle of Warsaw 1920
· Wars to consolidate Poland’s borders. Silesian Uprisings,
· Polish-Soviet War 1920. Soviet advance on Europe stopped at Warsaw,


1. Heliocentric theory of the universe
Theory discovered by Copernicus, The earth revolves around the sun, not the other way around. Caused controversy because the common (Catholic) knowledge has been that the earth was the center of the universe. 

2. Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth
1797; Poland was one of the largesst countries- comprised of both Poland and Lithuania. Created by the union of Polish ‘queen’ Jadwiga and the Grand Duke of Lithuania, who was crowned Jagiello. 3 great partitions reduced size: 1772, 1793, 179. Characterized by a constitutional monarchy and high levels of religious and ethnic diversity (Warsaw Confederation Act). Eventual decline at the hands of Austria, Prussia and Russia. 


3. Slavs
Slav states comprise 50% of Europe. Inhabit Central and Eastern Europe and Southeast Europe.Largely pagan group until Christianized

4.  Polish Language
Derived from Latin

5. Piast
First historical ruling of Poland; First monarch Mieszko (930) ended with Casimir the Great. Had to defend against the Teutonic Order and deal with expansion of Roman Empire. 

6. Teutonic Knights
Catholic religious order formed to aid Christians on their pilgrimages to the Holy Land. Poland was an ally until they fought fought King Wlaydslaw’s claim to Pomerelia. Knights killed lasting Poles from Danzig (last standing Polish city of Pomeralia). This occupation blocked Poland’s access to Baltic Sea, cutting off trade and created an enemy of Poland.


7. Fryderyk Franciszek Szopen
Polish composer of Romantic era. Grew up in the Duchy of Warsaw. Left Poland at age of 20, less than a month before the Warsaw Uprising


8. Second Republic
Refers to Poland between First and Second World War. Created in 1918 until opccupation by Germany  and USSR in 1939. Had a parliamentary democracy and a President. 

9. Jagiellonian University
Founded by King Casimir the Great in Krakow.

10. Katyn
Series of Mass executions in 1940 of Polish nationals carried out by Soviets, approved by Stalin. Named Katyn Massacre because of the mass graves found in the Katyn Forest. USSR and Stalin denied responsibility and blamed it on Nazis until 1990.

11. 1386
After Casimir the Great died without an heir in 1370 there was a time of turmoil until 1386, when Jagiello became king and thus started the Golden Age of Poland





12. Jagiello
Grnad Duke of Lithuania and King of Poland. Converted Lithuania after he himself being baptized catholic. Part of the most influencial dynasty. During his reign the Polish-Lithuanian state was largest state in Christian world

13. Battle of Grunwald
Fought in 1410 during war with Teutonic Order. Most of Teutonic Knights’ leadership was killed. Marks rise of Polish-Lithuanian union as dominant political and military force

14. Polanians
Poland in latin, means “field”

15. Nicolaus Copernicus
Renaissance mathematician and austronomer who discovered that the earth revolves around the sun. Studied at Jagiellonian University
16. Auschwitz
Work and extermination camp of Pols and Jews in 1940s during WWII. 1.1 million prisoners died in Auschwitz, 90% were Jews, 150,000 Pols. 
17. 1 September 1939
Invasion of Poland, also known as ‘September Campaign’. Invasion of Poland by Nazi Germany and USSR. Marks beginning of WWII. 

18. Solidarity
Polish trade union that was the first in a Warsaw Pact country that was not controlled by a communist party. Social movement to advance causes of worker’s rights and social change. Led to semi-free elections.

	 movement in 1970s and 1980s – established free trade unions in a communist 	state.

19. Jagiellonian Poland
period of history from Middle ages to Modern Era. Highlights: Pol-lithuanian ties, Struggle against Teutonic knights, Protestantism brought religious tolerance, cultural flowering
20. Ribbentrop-Molotov Agreement
Pact between Nazi Germany and Soviet Union after joint invasion of Poland that stated neither party would ally itself to an enemy of the other party. Secret protocol that Poland and other countries would be divided between the two
21. [bookmark: _GoBack]1989
End of People’s Republic of Poland and led to foundation of democratic gov’t known as Third Polish Republic. 
22. Jan Kochanowski
Polish renessance poet regarded as greatest polish poet. 
23. First republic
marks the period known as „Nobles Democracy”


24. Adam Mickiewicz
Polish poet, National poet in Poland. Poems served as inspiration for uprisings against powers that partitioned Poland

27. Polish People’s Republic  ‘liberum veto’
for of unanimity voting rule that allowed any member to force immediate end to the current session and nullify and legislation that had already been passed. Based on premis that since all noblemen are equal every measure had to be passed unanimously.
