 The diameter of Jupiter is approximately 142,984 km and the interior is thought to be composed of rock, metal and hydrogen compounds. Under the atmosphere there are layers of compressed hydrogen gas, liquid metallic hydrogen and a core of ice, rock and metals.

  Juno is a spacecraft that will be flying approximately 2,600 miles above the cloud tops of Jupiter. The main mission of Juno is to gather information on how Jupiter was formed and how it evolved. 

Q3:

   The aluminum Lego figures are of the roman god Jupiter, his wife Juno and Galileo Galilei. The reason why these figures are important is to make children more aware and interested in the space program. 

Q4:
