UNIT 1

Republic: 509-27 BC
Res Publica: Common public property/public affairs. Basically: public.
Auctoritas partum: Indelible authority of senate
Tyrrhenian: (geographical meaning): Western basin of Mediterranean (to the left of Rome, kinda)
Adriatic : Sea between Italy and Greece
Magna Graecia: Southern Italy that Greeks colonized. Literally “Great Greece”
Tiber Apennines: river in central Italy, rising in north (Tuscany, Apennines) and flowing through Rome and into the Tyrrhenian Sea.
Stenochoria: Land hunger. Not a problem for Italy, however.

UNIT 2

Historiography: Study of writing of history, historical traditions (ex: studying Livy’s stuff)
Historicity: Historical accuracy
Annalistic sources: of yearly religious calendars, with records
Annalists: Records events for reference purposes rather than offer their own opinion of it. Wrote history of Rome from Second Punic War to Sulla.
Annals/Fasti: Fasti were composed and curated by pontiffs under the Pontifex Maximus. Annals are the calendars that Annalists write up that record history.
Antiquarian sources: Fact-based sources (archeology, ethnography, linguistics (place names), archival research of inscriptions, etc)
Antiquarians: conducted hands-on research, fact-based
Epitome: A summary of an event or thing
Pontifex Maximus: Head of principal college of priests, the Pontiffs.
Annales Maximi: Written account (chronicle) of the annals which was made at the end of the year and kept by Pontifex Maximus. Contains names of magistrates, records public events, etc. It’s a TLDR of the year.

4 important historians:
Livy c. 60 BC-AD15: Important historian that witnessed civil war between Caesar and Pompey, wrote on behalf of Augustus (so, subjectively). Wrote annalistic history.
Dionysius of Halicarnassus (greek): contemporary of Livy, historian and teacher of rhetoric. Covered history from before foundation (pre-history) to First Punic War. Wrote from a GREEK perspective. Annalistic history.
Polybius 200-118BC (greek): Greek historian who wrote world history and rise of Rome, important source for Roman imperialism. Is antiquarian but shows signs of annalistic history.
Plutarch c.AD 50-120 (greek): Greek philosopher and author, antiquarian. Wrote moral treatises/essays. Promoted roman values and propaganda.



UNIT 3

2,000,000 bc: glacial period Pleistocene:
900,000bc: Stone Age: Later part of Pleistocene, nomadic hunters and gatherers. Cave painting material.
4,000-2,000 BC: Neolithic: Permanent settlements, early farming.
Apulian 4,000-2,000 BC: Neolithic culture in Italy specifically.
2,000-1,800 BC: Chalcolithic: Copper age, near end of Neolithic. Farming, some limited trade.
Lake Dwellers 2,000-1,800 BC: During chalcolithic age. They had houses on stilts in Po Valley.
Bell Beaker Folk 2,000-1,800 BC: During chalcolithic age again. Itinerant traders of basic stuff.
1800–1000 BC: Bronze Age: In Italy, called “Apenninic”. Bronze (coppy + tin) technology, sites concentrated at the base of the Appennines. Inhumation, trade, agriculture, stock breeding, uniform culture with connections all the way through Spain.
1,800-1,000 BC - Apenninic / Culture: See above
Forum Boarium: Old cattle market in first forum
Late Bronze Age 1200-900 BC: this is a date and nothing more.
Terra Mare Culture 1200-1,000 BC: During Bronze Age, named after mounds near water or stilts on which they lived. Mounds represent accumulation of material and anthropological remains.
1,000–700 BC: Iron Age: Indo-Europeans came into Italy in several waves.
Indo-Europeans (1,000 BC arrive in Italy):  First wave.
Iron Age Cultures: Villanovans (cremators in urns) in north, Fossa Culture (inhumation) in southwest.
Villanovan cremation: bi-conical urns 1,000–700 BC
Latial (=Southern Villanovan): cremation: hut urns & dolium (pl. dolia) 1,000–700
Fossa Culture: inhumation 1,000–700 BC
Urn Fields/Urn Field Culture 1,200-700 BC: cremation
Linguistic profile of Italy: dialect groups: Indo-European italic & non-italic groups
Latino Faliscan: Indo-European italic group from Latium/Rome
Venetic and Sicel: first wave of immigration in Iron Age (NE/Sicily)
Osco-Umbrian: Second wave of immigration Iron Age (Central Italy)
Messapic/Messapian: Third wave of immigration Iron Age (Southeast)

UNIT 4

Reminder:
750-700 BC: Late Iron
700-600 BC: Orientalizing
600-500 BC: Archaic
Lavinium = area in western Italy in which Rome was later founded. Near Tiber river and shit.

Palatine: One of 7 hills of Rome, was originally a cemetery. Oldest settlement.
1000/900 BC = Latial I: earliest evidence of settlements, cremation burials (hut urns)
Forum Boarium: Oldest area of forum, the cattle market
Proto-Urbanization: Formation of clustered settlements during Iron Age
900-800 BC = Latial II: cremation and inhumations were performed at same time. Means we had clusters of families from different groups and different classes (some for rich, some for poor)
Osteria dell’ Osa (Gabii): Important archaeological cemetary. Different kinds of tombs were found, showing different groups living there. Late-iron age.
Gens (gentes plural): Clan(s) that trace lineage to a single male ancestor
Aemeas: Trojan hero, son of Aphrodite. Second cousin to Hector and Paris. First true hero of Rome. 
Fall of Troy (1185 BC, traditional date): Trojans vs Brad Pitt, remaining ones escape to Latium.
Ascanius: Son of Aeneas who escaped Troy as it burnt down. Later left Lavinium to found Alba Longa.
Lavinium: Port city of Latium named after Lavinia, daughter of king who Aeneas married.
Alba Longa: Ancient city of Latium ruled by Alban Kings. This is where shit was before Rome. 
Anchises: Father of Aeneas who escaped Troy as it burnt down.
Alban Kings: Series of legendary kings of Alba Longa. They fill the 400-ish years between the settlement of Aeneas in Italy and the founding of Rome. 
Rhea Silvia: Pregnant by Mars with twins, Remus and Romulus. Was supposed to be a virgin priestess. Oh well.
Vestal Virgin: what Rhea was supposed to be, a virgin priestess who took vows of chastity to maintain sacred altar of Vesta.
Pomerium: Sacred bas aoundary of city over which Remulus and Remus tried to kill each other over
Pietas: Piety and important Roman ideals. Devotion to gods/the state to parents.
Romulus: One of the twins who won and found Rome
She-Wolf: Nursed the twins after they washed onto dry land. Iconic.
Sabine Women: Abducted by Romulus and his men
Tarpeia: Daughter of Spurius Tarpeius (roman commander) who betrayed the city of Rome to the Sabines in exchange for what she thought was reward of jewelry. She was crushed to death.
Foundation of Rome: 753 BC: Proposed foundation of Rome with Remus/Romulus/etc. 

UNIT 5

Orientalizing: 750-580 BC: The orientalizing culture in Western Italy is the Tyrrhenian one. In Rome, it is from mostly Greeks.
Tyrrhenian (cultural label): 750-500 BC: Greek for “Estruscans”, but culture is named for broader geographical designation to refer to Etruria, Latium & Campania on Tyrrhenian Sea. Basically: cultures around that sea.
Urbanization in Rome 650 BC: First road, King’s house, Assembly house, Public Spaces, Senate house
Archaic 600-500 BC: Greek name for origins. Marked in Rome by continued urbanization and beginning of Tyrannies (kingship).
Patria potestas : Power of men over his family, slaves
Pater familias : Head of a family, usually a bro, has power of life or death over his family
Patronage: Vertical social arrangement where the richer more patrons assist less powerful clients in return of favors
Synoikismos : Resulting urbanization from orientalizing period (means: unification). 
Forum romanum: Roman forum, paved meeting place for community
Via Sacra: Oldest street in ancient Rome
Regia: King’s house on Via Sacra
Comitium: Open-air meeting space for curiate assembly
Lapis Niger (frist writing/inscription 600 BC): Oldest known latin inscription, shrine with underground altar. Venerated by Romans as tomb of Romulus. Inscription invokes curse on whoever disturbs site.
Lacus Curtius: A 12-sided basin surrounded by a fence located in Roman Forum. Used to be a lake.
Pyrgi Sanctuary: Ancient Estruscan trading port near Estruscan city of Caere.
Romulus 753-715 BC: End of Iron Age, feral-child turned Warrior-King. Killed his bro Remus after they argued over where the city should be. 
Servius Tullius, 578-535 BC: Son of slave, good tyrant. Instituted the census and political reforms (army, assemblies). Child of destiny and prodigy.
Tarquinius Superbus: Gave tyrant bad connotation. Estruscan. Orchestrated death of Servius Tullius. He was the first real big bad tyran; he forced citizens to work on construction projects. 
Census: Systematically recording and acquiring information about members of a given population.
Patres: 100 senators, originally chosen by Romulus.
Tyrant: Absolute ruler unrestrained by law or constitution, usually has usurped legitimate sovereignty.
Hoplite: Heavily armored foot soldier, carried hoplon (wooden shield)
Phalanx: Body of troops moving in close formation
Lucretia: Her rape marks the end of monarchy and beginning of Republic. TLDR – she kills herself after being raped to save the honor of roman women after she gets raped by Sextus Tarquinius and it sparks the whole thing. Important symbolic figure, I guess.
Pudicitia: Modesty or sexual virtue: ideal female behavior in Roman times.

UNIT 6

Origin of Estruscans:

Nativist Model: Estruscans were indigenous to Italy and part of the Mediterranean substratum
Mediterranean Substratum: Populations who inhabited Italy before Indo-European speakers came during Iron Age
Necropolis: City of Dead; archeological evidence of Estruscans (tombs/monuments in cemetaries)
Invasionist Model: Estruscans came by the sea from eastern Greece in ~800 BC
Stratification: Layers of earth over time, archeology
Stratigraphy: Layers of stratification. Closer to top = newer. Further down = older. 

UNIT 7 

Cursus Honorum: “career ladder” of politicians in early Rome
Consul(s): Supreme military and civil authority, highest rank there is
Imprerium: civic and military authority of a magistrate
Praetor: title granted by Ancient Rome to men acting as either the commander of an army, or elected magistrate
Comitia Centuriata: Principal assembly during early Rome, for judicial, electoral and legislative purposes. Elected Consuls and tried justice cases. It essentially granted imperium to consuls & praetors. This is the OG people’s assembly.
Concilium Plebis: Plebeian assembly, ONLY for plebs.
Tribune(s): head officer of Plebs but did NOT have imperium. Mandated to protect plebs. Given sacrosanctity.
Sacrosanctity: Body is inviolable as he is law and a representant; anyone who violates it = death.
Censor(s): Undertook census, controlled membership of state/senate, set tax rates and public contracts. Classified citizens by birthright and wealth.
Manumissio Vindicta: Citizen grants freedom to a slave by touching his head with a rod and declaring manumission in front of magistrate. Magistrate (Praetor) then reports to Censors who record it after a tax was paid.

UNIT 8

Lars Porsena: Estrucian kingS of Clusium
Horatius Cocles: Hero who held bridge Pons Sublicius so Estrucians wouldn’t cross into Rome. Nicknamed “one-eyed”
Mucius Scaevola: Roman assassin who supposedly failed to kill the king so he burnt his hand to show his bravery and get released by Estrucians.
Cloelia: Maid who led other captives to safety, King Porsena was impressed by her so he released some
Battle of Regillus 499/96 BC: Romans & Latin League defeated Octavius Mamilius & Tarquinius Superbus
Foedus Cassianum: bi-lateral defense treaty following war
Janiculum: Hill in Rome, garrisoned during war between King Lars Porsena (Estrucians) and Rome. Siege failed because of bravery of Gaius Mucius Scaevola from Rome.
Pons Sublicius: earliest known bridge in ancient Rome, spanning the Tiber. Defended heroically by Horatius.
Janus: God of beginnings, gates/transitions/doorways and endings. Depicted as 2-faced.
Augur: Priest and official. Practice of augury – interpreting the will of gods by flight of birds.
Auspicium: Interpreting omens from observed flight of birds. Related to augur.
Haruspicium: Inspection of entrails of sacrificed animals, usually liver.

Fifth Century Crisis: Heightened tensions because of economic depression and political decay in 5th century BC
Struggle of the Orders: Secessions, Plebeians vs Patricians. 

First Secession: 495 BC: Plebeians recognition and social reform, withheld military service and seceded from state. Gained a tribute who could protect their interests via veto. Patricians accommodated them to disrupt patronage arrangements.
Plebeians: Elite non-patricians who agitated on behalf of the poor for reforms from patricians. They are the ones who organized the secessions.
Patricians: Heads of clans back in the day (700-600 BC), made themselves privileged class.
Ager Publicus: Public land of ancient Rome. In reality it eventually all became private.
Nexum: Debt bondage, hash debt laws to poor plebs.


Second Secession: 449 BC: Codification of laws, Plebs want code to be written down for the sake of transparency.
Decemvirate: Board of 10 men appointed by senate to write down the law. Not nice – lots of corruption and god awful things, they were eventually overthrown and the republic was brought back.
Verginia: Pleb girl. Appius Claudius got her abducted, it caused the second secession.
Valerio-Horatian Laws: 449 BC: Formal alliance between patricians and plebeians
Twelve tables: 449 BC: Table is chapter – legally encoded publication of the law (12 tables)
Lex Canuleia: 445 BC: Law that lets patricians and plebeians marry 


Third Secession: 367 BC: Plebeians wanted to be part of consul. Senated passed Licinian-Sextian Laws.
Licinian-Sextian Laws: 367 BC:  Package of laws passed including Lex Genucia (regards electing plebs to consulate)
Lex Genucia: 342 BC: One of the consuls elected MUST be a plebeian (one of Licinian-Sextian laws)
Lex Publilia: 339 BC: Transfers the election of the tribunes of the plebs to comitia tribute, to pass laws without approval of Senate
Lex Hortensia: 287 BC: Gave the assembly of the plebs the right to enact laws that were effective on the whole Roman citizenry
Novus Homo: Plebeian nobles, greatly outnumbered patricians by end of Republic
