Distribution of Populus tremuloides at Mer Bleue
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Hypothesis:
 	Based off of the combined data collected by all four groups participating in the Mer Bleue Laboratory, it is logical to conclude that Populus tremuloides, commonly known as, the Trembling aspen, thrives in an environment with well-drained soil such as the forest and certain areas of the ecotone, due to its transitional characteristics. 

Predictions: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]	The environment in which Populus tremuloides grows is, for the most part, a dry environment. Its water supply is primarily given through rainfall and not the water from the marsh. If there were to be a partial water drainage from the Mer Bleue marsh, the growth of this particular species in its preferred environment would not be affected. However, if the Marsh were to partially drain, the bog would also drain out and, over time, possibly resemble the environment of the ecotone. This would then give Populus tremuloides a better chance of growing in larger numbers in a different area of Mer Bleue, and would in turn change the distribution of the species in this conservation park.
