· Poet, engraver, print maker, painter
· Unrecognized in his lifetime
· Reverent of the bible
· Critical of the church in England
Songs of the experience: snowing the 2 contrary states of the Human Soul (1794)
Songs of Innocence: Innocent children, mother with three children
· Blake was different. And his bro died, his spirit visited him & taught how to illustrate the design.
“The Lamb”
· Innocence, nude child with mother.
Poem Notes:
· 2 stanzas
· Five rhymed couplets (aa,bb,cc and etc.)
· Song/or chant- like quality
· Child speaker
· Form= question (1st stanza) and answer (2nd stanza)

Glossary:
Metaphor: A comparison between two unlike things that is implied rather than directly expressed.
Symbol: A thing that represents or stands for something else.
Allusion: An expression designed to call something to mind without mentoring it explicity; an indirect or passing reference.
· Form reflects the context.
“The Tyger” (perfect killing machine)
Lyric Poem: it expresses an emotion and does not kill a narrative.
Six Quatrains, each with couplet rhymes and a rapid singsong meter.
Meter= the pattern of syllables in a line
Four trochoic feet= four stressed sounds per line

Trochaic Feet = Catalectic
a) Alliteration
b) Symbol of experience
c) Eloquent language
Glossary:
Quatrain: a verse/stanza of four lines
Catalectic: lacking the final syllable expected in the regular pattern of a line 
Alliteration: the repetition of the same sound-usually initial consonants of words.

Slant/Half/Imperfect Rhyme: contains words that do not quite rhyme, they appear to rhyme or rhyme only in part.

The Road Not Taken- Robert Frost: (figurative, 2 choices)
Four stanza’s with 5 lines each
Rhyme scheme is ABAAB
Stress is basically Iambic, which means there is one unstressed syllable followed by a stressed syllable (weak/strong)
four feet (strong beats) per line.
written in 1st person (very personal)
So what we know is that the speaker has 2 paths to choose…. Example would be:
-“And be one traveler, long I stood.”  comma is a pause. 
Glossary:
Imagery: evokes sense-impression by literal figurative reference to objects, actions and states. 
Personification: figurate of speech by which animals, abstract ideas, or inanimate things are referred to as if they were human.
Onomatopoeia: the use of words that seem to imitate the sounds they refer to.

· American poet
· From strong, successful family
· Introverted and reclusive
· Wore white clothes
· Friendships were carried out by correspondence
· Prolific (wrote approximately 1800 poems)
General writing…
Many of her poems:
· Have short lines
· Lack a little
· Use unconventional capitalization and punctuation
· Employ slant rhyme
· Contain personification
· Have dashes
· Deal with death, life, time, immortality
Glossary:
Pun: is a figure of speech which consists of a deliberate confusion of similar words or phrases, for rhetorical effect, whether humorous or serious.
1- Youth/childhood
2- Play

Tone: atmosphere or mood of a work…speakers attitude is : accepting, comfortable.

Bird: soft, weak, no symbol of strength
Strom: Hardship, pain

“each thought comes one after another.”
Hope comes from painful places
“Hope is a subtle glutton” (over consumes)
Glossary:
Paradox: a statement that is apparently self-contradictory or absurd but really contains a possible truth.
Oxymoron- combines 2 usually contradictory terms in a compressed paradox, as in the word bittersweet.

Parodos: here is where the actors entrance and exiting space and exiting space for the actors

The greek chorus

Dionysus as the god of  drunken, leading to grow-thy and reproduction

-There was a leader who would do the chorus and the rest were chanting after him
-Actors represent a collective 
-They are majority
-They are multiple voices acting like one keen
-They were more conscious about the society. They are conscious about what society needs and want.

Sickness/Death imagery and Oedipus's leaderships
