We will read and analyze a selection of short stories and two longer works – a graphic novel and a novel. Two essay assignments and an in-class seminar will help you to develop your ability to communicate clearly and coherently at an appropriate academic level. Classes will consist of a mixture of lectures and discussions concerning the assigned readings.
