· 1 - How criminal law negotiates the relationship between the citizen and the state
· (democratic relationship – citizen = rights holder, state funds its legitimacy in citizen acceptance of its authority)
· “monopoly over the use of force”
· state relies on criminal law to legitimize its use of force 
·  2 - Criminal law is “discursive” 
· resolve problems through text + talk
· Law is just a bunch of stories that are in conflict 
· Hutchinson (p.11)
· Learn about assumptions and power relationships within society 
· Dudley + Stephens. 1884
· John Henry Want buys a yacht, sails up to England from Australia 
· Hires a captain (Dudley), hires Stephens (ship mate), Parker (cabin boy), Brooks
· John gives them money 
· Dudley skips on repairs
· Somewhere between Eng and Aus the ship goes breaks down 
· Life boat, resources scarce
· Day 19 take a vote about cannibalism in regards to Parker being ill 
· Dudley, Stephens vote yes
· Brooks votes no 
· They kill Parker, and all 3 eat him 
· 5 days later they are rescued 
· Get back to London and nothing happens 
· Story caught out and public outcry from the rich 
· Potential of working class to keep this type of crime up
· Died of destitution 
· ***
· 1940’s: black man not served in bars, (my bar, right to refuse customers)
