[bookmark: _GoBack]Max Weber, the author of the article titled “Politics as a Vocation” explains the meaning of politics when identifying the subject matter as a field of study. Throughout the article Weber explains that there are three different types of legitimate authority. Charismatic authority, traditional authority, and rational-legal authority are all recognized as such. Gaining authority and maintaining the title of an authoritative figure works best when all three forms of authority is met while ruling. An example of the practice of a legitimate authority of which respects all three types of authorities is presented as one learns of the dictatorship of Kim-Jong-un. A display of charismatic authority had been respected when Kim Jong-un had gained the title of a leader and the population of the country he dictates believes he is an appropriate leader. According to Max Webber charismatic authority is defined as the “Devotion to the charisma of the prophet, or leader in war, or to the great demagogue in the ecclesia or in parliament, means that the leader is personally recognized as the innerly “called” leader of men. Men do not obey him by virtue of tradition or statute, but because they believe in him.” (Weber, pg. 11).  Since Kim Jong-un had gained followers, and for the most part people living under his ruling truly believe in all that he represents. As he promotes the need of rivalry between the United-States and Korea in the hopes of gaining the title of the most powerful country in the world, he gains popularity. Kim Jong-un displays what is defined as charismatic authority. Not only is he charismatic, but he also respects the traditional views within the country. Kim Jong-un in many ways follows the rulings of his father, the previous ruler of Korea. Because he has not drastically changed the ways of the country, he follows tradition, and presents himself as a leader who obeys the implements of traditional authority.  When someone holds legal authority, they are granted some sort of authoritative title. Kim Jong-un actually holds any authoritative titles respected within North Korea. Since he had been crowned the “Supreme Leader” he has and still holds many other respectable titles. To name a few positions he currently has, he is the First Chairman of the National Defense Commission, First Secretary of the Workers' Party of Korea, Supreme Commander of the Korean People's Army, Chairman of the Central Military Commission of the Workers' Party of Korea, Deputy to the 13th Supreme People's Assembly, and Vice Chairman of the Central Military Commission of the Workers' Party of Korea. Kim Jong-un is an appropriate example of how legitimate author is obtained.
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
