Interdisciplinary Research is the involvement or combination of more than one discipline (Science, Philosophy, Religion etc.) to have a well rounded, justified and accurate perspective and approach to moral/ethical issues. For example, abortion. In science there are ethical and biological issues (medical issues), for religion against teachings, for political for laws and legalization for philosophy the question of what stage does life begin? & what is right?
