LEGAL GUILT VS FACTUAL GUILT 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Legal guilt = proof of actus reus and mens rea with admissible evidence 
· Factual guilt = proof of actus reus and mens rea with no concern for admissible evidence 
· Criminal Justice System is concerned with legal guilt 
· Legal guilt is concerned with balancing important values such as: 
1. Pursuit of truth 
2. Ensuring a fair trial 
3. Deterring police misconduct 
4. Preserving the overall integrity of the justice system 
· The criminal Justice System is concerned with a qualified search for the truth 
SOURCES OF LAW
1. Legislatures : statutes/legislation 
2. Judges : common law/case law 
ROLE OF THE PROSECUTION
· Section 18 of the Professional Conduct Handbook: duty to see justice done, not to seek a conviction 
· Lawyers are used to do prosecution work 
· Non-lawyers are sometimes used to prosecute summary conviction offences and quasi criminal offences 
· Basic models of government use for prosecutors: 
1. full-time employees
2. Contract prosecutors 
3. Ad hoc prosecutors 
ROLE OF A DEFENSE LAWYER 
· Advocate for the interest of the accused
