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Summary of Part two: The Concept of Participation
[bookmark: _GoBack]	In the part of the article to be summarized; part two: the concept of participation; the authors point out insightfully that “The convention on the Rights of the Child detailed an international imperative to fulfilling, protecting and respecting the rights of every child.” (Lansdown, Jimerson, Shahroozi,2014, p.4) This goal is based on a concept of participation. As Lansdown et al. (2014) puts it, through “article 12”; the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child have made it clear that; children have the right to be heard and that what they say must hold value (p.5). The United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child acknowledges that children cannot fully make their own decision. But expects that they have a say in the decision making process. According to Landsdown et al. (2014) “it provides a balance between… the engagement of children as active agents in their own lives, and…, their entitlement to additional protection during the period of childhood” (p.4). If unable to include the child’s choices in the decision making process, the Convention on the Rights of the Child insists you must explain why and show the child how their best interest is the end goal. A child’s rights are always present. Meaning, when going to school, church or anywhere else this concept of listening to the child must be taken into consideration.  Ultimately the convention on the Rights of the Child’s concept of participation puts the child’s best interest as the end goal; and takes into account all views of the child; in order to properly consider the child’s opinion on the matter that in the end affects that child’s life.



Paraphrase
The paraphrase to follow is of section 2.1.1: application to children of all ages. 

In section 2.1.1 the author is telling us that Article 12 applies to all children no matter how young they are. It also applies to all situations in all settings and includes not only the individual child but all children that may be affect by said situation.  Meaning that it is the adults responsibility to find a way to understand the child and take into account his or her view, as well as the views of all other children that may be impacted by any given situation.  It applies to all “criminal and civil… as well as any administrative proceedings” (Lansdown et al., 2014, p.5) that appear to affect that child’s life (Landsown et al., 2014, p.5).
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
