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Post-modernism took place in the late 20th century, this era had a great impact on many of the areas in our life today. The concept of post modernism created a large shift from what people knew to be modernism. Postmodernism effected areas such as arts, culture, psychology, politics and many other subjects. The purpose of this essay is to explain to you, as a parent, how post modernism had an effect on society, more specifically, on the fine arts. We will explore post modernism influential philosophers, we will see how it has had an influence on literature, in music, and we will explore some criticism that was present. 

Firstly, post modernism stems from the time period in the late 20th century, this era was described as a large movement between different ideas and a change in ideologies, in many areas. This is the time period that brought about the term enlightenment. I would like to touch upon fine arts, as being one of the topics touched most by post modernism. This includes arts, music and literature. According to Smythe (2015), “In the wake of postmodernism has come a widespread interest in the art world in revisiting the fate of modernism in the visual arts, a trend that has resulted in two main appraisals of the movement's current fortunes” (p. 365). This quote demonstrates that postmodern art was created in order to reject ideas of modern art. Many types of art stemmed from postmodernism such as digital art, performance arts, and multimedia. In addition, the influence of postmodernism on literature can be seen in the following sentence by Sankar (2016), postmodernism’s importance on literature after the 1980’s as explained above, reveals its main importance in literature after 1980s when it has been recognized with a way of interpretation and clarification, a philosophy and a procedure scrutinizing the Euro‐American authority and corruption on South American, Asian, African countries and cultures” (306). Some examples of postmodern writers are Ihab Hassan, and the famous Jorge Luis Borges. 

Secondly, there have been philosophers in the post modern era that have shown to impact our society even years after. One philosopher I would like to explore is Douglas Kellner. Douglas Kellner introduced the ideas that incorporated advancements in technology and science. His theory of innovation included one of the examples of the September 11th attacks. According to Kellner (2008), this was used as a great representation, because this was, according to him, destruction in the symbols of globalization (Kellner, 2008). In addition, this quote demonstrates that Kellner emphasizes that a person’s experiences will become their reality (2008). 

The major of fine arts incorporates post modernism, whether children major in literature, performing arts, music, and many other topics. The post modern era has had a great impact on these subjects and many of the history stems from this time period as well. Many mainstream ideologies have been changed from the modern era to the post modern time. Even today, most of the things we encounter have a touch of the post modern era engraved into it.
