The purpose of a description is to provide visual and verbal representations of objects, mechanisms and processes (Markel, 187). This is how Markel describes descriptions in the text.

	The audience and purpose affect the way you write a description because this will affect what is being written. this determines vocabulary used, what your audience already has knowledge of, how long your sentences and paragraphs have to be and writing styles. The purpose will determine what you want to accomplish, either a general or detailed description. (Length, graphics ). 

	Name four suggestions for writing descriptions.  
	Four suggestions to writing descriptions, according to Markel, would be, to clearly indicate the nature and scope of the description, to introduce the description clearly, to provide enough important detail and to conclude the description. 

	Describe at least 5 issues about readers to consider before starting an assignment.
	
Readers need to understand details, give them a broad understanding of object, provide graphics, know what type of words to use, use a conclusion so readers do not overemphasize the last point. 


	How does culture affect communication?  Has culture had an impact on your own experiences?  
	Culture affects communication because depending on what culture your audience is from they may expect different topics, writing styles in the description. Culture definitely has an impact on my own experiences, especially when I was less knowledgeable about the subject being talked about. 


	List 5 tips for writing clear sentences
	Use lists, emphasize new and important information, choose appropriate sentence length, focus on the actual subject, and verb, use parallel structure, use modifiers. (Markel, 225).
