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Abstract: Protest can be seen as a highly democratic expression of popular opinion.
However, protest is also a non-representative, extra-institutional process for political
change. In hybrid regimes, such as Ukraine, the legitimacy of effecting change through
mass protest is a subject of debate. Because of the influence of mass protests in Ukrainian
politics, individual views on the democratic legitimacy of protest are potentially important
in perceptions of government legitimacy. Using original survey data from December
2013, this article finds that, whereas satisfaction with the functioning of democracy, partisanship,
and the oft-cited regional divide are important determinants of approval for the
Euromaidan protests, they do not influence how Ukrainians perceive the role of protest in
a democracy. However, among those less committed to democracy, protest is more likely
to be seen as illegitimate.
Democratic legitimacy of protest
· Citizens view protests as democratic when institutions fail, however protests can undermine the rule of law
· During Euromaidan protests many citizens and politicians supported it, on the other hand others referred to the protesters as disgraceful.
· Because of regional divide in Ukraine,  the views of protests among Ukrainian citizens becomes more negative that farther east across the Ukraine. Because of eastern Ukraine's ties with Russia. 
Data
· 1000 adults were sampled on streets from Dec 12 to 13th
· Measure of protests legitimacy is an index of 4 statements being:
1. Protests are a sign of healthy democracy
1. Protests are a way to keep government accountable to the people
1. Protests should not significantly impact government policy decisions
1. Protest undermine electoral results and proper governance
Results
Those who disagreed with their satisfaction with how democracy works were more likely to approve of Euromaidan than those who agreed. 
· However democracy satisfaction had no influence on protest legitimacy which contrasts with findings from latin america
Discussion:Protests have changed ukrainian politics twice in a decade where in both cases it was a victory for the `losers`.Also represents a defeat for millions who preferred the status quo
Sex Works Programs in the US: Samantha Majic
Author draws from two of her own sex work related research projects
1. Study of sex workers rights activists in the san francisco bay area and their creation and maintenance of two non profits which offer health and social services to sex workers.
1. A study of john schools that are programs in which men arrested for prostiution offenses pay a fine and attend a day of classes in lieu of prosecution.
Project 1
· Women of colour are arrested for prostitution offenses much more than men and sex workers in any sector of the industry.
· Sex workers face barriers to organization because of their fear of judgement and arrest makes it difficult for them to speak publicly about their work. 
· Despite this many nonprofits are set up with funding from governments which raises the question on how they maintain political commitments while receiving this funding.
Project 2:Program started in 90s in efforts to reverse practice of arresting women more than men for prositution and address concerns that men were forcing women and girls into sex work.
· During these programs men hear from various officers, da`s and therapists about the consequences of their actions.
· Majic`s research focused on 3 schools in trying to understand whether government policy innovations that are supposed to promote gender inequality may in fact further institutionalize gendered ideologies and patterns of power.
Participant observation
· Majic chose to interact directly with sex workers in order to provide a more nuanced picture of their activities and lived experiences
· Majic further explains that it was challenging to access government programs in order to visit these john schools, she required permission from the Da or prosecutors office.
· She believed it was essential that she collected data through participant observation as it was much more rich in detailed material about the practices of these program.
Personal and political agency among members of marginalized communities
· Research documented says that sex workers on the streets may experience violence and engage in sex work due to poverty, addiction and homelessness.
· Sex workers are less likely to engage in political action compared to other groups (white, etc..)
· Despite the odds Majic found that sex workers engage in political activities.
· However this data is only from the san Francisco area and doesn't represent the rest of the US
Basically Majic claims that her observation studies of actually being on the field and participating in the john school and government run programs gave her a much deeper analysis into the research of sex work and how they tie into government organizations and politics.
There is no Congo
· According to article the congo does not exist and all the peacekeeping missions, and diplomatic initiatives in order to present a sovereign power in the country are going to fail.
· The congo doesn't have the things that make it a nation-state such as: interconnectedness. Government that exerts authority beyond the capital, shared culture which promotes national unity, and a common language.
· The congo is a product of its history of brutal colonialism and 30 years of cold war and misrule under U.S. ally Mobutu.
· Economically the outlying parts of congo are better integrated than the rest of the country.
· Congolese governments inability to control its territory has resulted in of the world longest and most violent wars. 4 million people died between 2000 and 2004
· Many combatants of the congo have little inventive to form a united country because they benefit from violence 
· International community doesnt have will or resources to construct a functional Congo.
· Nor do neighbours want one congo because they benefit more from ungoverned parts where they exert influence, such as Rwanda, Angola and Uganda.
· Instead of spending billions on failed peacekeeping missions the international community could regionally adress security and political problems such as troubles in eastern congo having much to do with rwandan insecurity.
· The congo ranks 186th on the un human development index and 229th out of 229 in GDP per capita.
· Hereinby making it one of the worst places on earth
· The international communities response however is to continute to support the existing government despite the record of failure
· The country has recieved the larges amount of development assistance in the world since 2000 yet remains a troubled nation.
· Alot of people profit from the large ungoverned territory full of minerals and opportunities for extortion, trafficking, and smuggling in the Congo.
· In todays congo there is no sovereign power at all outside the urban areas
· Many insurgencies have been able to walk right past un peacekeepers and occupy cities such as the m23 rebel group.
· Us policy has ignored the lawlessness in the congo.
· Alternative scenarios that the world hasnt considered could be: dividing the congo into different states, a kenshasa with varying levels of sovereign control over different regions, more formal responsibilities for the international community in security and services, or any idea that move away from the 50 year fixation on aiding the failed state.
Balkan elections : Srdjan Darmanovic
· Back in the 90s both Serbia and Croatia a strongman had presided over a competitive authoritarian regime legitimized by the red hand of war.
· Today the regional landscape has dramatically changed with the end of the strongmen and their passing from the scene of the old Yugoslavia
· Countries whom were once adversaries, now cooperate closely in economic and cultural affairs
· They show support for each other internationally and have founded regional initiatives and organizations in order to improve their mutual ties, build peace, and guarentee stability. 
· Although these countries may be seen as electoral democracies, the rule of law is often weak and long national jounreys remain to be completed before these states can be considered western-style libereal democracies
· Although democracy has become a reality in croatia, serbia and montenegro, they still continue to struggle with challenges by weak economies, widespread corruption, still-potent nationalist cross-currents and the inevitably uneasy situation of a part of Europe that lies poised between Russia and the West
Croatia: A Complicated Game
· After holding 2 quick elections croatia now has a somewhat remodeled power sharing arrangement.
· A new entity that isnt a classical part or a typical coalition came out of nowhere, and forced a major segment of the established elite to treat it as a partner. 
· Croatia was capable at solving problems like a democracy by replacing leaders and having competitive elections. 
· Croatian democracy is as stable as it should be for a country that belongs to the EU and Nato
Serbia: Facing West...and East?
After some maneuvering, vucic fell into line.Serbia now speaks in support of russian actions around the globe. Very often, willingly or not, it votes in the UN alongside russian interests.


Science of Politics; KKV
· Published in 1994
Making Research Scientific
· ``scientific method`is a reflection of some underlying principles involved in carrying out research
· KKV believed that all empirical research about social reality needs to follow these core elements of the scientific method
· ``The rules of scientific inquiry are relevant to all research where the goal is to learn facts about the real world`` Pg. 6 KKV
Types of Research
· Quantitative: uses the statistical analysis of numbers such as survey results, indicators and research designed measurements scales to study social and political life and suggest relationships between phenomena
· Qualitative:
· Uses non-numerical info such as texts. Spoken language, images or observations to analyze social and political life and suggest relationships between phenomena
KKV says: both types of research can be scientific in their meaning; what makes them scientific is that they follow certain logical and practical principles.
What makes research scientific?
· Goal is inference: to make a claim beyond that data. E.g., not merely that ‘at this time this is what occurred’ but something bigger such as ‘ events like this have this outcome’. Inferences can be descriptive or casual.
· Procedures are Public: we are capable of explaining and justifying why we did our research a certain way. Lots of valid ways of doing research, we need to explain why we chose that method for that problem and how we used that method.
· Conclusions are uncertain: 2 elements, we don't know the outcome when we start and we know that the results we’ve gotten may not be perfect, therefore we must make some effort to indicate how uncertain we may be
· The content is method: what makes something science is how you do it, not what you do. You’re doing science if you’re trying to make valid inferences about uncertain material and are willing to be public about how you go about it.
Theory and Practice
· The principles KKV lays out are fairly open and flexible and can apply to a huge range of research concepts.
Concepts 
· Leverage & Parsimony
· Leverage: explaining a lot with a little
· Parsimony: explanation with the fewest moving pieces
· Validity & Reliability
· Validity: to what extent do we know we are measuring what we want to measure
· Reliability: to what extent do we know we are getting the right responses
Summary of KKV:
· In coming from the mainstream of quantitative political science, kkv argued that all social science research can be scientific if it meets some specific guidelines: inference based on empirical data, publicness of methods, and estimates of certainty among others.
· This is an attempt to unify the field of political science and make it subject to a “one logic”, which helps make political science a more internally consistent field.
Mary Hawkesworth
· Published interpretation and method in 2006
· Bible for people who identify as interpretivists
Interpretivism: beyond the quant/ qual division, and beyond political science as well.
· Focuses on the role of meaning in the study of politics and social life.
Positivism: ‘a contingent proposition is meaningful if and only if it can be empirically verified’
· Science means discovering regularities in the empirical world
· Firm division between the empirical and the normative
· Unity of science
Post positivist presuppositionists
· Coherence theory of truth: 'the world is richer  than theories devised to grasp it`
 What is the state?
Max Weber:’politics as a vocation’
· Max weber considered as founding father of sociology
· `politics as a vocation`was a speech given to uni students
· ``you cant define the state by what it does… because states do all kinds of things``
· `` there is scarcely any task that some political association has not taken in hand, and there is no task that one could say has always been exclusive and peculiar to those associations which are designed as political ones.``
· According to max weber the state is: ``a human community that (successfully) claims a monopoly on the legitimate use of violence in a given territory``
· ``the modern state is a compulsory association that organizes dominations.
What is politics
· ``politics for us means striving to share power or striving to influence the distribution of power, either among states or among groups within a state``.
· ``when a question is said to be a political question, when a cabinet minister or an offical is said to be a political official or when a decision is said to be ``politically`` determined, what is always meant is that interests in the distribution, maintenance or transfer of power are decisive for answering the questions and determining the decision or the officals sphere of activity``
Lenin state and revolution
· Written in 1917 in middle of russian revolution
· Meant to serve as a manifesto for fellow communists and a guideline to development of communist politics
· The state is ``a special apparatus for coercion``, ``a special machine for the suppression of one class by another… of the majority by a minority``
· The state will wither away with the rise of communism, because communism will create a situation where people will self-govern at the most basic level, and state tools of repression will not be needed
Elements of stateness
State, regime, government
· State: the legal entity, with borders and a population
· Regime: system of rule and the major elements of what makes up the human experience of being governed in the state
· Government: who is actually doing the governing
Elements that make up the modern state:
· Monopoly: control of the means of violence, weber believed that it is essential that the states status should be ``the sole source of the `right to use violence`
· Territoriality: states are geographic or geo-political entities. States occupy physical space over which they claim sole legitimacy
· Sovereignty: the idea that there is a final and absolute authority in the political community and that no final and absolute authority exists elsewhere
· Constitutionality: the basic ‘rules of the game’ of the political process. The constitution establishes the laws about making laws
· Rule of law/impersonal power: those who exercise state power must do so in ways which are themselves lawful, constitutional and constrained by publicly acknowledged procedures.
· Public Bureaucracy: generic form of administration in all large scale organizations of modern society
· Authority and legitimacy: under normal circumstances and for most people, the actions of the state and its demands upon its population will be accepted or at least not actively resisted
· Citizenship: the citizen is one who is entitled to participate in the life of the political community
What is democracy
· There is an understandable temptation to load too many expectations on this concept and to imagine that by attaining democracy, a society will have resolved all of its political, social, economic, administrative, and cultural problems. (schimitter and karl)
· Robert Dahl on american beliefs about democracy-’most citizens assume the american political system is consistent with the democratic creed’
So what is democracy?
· ‘ modern political democracy is a system of governance in which rulers are held accountable for their actions in the public realm by citizens, acting indirectly through the competition and cooperation of their elected representatives (Schmitter and Karl)
How is democracy defined?
· ‘Although the terms FREEDOM and DEMOCRACY are often used interchangeably, the 2 are not synonymous. Democracy can bee seen as a set of practices and principles that institutionalise, and thereby ultimately protect freedom. Even if a consensus on precise definitions has proved elusive, most observers today would agree that at a minimum the fundamental features of a democracy include government based on majority rule and the consent of the governed; the existence of free and fair elections; the protection of minority rights; and respect for basic human rights. Democracy presupposes equality before the law, due process and political pluralism.,’ (democracy index report 2016)
 Better or worse democracy
· Neither pitkin or dahl use the term democracy to talk about what they are evaluating
· Pitkin uses: Representative government
· Dahl uses: Polyarchy (rule of the many)
Hannah Pitkin, the concept of representation
· ‘There is need not to be a constant activity of responding, but there must be a constant condition of responsiveness, of potential readiness to respond’
· Tries to determine what representation is and what it means in relation to governance
What is the purpose of elections?
· ‘ and we tend to feel the institutionalization of representation is impossible without elections. Our concern with elections and electoral machinery, and particularly with whether elections are free and genuine, results from our conviction that such machinery is necessary to ensure systematic responsiveness. Our concern with the popularity of a regime is an attempt to find an operational measure for potential responsiveness. The fact that the people have no unfulfilled demands is an indication that they can get their demands fulfilled whenever they wish, but it is not conclusive proof’
Robert dahl, Polyarchy
· Polyarchy (rule of many|) has two components: the ability to openly and freely contest around politics and the ability of many to participate
· Its possible for states to be in different places along those two variables.
Cleavages
· Basic argument: cleavages reduce the ability of a government of function, and threaten civil war or the dissolution of the state.
Democracy and Justce
Amartya Sena
· Responsible for developing the theoretical groundwork for the human development index
· ‘Capabilities’ and ‘deprivations’: what people need is the ability to fulfill their own life plans and injustice is produced when you lack that ability
Civil society and Justice
Iris Marion Young
· Major works in feminist political philosophy and theories of justice
· Her work is concerned with how we account for difference in political life; given that people differ from each other, how can we build a society that both recognizes those differences and allows for collective action?
What is injustice?
· Domination: ‘’the institutional conditions which inhibit or prevent people from participating in decisions and processes that determine their actions and the conditions of their actions’’
· Oppression: “ systematic institutional processes which prevent some people from learning and using satisfying or extensive skills in socially recognized settings, or which inhibit people's ability to play and communicate with others or to express their feelings and perspective on social life in context where others can listen”
