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1) It is predicted that the  Spiraea alba var. Latif  is adaptive to Dry habitats such as the field and the high forest stations  based on observations plotted on the Graph.
2) 
a) There would be no effect on the  Spiraea alba var. Latif in case of partial drainage because habitats, like the field station, in which the plant is able to receives its water from the rain . 
b) It is predicted that there would be no consequence on the  Spiraea alba var. Latif regarding its abundance in its preferred habitat. There would be an increase in distribution in the Mer bleue site. This is due to the fact that there would now be drier habitats. Habitats such as the marsh, the bog and the ecotone would have an increase in Spiraea alba var. Latif .
