  Hobbes

· Is one of the first philosophers to contemplate a secular universe 
· Pointed out that the bible is an unreliable text 
· The bible clearly could not be written by a single individual 
· Pointed out that the penticute (the first 5 books of the bible) could not be written by moses. It was believed by all religious scholars
· Heros are the offspring of godspring who found woman and had sex with them 
· Hobbes introduced doubt in the bible 
· Hobbes and Locke are both writing within the protestant reformation 
· Assumes the world is out to get you 

Indulgence: the ability to buy time out of purgatory 
I.d: Pope Clement VII , 
· Pay money and depending on how much, you get so many years cut off your purgatory 

· He wanted to improve the vatican  
· The genius of Dante that he was such a good poet so people so easily believed him, (as long as you ask for forgiveness anyone can make it to heaven) 

Sola Scriptura: “scripture alone” 
 that Scripture alone is authoritative for the faith and practice of the Christian.

Sola Fides : “faith alone”
· important because it is one of the distinguishing characteristics or key points that separate the true biblical Gospel from false gospels

Alein: gets put in front of faith 

Vernacular: i.d: Dante 

Dialects of Power: 

Predestination: i.d: calvin
god has everything predetermined

Colum: soft side; God wants to love us all & only predestined a few people in the word. The rest are safe
o   Luther says you cannot give into indulgences to make up for bad deeds, to make it into heaven 


As if: you act as if , behaving as if you are saved, 

Trace: having a trace of cultures of the past 

 Beruf: i.d: Luther 
· Says your job is beruf, beruf means votation, by fulfilling your job in society it is as if you are praying to god. 
·  is what keeps many protestant societies functioning 
o   Means calling, and fulfilling your job in society; as if you are praying to God
o   Form of prayer; if done in the best of ability, it would be a fulfillment to God
o   This can get you into heaven
o   What keeps many protestant societies functioning (on time, efficiency)
· Protestants work because they like too 


NSPBS: nasty solitary poor brutish and short 
I.d: Hobbes 

· The protestant reformation happened and called into question primacy 
· Started the process of the institutional church - does the church have the right to make political decisions 
· 38,000 variations of Christianity

· What forms our concept of legitimacy 
· “Virtue comes from habits” - Aristotle 
· Hobbes assumes we are all retarded as adults and we have the social capacity of children 
· That we all need to be continuously surveyed, if we don't have this then we return to the state of nature

· Has no further engagement of the watch once it is created 
· Windings of the watch is prayer

· Have to come up with thesis that don't have a god’s input 
· Democracy is hated by all of the philosophers covered 

Monarchy turns into Tyranny 
Arishiery turns into Hierarchy 
Polity turns into Democracy (which is the worst system) 

George Lakoff: says don't think of an elephant 
· Makes the argument that the state of nature and human nature is all in a continuum and we all have 
· Translates into politics
· Creating circumstances to protect yourself in the world 
· 
strict father / nurturing parents : a continuum, 
· nurturing parents are a pair that combine and guide their children by giving them lots of opportunities 
· Says there are good people in the world, “if in trouble go to a neighbor's house, they’ll let you in
· Strict father: creates discipline, the world is full of evil, people who will hurt you, gives children fear on purpose because they believe if their child is fearful then they will be safe. 


· Hobbes axiom is fear, and security 
· He is so afraid that you give up 100% of your political right. 
· You have to defend your ruler in a time of war just as they do in a time of peace
· Liberties lead to rape, murder, 
· Says Nosce Tiepsum: read yourself 

· What is the opposition? 
· Locke says the opposite: in the state of nature, life is not brutish, life is fine, we don't need authority 


Locke

Covenant / Contract:


Human Nature: is it a right for human beings to determine their gender 
· The thing most likely to lead to an early death is pride 
· There is a continuum 
· Locke’s axiom  

Pride: hubris is greek 
· Inability to humble yourself in front of god 

Pharmakon: drugs are dependent on context and quantity 
· Be careful of phrases that fall into pharmakon: power, violence 

Feare: fear 

Rights: are privileges extended 
· We treat rights as if everyone has access to these rights 
· They are extended mainly to white middle class neighbourhoods 
· Too often they are seen something we have already won 
· Rights like human nature was the beginning of how people decided to run society 
· Aspirational goals 

Lex Naturalis: 
I.d Hobbes 
· an ethical belief or system of beliefs supposed to be inherent in human nature and discoverable by reason rather than revelation
Laws of nature for Hobbes : 
· Seek peace with an opponent 
· Defend yourself 
· Keep your promises 
· Gratitude, be grateful 
· Complicents: means accommodating yourself 
· Men must be forgiving 
· Do not seek for revenge 
· Do not declare hatred 

Natural laws for Locke: the exact opposite 
· Thinks human nature is basically good, social, we get along, 
· one major flaw in our behaviour: the judiciary, law courts, because we are poor judges in our own cases because we overreact against anything against our personal space 
· It is a triangular system, two defendants and an arbitrator 
· Men and women are already have all of these laws 
Natural Laws: When we distribute land, everyone gets a fair share of land 
· Spoilage, nobody can allow what they take out of god's bounty spoil 
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
