· The dynamic of class relation is seen in forms of capital is more powerful than money itself.
· Devil Wears Prada  uses her culture capital to over throw people.

· The sociologists which we will be discussing are from the US and Europe
· The time period would be the 20th century sociologists.
· Much different from classical sociologists because they are the founding fathers of sociology in comparison to the contemporary, or modern or post-classical. 
· Classical theories are seen as frameworks for contemporary theories due to the contemporary issues and feeling of the theory itself. 
· Sociology as a discipline:
· Sociology grew in the shadow of philosophy.
· For the only reason is that the major sociologists were trained as philosophers, such as Foucault, Bourdieu, Adoruno, Karl Marx, Emile Durkheim and Max Weber were all philosophers by trade but became sociologists. 
· Sociologists are gendered and racist. 
· Karl Marx in contrary to Weber and Durkheim was not a sociologist.
· Marx devoted his whole life to emancipating institutionalization.
A. Creation of School
· School of Thought
· A space where a group of people gathers and share methodological or theoretical premises.
· As a result, the school of thought is a homogeneous.
· To have a thriving school you must have:

a. L’Année Sociologique – Emile Durkheim
b. Archives for Social Sciences and Social Welfare – Max Weber  
B. Making Canons
· All the sociologists in the course are canonized 
· Only a select few will be canonized 
· Authors become canonized depends on the actors of this particular discipline, peers.
· It is the congregation of sociologists of who will be canonized. 
· Not everyone has a say on who will be canonized, the gatekeepers decide who is in and out. 
· These gatekeepers have authority and power; this comes from the content of their own work. 
· These gatekeepers have contributed a great deal to the discipline.
· Another aspect would be symbolic capital. 
· For example: president of the sociologists of Canada.
· You then have enough power to say yes or no to people 
· Another aspect would be an editor of book series could be canonized. Must have many books for one to be canonized. 
· The canonized people started their own schools, which one of them was Actes de la Reserche.

· Theory is system of generalized statements a proposition.
· A sociological theory like all theories has two main goals:
· To provide convincing explanation of phenomena/ predicting the phenomenon
· Suggesting various hypotheses for the theory that can be tested. 
· Theories are evaluative and critical – mathematics and natural sciences do not share these traits.  Sociological theories do.  
· We decide the value of one thing by assumptions.
· Criticism is a fundamental part of society.
· They are concerned with how the world should function to make the world perfect.
· The second characteristic, contrary to natural sciences for instance sociological theory is less likely to uphold the absolute truth, it is perpetually changing dynamic. Social change at the level of society. 
· Another characteristic would be sociological theories focuses on human behaviors and therefore sociological theories is dealing with internal and external stimuli that are of course not stable but permanent. 
· For example: the internal is within us, (hopes, desires and ambition) 
· The external is what society hopes we adopt (being at the top of the class) 
· This is a social construct.
· Revolution was done through France and America 1776, 1789 for French. 
· Supposedly undertaken by a group of citizens who did not belong to the nobility/ aristocracy – background who was modest. 
· Social and economic change is the main purpose of a revolution.
· Goal is to dismantle an existing social order in view of bringing a brand new one.
· Mental realm is needed for a revolution  needs this first, goes beyond a social and economic change is also a mental change. 
· There are cost to a revolution both positive and negative  values/institutions weaken.
· In the 18th century religion was the foundation, patriotism, authority as a value, monarchy, church and the king

· Reserve number is the amount of people in a country that does not have access to a job. 
· The research object of sociology is social change.
· Logic of Domination  the group that had power and status was not necessarily the same group.
· The source of power is the logic of domination. 
· The one who controls the means of protection is the group that concentrates power in his power. 
· Means of production  varies throughout time due to the shifts in the economy. 
· In the Revolutions the means of production was the land. 
· In 18th century thanks to the industrial revolution  land is no longer the means of production it is the factories now. 
· The three aspects would be:
· Community
· Alienation
· Anomie
· Enlightenment  everyone should be equal  legitimized and naturalizing inequality. 
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The Family functions:

· Socializing 
· Creation/Reproduction
· Raise members of society
· Transmission of social values

· Needs reproduction for employees for the firms
· The social values learnt through the family directly reflect on the social values needed in a firm.
· Social actions are social cues done through actions therefore influenced by social morals 
· Made by a material and social object that can be constrained or guidelines 
· Expenditure  is what we spend, in every social action there is a certain amount of energy, money or anything. 
· We need an end goal for a social action to be a social action is must be deployed in a framework of a situation. It must be oriented by social norms and it also must imply expenditure.
· It is not purely rational it is irrational as well 
· 1st: Social System  predictability  regulated by roles
· 2nd: Personality system  
· The difference between the social and personality  not regulated by roles, but it is regulated by need-disposition, to what motivates a human being.
· They could be emotional or material, Parsons states that this is why differentiates human beings. Every person has a set of their need dispositions, however 
· 3rd Cultural  
· To act in a civil manner towards the social gaze. 
· Therefore you have the societal system, personal and cultural systems.
· Ways to have social actions
· Socialization
· A process where a various components such as family, peers and church. These teach you social values and come together as one, because we share a certain number of values, behaviors and principles. We are nothing without these institutions. 
· Internalization 
· A concept to describe the incorporation of a set of values, norms and behaviors that these institutions have taught us, therefore we internalize them and make them ours. 
· Institutionalization 
· Something becomes institutionalized is when every single member of society holds onto one of these institutions close to their values as a collective unit. This is a long historical process.

· Introduction
· Most sociologists are philosophers by trait. 
· They critique very important work
· Critical aims at the contribution of modernity.
· They have prided themselves on their technological advances 
· Modernity can be obscure and nefarious. 
· Main Protagonists
· Critical theory is directly linked to the University of Frankfurt in Germany.
· The protagonists would work together and discover new theories
· The Three main ones were:
· Max Horkheimer 
· Wealthy family, born in Stuttgart 
· Wanted him to embrace business  would not follow that path. 
· He chose to study the humanities as a result Horkheimer would attend the University of Frankfurt and he would study philosophy and psychology in the main. 
· The two German philosophers Husserl who mastered in Phenomenology and Heidegger  said that Hilter found inspiration of him. 
· After he finished his PhD he got a job in the university of Frankfurt for free, only later that he got a salary. 
· Herbert Marcuse
· Born in Berlin, also from a wealthy family  father was a real estate entrepreneur and from his mother’s side they were true capitalists and owned textile factories. 
· He decided to go to the university of Frieburg 
· From there he went to Humboldt in Berlin.
· When he was at Frieberg had the opportunity to meet the protagonist (Max Horkheimer) because the both of them attended the class of Husserl.
· After he got his PhD  decided to open a book business sell and buying books who got the money from his father. 
· It was through these activities that Marcuse would become familiar with work of Heidegger. 
· Theodor Adorno
· Youngest of the three
· Born in Frankfurt  also wealthy his mother was a part of the Corsican Nobility and his father was a wine maker. 
· Attended the university of Frankfurt 
· Modernity is based on two things reason and technology. 
· The accident would be that the three protagonists have met and shared a network where Husserl and Heidegger were the pivotal element. 
· The political transformation of the German society 
· They share their social background 
· It would take the initiative of the fourth actor for them to meet and to talk. 
· This actor would be Felix Weil. 
· Felix Weil was Argentina born but Germany was the epicenter of intellect at that time. 
· This research group would become a research institute and would be called the Frankfurt School 
· The very first action would be to discard empirical research to implement critical research.
· More concrete
· Objectivity  something that happened already
· It does not criticize 
· Critical theory does not leave any room for authoritarian regimes, refuses social order as is and pushes us to find a better solution. 
· Critical theorists had to find ways to escape Hilter, Nazi regime.
· The four sociologists had Jewish backgrounds, which means that they needed to flee Germany and find refuge in neighboring countries.
· They left and hid in Geneva, Switzerland Marcuse and Horkheimer in 1933. 
· 1934 Horkheimer realized that the Nazi regime was spreading then he left Geneva and sailed to NYC.
· In 1938 the threat became very pressing and that’s when he left Geneva to join Horkheimer in NYC
· Instead of Geneva Adorno decided to go to London, not the safest haven by 1938 he went to NYC.
· New York becomes the site for critical theorists they all fled there.
· They were as lucky as they were in Germany because of the University of Columbia offered them all jobs just like in Germany. 
· In 1940 they were working again, a short-lived experience though because in 1941 a problem arose between the university and the Frankfurt School and the two would have to part ways. That would be a new adventure to consider. 
· Had to convert into applied sociology.
· They refused. 
· Marcuse would then accept a job in Washington to work to the CIA.
· For the intelligence for the psyche of the Nazi’s for America, he was helping.  
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· Karl Marx:

· Karl Marx and Max Weber have both influenced critical theory
· Industrialization has led to the oppression and dehumanization of society. 
· There is a social agenda in the philosophy of Marx; the role of the philosopher is to change the reality. 
· The way that they achieve their goals is through revealing the truth; it is an instrument or objective. 
· For Marx it was to reveal to the proletariats how much the capitalists exploit them.
· What you receive as salary should be equal to what your produce, the capitalists take more from them than they think. 
· According to Karl Marx a dialectical process shapes the history of human society in other words, since historians and sociologists are interested in how societies are organized, in every single epoch society was divided into two groups.
· Every society has its own seeds of destruction. 
· Example: Lords and Servants, Capitalists and Proletariats
· Marx said the tension would arise because the proletariat would access to a level of consciousness of it’s own condition.  There would be a revolution that would ensue the exploitation that would end all capitalistic societies. 
· Marx would like to highlight the fact that in addition to being divided in two classes society is also divided in two institutional poles; the base and the superstructure. 
· The base is the realm of the society where production of goods and anything that is exchangeable  the economic sphere.
· The superstructure is the concept that Marx used to describe everything that is not in the realm of the economic sphere
· Examples: 
· State
· Judicial 
· Education
· The interesting thing that Marx said was that the superstructure is also ruled by the capitalistic society.
· The two main spheres in society you have no power as a proletariat. 
· They believe that is a contradiction  the future of the world depends on the prototype, how can someone in the sphere with no power rise to a level of consciousness and be the savior of society. 
· If there were a group of people that can rise and emancipate the world would be the theorists of the world.  The prototype would be an instrument 

· Max Weber: Imprints of Critical Theory
· Wrote the protestant ethic, which talked about the capitalistic society. 
· The work ethic is based on ascetic. 
· The idea of accumulation of wealth is one of the major topics
· Weber in his analysis argue that capitalism would eventually pollute the very idea of the protestant ethic and on the basis of this remark Weber would conclude that human society is now marred with problems including injustice, oppression and social inequality as a result of capitalism. 
· He has a pessimistic outlook on capitalism due to his affect on social organization. 
· The main goal of protestant ethic, there is no meditator between you and god; you might get salvation through your work and your work ethic. You’re succession on Earth means that you are among the few chosen ones on Earth. 
· Work becomes the guiding principle to heaven. Work is a moral obligation here. Not economic but Moral. 
· The intersection between work, accumulation of gain not for moral or religious purposes but simply for economic purposes. In their goal they would be supported by the new rationality, that they would promote themselves. 
· Mode of organization in rationality is bureaucratization would be the field of accounting, observing people. 
· Mechanization, standardization and bureaucratization 
· Mechanization has turned into an iron cage no longer a place of freedom, as long as capitalism will prevail, individuality and freedom are no longer enforced.
· The famous disenchantment of a human is now the reality, all unhappy and suffering because of capitalism and it’s system of production. 
· The individual has no more power, he has given up this power to the benefit of the machine or the bureaucrat. 
· Weber with the lives of capitalism formal rationality has precedence on substantive rationality
· Formal rationality is simply motivated by impersonal and by calculated procedure, the goal is to reach the target. To achieve what you set as an agenda. Rationality of the bureaucrat 
· Substantive rationality is the way things are done. There is a ethical aspect to substantive rationality, is sustainability? Is it the right collective decision? Is it the right thing to do?
· Horkheimer agrees with Weber that there is two homes of rationality but for Horkheimer is first one is the subjective reason and the second is the objective reason. 
· The same context as Weber with the substantive and formal rationality
· Objective rationality reinforces the alienation and subordination of the human beings, because objective rationality is simply concerned with efficiency. Which is the total opposite of subjective rationality
· Subjective rationality takes into account the singularity of every case. 
· Marcuse would be inspired as well to make a distinction, which he calls individualist rationality and technological rationality. For Marcuse the technological rationality opposes the freedom of the subject, does not call into question the social order. End goal is to how to reinforce the social order. 
· For the individualist rationality, it replaces the subject/individual at the heard of the social system, so the individual rationality is there for more emancipatory and more freedom than the technological rationality. 
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Symbolic interactionism 

· Introduction 
· Can finding meanings to our interactions 
· Symbols to communicate meanings 
· Mediates reality 
· Symbol is based on what you want to do but society wants you to do.  
· The voice inside you, not something you have invented yourself, it is the invention of society.
· Mediated of the power of society.
· During our interaction often times, just interact with symbols.
· Hence the word symbolic interaction. 
· Bluner was the very first sociologist to introduce this concept. 
· Concept sounds a little bit barbaric, because it’s meaning is not obvious. 
· Leave an imprint on the sociological world, a concept that has become very influential in the sociological field. 
· Bluner and his contribution through sociology
· Herbert Bluner was born in 1900 in Missouri.
· He decided to go to the university of Chicago, to do a PhD in sociology; Chicago was the mecca for sociology.
· After graduating got a job at the university and stayed there a while.
· Then he went to the university of California, Berkeley.
· Max Weber influenced Bluner a lot in sociology. 
· Sociology is an interpretative science, the goal of the sociologist is simply to interpret the meaning that social actors give to their actions. 
· With Weber you have to pay attention to what the actor says and thinks about his own action. 
· We must bear in mind, the social actor behaves or acts in specific context and in compliance with rules and norms. 
· Mead also influenced Bluner as well as Weber. Skinner believed that human beings actually are not rooted different from animals, in the sense that we can make human beings act in the same way we can make animals act as we desire. 
· Mead would disagree due to the fact it would mean that the action of a human being is predictable because the human being has a mind, which an animal does not have. 
· Thanks to his/her mind the person can resist to stimulus and to coercion, is to say that the human being is not passive contrary to the pigeons, but Skinner had manipulated them. 
· The human being contrary to the animal is capable of having an internal dialogue. To speak with himself, to assess the reality and the consequence and to decide on the basis to see how he/she should act. 
· Mead said that this internal dialogue is based exchange of words and actions that are shared by an entire group.  This is what would make the action of this person a social action. If it were just a personal action it would be called an individual action. 
· This would lead me to the thought of objectification in the process of this. 
· We manage to impose a control on ourselves, why? We are aware of the fact that we know were not talking to ourselves but to the absent person. 
· We have to control ourselves, not based on our own decision but about the social norms that society imposes on us. 
· The most important element is meaning, meaning of the action, gesture, decision etc. 
· The source of the meaning of an action, decision is located in social interaction. This source is saved is three-fold. 
· There are three-folds that came the meaning of our action.
· The first one is the individual him/herself
· The second is the response of the person we are directly interacting with/or in mind. 
· The third would be the completion of the gesture or the actions. 
· If we do not have those three elements, we cannot know the meaning of the action. 
· We are in the state of basking. 
· Bluner would benefit tremendously from this. 
· Bluner would say that social interaction has no meaning without interpretation. Any social action in society can be interpreted. 
· Bluner states that we have spent our entire lives decoding. Decoding what the other person is trying to say and mean. 
· Because we decode the other person’s actions because we have self-awareness. 
· This departs away from Skinner and the pigeons, because we have our own autonomies. 
· Bluner elaborated further and said that self-awareness is what makes collective actions possible; there are no joint/collective actions without the self-awareness of an individual. 
· For example geese flying south, is this a joint actions? 
· No! Geese have no self-awareness, and they know the start place and end place. They have an internal knowledge of where they need to go, and will not go anywhere else. 
· Goffman, Alter Ego
· Born in Alberta in 1922
· First degree university of Toronto
· Eventually went to Chicago and got his PhD in 1953.
· The same year the University of California, Berkeley, hired him.
· He passed away in 1980 of cancer. 
· Goffman published a lot of books. 
· The most influential book would be “the presentation of self in everyday life”, this book encompasses the whole political framework. 
· Society is a stage
· A metaphor of society as a stage 
· We are all actors; stage, script and then you have the play.
· We are continuously playing roles during our permanent interaction in society.
· Most of the time we are somebody else. We are only ourselves when we are sleeping. 
· Why do we give up our own self? To take roles? Because we have allowed stakes in life, we have interests in interacting with people, specific interests, based on what we want to get out of these interactions. 
· Our motivations are numerous; everybody has motivation  power, money, and fame, desire. 
· There are two or more reasons to act the way that we do. 
· Difference between humans and pigeons, have the ability to process the pros and cons of actions. 
· Skinner states about the stimuli, but pigeons cannot resist the stimulus as we can. 
· Goffman states that we are calculating all the time. 
· For Goffman we can be motivated by rational, calculated and tradition and non-rational commitment. 
· The bottom line we do act by respecting/complying with social norms, not because we agree with the social norms but simply because our worth is assessed in the light of these social norms. 
· Goffman based on rational, coined the concept of impression management 
· When you are as a human being, created the image that you want of what you want for yourself, you do this in a specific framework in consideration of the social norms.
· This is because you can’t live without the opinions of society. 
· We try and have proper control over our behavior, we do not let ourselves go, we want to give off good impressions  Goffman 
· We strive to manage our impressions in society. It is on the basis of our behavior, we receive rewards or lose the opportunity to be rewarded in society.
· Our behavior can determine if we be successful in the things that we do or if we fail. 
· Goffman departs slightly from the rational choice theory, according to Goffman, the behavior we give is not based on a self-centered approach. For Goffman moral obligations are the factors that make us behave in a specific way in society. 
· If we comply with the moral obligation that society has set up we will reap the gain from our behavior. But if we fail to comply with these obligations we will lose in life. 
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· Phenomenology
· Social life is highly nuanced and complex
· There are things for instance that you do with specific people, consider the context and other things that you don’t do with other people. 
· Society is compartmentalized and that’s why it is complex. 
· Build meanings and sustain 
·  Phenomenology drove out attention in a very small but significant part of society, which is a taken- for granted part of society. 
· Phenomenologist say that the taken for granted situations teach us more about society than any other situation. 
· The purpose of sociology should be how we produce meanings in such taken for granted situations.
· The meaning is the reason why we do our best to sustain our behavior in such situations. 
· Alfred Schutz is a major phenomenology protagonists
· Born in Vienna
· Studied law and banking  started his career in philosophy and the social sciences
· Schutz decided to leave Austria because of the Nazis and moved to the US after a brief stop in Paris. 
· He would spend his whole career in New York
· Schutz’s sociological work: 
· Main authors that influenced Schutz: 
· Husserl  one of the founders of phenomenology 
· Definition of Transcendent phenomenology:
· Nothing like a pure object or a pure subject. 
· Every thing that we call an object or a subject is mediated by the conscious. 
· Without our conscious nothing exists  table, computer etc. 
· The fact that you become a aware of something means you exist. 
· Until our conscious does not admit the existence of something that something does not exist. 
· The world that exists because humans assume that it does. 
· But also we human beings have given a meaning to this world. 
· This intellectual process is called life word. 
· The life word is intersubjective  this means simply that until various members of the group the greed to give the same meaning to something, does not exist.
· We must share the same idea and the same conception of what we see. 
· It is the fact that we share the same meaning of object, this allows individuals expectantly. 
· Meaning must be shared with more than one member of society. 
· Max Weber
· Sociology is a science that studies human behaviors and it’s consequences 
· Sociology must devise the method of inquiring that prevent the intrusion of any ideology or moral judgment from the social sciences. 
· Weber will use the term axiologic neutrality  must keep values and norms at the door of the realm. 
· How is this done? What is the method? 
· He calls it an interpretative understanding of social facts. 
· This concept means in Weber’s eyes the sociologist must understand the phenomenon she is studying by paying specific attention to what the social actors think and say about this phenomenon. Not an “I” thing, because if you do that there is an intrusion of ideology. 
· These methodological premise allows Weber to develop the following concept of society.
· For Weber there are two dimensions of society
· Subjective 
· We are part of their existence, we are part of those who make them. 
· Objective
· The various component of social life, we have barely or no control. 
· Every social action has both a subjective and objective component. 
· We don’t have control over institutions but they influence our decisions. 
· Schutz would agree with Weber, he believed what Weber reveals is really important and crosses paths with the term intersubjectivtity because this is expressed through social institutions played a big role in society, if this is the case the ambitions and motivations to be halted or completely dismembered. 
· Social action therefore is to be understood as a result of stock of knowledge that a human being possesses. 
· We don’t realize we have this knowledge until we are confronted with the situation, because our behaviors are internalized. 
· This is what allows us to function in society every single day.
· Typification  we interact with other people by resorting to Typification.
· We build types, categories, boxes and we put specific information in each box.
· Typficiation becomes a strategy that helps us function efficiently in society. 
· The stock of knowledge that we have is biographically articulated. 
· Every stock of knowledge is specific to the person itself. 
· The possibility of conversion makes the possibility of life possible. 
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· Berger was born in Vienna, after high school went to London to pursue his education. Before the Nazi regime. 
· Berger decided to leave London, he moved to the US, once in the US he would resume his education by enrolling at University of Wagner , which was a college, that’s where he got his first degree. 
· Eventually he tried to push it further by enrolling at the New School for Social Research in New York to write his PhD.
· Schutz was teaching at this school, Berger was taught by Schutz. 
· No wonder why Schutz had a tremendous influence on Berger. 
· Another key actor is Luckmann  friend of Berger
· Born in 1927 in Slovenia, attended the University of Vienna. 
· Luckmann then moved to the New School of Research. 
· Luckmann and Berger then would start collaborating.
· The most compelling work would be that of the social construction of reality. 
· Reality is what you make of it, not just what you see, we have no control over it. 
· There is a premise  a basis, something that we must take for granted must accept it before.
· Man is the product of society
· Man is the creation of society is the process  dynamic
· Society is a human product 
· Society is an objective reality 
· Reality you believe you have no control over  society exists without you. 
· Biological difference we need society to function in comparison to animals. 
· The creation of common sense and the creation of social institutions become the two prerequisites for society to function properly.
· The common sense is the equivalent of stock of knowledge. 
· We share the stock of knowledge we share these concepts there are tons of attitudes and behaviors that we explicitly did not learn. 
· We learn behaviors by osmosis (observation)
· Habituation  Habitualization 
· Essential to the formation of society in the objective reality
· They don’t have an infinite number of choices regarding their actions and their behaviors.
· A set of reactions for every situation, no one has a infinite amount. 
· Institutions can be alive but it can also die, such as marriage  common law partners 
· Polygamy  disappears, polygamy was central in Judaism
· Became assimilated in Eastern Europe, they are stigmatized because of their polygamy and then stopped. 
· Churches on Sundays
· Francophone Quebec, churches are not near as popular. 
· Externalization as a concept is meant to indicate that if society exists in the mind of social actors as a reality it is because social actors see society as an external factor, out of their control. It is an objective reality as a result. 
· Reification  borrowed from Marx 
· Rei  Latin for a thing
· An extreme translation of externalization 
· Society is what has made social actors. Social actors did not make society. When social actors do as far as reification they acknowledge their powerlessness. 
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· We have to look at the connection between sex/gender and the research interest. We often reveal our identity through the topic or subject we want to deal with. You might not see it right away when you read feminist works. 
· You will have an under representation in the field of sociology. 
· Through Patricia H. Collins and Judith Butler you have a perfect chartier. 
· Every science is autobiographical you go through your own story to make sense of society and life. 
· Patricia H.  Collins writes as an African – American woman standpoint, Judith Butler writes as a white, Jewish woman as a lesbian. These standpoints are important. 
· Mapping out Black feminist thought
· Who is Patricia H. Collins?
· Born in working class in Philadelphia 
· Got her undergrad in Arts at Brandels university 
· She started working as a middle school teacher 
· As a middle school teacher Patricia H. Collins was faced with a special request to make a course of Black Female thought in the US. 
· Black women’s thought is marginalized in the US, no one cares. 
· She managed as much as she could to make the syllabus. This observation would follow her for several years. 
· She decided to go back to school to get her PhD at Brandels. 
· About 6 years later her PhD thesis was turned into a book “black feminist thought”  won many awards for this. 
· Critical theory was one of the main ideas as well as afrocentrism; this is introduced by Molefi Kete Asante who was teaching at Temple. 
· Afrocentrism means that to understand the thoughts of African Americans you need to connect them to the continent of Africa, you must but the black African American as the subject. 
· Post-Structuralism is the theory that inspired Patricia Collins. 
· Dorothy Smith a philosopher by trait. 
· Smith influenced Collins by the center concept of Standpoint Epistemology; this is the concept that nurtures. A person in society is affected by what the person experiences and the knowledge that this person would mobilize to understand his or her society stems from what he or she has experienced. 
· You see the world in the lens in the different identities and experiences.
· Religion, sexuality, race, gender and social class are all elements that we put in perspective when talking about the shaping of our understanding of society. This is intersectionality  one of the most vocal of intersectionality in sociology.
· To reveal the importance of intersectionality Patricia H Collins, introduces the concept of matrix of domination. 
· This concept of matrix domination  allows that the same identity to be dominated is sometimes the same identity that dominates others.
· A group that is dominated as a result of its major identity also in the same group is operating a relation of domination of some members by other members. Domination by one segment to another segment. 
· Patricia H. Collins wanted to highlight one specific fact, which is that you cannot reduce to race the basis or foundation of the assimilation of black women. Black women are not dominated based on their race.
· This is true because then there would be no black man dominating black woman, there would be no insubordination of black woman. 
· The struggle of black woman should be weighed against the whole society and the black males  fighting against both patriarchal white society and patriarchal white society. 
· Black female could find allies in white American women because they share the fact that they are being dominated by patriarchal society. They could also make allies with black males because of they both being subordinated of white American society. 
· What she gets from Foucault is that the same sites of domination are also the sites of resistance. We use the identity that is the cause of our exclusion and marginalization to fight back. We are not going to mobilize on our religious background. 
· Marx said Social change would occur if the working class on the basis of what they share which is being exploited by capitalists. 
· Identity mobilization is meant to bring change she said, of course she was talking about social change, women and black women in particular mobilize their identity to bring change in their existence. 
· On this specific idea, Collins states she is indebtedness to critical theory. 
· One major proposes is to bring justice and fairness into the organization of society. In order to do this, as critical theorists did, there is a need to reveal the very element that caused injustice and inequity in this world.
· And in doing so not only do you bring to the attention of what you need to bring to justice there are strategies and resources and means in order to fix this injustice. And on the other hand you should bring self-awareness to the one exercise injustice, kind of a teeter-totter. Many of us participate in acts of injustice, exclusion and discrimination without being aware of it.

· Judith Butler is one of the most influential sociologists when talking about her gender studies. 
· Born in Ohio in 1956
· Taught at John Hopkins
· Her work takes aim on gender studies and feminism in the 1960’s, sex and gender were taken for granted in society. 
· The contribution of Judith Butler would be in reality scholars appropriated the essentialism that characterized the work of the peoples of the scholars they were criticizing.
· For Butler the very notion of “woman” is problematic, means to accept and lead the empire of male domination. The distinction man and woman is the product of a sexual distribution of the world and this was the making of male. Man scholars in general divided the world in male and female. 
· This has become institutionalized and it is subjective. Butler showed that gender is not fixed and by saying man and woman we are contributing to fixing gender making something that is stable that exists permanently forever. 
· It is subjective and contextual; every single human being alone is able to say what is she of his gender identity, as if they’re could only be two genders. We have been socialized to think in these binary terms. 
· Gender identity is contextual 
· The same person depending on either on the cultural or generational or political context might have a different gender identity. 
· Example: Yoruba  Found in Nigeria and Benin when you are born, society itself gives you an identity based on age they stop being female and become male due to the elder traditions. This culture understands the plasticity of gender identities. 
· In reality gender is not something that exists or it is not something that is given, for Butler gender is something that occurs. Through this she means that we became female or male but we are not male or female. The idea of gender and identity intersect. 
· Gender occurs through socialization. 
· The whole process of socialization society is asking, expecting or forcing us to do.
· We must preform our expected gender roles, when you preform this roles you reinforce these roles. 
· There are forms of authoritarian speeches that make us preform our gender. 
· There is no society that can be built without authority by speech; it could also be a physical punishment that makes us embody a specific gender identity  older generations use physical punishment to make the role clear. 
· We end up internalizing the expectation of the environment. This internalization can be to the degree that we catch ourselves doing them without the authoritative speeches. 
· Gender is an expectation that ends up becoming the reality, its like a boss telling you at 8:00 am they want you in their office so then you become the ideal employee, it’s the expectation that make you man or woman. 
· Sex:  since gender is a construction and it is the result of the expectation of society, Butler’s argument is nothing but a social norm. The biological attributes that we end up do not say anything at all about our sex, in other words if society did not decide to give these biological parts/physical attributes to a specific sex, this is why homosexuality poses as a problem not because of mortality but because it goes against what we cherish most in society which is norms. We decided that have the same sexual action should not have relationships so when we see lesbians or homosexuals we feel uncomfortable because of what we’ve been taught.  
· Routinization is very important to make society important, we won’t have their gender routinely in the sphere we will never get used to the fact that people might not look exactly like us. 
· By saying that we made sex by social norms, she clearly went into the philosophy of Foucault. He wrote a brilliant book on madness in civilization 
· He believes that the maddest people think that they are the most normal, but this put them in a category of abnormal.
· Through this argument Butler deconstructs the premise that nature is what defines sex. She shows us the limitation to the statement.
· Nature does not define sex for her; there is no link between the physical attributes and how this person feels generally in terms of sexual identity.  This idea that nature defines sexual identity is an illusion, an illusion that is reinforced by a cultural system that is anti-homosexuality. 
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Post Structuralism and Post- Modernism 

· Most of the thinkers we have talked about are Americans or Germans, as of the Second World War the theories that dominated sociology, Most were American and German. Durkheim, Weber and Marx we pre world war from France and Germany.
· What social transformation has made possible the event of the theories of post-modernism and post-structuralism? What we have to understand through these two aspects? And who are the major protagonists in post structuralism and post modernism. 
· The social transformation must be looked at for this
· One of the transformations is the pervasiveness and the technology. 
· Our skills to invent technology has evolved and changed and the impact for every generational aren’t the same. 
· Technology is everywhere; surveillance has attached itself to the aspect of technology. We are witnessing the rise of technology. 
· The rise of technology means a raise in surveillance, telephone, television, Internet all technological device are coming with a mode of surveillance that was unknown to previous generations of humans. Of course we could say that those who invented these devices their purpose was not to put us on the servers, these were commercials market driven.
· Making profit is reinforced with the aspect of surveillance, everyone wants to know what people are watching, you don’t see someone is doing that but someone is tallying it, and if you change channel because of commercials. We have lost control on what we can and should do with this information. 
· Eliot Spitzer, governor of the state of New York  was using money to pay prostitutes but was using his credit card and had to step down when thinkers exposed him about the charges.
· Due to surveillance we know more about the lives of people that we have never met, this is called the new age of technology surveillance. 
· With the pervasiveness of technology no longer necessary to be physically present where you want to be, possible because of technology.  
· Making sense of this development Jean Baudrillard one of the post-structuralism, we are now inhabiting a world of hyper real according to Baudrillard reality has come to imitate fiction. 
· What are post-modernism and post-structuralism? 
· The main similarity is the prefix post is meant to indicate that we have moved away from established theories that have dominated sociology or social science in general for decades. These theories are the modernism theory and structuralism theory. 
· They also indicate through their own words, sociology has no ability to claim the presentation of truth to address the social reality. According to post modernists and post structuralism there is nothing like the truth and the social reality, difficult because we have built our theories on the truth and that there is a social reality, both are debatable. They are debatable because social actors can live a life that is not directly apart their experience. 
· Example woman watching soap opera  feeling all the emotions that the character is  sharing the experience that is not her life. There is no coherence and determinacy; there are experiences that bring together to bring meaning to their own existence.  
· At the core of this theory is social life as fragmentation, this idea of social life as fragmentation, which means as continuity/order. 
· Impossible to look for truth as scholars. There is only a truth; you can look for the truth but cants try to unveil the truth. Every fragment/segment of society has its own truth. 
· Post Modernism has a better fortune of post structuralism, because he word post modernism has become a part of our language.
· Post modernism contends with the concept modern itself as a tool to explain contemporary societies, post modernists ask the question “what is the realm of modernism, since modernism has failed to carry it’s project one of the projects was that to live in a world that truth and science and to live in a world where humans will be emancipated and to live in the world of equality, post modernism looking at the current situation of the world, it has definitely failed, the weapon of mass destruction, high rates of unemployment and citizens obsessed for material consumption” Post modernist mostly focus on the media, as a subject of research. 
· What we find out in the news is mostly sensationalism; the downside is that we lose the substance we overlook the substance. In politics we should look at the solutions to the problems, but its focus is on the person. 
· The media has given up their job of documenting social life and replacing it with fictional life  the term docu-drama, turned it into fiction ex. Donald Trump.
· Main Protagonists in Post-Structuralism and Post-Modernism
· Michel Foucault 
· Born in Poitiers, France
· Father was a surgeon, was rich 
· Wanted Foucault to be a surgeon, he opted out of the medicine route and embraced the career of philosophy. Michel Foucault went to the best school he graduated from the École normale superiere. He suffered from acute depression. Was thought that his depression was deeply rooted in the homosexuality. France had no tolerance for homosexuality, was legally prohibited. His own life to an certain extent would inspire his writing.
· Foucault would publish in 1975, that made him known and it was called “discipline and punish” and the year after in 1976 he wrote another book that was linked to his experience it was called “sexuality” 
· In 1984, he died of AIDS.
· How is the link between discipline and punishment and sexual identity?
· By making homosexuality a taboo society was already imposing a specific behavior that they categorized as being a normal behavior and in doing so they were actually repressing the body of the homosexual. Because of the law and social gaze you cannot be yourself, there is no greater form of repression. 
· Discipline comes with the idea of normalcy, this can’t happen if the normalcy is not defined and by this we make people be “normal”. This process is at the very foundation of modern society. He decided after reflecting on his own condition as a homosexual, he decided to retrace the source of the oppression. This was done through the genealogy of the first ancestors, this took him to a single event that happened in 18th century France of the condemning of the person that tried to kill the king of France, this would be Robert-Francois Damiens, spent decades in the archives to figure out the fate of Robert- Francois and his trail, Foucault decided to look at punishments of modern France have evolved.  The first thing that struck Foucault was the nature of the violence that took place. Death penalty exists as it still does, when Foucault was writing his book death penalty was still enforced in France, he found that the violence was generally corporal/physical. The other aspect would be the presence of the public; all people were invited to witness the carrying of the punishment. In 1975 people were sentenced to death were away from the public, they were executed in a softer fashion. 
· Foucault looked at the three phases of punishment
· Corporal Punishment
· Physical punishment on ones body Robert – Francois.
· Penal punishment
· Based on surveillance as much weight as discipline does. 
· Physical punishment has practically disappeared. 
· Criminal justice system no longer targets the body but the mind.  Solitary confinement no beatings it, but beats your mind by being alone in this cell. System tries to break you.
· The decentralization of punishment and discipline 
· The prison is not the only institution to discipline you; the power of discipline has been expanded to other institutions such as the school and workplace. 
· Personal intervention is no longer needed in the systems due to the rise of technology. To illustrate the absence of personal intervention would be seen by Foucault as the Panopticon, which was designed by Jeremy Bentham. A tool that would enable society to invest less resources in disciplines in surveilling inmates.  
· Consists of the diffuse and multiple self-regulation and the advent of this result of our internalized panopticon concept. 
· We become our own surveillance
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· Francois Lyotard
· Born in 1924 in Vincennes 
· After teaching as a high school professor, he went to get a PhD in 1968 as a writer and a thinker was mostly influenced by the phenomenologists 
· Merleau- Ponty 
· As a result of this inspiration Lyotard also had a strong tie with the Marxists.
· Most discussed book is the “Post-Modern Condition”
· Lyotard tries to understand the changing organization of knowledge in contemporary societies. 
· His first and major conclusion was that modern societies are characterized by the computerization of knowledge. 
· His argument is that computer is now playing a central role in the development, storage and organization of knowledge. 
· The second finding is that knowledge until the Second World War was legitimate and accepted only if it fit in the metanarrative was not accepted and was not even considered as convent truth. 
· With modernity society has leaned on the idea that are truth that everyone must share, that’s why the education system has a curriculum.
· In every world there is a concern for describing the world as it is in a global figure, there is the constant for truth, offering a credible view of the world.
· Nobody believed in this idea that knowledge can describe an entire society and in this knowledge we find the truth that can guide us to make our lives better. 
· The mercantilization of knowledge, knowledge as a good. Knowledge has been a simple good to buy and to produce. Major goal is the return of financial benefit. 
· Knowledge is no longer cumulative it has become multiple. 
· These interest groups have their own outlets (newspapers) totally over look what has been said about the issue, dissonance is seen here is the result of the people in the same field disagreeing on the final result, this from two totally different perspectives. 
· Strongly tied to the group interest that is the maximization of the financial gain. 
· The background of the outlet has a strong influence on what the writing is.

· Bourdieu is the most quoted sociologist
· The logic of domination that prevails most of the social interactions today.
· Born in 1930 in a small town in the province of Pau in France. Very modest family, father was a mailman and his mother was moving from a middle job to a stay at home. 
· Bourdieu has the modest social extraction; he was not from the epicenter of academic activity, Paris. He went to Paris to get his bachelors degree. He then went to the Ecole Normale Superieure, this is where the cream of the crop goes and this is a generally upper middle class French citizen.
· He then felt out of place, he became an observer of this academic realm. 
· When he arrived he had a professor named Georges Congullhem, who also taught Foucault. 
· After he graduated from the Ecole Normale Superiere, he went into the service of military he chose to go to Algeria; he really didn’t have to fight here. He was teaching at the University of Algeria in the department of Social Sciences and Humanities. 
· Algeria in 1956 would decide to be free from France. 
· After this stint in Algeria after 2 years he went back to France and was a professor at the University of Lille, he was there for 9 years and he wrote his first book “The Inheritors” was devoted to the students in the French schooling system.  The question was why do different families send or do not send their kids to post-secondary group.
· In this book it highlights the issue of inequality, and this would become a main issue in his scholarship. In addition to his scholarship he would also turn into a public intellectual; this is a man or woman who has secured a certain amount of knowledge from his or her academic training and who uses this knowledge in order to question the socially organization in the way that society functions. 
· 1990’s he became a public intellectual; in 1995 in December the biggest Union Strike in post world war France, the working class of the public service went on strike because the government decided to revise social security, which includes pension and retirement, wanted to reduce the pension and the length of work. 
· The Scholar and His concepts
· We are struck by the central presence of the notion of domination. For Bourdieu domination is the common denominator for all social actions. 
· The domination can be overt or covert
· Most of the time it appears in covert form
· To understand this sociological reality, Bourdieu would divide the concepts with Gender, workplace and social class domination
· The concept of Field
· We should not look at society as classes fighting against each other.
· He should look at it in terms of field.
· Field is a space you’re familiar to, your own social class. 
· There are several fields, sometimes they are connected with each other, this is where Bourdieu highlights that Marx misses.
· Politics is a field, school and job markets are a field.
· They are based off each other   One field could help you benefit to another field. 
· You need players, rules, position and a stake.
· There is a power relation because there is one person that wants to define the whole field. The one who has defined the field is the one who has power and the one who is dominating the field.
· Marx had a bipolar conception of society; he believed that there were only two poles confronting each other. The one who has the monopoly over the economic resources was the one who was dominating.
· Bourdieu believed that there was more than 2 fields, and he believes that just because you have power over a field doesn’t mean you have power over another field. 
· Capital in Plural
· Capital is the other central concept in the sociology of Bourdieu, he would show clearly his disagreement with Karl Marx, Marx had one uniform conception of capital. For Marx economic capital was defined as an economic need that one possessed. Therefore capital is uniform  one form. Bourdieu did not agree there are many other forms of capital
· He started with the economic capital: the extensive body of economic resources that one owns, one commends.
· There is then social capital: As important as economic capital. Social capital is composed of all the networks of influence and support that one can tap into, in order to attain. 
· Your friends
· Family Members  primary component of social capital
· Bosses/Co-workers
· Professors
· Classmate  
· Humans can get you much further than money can in life. 
· Cultural Capital: Most important concept of Bourdieu because of the discovery of this. You can use cultural in the view of attaining a goal even if it is an economic goal.  
· Cultural capital consists of the various cultural resources that parents, and the family and sometimes the school system provide to their children. Taste, perception of what is beautiful or valuable and finally cultural capital goes to the areas of music, painting, cuisine and literature. 
· Deserves great sociological interest because culture capital is the main basis between the members of a society. Cultural capital it continues into adventitial in the schooling system. 
· Transmitting through the household also a capital that can influence in people’s schooling. Depending on the cultural capital you have you may be more or less successful in the school system. 
· Without the concept of cultural capital he would have never gotten to the conclusion of the Inheritors about the distribution of schooling of students. 
· There may be something about the school system that favors sons and daughters of the higher class, but what is it? 
· He went back to the concept of field and that of positions and rules  those who make the positions and rules are generally a part of the upper class. It discriminates knowledge, which knowledge is worthy of attention and which isn’t. 
· This becomes a valued judgment based on your own values. They are characterized by the people who read it  high level vs. Low level of education. The previous knowledge of these works from the home life.  More likely to have a higher mark than those who have never been brought up with these writings. 
· This results in inequality, which is then the domination of a field. 
· When school was mandatory, in view of erasing in wrong realm, inequality. As a result it’s mode of operation is reproducing inequality. The state entrusts the schooling system to a specific social class, that implements a curriculum the school system is reproducing inequality by this way.  Meritocracy is an illusion, because of the family that he was raised he has already been fed this knowledge. If he is coming from a modest background he puts effort in to achieve the grades is actually deserving of the grade because of meritocracy.

· Why sociology have mentioned only the theories in the class and not others. 
· Space is one of the major limitations of sociology  saying things in the most concise way. 
· Power relations  something that you find in any specific unity/structure such as academia not immune  the gate keeps those who decide about what goes on. 
· Sociology has been predominantly male and white; categories that have been excluded are women and minorities. 
· W.E.B Dubois  first PhD published in the history of Harvard. 
· The exclusion of racial minorities in the historical white universities, no space available for those who were not white and not male. 
· A scholar denied written by Aldon Morris thanks to this book, now American sociologists are coming to term with the idea that, Parks might not be the father of American Sociology but W.E.B Dubois was, Dubois’s achievements were far greater than Parks. 
· One theory in particular that deserves high attention from both sociologists and the public  Dependency Theory
· The Dependency Theory was written by Samir Amin, Enzo Faletto and Henrique Cardoso
· Amir  born in Egypt in the 1930’s, all schooling in France
· Faletto  born in same period born in Chile, PhD earned in Santiago 
· Cardoso  Brazilian born, got his PhD in Sao Paulo and was forced to leave because of the military regime in the 1970’s.
· Because of their epistemological position they would bring a different perspective in our contemporary world
· Dependency theory draws upon the Marxist idea of Bipolarization of social relations, this idea of in a social context there is a conflicting force  social classes are polar opposites the proletariat and the capitalists. 
· Dependency theory would go beyond the Marxist theory, the bipolarization does not characterize the social relations but they most characterize nation-states.
· Inequality and domination are the premise between nation-states.
· Dependents show that in order to understand the equal we have to pay tribute to historical contingencies. 
· There are two major instances between the two issues
· Slavery
· Colonization
· Theses two events have characterized their connection, if you look carefully at the history both are characterized. 
· First and third world countries can be determined as former slavery countries or former colonists 
· Most third world countries are remnants of slavery countries and most first world countries are former colonists countries. 
· Under colonies they’re the colonies of settlement and then there are colonies of exploitations.
· For Example the US, they are colonies of settlements they put their time and resources into the colonies. 
· Another example would be that of Mali, France’s goal was to take as much as they could out of Mali and send these resources to France. Was never their goal to have a part of their population move there.
· This has huge effects even now on the country of Mali being a third world country. 
· Economic production system, was assigned a role in society, even providing raw materials  this is third world. Cacao, lumber, etc. 
· The role of transforming these raw materials into finer goods, the effect is that some countries multiply their wealth at a much higher scale than other countries because simply once transformed into a finer good the raw good has a higher value. The one selling the finer good gets more money. 
· Sociologists did not stop producing theories after the death of Bourdieu. In the late 20th century most sociologists agreed that they have no pretension to become Grand Theories that is theories that ambition to embrace the complexity of society as a whole, and explain the various dynamics of society. The new theories are looking at some parcels of society, excellent theories on aspects that for instance of sexual division of labour, race relations as their title shows they can only describe the title such as sexual division or race relations. 
· The crisis of sociology as a discipline in a recent article in 2016 calling for a renewal of sociology, less present in mainstream media because they cannot offer a global picture anymore due to the complexity, to create new grand theories.

Structure of the Final:  Essay
· Clarity very important  idea must be conveyed in the clearest way, no misinterpretation, what is understood.

Now is the time to get into the details, demonstration of why she is saying that. Find segments that pertain to this theory, once you highlight those descriptions of segments now comes the analysis, what this instances refer to in a sociological matter. The concepts that can help.
