Amount of oil, electricity consumed
Use of the green space:  ex.  Number of trees, plants added
Amount of waste produced
Other relevant information

Problems to report:  5 marks

X Company needs to report any areas where the targets were not achieved.
X Company needs to report areas where they are not meeting industry goals.
There should be an explanation of why they are not achieved and a discussion of ways that they plan to remedy this in the future

Achievements to report:  5 marks

Areas where targets are surpassed.
Areas where the building is above standards
Any awards, accolades received for clean building
Any advertisements etc.  promoting good environmental standing.
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
