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Harry Potter
· theory that Harry is responsible for all destruction in book
· Dumbledore has to go away or be seperated from Harry in every book in order to do things and make mistakes. 
· Harry doesn't utilize other teachers when problem because 1) he has attempted to talk to them before 2)Rowling has backstory - like Anne and green gables has had abusive childhood. Anne is depressed and uses imagination while Harry has been taught that adults will not help him and he cannot trust them and that adults in his household are childish. Harry has suicidal behaviour - neglects his own safety because he's been taught he doesn't matter. Sacrifices himself and other people pay the price of his actions
· Harry doesn't believe things will fix themselves and he believes he has to take things into his own hands. Dumbledore realizes this of Harry and hint and guides him in the later books "look there's trouble over there"
· Harry hasn't had parental figures who tell him to watch himself and care himself his parents don't care if he dies. Harry has no sense of self worth

· Boarding school stories. Great place for kids to have adventures because parents aren't there
· In British literature - things happen at age 11 because it was an important age to be a kid, at age 11 you wrote standardized testing and see what schools you'll be accepted too, 11 is when you decide what you'll do and start new school. 
· Language changed in American version of Harry Potter compared to UK and CA. American changed British sayings 

Rowling
· Illaid used in book, saving of Cedric body form Illiad, Bible, Macbeth, Lord of Rings, Jane Austen
· Makes Rowling popular is small details, magic candy 

First chapter
· only involves Harry at the end
· gives us a terrible event without us finding out til a decade later
· Owl, green cloak 
· Passage: distaste for sister because of extreme bitterness.
· Snap is between Harry and Voldemore. 
· Harry finds out there is magic and dropped off at school and it's all bizarre. People have different reactions to finding out about magic
· Passage: train station of 9 3/4 stop, leaving old world behind, encounters his adoptive family [Ron], 

· Harry Potter shares features of Peter Pan by movement, love of flying, personality traits [throws himself into things], rival and fighting between Harry and Voldemore is similar to Peter and Captain Hook 
· Harry Potter is like Alice in Wonderland because walking into nonsense able world and inhabitants who are comfortable with it, what is true and real vs what looks true and real, but Hermoine gets to do more than Wendy 

Features of Harry
· more feminine than usual boy hero, he is constantly reminded how he resembles his mother, Harry has compassion, Harry is nice to people because he is used to receive the bullying, has his mothers eye, stands beside Ron - comparison to boys boy and Ron. 
· Passage: Harry see's parents in mirror... First time seeing parents. Foreshadows end of Novel. Voldemore sees in mirror what will hurt Harry. 

Theme
· Value of humility. Raise to feel worthless and humility is necessary to allow people to put others before himself. 
· Why placed with abusive adoptive parents and why no one checked up on him. If he was raised in magic world - could have been like Drako [spelling]
· Need to rebel against institutions, be careful what information you are getting, fame, fear
· Harry is incapable of following rules because 1) adults don't follow rules 2) he doesn't trust the adults because he had a whole lifetime of mean rules that couldn't be followed and he would be punished if he did it or not. Like Tom Sawyer the parents aren't superior or smarter than the kids. 
· Hargrad is the worst teacher - dangerous things and can't think in terms of that level of vulnerability because he is giant and strong 
· Hog warts is dangerous (broom flying class) 
· Adults are fraud and institutions represent fraud (bad teacher or teacher who couldn't even do what she was teaching)
· Hermoine is his counterpart and always follows rules and works well for her - tempted at dark side by Harry 
· Harry cares about friendship not rules - helps haggred with illegal dragon stuff

Dumbledore- let's fix the world syndrome. Dumbledore- turns down power. 

Division of classes
· houses ; griffindor[herioc and contagious]/ravencloth[smart]/slitherine[eager for knowledge]/ huffelpuff[nice students] - school divided between houses and together in classes, division of students in schools. Idea of points (academic participation. Sports, killing trolls, endangering your life - whenever adults want to give you points) symbolizes need to count ones actions - everyone knows and everyone suffers (like army - your actions impact everyone - pushups). This is internal policing. point system is excellence for communal pride and detriment. But points are awarded and taken away by mistaken, arbitrary, and don't get caught.. Harry best rule breaker since dad because of tools that allow him to do these things ex: invisible cloak

muggles
· ron's dad is muggle artifacts - studies muggles - outsider point of view 

Problem:
· Magic world criticized 
· Everything from house system and way ministry operates is how Voldemore can take over 
· House system at end of seventh book is broke- bring together 

P.O.V.
· Harry except of first chapter  because Harry is a baby

· Voldemore is destroyed the first time because mother love protected Harry. Love between people necessary for function. Voldemore is incapable of love but someone loves him in an obsessed way. Generally, Voldemore works by fear

· Harry ends up in griffindor because he insists on it and it is his moment of temptation - matter of friendship (Ron is there)
· distinctions of good and bad are where Harry Potter begins. Giving dumbledore a backstory and it is interesting. 

Hogwarts
· First chapter sets up fact that events happening in other world affects our world
· Sorting hat -like idea of English school standardized testing - everything is decided for you. Harry and argument with hat represents will and specific desire of student to be in one house or another. In the end, hat defers to the student
· Don't go into forbidden forest but then has to go into it for detention. Harry's ability to deal with danger grows and Haggred is dangerous. Harry going into forbidden forest is a test.
