Reductio Ad Absurdum- If an absurd consequence can be form based on the premise than the conclusion is false 
False dichotomy- either A or B when there are more than two options it depends on person’s experience 
Intersubjective truth- o	The experience of color, or judgments about the moral. Such judgments refer to a reality that is experienced by beings such as ourselves.
