

Disciplinary power by Foucault discipline
Discipline is a mechanism of power which regulates the behaviour of individuals in the social body. This is done by regulating the organisation of space (architecture etc.), of time (timetables) and people's activity and behaviour (drills, posture, movement). It is enforced with the aid of complex systems of surveillance. Foucault emphasizes that power is not discipline, rather discipline is simply one way in which power can be exercised. He also uses the term 'disciplinary society', discussing its history and the origins and disciplinary institutions such as prisons, hospitals, asylums, schools and army barracks. Foucault also specifies that when he speaks of a 'disciplinary society' he does not mean a 'disciplined society'.

Sykes: (analysis questions)
· The deprivation of liberty
· Loss of liberty is a double one. 
     - Confinement to the institution
     - ‘’Moral condemnation of the criminal’’ by the free community. 
Movements are restricted and cut off from family and community
Meaning they are casting the people aside, and those are the people who do not belong in the society.
The issue of no-contact visit turns on the old adage that persons should be send to correctional institutions for punishment, not for futher punishment
Loss of emotional relationships:
40% of maximum prisoners lose emotional relationships because of the limited visitations from loved ones
     - Loss of civil rights
One a person goes in a prison, the person lose a lot of civil rights such as not allowing to vote, you cannot sue another person (united states).

- Confinement within the institution
  - The rules and regulation of the institution
  - The loss of identity

· The deprivation of goods and services
· Basic nécessites…
· We live in a world of possession… 
· Material possession are large part of one’s personality (identity) , or worth 
· They find themselves in an environment painfully depriving
· Then why the prisoners are denied/deprived of goods and services? 

· The deprivation of heterosexual relationships 
· Lack of conjugal visits
· Sexual frustration threatens/ damages prisoners identity
· Engaging in homosexual relationships
·  Lack of male- female relationship: exacerbate the notion of masculinity
·  Society composed exclusively of men tends to generate anxieties in its members concerning their masculinity

· The deprivation of Autonomy
    - Prisoners are subjected to a vast body of rule and commands designed to control their behavior
    - Explanations are withhold from prisoners in certain cases. Why?  Says that if anything happens, they asked for parole of anything; the parole board will refuse them without any explanation. 
    - Threat to self-image:
    - By reducing the prisoners to the weak, helpless, dependent status
    - Almost a child like status

· The deprivation of security
· The prison anxiety-provoking, : it is very an anxious place, because people walk there and does not feel protected of in security since guards as well does not provide security.
· Prisoners knows at some point he will be ‘’tested’, :once they are in maximum security they will get tested at some point to see if they are strong and can handle anything. They constantly need to watch their back. If you are tested, and you succeed if defending yourself than youre gonna be the tough guy but this is not good as well because there is always a group of guy who wil keep on testing you and not want you to be the tough guy. So it is an explanation to say that you are constantly anxious in prison, whether you are the tough guy or not. 
· Success and failure in defending one’s self ay provoke future attacks/confrontations
· Imprisonment is painful and it is not limited to the loss of physical liberty.

· Goffman
· His research was based on mental institution. Characteristiques of total institution
The inmate world:
· This yourself is not yourself. We all have different masks
· Inmate comes to prison with a presenting culture derived from a home world
· Institutional culture does not replace the inmate’s home world culture
· Your background will not change in prison, there are feature you cant hide like skin collors, but there is thing you can hide like criminal history, coming from an abusive background, religion,  description features
· The goal of total institution is to create and sustain a tension between the home world and the institutional. Prison personal, institution between institution world and outside world
Mortification of the self***: 
self vs identity, 
the physical barrier-confinement. : the walls, how you are being separate with your fellow inmates
Identity is different from myself.
· True self wants to talk to people, being with a group
Scheduling of the inmate’s life:
· Exemple: breakfast at 6am, 8am gym time, 12 pm lunch
Lack of visitations in the beginning of the confinement
· Cutoff any communication with the outside world
Irrevocable losses:
· Your wife is pregnant, you go to prison and you never get to see your baby walk. This is the lost you will never see
Civil death:
· Kf
Admission procedures as programming:	
· The inmate is a person is coded into an object. Fingerprinted, strip searched, belonging, possessions taken, CP decided for him.
· Any action is taken based on such attrivutes. Ignores most of his previous bases of life-identification
These initial instances of socialization could involve an obedience test:
· Total institutions need to obtain co-operation from the inmates/recruits
· After the admission, mortification of the self continues by adaptation of certain moves, postures or gestures
The welcome : a form of initiation
· ‘’fish’’: 
· Periodic search, changing cells, confiscations
Periodic seach, changing cells, confiscations:
· Dispossession
· Loss of identity kit (mortification of the sell) what does siginifates you, 
· ¨Personal disfigurement: beating, show therapy, castration. Beating can happen in prison, disfigure
Mortification of self in total institutions (concentration camps, military barracks, mental institutions, religious monasteries)
· Adaptation to certain physical and verbal moves, gestures
· Denial of sexual relationships
· Collection of discreditable facts and compilation in a dossier-available to staff.
Physical contaminations:
Interpersonal contamination:
· Assisting in shock therapy of a friend





After Take-home
Doing time together : Family visits 
Quasi inmate:
· Family members upon entrance to prison for visitations are transformed into an obedient corps of individuated, nonthreatening entities that can be organized according to the prison’s rules
· The visitors, as free people, resist the imposed prisoner label and struggle to import the outside world into the facility
· They are not convicted felons, but not the suspicion of the authorities, their penetration of aguarded, secure space catalyzes a tug-of-war between 
The site of contested personhood:
· Visitors define and defend their social and physical integrity against the degradation of self-required by the prison as a routine condition for visiting

The Tube at San Quentin
· The physical confitions of life in prison would seem to reflect a sort of half-hearted or indecisive punishement, the imposition of deprivation by indifference or gorgetfulness rather than by intenf
· It’s a concrete-walled dividing line between general state property and the actual prison grounds
· Imposition of deprivation by indifference rather than by intent
· Institutional look-lack of proper amenities
· Poorly worded rules
Guards buzzing in visitors and identity and security checks
· To reinforce a hierarchy and to assert power.
Tube as the liminal space:
· Visitors convert from legally free people into imprisoned body for the duration of their stay in institution
· They must dress properly and the officers must check if the visitor is allowed to get these visitors to visit them
· Prohibited belongings are deposited in lockers,
Secondary prisonization
· People processing and people changing, 
· Which one of these categorization applies to the prison visitors? Both
· The experience of being transforming, followed by immersion in a depersonalizing environment constructed to control and modify behaviour
· Prison authorities, charged with processing and temporarily containing visitors, and generates changes in self-images and behaviour through rituals of debasement and the persistent denial of prestige, through the application of the pain of imprisonment.
· What makes the difference between the relationship with the officier and the quasi-inmate is the temporal scale (visitors are not confined to the facility twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week) and the legal statut of visitors
Disciplinary powers
· Punitive sanctioning though the Imposition of waiting is met in its most extreme forms when a person is not only kept waiting but is also kept ignorant as to how long he must wait
Three types of waits imposed on visitors

The morning waiting line:
· Unpredictability of visiting time
· It’s the period when entering visitors must wait for count to finish
The count period
Redial purgatory of appointment scheduling
· The distribution of waiting time coincides with the distribution of power
· Waiting limits productive use of time and in so doing generates distinct social personal cost so.
· Queuing: for less privileged groups: whose time is considered inferior to and more expandable that of the higher-ups
· It also deprecate the importance of the visit itself
· None of these make sense to the family visiting
· Abrupt change in policy
· Secheduling seven days in advance instead of three
Withholding advice and using designs of secrecy:
· Lack of information to new visitors
· New method of calling visitors, sections A&B.
· Excluding people from knowledge about institutional decisions that affect them gives staff a special basis of distance from and control over inmates
Are these glitches in the system or a matter of calculated policy
· Providing explantion carries the implications that those who aare ruled have a right
· Then why are these practices are in place in prison?
· Produce feelings of apprehension and powerlessness
The struggle for personhood
· The regulation of apparel and belonging
· Dress-Code: corporeal regulation and the management of sexual expression: p.53
· Assumptions of hypersexualized body and the need for enforcement of moral attire
· Enforced modification of appearances and restriction on having certain items (pg.56)
· Clothing regulations transcend the prison boundaries into women’s real life
· Deprivation fo goods and service. They must come with limited stuff and leave stuff behind they might need while they are waiting
Neither fully captive nor fully free
· The application of extra security mesures solely to families, suggests the extension of the convict body to the visitor body, which then becomes a permissible subject for pnusigment and the extraction of retribution
· The conditions of neglect and indignity imposed are as punisgment by the institution to communicate the loss of status
· Secondary prisonization: neither fully captive nor fully free.
· The transition of the treatment between being a volunteer in a prison and being a visitor



The EFFECTS OF EMPRISONMENT ON FAMILIES
Who are prisoners’ families?
· Wife, children, mother. Most people in jail are male so we are going to have an image of a woman coming with her kids to visit
· Stereotypical prisoner’s family assume the imprisonment of the man
The stereotypical prisoner’s family?
· The number of female in prison is really small compared to male prisoner especially in federal institution
· Male do not tend to ask for help
· Its usually the woman coming with the children
· The expectations of hegemonic masculinity may mean that men feel the need to be seen to be coping, and therefore to participate in a support group is akin to an admission of weakness and failure.
Diversity and difference: no blood or marital-kinties
· The government doesn’t take one on  taking the study of the impact, majority of the studies comes from academia. 
· Grandparents may find themselves raising their grandchildren as a consequence of parental imprisonment, usually of mothers
· War Drugs-Demographic shifts in communities. Rise of conservative state, punitive directed to certain groups of people. 
· Relationship facilitator, grandparents can act as bridge and help the family to cope through providing financial, Emotional and practical support

Caring a gendered activity:
· Women as the primary caregivers
· If it’s a woman in a prison, its usually the grand-mother who takes care of the kids
· Women provide financial support to their man inside
Caring for their loved ones in prisons (financial and emotional support) 
The effects of imprisonment on families
Imprisonment, marriage and relationships:
· Importance of marriage/common law partnership. Its very important. Financial. More support, helps with the rehabilitation and support from the outside. They will visit you in prison, gives you a break from the prison,
· Relationship stability: 22% divorce of separate in the first few months. Exemple: the person might go far for a federal institution so there is the distance. 
· Its important to have a romantic relationship
· Strong stable marriages can provide a route out of crime
Is it the imrpsionment or other factors that leads to divorce or separation?
· Usually its mostly the imprisonment that causes the divorce. Once the partner goes to prison = separate. 
· Abusive relationship or controlling relationship, nature of the offenses and seeking financial help to other men.
· It might be a good solution to get away from this criminal world, get away from that lifestyle
· Impact of imprisonment on marriage rates, impact of imprisonment and marriage, quality of the marriage, the conclusion are based on research
· In USA, low marriages rates amongst poor African Americans, low employment rates and high imprisonment rates
· Separation by imprisonment can exacerbate pre-existing relationship difficulties and may be the last straw in a marriage. 
· ‘fast living’ = criminal lifestyle
· Some relationship benefit from the imprisonment ex: love letter, away from the day to day realities together
The financial impact:
· Poverty and imprisonment are strongly connected 
· Loss of main family incomte: even illegally earned. Ex: woman makes less money than men, the trafiquants makes money from drugs and now they are in prison
· Or can be positive as if the prisoner was unemployed or had a drug problem that was costing a lot of money
· Grand-parents may become poor because they have to tke care of themselves and for the child of the prisoner
· Additonnal cost to maintain relationship with phone money cost and visits
· The family may have to pay the debt of the prisoner or deal with the people they owe money
Stigma:
· Feelings of shame and stigmatisation
· It’s a perception of difference, it can cause stress to the family who try to fabricate a reason for the prisoner’s absence
· Refers to actual hostility and/or lack of respect based on the individual status as a prisoner’s wife
· Courtesy stigma : individuals may be marked by association with stigmatised other, even if they are not themselves the bearer of a dricredited mark
· Shame: subjective feelings
· Fear: offenders convicted of shocking or taboo offences
· The effects of stigmatisation are most obvious when family members interact with official agencies
The impacts on children:
Number of children with a parent in prison:
· 160 000in UK (2007)
· 2 million in USA (2002)
· Difficulty in obtaining data about children of prisoners
· Imprisonment as a dynamic process
· Arrest: for many children witnessing the arrest of a parent can lead to long lasting trauma. Double victim guilt and responsibility. The kids think its their fault, majority in the research were clueless about their father arestation, 
· Lack of information communicated to children secrecy
· They might be given alternative response to their parent’s absence

Imprisonment as a dynamic process for the child
· The effects of imprisonment on children befin before the period of the actual prison sentence
The arrest:
· The initial process of arrest can be a time of extreme shock, stress and fear for the children
· They can feel guilty for what their parent did
Imprisonment: 
· Psychological consequences such as depression, emotional, anxiety and acting out at school
· But can also lead to a positive parenting if the parent was abusing the other
Responsibility and parentification
· As bereavement, exhibit emotions and attitude linked to grieving but disenfranchised grievers. 
· Parentification: when children take on additional responsibilities and become helpers and care for younger sibling and bearing the emotional burden of the mother.
· The psychological impact: acting in and acting out
· Children might become helpers
· They may also lie about their prisoner parent
· They also have a higher risk of future delinquency or incarceration
Positive aspects of imprisonment on families?
· On partners/ wives of the prisoners: if abusive, substance abusers financial burden empowerment, mental illness

Doing prison work

  Emotion and performance: The presentation of self in prison:
· Prisons are emotional places during prison disturbance
· On day to day bases: more important
· Large number of people in captivity: feelings of powerlessness and frustration, techniques developed by prisoners to manage the pain of imprisonments
· Officers are obviously in charge of managing the prison: minutes and days to days to control the prisoners: must be in charge on one’s emotion.
· Important to have some domestic character
Managing emotions:
· Unpredictability of wants gonna happen in prison, after prison etc. 
· Organization’s emotional map : anger management workshops, when dealing with prisoners themselves and anger, anger is not a good thing a good emotion but that’s how you express it that is the problem
· At the individual level: Officer has to deal with prisoners on day to day basis to manage the emotions that the prison generates within them: they need to be professional and calm and distant. It is difficult but they have to do it to be able to manage the prison
· Male officiers: not to show sensitivity and compassion
· Female officiers: hard front
Stress and anxiety
· Stress as structural problem- inherent in the nature of the job itself and not a weakness within the individuals
· Sometimes too stress to actually go to work. Because they never know what’s gonna happen, especially officers who thinks they have lost control over the prisonners
· One of the most stressfull jobs

Sources of stress: 
· Senior officer: days off, schedule, 
· Ordinary grade officer: unpredictability of the job, deal with difficult inmates, the shift system, the long hours
· Working with staff that are uneasy and unreliable, working a shift with ‘wing psychopaths’ , poor physical layout and sight-lines
· Working with staff who hold opposing philisophies
· Lack of leadership
· Working with strangers, management bullying, they bully each other ex: women officers are sometimes bully by the male officers and especially if you are from a minority background
· The unpredictability of the job itself, difficult inmates, the shifts system and the long hours, working with staff that are unreliable, officers that provokes inmates, lack of leadership from superior officers, management bullying

Spoiled identity : the danger of disclosure
 Feeling stress is not expressed by officer? Why?
· They have to put on a mask and do their job
· Stress means weakness and you can’t express weakness in prison
· Spoil identity (GOFFMAN) Hide about the identity. Its significe difference and you don’t want that in prison. Man up, you get bad comments
· Care team: Doubt their confidentiality, prison is rumour factory, not to spoil the macho persona
· Reluctant to be seen as needing help

Managing emotions: anxiety, sympathy and fear
· Anxiety arises from the unpredictability of prison life, on day to day basis it is difficult, feeling of thinking something bad is gonna happen, 
· Wimp
· Rules of the prison provokes anxiety: isolating character of the prison, not showing their emotions, compassion, anger
Managing anxiety: the impact of architecture: architecture which allows maximum surveillance makes it possible for those in power in a particular setting to regulate and discipline subservient others, important in the order and control of the inmates. The cameras makes the officers some free time from the prisoners. The old wing is unsafe and they felt stress.
· Employing humour
· Depersonalization
· Coping and detachment
· Officers acquire the correct manner
· Fear is based on something that’s real. Like the fear is real 
· Anxiety is imagined the fear. This is gonna happen again
· Difficult to express feelings of anger and disgust
· Impressive management
· Positive relationship between prisoners and themselves
Emotional detachment
· They may express sympathy
· But they prefer to seem detach at first for their probation year

Emotional zones:
· Emotional zone permit officers to express their anger or even sadness
· Pressure from the managers
· They pride themselves on being able convincingly to hide their feelings over time and under-pressure, emotion work can take its toll.
Emotions mis-management-the intrusive script
· They might see it as performance, as actors with script.
· ‘’corpsing’’ when they fail to maintaint their emotion when they have been doing it for so long. They are feeling shock, unexpected feeling of sympathy
· Keep a low profile
· Depersonalisation failed

Doing prison work :managing dirty work
Research : Field observation and interview and shadowing : two different prison and fire fighter stations, correctional officiers were men and women
Dirty works: tasks that society considers socialty, morally and physically indersirable
Variety of insiders and outsiders, discourses generate occupational identity
Creating a positive sense of self at work is more difficult when society consider certain works as dirty
America’s heroes vs. scum of law enforcement
Things they have in commun:
· Both employee groups work with stigmatized population
· Firefighter deal with 911 including indigent, homeless and elderly
· Correctionnal officers deal with alleged and convicted criminals
· They both do ‘’dirty work’’ but is seen different from the public
Dirty work, and Taint management:
· Dirty work = jobs duties that others likely view as disgusting, degrading, or morally insulting. Aspects of the job that are shameful, disliked, or serve to challenge the self-image of the worker
· Physical taint takes place in jobs associated with dirt, garbage, death, bodily fluids, or dangerous conditions (searching prisoners)
· Social taint: when the job require a servile relationships to others, such as maid or domestic workers, or regular contact with people who themselves are stigmatized, such as social workers or correctional officers
· Moral taint: occupation regarded as sinful or of dubious nature: pawnbrokers or strippers
· Identity construction and management: is an individual, and organization process mediated by societal expectation
· Identity process are bound to macro-level discursive formation
Three specific taint-management methods
1- Reframing: transforming the meaning attached to a stigmatized occupation
2- Recalibrating: adjusting the implicit standards that are invoked to assess the magnitude and valence of a given dirty work attribute. Ex: Dirty workers usually exaggerate how their job is important and their tasks are necessary
3- Refocusing: attention is shifted from the stigmatized features of the work to the non-stigmatized features and the employee actively overlooks the stigmatized properties. Ex: it pays well
4- Depersonalization: distancing themselves from client. Ex: strippers pretend they are just playing a role

Correctional officer vs. fire fighters
· Internal and external identity threats play a key role in both scene
Physical and social taint: CO: Physically disgusting?:
· Officiers must do body check, clean up the mess of prisoners, poops, food etc
· But firefighter also encounter death, chrred and dismembered bodies and bodily fluids
· CO: Social taint: requires service to stigmatized clients, people do not have a positive view of CO, not far different from the inmates, 
· Fire fighters: they suffer from courtesy stigma: (result from regular contact with stigmatized clients)
· CO moral taint: the news and the television doesn’t show a good image, the hospitals officials see them ashamed
· They are tainted in all levels
· FFL physical taint? Emergency medical service: not as dirty as CO but they have dirty job
· The media report them as brave and have courage and save lifes. But less than 10% is dealing with fire.
· FF: social taint? Shitbums. Theirs jobs is glorified. 
Taint management for fire fighter:
· FF: no one else could ever do their job’’ (p.19)
· Running into burning building: assume manly qualities of physical and emotional strength
· But less than 10% of class were about fire
· BMS as not fun (examples)
· Fun is equated with danger and risk
· Ride through the town and ring the bell: serves as an oberlapping celebration of masculinity, heterosexuality, and occupational identity
Correctional officers as glorified maids: taint management
· Strip searchs with inmates that are dirty, they must clean up after the inmates,
· They discust how no one else could do their job
· They emphasize the job’s most dangerous parts as most desirable
· They distance themselves from and blaming the most immediately-identifiable source of their taint: the inmate

Lecture 5: In their own voices: people in high-incarceration communities talk about the impact of incarceration
The four domains are interrelated (IMPORTANT)
The problem of Stigma:
· Stigmatization from the neighboord : that’s what he is, another one
· Stigma is the principal reason why people think that if you have a criminal records you can’t get a job
· Some crimes in particular get more stigma
· Master status, from society not the community
· From the individual level, and the prisoners levels
· Define us, the master status become criminals, and inmates, it comes from the society and not the community
· It makes business owners want to go do their business somewhere else, people want to move, police comes in the community more often
The financial effects of incarceration:
· Reduced value of housing market
· Reduced investiment in the business market of these communities
· Landing spaces: police presences increase
· Loss of income for the family, they might have to follow in his footsteps
· They might need charities or public assistance
· Cost of an attorney, transportation to the prison can amount to a significant loss of financial security
· Almost impossible for them to get a job after prison they are considered ‘’unemployable’’
· Business owners having bad experience with employee coming out of jail have difficulties to hire others
· Skills learn in prison are not translatable into jobs on the street
Incarceration and the politics of identity
· Impacts the community through the self-identity of residents and the expectations they have for their lives
· Incarceration has a direct impact on the way people who experience prison view themselves but it impact the identities of other community residents too
· Having a job builds your spirit right up. But not being able to get a job nd provide for their families makes people feel not as worthy as someone else and not being trusted by employers makes them feel bad
· A job leaves an individual ‘’feeling like somebody’’ which leads to a sense of self-worth and self-esteem
· That pride that comes from a job can compete and overcome the stigma of incarceration and the stigma of being unemployed, the result is a double blow to self-image
· Lack of role model
· The importance of job-income-self-worth= identity
· Residents and community
Problems in relationships:
· Incarceration impacts the community by the way it changes relationship
· Remaining memebers report feeling bad and experiency anxiety and a sense of loss
· They people suffer from the person’s absence and they know it is going to be different when they come back
· The lost respect often translates into behavior problems with children as it becomes hard to supervise them
· The relationship is affected with the neighbors because they navaigate a difficult relationship as they reach out to the family members of someone who has been sent to prison
· The family might as well experience a loss of respect in the community
· The community look for signs that the prisoner is looking to change and looking for a job
· But some people of the community gossip and report some degree of suspicion, cynicism and fear
· What determines how someone is treated upon return to the community depends on the gravity of the crime, the degree to which the community has gossiped about the crime in his absence, and signs from the individual that he is trying to make a change (the same condition related to stigma)
· Usually in public they are being supportive, but in private they are stigmatized and blaming
· Overall, relationships in the community are changed by incarceration as residents are called upon to support people sent to prison and their families.

Tracing racial inequality from school to prison
· Increased disciplinary powers within school in USA, searching loockers for drugs, wifi blockers, strip search, 
· Increased level of physical and psychological surveillance, regimentation in schools
· Zero-tolerance policy
· Urban vs. nonurban schools 
· In 2002, New Orleans schools were the second worst in all of Louisiana, 60% failed and did not graduate
School at the Orleans Parish prison, 2002
· This school used to be for black kids, 
· Fifteen African-American boys aged 12-17, minorities, these were kids that missed school, was always late and seen as a problem and needed discipline, if they don’t graduate they have more chance to become criminals. The fifteen kids were selected and their parents send them there. 
· No one was allowed to visit this public school,
· Revelations: (reporters) were guarded by armed deputies, were threatened with corporal punishment and solitary confinement, minor infractions: punitive measures, 
· Presence of armed threat and use of surveillance, violence and isolation in school signify
· Someone heard about it and talk about it so they closed down the school
· Inadequate teaching staff: lack of ressources
Critics:
· Should the sherriff department be involved in the public education system?
· Racial paternalism
· Noncriminal youth at carceral site, under carceral leadership
· Lack of resources and idadequate teaching staff
· Intervention in the school-to-prison pipeline oxymoron
· All boys were African-American meaning?
· All boys came from disadvantage communities: low socioeconomic background : meaning? Criminalizing youth by virtue of their socioeconomic status, structured along the axes of race, class and gender
Race and the school-to-prison pipeline
· The relationship between education and incarceration: how educational system restructure the path that leads to incarceration 
· Fewer opportunities in school, harsh school punishment, punitive disciplinary arrangement (zero-tolerance)
· School and prison as coordinated institutions: minority youth exposed to the CJS in school and denied academic opportunities
· Post-huricade Katrina: Parents and students and local activists joined forces and proposed changes: John ‘cDonogh high school were built. Lockdown security: 1$ millions spend on security
· Students petitioned for new school policies
· Schools: suggests the common experiences of carceral custody within the African-American community

The prisonization of society
2.3 millions people in prison in USA. African American mostly
America’s New ‘pecular institutions’ : Lois Wacquant
· Racial disproportionality in US imprisonement
· Ethnic composition of the prison population inverted in the last half century. Only 7% was white people, 30% minorities and 60-70% black people in those years. 
· Nos majority is still African American but 30% is white
· Arrest rates for whites and blacks has been stable but incarceration gap has grown rapidly
· When the black and white commit the same crime, the black will usually get the longer sentence
· Half of the white have access to good lawyers, 
· People from minorities have minor crime. Sentencing table. They have a small criminal history
· The probability of doing time is a state of federal institution is 4% for whites, 16% for latinos and 29% for blacks
· As of 1997, 1\6 black man was disfranchised, They aren’t able to vote
Two interconnected theses to explain the astronomical imprisonment rate for African-American people in the USA: Historical and institutional: 
· The four peculiar institutions:
· The first three extraction of labour and social ostracization of an outcast group. Your class is dependent on how much money you win. Cast system is different, you can never break the class you come from. You belong to a certain group. Ex: African American 
· Slavery: (1619-1865)
· Jim Crow (South 1865-1965) the dominant forced them to slavery
· Ghetto (Noth, 1915-1968): social prison. Some of the black decided to move up north because of the Jim Crow era
· Hyperghetto= prison (1968-) prison as judicial ghetto
Post-civil rights era the penal system has taken the place of previous method of controlling the black population
· Ghetto and prison: serve the purpose of segregating and controlling the poor black people: are instrument of closure and control: reinforce societal views of the people confined as the ‘’others’’
· Ghetto as ethnocultural prison : encloses a stigmatized populations which evolves within it its distinctive organizations and culture
· Imprisonment of black: to sustain caste divisions in society
Hyperghetto and depacification of everyday life:
· Hyperghetto serves the negative economic function of storage of a surplus population devoid of market utility, in which respect it laso increasingly resembles the prison:
· Schools
· Housing
· Extra-penological function of the CJS management of the ‘’dispossessed’’ and dishonoured groups, sub-proletariat


Homelessness and incarceration (new article)
· The research focuses on two cities in the USA: San Francisco and St. Louis
· Majority of the prisons will be lead out
· Majority end up being homeless and that is the problem
· The trajectory from homelessness to imprisonment
· Crimes of desperation: the extreme poverty and mental strain suffered by people who are homeless compels the to commit actions which are against the law
· Rabbie management: the routine jailing of the disreputable and disafflited for minimal offences in the interests of the public order which is more intense in San Francisco. Exemple : the zero tolerance program
· Bad company : geographic concentration within a rabble zone
· Homelesness and imprisonment are related, the system doesnot support the release
The moral discourse of poverty, exclusion and punishment
· The dominant discourse on poverty is moral an punitive than rehabilitative. Because its their fault, they are lazy
· Punishment works hand in hand with the exclusion of a large number of minority population from social: economic/market services
· Collapse of the job market for less skilled
· ¼ of American earned less than eight dollars an hour
The two functions of the discourse on poverty:
· Low wage, low status keep poor afloat
· Those fall through the cracks: punitiveness turns towards the excluded, defining them as criminals
· The system keep the people poor. When people become part of the included, they want those people to keep those pay job to keep them afloat. Let them do these jobs, customer services etc because no body wants to do them. Keep the poor people poor. So if you do a crime for trying to stay afloat, you are going to prison

Doing prison work:
· Correctionnal officers
· Prison as emotional places
· There is a relationship between emotional expression and emotional management and the performance of prison work
· They are machos, frustration, agers, fear of being weak, they have to keep it in order, watch their emotion, emotion management of theirs and the prisoners, 
· Organisation’s emotional map: there are places where you can’t show your emotions, you don’t want to show your emotions to the others officers
· Management of the prisoners emotions at the institutional and at the individual level, and the management of the emotions that the prison generates within the officers
· Stress as structural problem: sources of stress
· Its not their fault, they are not willing to discuss the issue with the psychologist
· Anxiety arises from the unpredictability of prison life
· Managing emotions: axiety, sympathy and fear
· They have to come up with strategies for stress management
· *look for strategies of stress management from the others articles
· Management is something you are trying to do something positive
· Officers manage taint og the job by adopting techniques that are congruent with organizational performances of masculinity disciplinary powers and sexuality (visitor’s posts)
· Emotional management***: emotional internal stress. 
· Faint management***: external sources of stress. Perception fo the correctional officiers, it’s the perception of the people they think they are at the bottom. They come up with a way to manage masculinity and sexuality
· At lot of comparaisons
The impacts of prisons on communities (4 importants)
· Stigma:
· Master status, from society not the community
· From the individual level, and the prisoners levels
· Define us, the master status become criminals, and inmates, it comes from the society and not the community
The financial effects of incarceration:
· Reduced value of housing market
· Reduced investiment in the business market of these communities
· Landing spaces: police presences increase
Issues associates with identity abd:
· The importance of job-income-self worth= identity
· Redidents and community

Tracing racial inequality from school to prison:
· Wacquant article and homelessness
· Increased disciplinary powers within school in USA: clothing policies, cameras, police officers in school, zero tolerance policy, checking the lockers for drugs, 
· Depacification process it’s a process that which a kid goes to school and get disciplinary powers, he get uses to this. They are expected to be bullied by 16 yrs old etc. 
Building a prison community in rural America: (not seen in lecture but in the exam)
· Rise of the prison in the school in early 1980 (recession$$$$$) a lot of things change, the market was bad, conservative rised, birth of neoliberalism
· People did not have jobs, welfares, lots of private companies decided to build prisons, to give jobs to the people, rise of crime, boosting the economy, 
· The commoditisation of crime, it’s a big corporation. Prison is a corporation that makes lots of money, anything related to prisoners is a commodity
