Theme: The Ionian Revolt
12th century BCE
· Several Greek city states disappear
· Mycenae
· Crete
· Hittitites
· Unsure of cause of disappearance
· Creates Power vacuum in region leads to expansion.
· Due to colonization, Asian minor Greeks are Ionians 
Herodotus (ca. 490 – ca. 425) 
· Born in Halicarnassus
· Exceled and travelled the area
· Generated “the histories”
· He states aim was to “trace the origins of the Greek conflict”
· Begins to develop what is was to be “Greek” 
6th century BCE
· Until this time the Greek Ionian settlements remained politically autonomous
· Conquered by Croesus of Lydia (560-546) and incorporated into empire
· Cyrus II (the great) (559-530) 
· consolidates Persian Acaemenid Empire and begins to conquer Median Empire
· Move west and begins to move towards Lydia
· Sardis is besieged (546) 
· Croesus asked Sparta for help (mercenaries)
· Sardis falls  Lydia falls to Persia
· Sparta sends threat to Cyrus II
· “you can have Asia Minor but do not harm any Greeks”
Darius I (522-486)
· Wants to expand boarders again and to bring minor states of the empire more in line. 
· Instituted “tyrannies” or position of “Tyrants” to promote Persian political influence (was hereditary position).  
· Greek state firmly comes under Persian control.  
· Scythians (514)
· Darius launches punitive campaign against Scythians.  Nomadic Scythians could not be caught. And cut off supply lines.
· Scythians ask Ionians to cut off Darius line of retreat across Bosporus.
· City States wanted to help but Greek Tyrants not interested (in a free Asia Minor).  
· Tyrants works against Scythian plans.
· Specifically Histiaeus of Miletus
· Ionians in the end did not help Scythians
· Returned to Persian and sent out more conquering armies (512)
· Conquers Trace
· Conquers Macedonia
· Brings Histiaeus to Susa (Imperial court) (512)
· Histiaeus’s nephew takes over Miletus
Late 6th century
· Athens
· Peisistratids: Tyrants since 560
· Peisistratus dies 527 (was well liked)
· Sons take over rule jointly (Hippias and Hipparchus)
· Hipparchus assassinated 514
· By Harmodius and Aristogeiton (“Tyrant Slayers”)
· Hippias remains in power briefly  
· Sparta interferes
· King Cleomenes takes army to Athens 512 to remove Hippias
****Triggers Athenian Democracy***
· Anit-democratic faction invites Cleomenes back to Athens to crush democracy (512).  
· Repelled by Athenians.
· Returns to Athens in 506 with larger army also including Spartan allies
· Many allies abandon Sparta when they realize Sparta wants to install a new Tyrant
· Cleomamenes looses again
· Decides to restore Hippias to power in Athens in 505 (in third campaign)
· Most allies refuse to join.  Some joined and later left (again)
· Defeated again.  Drops Hippias plan (back into excile).
“They were well aware that they were now in a state of war with Cleomenes and Sparta, so to strengthen their position they sent representatives to Sardis, in the hope of concluding an alliance with Persia. When they got there and delivered their message ... the governor asked in reply who these Athenians were that sought an alliance with Persia, and in what part of the world they lived. Then, having been told, he put the Persian case in a nutshell by remarking that, if the Athenians would signify their submission by the usual gift of earth and water, then Darius would make a pact with them; otherwise they had better go home. Eager that the pact should be concluded, the envoys acted on their own initiative and accepted [the governor’s] terms – for which they were severely censured on their return to Athens”. 
(Herodotus 5. 73)
· Athenians send embassy to Sardis in 506 in prep for Spartan invasion to form alliance with Persia  
· Envoys to Persia accept conditions of alliance
· No help was ever needed or provided.  Athenians think there is nothing further
· No further dealings with Persia until turn of century
· 501 Persia orders Athens to reinstate Hippias as Tyrant
· At this point Darius I thinks Athens is part of Persian empire
· Athens declines 
· Athens thinks they are at war with Persia
“Artaphernes [the brother of Darius I] replied that, if they valued their safety, they must take Hippias back. The Athenians refused, and made up their minds to accept the consequence – open hostility to Persia”. (Herodotus 5. 96)
The Ionian revolt
· Naxos rebels against aristocrats and established democracy (499)
· Exiled aristocrats flee to Miletus to request assistance of Aristagoras (Nephew of Histiaeus, previous Tyrant of Miletus)
· Miletus asks Persian governor for loan to retake Naxos 
· Campaign ends terribly.  Unable to repay governor.
· Histiaeus see this as opportunity and convinces Aristagoras to revolt against Persia (in order to stave off execution)
· Aristagoras approaches mainland Greece for support
· Athenians agree to support (Athens were original colonizers of Ionia).  Also still pissed at Persia.
· Athenians send 20 ships
· Areteria sends 5 ships  
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Theme: First Persian Invasion
· Battle of Marathon
Peloponnesian league: 
Wiki-history:
By the end of the 7th century BC Sparta had become the most powerful city-state in the Peloponnese and was the political and military hegemon over Argos, the next most powerful city-state. Sparta acquired two powerful allies, Corinth and Elis (also city-states), by ridding Corinth of tyranny, and helping Elis secure control of the Olympic Games. Sparta continued to aggressively use a combination of foreign policy and military intervention to gain other allies. Sparta defeated Tegea in a frontier war and offered them a permanent defensive alliance; this was the turning point for Spartan foreign policy. Many other states in the central and provincial northern Peloponnese joined the league, which eventually included all Peloponnesian states except Argos and Achaea.
Class: 
· All had military alliances with Sparta but not necessarily with each other
· Sparta was the most powerful military in Greece and believed that their system of government was the best.  They saw themselves as the protectors of Greece.  They removed several tyrants of neighbour states within the Peloponnesian league.  
· Sparta utilized a form of oligarchy and found that to be much more stable and preferable to a true democracy like that which was being trialed in Athens
First Persian Invasion
· Followed the Ionian revolt (499)
· Athens and Erteria supported efforts
· Initially a major success (due in part to the administrative framework of the Persian Empire itself)
· Ionians were not meet by fully coordinated Persian military (meet by individual governors who were independently trying to quell rebellions)
· With help of Athenians Ionians able to press inward to the city of Sardis (raised city including the temples. This will greatly upset the Persians)
· Success short-lived
· Following destruction of Sardis Persians become organized and Ionians begin to lose ground
· Athenians see the Ionians as not contributing to revolt efforts.
· Athenians desert the revolt shortly after the destruction of Sardis
· Darius II gets personally involved in quelling revolt
· Assembles large army and navy
· 497 Aristegoras (of Ionian) flees to Trace
· Assassinated shortly there after
· Over following years of the revolt Persians are successful on both land and sea
· 494 city of Miletus captured and destroyed
· Persians sweep up and down Ionian coast destroying everything but the island of Samos
· Samos was spared because they betrayed the other Ionians in the final major naval battle of the revolt
· Ionian revolt is a failure and Ionian is devastated
· Athens now firmly in the cross hairs of Darius II
· Persian saw Athens as part of their Empire and in part responsible for the destruction of Sardis
· They saught revenge against all those involved in the revolt
· 492 Mardonius (son in-law of Darius II) sent on expedition to pave way for Persian campaign
· Land army and navy travelling in tandom along coast in northern Aegean Sea (through Trace towards Macedonia)
· While transiting navy caught in a severe storm and destroys most of fleet (near Mt. Athos)
· Mardonius forced to return to Persia 
· Darius II immediately plans for next expedition into Greece
· Persian ambassadors sent across Greece
· Ambassadors went to ever city-state to demand tribute (Earth and Water)
· Most smaller city-states submitted to request (most city-states had pro-Persian factions)
· Two city-states denied requests:
· Athens  received as messengers before being convicted and executed (this is against sacred laws of Zeus)  
· Sparta  received messengers and immediately executed them upon making demands (300 scene actually happened but just at a different time)
· 490 Persians begin invasion of Greece (Athens)
· Persian fleet sets out from southern Asia Minor and sails across Aegean (instead of coastal march)
· Hipeas is with fleet (Persia still intends to restore Hipeas as Tyrant of Athens) 
· Hit several city states along way to Athens
· Naxos
· Captured and raised, people slaughtered
· Eretria
· In revenge for sending ships to aid in Ionian revolt
· Athens sent troops to aid in defense of Eretria
· Athens learned that Eretria aristocracy was planning to betray city
· Told Athens to leave and save themselves
· Eretria stood for 6 days
· Fell on 7th day after being betrayed from within
· City captured and all people taken captive and sent to Persian as slaves
· Persian landing at Marathon
· Plan was to land at Marathon and march to Athens
· 8 Sep 490 BCE Persain landing at marathon
· Lands 20 000 troops
· Concurrently Athens debating response
· 11 elected generals make up “war counsel” 
· 10 from each of the districts  
· 1 Polemarch “Lead General” “Commander in Chief”
· Named Callimachus
· 5 want to avoid battle (Suffer Siege)
· 5 want to attack head on (engage)
· Comes down to Polemarch decision
· Miltiades makes speech to sway council
· He was member of old Greek aristorcracy
· Uncle former Trace Tyrant.  Following his death Miltiades takes over as Tyrant.  
· Participated in Ionian revolt.  Fleed to Athens following failure
·  Miltiades speech in readings
· “fight and perhaps win, don’t fight and most certainly loose”
· Athens decides to engage Persia at Marathon
· Sent 9000 Hoplites to Marathon 
· Sent messengers to Plataea and Sparta
· Sparta 
· Pheidippides arrives in Sparta next day (over night run)
· Could not support Athens for a week
· Platea 
· Agrees to support with all 1000 Hoplites
· Out numbered 2 to 1
· [image: Image result for battle of marathon]Battle of Marathon
· 10 Sep - Pheidippides arrives “Sparta will not arrive for a week”
· Camped for a week
· TacCom shifts each day to a new general
· 17 Sep – Miltiades gets TacCon
· 17 Sep 490 – Miltiades launches offensive
· Miltiades orders double time charge at Persian line
· Battle line
· Downhill terrain gave rush advantage
· Miltiades thinned center and packed sides in order to extend the battle line to match the length of Persian line
· Rush, thin centre and strong wings allowed for double envelopment
· 30 to 1 Persian to Athenian deaths
· Persians retreat
· Go to plan B
· Reembark on ships and redeploy to Athens for amphibious assault on Athens harbour
· Athenian forces
· Begin forced march back to Athens
· Pheidippides sent ahead to tell Athens that army was on its way
· Declared that Persia was defeated at marathon but they were on their way to Athens then Pheidippides dropped dead
· Persians arrived at Athens 
· Athenian army had already made it back to Athens and was deployed at harbour ready for second persain attack
· Persians call of invasion and return to Persia 
· Outcome
· Athens victorious
· Marathon becomes legendary victory never to be forgotten
· Dead were all cremated at Marathon and buried in collective tomb at location
· “Soros” tomb then buried in mound of dirt
· Spartans arrive late 
· Saw outcome… impressed
· Persians not done yet…
· Invade again 10 years later
· Does not significantly impact Persian empire
· Just pisses them off…
· Still destroyed Naxos and subjugated Eritretria
· Invasion 2 preparation begins immediately
· Persia delayed
· Egypt openly revolts and must be dealt with first
· During revolt Darius II dies (486 BCE) and succeded by Xerxes I
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Topic: Interwar years and preparation of second Persian invasion
· Delay of Persians allows for Greece to prepare for second invasion
· Able to recover from first invasion
· Meantime also allows for internal greek fighting to occur
· Miltides goes on military expedition to liberate lost cities (489 BCE)
· Fails on expedition and looses political support
· Political enemies take advantage of this and is indicted
· Convicted of treason but is saved from death sentence.  Must pay 50 Talons (unpayable amount)
· Shortly after, dies in prison
· Other Athenians during this time were Ostracism
· Ostracise was a punishment in which people could vote to banish a politician for a period of 10 years.  Was designed to be used when there was a fear that the person was amassing too much power and could therefore become a new tyrant.  Was not a charge of treason.  They retain their citizenship and property and can return after 10 year period
· Every year an ostracism vote was held
· If passed they would then hold and vote to specifically ostracise someone
· Name on pottery
· Person with most votes gets banished
· Some exceptions:
· During state emergency ostracised person can be recalled
· Created after hippias banished
· First used after marathon.  Not used after this period
· 488 Athenians find major silver deposit in mine just outside of Athens
· Public mine
· Policy was to have extra silver be dispersed amoungst people
· Themistocles dissargeed
·  Themistocles
· Radical democrate (opposes aristocratic and oligarchic rule)
· Extreme patriot
· Instrumental to creation of later empire
· Convinces government to take silver wealth to create new warships to expand warships
· 488 BCE Athenian navy 70 ships
· 484 BCE Athenian navy 200 ships
· Mostly new “Trireme” design
· Rows rowed in succession to increase speed and maneuverability
· Not unique design to Greece (used by Egyptians and others) 
· Worked by ramming enemy ships or could board and take other ships
· Original plan of Themistocles was to use ships to attack orther Greek City states 
Persia
· 486 Egyptian revolt
· Death of Darius and revolt triggers other revolts throughout Persian empire
· Xerxes quelling rebellions
· Not overly interested in invading Greeks
· Advisors wanted him to invade Greece 
· Xerxes eventually decides to invade Greece
· Adopts conservative invasion strategy (similar to mardoneous strategy)
· Would march along northern coast with navy following close by
· Exception was the ordering of a construction of a canal on the Athos Canal so the ships would not have to sail around Mt Athos (where Mardoneous was stopped)
· Canal built 484-481
· In addition military roads built through Trace all the way to Macedonia to facilitate military movement (troops, siege weapons, vehicles etc.) 
· Supply depots were built along military highway to ensure resupply 
· Outposts built to ensure army protected along the way and wont get cut off 
· Bridges also built along key points 
· Hellespont (1 mile)
· Strymon
· The infrastructure insured that military was able to transit in addition ensure an adequate supply chain for envasion
· This was also a major indication that Persian invasion was immenint 
· Primary targets of invasion were Athens and Sparta
· Athens
· Because of history and roles in destruction of Sardis and because of Marathon
· Sparta 
· Because they represented the only other significant Mediterranean power
· 481 BCE
· Xerxes wintering at Sardis prior to spring invasion 
· Starts pre-invasion 	
· Sends emissaries to all Greek states demanding Earth and Water
· Not sent to Athens or Sparta
· Signals to other Greeks that Athens and Sparta will not be spared but maybe other states will be spared (phycological warfare) 
· Army make up
· Herroditus 
· “5 million strong” army more likely 500,000
· Included infantry, Cavalry and sailors from all corners of empire 
· Including Ionia
· Top commanders royal court 
· Sub-commanders
· Tyrants and other Persian dynasty’s
· Artemisia of Halicarnassus
· Most impressive commander 
· Tyrant of Halicarnassus
· Assumed control of Halicarnassus after husbands death
· Asked to join invasion force
· Commanded fleet of 5 ships
· Female (300 part 2 character) 
· Athenians and Spartans
· Knew major force on the way and needed better strategy and would need to band together
· Knew that Xerxes was depending on two city states not working together
· Called meeting of all city states to form Hellenic Alliance
· Hellenic Alliance
· Terms
· All members to put aside differences to resist Persians under leadership of the Spartans
· 31 city states joined (most already allied to Sparta within Peloponnesian League)
· Most members located in the south (south of Athens) 
· “Any Greek states that submit to Persia without a fight will have lands confiscated after Persian defeat”
· Intelligence
· Spy’s sent to Sardis to gather intelligence
· Most captured while scouting
· Many tortured and sentenced to death
· Word reaches Xerxes 
· He gives spys tour of army to show off size and then allows them to return to Greece
· More phycological warfare
· This information shapes Greek strategy
· Believed infantry was far superior
· Critical component was to not allow Persians to utilize full force of army
· Greek plan
· Use
· Tempe Pass
· Would prevent further southern invasion and invasion of Thessaly
· Was abandoned due to its indefensibility and other routes around and could not stop Persian navy
· Thessaly was also pro-Persian
· Isthmus of Corinth
· Entrance to Peloponnese
· Was already fortified
· Was narrow strip
· Downside was it gave up most of central Greece
· Athens was not willing to give up city. Veto idea.
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Theme: The Battle of Thermopylae

Spies of Greece
· Spies caught
· Xerxes planed to use phycological warfare
· Gave tour of army and sent home
· Greeks had intel and were about to devise plan
· Knew were superior in terms of infantry 
· Worked to choose location to best utilize natural advantages of Greece and exploit Persian army
· Good for infantry
· Minimalized advantages from numerical superiority
· Could not fully utilize ranged attacks and cavalry
· Would separate land army from navy 
Potential battle location
· Tempe pass
· Isthmus of Corinth
· No good, gave up lots of Greece (including Athens)
· Did not fully separate Persian army and navy
· Themopylae
· Means “Hot Gates”
· Was a major pass that Xerxes would have to go through
· Formed natural choke point
· Would definitely separate the army and navy
· Artemisium 
· Navy battle
Persian Navy vs Greek Navy
· Persian navy was better in sense of speed and maneuverability 
· Greeks needed to engage them in narrow straights and passes to limit Persian advantage
· Greek strategy was to board and steal ships utilizing hoplites as boarding party
· Knew that they needed use their army and navy in tandem
· While army would engage at Thermopylae Navy would engage at Salmus

Force composition 
· Persian
· 500k troops
· 600 ships
· Greeks
· 300 ships
Prior to deployment to Thermopylae
· Carneia
· Spartan festival that would limit their military action during the time
· Could not send out their entire army (if they did they would offend the gods) 
· It was agreed that this would not offend the gods
· King Leonidas 
· Was chosen to lead small force of 300 Spartan warriors
· was believed to be direct descendant of Hercules
· 3700 Peloponnesian allies initially
· Joined by 3100 on way to Thermopylae
Upon arrival 
· Defensive issues
· Needed to rebuild a fortification 
· The Phocian Wall
· Would allow for a defensive perch with most troops stationed behind it
· Enemy would be funnelled if they wished to pass the wall
· Realized there was a hidden pass around the wall that could allow some Persians to outflank them
· Not large enough to allow full Persian army to pass through
· Mostly unknown to people not local
· Stationed 1000 Phocian troops to defend
· Spartans were well aware that Persians made use of siege engines
· They could deal heavy damage to both the wall and the troops
· Machines were very cumbersome 
· This was the reason why xerxes had highways built
· Leonadois had troops built ditches and trenches along path and flooded field (with water from hot springs) to create mud field in order to disallow use of Xerxes siege engines
· Strategy
· Spartans hold pass until 
· supplies are exhausted and can’t hold position any longer
· Plague hits and wipes out army
· Figured would take a few weeks
· Athens 
· Evacuated Attica 
· Themistocles joined up with navy
Xerxes
· Ready to set out from Sardis spring of 480
· Marched to Hellespont to cross first bridge he had created
· Upon arrival army discovered that storm had destroyed bridge
· Xerxes blamed river and ordered river itself be punished
· Xerxes also orders men who built bridge to have heads cut off
· Xerxes then ordered the creating of two pontoon bridge for crossing
· Approximately 300 ships to create
· Persian army continues on through Trace and Macedonia and onto Thessaly
· Thessaly originally resisted but soon overcame
· Persian fleet 
· Arrived first 
· caught in storm again
· Near Sciathus
· Destroys portion of persain fleet
· After storm fleet stayed in hiding around Artemisium
· Portion sent around to Euboea to flank greek navy at Artemisium
· This portion of fleet was also caught in a strom and completely destroyed
· Persian army arrives at Thermopylae
· Does not advance initially
· Greeks remain defensive
· Xerxes sends out scouts
· Reports don’t make sense to Xerxes
· “few hundred Spartans exercising in the nude. Relaxing. Grooming themselves”
· These are Spartan pre-battle rituals
· Leave a beautiful corpse
· Can’t see all troops
· Xerxes sends messenger 
· Persians: “Lay down weapons and move aside”
· Spartans: “Come and get them”
· Laconic wit
· Greeks there to fight and will not move aside
· Xerxes waits several more days for greeks to move
· 5th day Xerxes orders attack
Battle of Thermopylae
· Day 1:
· Xerxes send regular infantry
· Waves and waves of troops pressed against Phocian Wall and are cut down 
· Regular infantry withdrawn and special heavy infantry sent in
· The Immortals
· Approximately 10 000
· Results similar to first 
· Eventually also being withdrawn
· Xerxes showed concern throughout the day for his troops being slaughtered
· Day 2:
· Xerxes initially sends in more regular infantry with repeat of results from day one
· Near end of day Ephialtes of Malis tells Xerxes and Persians about hidden pass
· In middle of the night a Persian commander leads remainder of Immortals along the path
· Immortals easily overcome poorly trained Phocian troops (1000)
· Allows Persians to flank Greeks
· Day 3:
· Spartans are told by Greek messenger that Persians are coming through the path and will arrive by night fall
· Leonidas convenes meeting
· Allies resolve to retreat
· He lets them leave but asks for 1100 to stay behind (in addition to approx. 300 Spartans)
· In order to continue defense to allow for escape and to delay Xerxes as long as possible
· All Spartans to stay and battle to the death  
· Xerxes launches another attack
· Greeks move into open (past middle gate)
· Plan was for final Spartan assault
· Leonidas is killed
· Remaining Spartans took position around his body to defend his corpse
· Flanking Persians arrive
· Greeks fall back to the mound (behind middle gate)
· Spartans fight to the death and die to a man
· Some allies surrender
· After battle
· Persians recovered Leonidas’s body
· Xerxes orders him decapitated and head put on spike
· Much later Greeks create statue honoring sacrifice at Thermopylae 
· Special acknowledgement to Leonidas
· Xerxes very curious about Spartans
· Did not understand how Thermopylae could have occurred
· “how many more Spartans?” “About 8000) 
Artemisium 
· Day 1:
· Achieved success
· Took advantage of the fact that navy was too large and had to be spread out
· Greeks attacked individual divisions
· Waited until just before sun down to attack
· Utilized hit and run tactics with additional cover of night fall
· Captured 30 ships and sunk many others 
· Day 2:
· Repeat tactics
· Late day raids
· Almost destroy entire squadron (More success) before retreating
· Day 3:
· Persians launch coordinated attack on greeks
· Heavy losses on both sides
· Greeks had defensive advantage and were holding own
· Upon learning that Thermopylea had fallen Greek navy fell back to Salmus at night fall
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The Delian League and Athenian Empire 

Athenian Maritimes: Delian League
· Ionian allies are not happy with how Pausanias is running things
· Re-evaluate overseas campaigns
· Who would contribute ships, money, supplies
· Aristeides decided that everyone would contribute according to what they have
· 482 ostracism vote: illiterate guy – I don’t know how to spell the guy’s name wants to vote for Aristeides, doesn’t know Aristeides – why don’t you like this man, illiterate fellow: I don’t like how he calls himself the Just lol
· Solidify the oaths, Aristeides casts pieces of an iron alter into the sea 
· The contributions of league create revenue for the government 
· This creates Hellenic Treasures 

Elion 477 BCE
· Strymon River
· Once the allies had pledged themselves to Athens, Cimon took command of the lead’s forces (general commander in chief) 
· The purpose of the league was to liberate Greece from Persian control and to continue insure independence 
· Supreme command of the league in 477, Cimon headed towards Greece 
· Eion was under Persian control but the Greek settlements of the region, complaining that the Persians were putting pressure on the Greek settlements 
· Athenian interest in this region
1. Recovery of Eion by Greeks could liberate Greeks 
2. Region was rich in minerals and timber (essential for ship building)
· Cimon lead the league against the Persians at Eion, forced Persians to take refuge in their settlements, Persians supply lines were cut off and captured
· According to Plutarch: Persian general set fire to the city while everyone was still in it 
· The Athenians league were not able to profit on the site but the site had other value, 
· Cleruchy: a special settlement, could remain Athenian citizens 
· Traditionally, Greek settlements set up as colonies, traded in their citizenship to be an independent entity 
· At Eion: they establish an Athenian settlement, where settlers kept their Athenian citizenship in order to serve Athens 
· Create an Athenian outpost; facilitates a monopoly on their resources, whatever is produced is sent to Athens 
· Victory at Eion was given highest praise in Athens, Cimon had greatest propaganda benefits
· 3 inscriptions set up to remember victory at Eion (refer to PowerPoint - Life of Cimon 7.3, 7.4, 7.5) 
· basically says; all those who fought at Eion should be considered heroes, should serve as a good example and their actions should be done by everyone, clear reference to the Trojan war, specifically the Athenians at the Trojan war
· even though the conquest of Eion was a league effort, the Athenians were claiming all the glory 
· not so subtle illusion to Cimon role in his greatness 
· Cimon is being hailed as a hero along with all the Athenians 
· Cimon was acting offensively – actively attacking the Persians 
· Increasing Athens standing by acquiring settlements at Persians’ expense 
· Cimon was already very popular in military and politics, recovery of Eion made him one of Athen’s greatest figures 
· Expected that he should outperform himself, does not disappoint 
· Often in Athenian politics people rise very high, very quickly and then get dropped

Dolopians
· Cimons next campaign against the Dolopians (476 and 475)
· Moves to island of Scyros (pirate island) not under Persian control and no allies 
· Pirates forced native inhabitants into submission and colonized land for themselves (several hundred years before 475)
· Not good farmers so they turned to piracy 
· Up to this point, nobody had been able to deal with this and Dolopians were getting bolder 
· Debate; what should be done about the Dolopians, proposed; to stop and return what they had robbed 
· Dolopians response was ‘arrrrgh’ not cease their piracy 
· Native inhabitants sent a message to Athenians; addressed directly to Cimon, asking the Delian League to intervene, in return for help that they would submit the entire island to the Athenians, pledge themselves to Athens 
· Response: takes the League and ceases control of the island, all of the pirate loot is taken by the league 
· Overall benefit for the campaign, sharp decline of pirates in the Aegean 
· Established a cleruchy on Scyros, a military expedition against fellow Greeks (pirates) 
· Athens claims the island for themselves, in this conquest that a pattern emerges, Athens interest becomes clear for trading and benefiting their city more than league allies 
· League members were all coastal cities and Aegean islands; economies of these areas depended heavily on trade
· Eion was a resource rich region and trade 
· Capture of Scyros eliminated a hazard and enabled easier trade for Athenians; loot from pirates, neatly situated from Black sea, prime spot for trades
· Every major state had some colony set up for trade 
· Cimon captured Scyros, figured while he was on the island, he would fulfill an ancient oracle (prophecy) that the Athenians should retrieve the bones of Theseus
· Theseus: hero, volunteered to go to Crites, mother of him was impregnated by the bull, the body of a human, head of a bull monster who lived off of human flesh (minatore)
· Athenian inventor creates a giant maze, minatore was placed in labyrinth, Theseus kills minatore and goes back to Athens to be king 
· If you die, put up black sails = death, put up white sails = alive 
· Theseus is king- remembered as one of the greatest kings, brought Attica under control
· Although he does not stay king; trip to the underworld – he’s replaced as king of Athens 
· When Theseus returns he sees he’s been replaced, realizes he can’t gain power again so he exiles himself then 
· goes to Scyros 
· King of Scyros; leads Theseus up to the highest point on Scyros to show his extent of his kingdom then king kicks him off cliff to his death (might have happened) 
· Cimon finds Theseus’ bones, digs them up and sails back to Athens (claims not for sure) 
· Cimon’s popularity skyrockets higher than before 
· Own glory is linked to 2 legendary Athenian figures 
· King who replace Theseus was Menasius 
· Propaganda everywhere

Carystos 
· Final league campaign against Carystos
· Carystos was a coastal city on the coast of Euboea 
· 472 Cimon leads the league in a campaign against Carystos (attack)
· A lot of states in Euboea were allies with Athens 
· States of Eubeoa joined the league 
· Even if they weren’t allies, it was in their best interest 
· Athenians argue that ppl of Carystos were enjoying the benefits in Aegean sea of the leagues efforts without contributing (excuse)
· Carystos did not want to join the league 
· Force Carystos to surrender and force to join the Athenian league 
· Cimon is indicating where the league should be headed, not necessarily Athenian empire 
· Carystos was another point on the trade route from the Black Sea region 
· Paying taxes for the league efforts 
· Started keeping their own fleet, had their own navy
· They were not in agreement with Persians but didn’t like Athens league
· If Persians attacked, strong point in battle 
· Athenians used Carystos as their own private army 
· Cimon and Athenians were choosing targets that the league would hit, their efforts rewarded to Athenians and loot controlled by Athenians 
· But we see that Athenians went from defensive to offensive, attacking Persians to attacking Greeks, basically controlled the league 
· The goal of the league was to liberate fellow Greeks 
· Establishing settlements; Athens had constant access to their supplies 
· With the league’s help, the Aegean becomes speckled with cleruchies run by Athenians
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Theme: Naxos and the battles at Eury

Late 470
· Themistocles popularity has fallen 
· Cimon and Aristides have ellipsed his popularity
· Spartans get involved and accuse Themistocles of plotting against Greece alongside Palceaneous (of Sparta) 
· 471 Themistocles gets ostracised
· During this time Spartans revived allegation
· He is officially charged with treason 
· He flees Greece and goes to Ionia
· He gets in touch with Persian king and asks for reward in exchange for Salamis letter
· He gets reward of land and spends the rest of his days living in Persia   
Delian league continues
· Original purpose of Delian league
· Liberate Greece and keep Persian threat at bay
· League was devolving and becoming hostile towards Greece
· By 470s were the protectors and police of Aegean
· By end of 470s were the “Athenian lead muscle” of the Aegean 
· Athens strength as head of Delian league
· Because uncompromising harshness that league received what was owed to them
· Sparta was growing afraid of this growing strength and brazen aggression 
· Although league began with all members having equal status but quickly Athens began to take over
· Votes still occurred but Cimon ultimately decided upon the campaign goals and targets
· Targets always were in Athens interest
· By end of 470
· League members began to grow weary of Athens and the league in general
· This was the primary reason league discontentment 
· During this time the Persian threat has also appears to be dormant 
· Were not actually but that appearance made members of the league question the league itself
· League attack on Carystos solidifies major league discontent
· Triggers first desertion
· Island of Naxos deserts the league
· Approximately 470
· One of the original league members
· No member was allowed to leave the league
· Cimon leads the league to Naxos 
· Athens to make an example
· Besieges island (year 470)
· Suppresses discontent
· Forces Naxos to rejoin the league
· Surrender terms were very unfavorable
· They become subjects of Athens 
“This was the first case when the original constitution of the League was broken and an allied city lost its independence”. (Thucydides 1. 98)
Standard surrender requirements
· We assume that Naxos had to give up their navy and rely on Athens for maritime support and trade
· Had to reduce fortifications
· Accept Athenian garrison
· Increased contribution to the league
· If they have no ships they must give money
· Will loose all political autonomy
Athenians 
· Were proud of the subjection of other Greek city-states
· Were naming children with victory title names 
· E.g. Naxiades
· Far cry from former position of “defenders of Greek freedom”  
· Athens was still not able to act independently t this point in time 
· So other city states within the Delian league had to support their decisions 
· League members were enabling the transition of the Delian league into the Athenian empire
Persian Empire
· Were relatively quite from Greek perspective
· Persian army was beginning to mobilize in Asia Minor 
· Delian league was maintaining naval presence in southern Asia Minor (near Cyprus) 
· Following subjugation of Naxos, Cimon and Athens believed it was time to get the league back on track and to take action against Persia
469 Campaign against Persia 
· Cimon gathers fleet of approximately 200-250 ships to campaign against Persia
· Travels along Lycia to invite Greek city-states under Persian control to join the league
· If the refuse he would “Liberate” them and force them to join
· Some city states refused to join league and revolt
· If they did Cimon would order a siege and plunder the surrounding area
· Ionian members attempted to diplomatically coax city states under siege to join the league so the sieges would not last too long
· In the end all Greek states in southern Asia Minor joined Cimon and the league
· Cimon’s activities were antagonizing Persia
· He was going further into Persian territory and were taking parts of their empire
468 Persian counter campaign
· In response to Cimon’s activities a person land army began to amass in Pamphyillia and cilicia
· on the Eurymedon river
· Large navy was beginning to amass off the east coast of Cyprus 
· Likely 200-300 ships  
· Built my the Phoenicians 
· League and Persia clash at the Eurymedon
Battle at the Eurymedon
· 1st battle
· Persian fleet was at anchor at sea off the coast of Cyprus awaiting more forces to arrive
· Cimon learns of this and orders league to deploy and engage them
· Instead of engaging Greek fleet, Persian fleet redeploys to mouth of the Eurymedon
· Greeks and Persians engage at the mouth of the river
· Atheneans destroy a major component of the fleet 
· More significantly, greeks capture 100 ships
· Remainder of Persain ships proceed into the Eurymedon, beach their ships and abandon them.  
· League captures all ships
· At this time the persain land forces deployed to the beach to engage greek troops
· 2nd battle
· Greek troops “wary from naval battle” 
· all the same Greece lands forces and deploy troops
· Greeks rush Persian forces
· Both sides suffer heavy losses
· Eventually Persian lines are broken
· Persians are push back
· Athens capture many Persian troops and loot camp 
· Diadoros of thycally account
·  Land battle happened at dark
· Cimon put his best Athenian soldiers on Persian ships in Persian cloths and sends them up the Eurymedon
· Persain troops fall of ploy
· Welcome them into their camp
· When pitch black Greek troops infiltrated camp and started attacking everyone
· Attack was such a surprise that Persians didn’t know who was attacking them or from where
· Disoriented Persians ran towards the ships where the remainder of the Greeks had deployed to
· Upon arrival Persians are slaughtered
· And then they loot the camp 
· Greek story of victory immediately becomes famous throughout Greece and Athens 
· Troops who died were buried in Athens
· Monuments were erected 
· Commemorative items were sent to sanctuary of Apollo at Delphi 

“He [Cimon] had surpassed the victory of Salamis with an infantry battle, and that of Plataea with a naval battle”. (Plutarch, Life of Cimon 13. 2) 

“Surely there was no one who humbled the Great King [Xerxes] himself, and reduced his haughty spirit, more than Cimon” (ibid, 12. 1)
· Campaign turned out, as expected, very well for Athens 
· Athens took approximately 1/10 of the total (largest portion) spoils from the campaign
· Persians abandon Aegean and retreat from Ionia
· This gives Athens and the league complete control of the Aegean
· Some theorize that a treaty was signed but there is no formal evidence to support this
· From here on Athens forces did not cross the Eurymedon river
· Athens create the Eurymedon vase
· “I am Eurymedon, I stand bent over”
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Helots
· During the Great Helot Revolt
· Athenians upset that Cimon didn’t continue on to conquer Massadonia (since he was in the area)
· Charges brought by Cimon’s political opponents and he must have been bribed to not attack
· Generally, in Athens, if something didn’t go their way, the person was bribed 
· Spartans do not get breathing room, no end in sight for Helot revolt 
· Helot revolt lasts a decade 
· 462 Spartans appeal to their allies 
· Athenians good at sieged warfare
· Athens sent 4000 hop-lights (troops) without debate under Cimon’s command 
· Ephialtes opposed the mission because of bad relationship with Athens 
· Believed Spartans should be trampled and left to rot 
· Athens and Spartans fight but need each other to be strong for Greece
· First open quarrel between Athens and Sparta 
· Spartans unable to dislodge the helots 
· While working with Athenians, Spartans grew afraid from boldness, confident spirit 
· The Athenians might even join the Helots against the Spartans 
· Spartans asked Athens for help
· Played the race card; Spartans are dorians and Athens are ionians and were all greek 
· Emphasizes divide between Sparta and Persia / Athens and League 
· Sparta suspected something of Athens and turned down ally help 
· Athens overreacts
· Announce their dis-membership in league
· Ally themselves with Argos and Thesale
·  (both states not on good terms with Sparta)
· shortly after, ally themselves with Megara 

Athens 
· Ephialtes reforms distributed Areopegas constitutional powers 
· Areopagus means hill of area 
· Reduces court to only judge first degree murder cases 
· Took their powers and split up between legal bodies 
· Sweeping reforms were result of numerous political rumors (bc of Ephialtes and Pericles)
· Pericles entered politics in mid 460s 
· Just before the reforms were put in place, Ephialtes was assassinated (Apparently by Aristodecus) 
· Cimon returns from Peloponnese (helping Sparta during campaign season of 462), found politics changed to left side of spectrum  
· Cimon tried to overturn Ephialtes reforms then gets ostracised and ends his political career  
· Megara had to help fortify against Peloponnese 

Pericles 495-429 radical democrat
· Following assassination of Ephialtes, Pericles takes his place 
· Ends up becoming foremost statesman 
· Pericles was Themistocles successor 
· Pericles only entered politics around 465, his father is Xanthippus 
· Xanthippus had been a prominent politician as well 
· Milltaedes convicted of treason 
· Pericles had weird proportions, called squill-head which meant onion head because of picture with resting on his head
· Pericles favouring the poor above the rich and represents their interests 

Long Walls Project
· Athens starts building the long walls 
· Completed in 456 
· Long walls were fortifications from Athens to supplies by 2 walls 185 m wide so wagons could travel both ways, 6 km long to Piraeus harbour 
· Wall was made so Athens could withstand a long siege, inevitably that the navy was not stronger 
· Athens is now a naval super base 

Inaors the Lybian (king)
· Artaxerxes (465-424) son of Xerxes 
· First attack against Cyprus 
· Egypt revolts against Persians 
· 200 ships for Egypt 
· Megara was allied with Corinth
· Being an island state, Athens attacked Aegina to force them into the league 
· 300 Peloponnesian troops were sent to help Athens
· At the same time, Megara attacked Corinth 
· Athens scrounged the magtag army and conquered Corinthians and sent them running 
· 457 the Spartans get involved 
· Doris was traditionally held by the Spartans; home of the Dorians 
· Spartans launched a campaign against Folkians to liberate the Dorians, force Folkians to surrender 
· Sparta not sure how to get home because unsure of what Athens was doing 
· Athens and Sparta sent 15 000 troops to engage at Tanagra, Delian league on the ocean 
· Army was approached by Cimon who wanted to fight 
· Celebrated battle of Tanagra as a great victory despite their heavy losses 
· Athens returns 2 months later to attack Boeotia 
· Boeotia is a city state ran by thieves 
· Attempting to make themselves a stronger land force 
· Return the Folkians the power and remove them from Spartan shackles 
· Forced Tanagra to tear down their fortifications and confiscated their navy, forced them to be a member of Delian League 
· Now they have Boeotia and Aegina under Athens control, who are allied with Megara and Argos 
· Attack Corinth in 455 and sail around Peloponnese and hit Spartan dock yards at Gytheon
· Around this time, the Spartans start making headway with helot revolt 
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455 BCE 
Athenians attack Corinth
· And neighbours, sail around Peloponnese and attack Gytheon
Helot Revolt 455 
· 10 year long siege 
· Helot revolts surrender to Sparta in exchange for favourable terms 
· Allowed to walk away unharmed 
· Exiled from their home land – Peloponnese 
· Athenians resettled Helot Revolts at Naupaktos 
· Need to conquer Locrians 
· Develop Naupaktos into a naval base
· 455 Persians made contact with Spartans to help with the Egyptian Revolt 
· Egyptians took city of Memphis, had upper hand since 460 
· Xerxes sends ambassador to Sparta with loads of money to bribe Spartans to invade Attica 
· If succeeded, Athens would pull troops and ships out of Egypt 
· Sparta accepted the money and did not invade Athens
· Xerxes cuts his losses and leaves 
· Egyptians defeated, League forced out of Memphis, Persians sieged at Delta for a year and a half 
· 454 King of Libya Enorus; captured by Persians, an crucified 
· 50 allied ships were sent to assist (ships trapped in delta) 
· had no idea what happened to their troops 
· Persians attacked ships while sailing down Nile 
· Egyptian operation was a disaster on both ends 
· First time League has truly lost; accustomed to winning 
· 454 Athenians move League treasury from Thelos to Athens because it was no longer safe – this point we formally recognize the establishment of Athenian empire 
· Between 454 – 451: Athenians continue to press entrance on Peloponnese, harassing Spartans allies and solidifying their position around Megara 
· Cimon is back 451 – returns from ostracism (10 years over)
· Cimon organizes a 5-year truce between Athens and Peloponnese/Spartans 
· Interesting that Cimon does this truce not Pericles but Pericles was hostile and insisted that Athens should never exceed the Spartans 
· shaky arrangement and turns out to be useless 
· Cimon resumes head of the League and in charge of 200 ships to campaign against Persians at Cyprus 
· 451 Cimon is killed during this campaign
· following his death, the League wins both battles of Persia and Cyprus, then goes home
449 – Two major developments 
· Athens and allies made some sort of peace treaty with Persia, named Peace of Callias 
· There is no evidence that this treaty existed; later sources 
· Hostilities between Persia and League cease 
* At this point Athenians are calling it the Athenian empire and basically rule the league   
· 449 Sparta crosses over to Delphi and takes control away from Folkians 
· after the Spartans depart, Athenians march up there and take it back for Fokus 
· both sides aware of signification and irritated with each other 
448 Pericles proposed the Congress Decree 
· All Greeks in Persia and Asia come to discuss in a grand meeting of congress 
· Rebuilding of destroyed Greek temples by Persians 
· Sacrifices due to the gods for safety of Greece; promised when Xerxes invaded 
· Situation with Aegean
· How to keep the peace 
· Pericles was trying to revive the Hellenic alliance 
· Agenda for congress had greater benefits for Athens and Attica than Greece, generally 
· Athenian acropolis was still in ruins and in worse case 
· Sacrifices due to gods; why would Greeks wait 30 yrs to pay respects to Gods 
· Festivals intended to honour Athens 
· Security not really an issue, had a monopoly on Aegean protection 
· Keeping the peace – refers to Athens has power, leave them alone 
Meeting 
· Nobody showed up and Sparta opposed the congress,
· Everyone was waiting to see what Sparta would do 
· Building project that Pericles had in mind included expansion and beautification
· Expected to take several generations to complete building projects 
· Only building Pericles lived to see completed was the Parthenon 
· started 447, took 15 years to complete 
· Pericles council had fallen through so Athens used League money to afford building projects - Blunt manifestation of Athenian imperialism 
· Building Projects done with League money 
· Project included a smaller temple; Temple of Athena Nika – represent winning battles
· Propylaea – gates for propylaea 
· Erechtheion was not completed until 406 – shrine 
· Building periods overlap with 30-year period of war; Athenians are very relaxed 
· Pericles was arrogant to Athens using money to build with league money 
· Athens attempt to establish themselves as a land empire (460)

446 Boeotia 
· Rises up to Athenians and take control of many cities 
· Many Athenian troops killed and more taken prisoner
· Athenians cut their losses
· Athenians troops free but had to give up control of Boeotia 
· Coronea 
· Euboea revolted against Athens as well 
· Perciles took command of Athenian force
· He received word that Megara had risen up in revolt when Pericles just got to Euboea 
· Megara appealed to Corinthians to their allies for assistance 
· King Pleistoanax (Sparta) marched through Megara and invaded Attica 
· Peloponnesian allies with him to edge of Athens, make presence known turned around to walk away 
· Spartans could now stroll into Attica and invade whenever he wants 
· King criticized for not attacking city when he had the chance and accused of accepting a bribe from Pericles and exiled 
· Some evidence he was bribed 
· 446/445 When Pericles returned to Athens he arranged a new treaty with Sparta and allies
· Treaty: The Thirty Years’ Peace
· Now Athenians are frightened 
· Sparta and Peloponnese acknowledge that Athens has control of the Aegean 
· But Athenians have to give up any land and alliances in Peloponnese 
· Sparta is known as master of Peloponnese 
· Athens had been establishing dedicated colonies throughout the Aegean 
· Clerich in each settlement 

440 Samos and Miletus go to war over Priene 
· When defeated, Miletus goes to Athens for help against Samos 
· At the same time, pro democrats go to Athens for Athens support in overturning their government to a democracy 
· Samos makes a request stating come in, overthrow our government 
· Samos allowed to keep land, ships and independence 
· Samos was misbehaving not actually revolting 
· Samos one of remaining 3 allies for producing ships with Athens and of those three they are the most powerful
· Exiled Oligarchs from Samos appeal to Persian government by attacking 
· Make plans to attack Miletus again 
· Other uprisings as well but not as bold as Samos 
· Spartans agree to help ionians 
· Samos was sieged lasted 9 months 
· In the end, Samos surrendered 
· Athenians demanded that the Samians had to repay in installments what Athens had repressed for the revolt 
· If Sparta had gotten involved things might have ended differently 
· Samos is the last independent ally that Sparta allie that was allowed to be crush by Athenians 
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Erichthonios - Athena Temple 
· Dedicated to Poseidon 
· Functions of temple to serve the city
· Athens had another name 
· Athena and Athens debated who would be in control of the city 
· Poseidon struck down with trident on acropolis and salt water well rumbled/broke through – offered as a gift for Athenians 
· Others offered planting of olive tree
· Gods chose Athena in the debate, now named Athens 
· Marks in the rock were exposed for people to see 
· Erechtheus was raised by Athena not actually son of hers 
· Lame guy tried to have his way with Athena, she ran away, he catches up to her, he tries to have his way with her again, ejaculates on her leg, wipes it off and hits the ground, the semen fertilizes the seed from the ground and Erechtheus sprouts from the ground 
· Dragon man 
· A lot of Greek traditions say that children were born out of the earth 

440 Miletus and Samos 
· Battle between them 
· Athens steps in 
· Exiles them, takes over politics
· Oligarchs get Samos 
· Athenians respond with a lot of force with literally all the generals in Athens
· Last time Sparta sits idly by while Athens attacks Greek cities 
· Spartans near end of their lethargy, still need motivation to fight 
· Dispute between Corcyra and Corinth over possession of small city state of Epidamnos 
· Year 435 Epidamnos 
· colony of Corcyra 
· Corcyra was a colony of Corinth 
· When settlers establish a new city state, they generally give up citizenship to their mother city 
· However, Corcyrians and Corinthians disliked each other 
·   Oligarchs returned with help and made attacks against Epidamnos
· Oligarchs brought friends to help attack
· Seeing that they were in trouble, asked for assistance from Corcyra 
· Corcyra refused to listen and turned away ambassadors 
· Approached oracle at Delhi asking if they should dedicate their city to Corinthians 
· Epidemists sent ambassadors to Corinth letting them know what the god had said
· Argued that they had been founded by Corinth 
· Declared Epidamnos to Corinthians and begged for assistance 
· Result: from Corinthians perspective, they were bratty children 
· Corinthians accepted it to make a point towards Corcyra 
· Epidamnos gives up their citizenship to mother city but still honour their city 
· Corcyrians boasted that they were better than Corinthians in every way, children grew more, more wealth, better navy which pissed off Corinth 
· Corinthians agree to help Epidamnos and send colonists to settle in their area as a Corinthian colony 
· When Corcyra found out, they reacted aggressively
· Sent 25 ships 
· Sent a second fleet of 15 ships to Epidamnos 
· Once there, stated their ultimatums 
· Exile Oligarchs 
· Send away troops and settlers 
· Epidamnos told them where to stick it 
· Corcyra besieged the city 
· When word reached Corinth, sought out volunteers to form a new colony near Epidamnos (basically on their doorstep)
· In response to this development, Corcyra tries to talk it out by sending embassy to Corinth
· Along the way, Corcyra picks up convoys from Sparta 
· Corinthians must withdraw their troops and settlers from Epidamnos and give up any rights to Epidamnos 
· (Peloponnesian League issue)
· Any claims they might have to Epidamnos 
· Prepared to submit to arbitration if Corinth didn’t agree
· Warned not to start a war, they’d be forced to make unwelcoming alliances against them – Corcyra threat, state hostile to Peloponnesians (Athens)
· Corinth refused to go to arbitration unless Corcyra pulled out their troops and Corcyra refused unless they pulled out their troops – giant circle
· Corinth sends 75 ships with 2000 hop lights to engage Corcyra 
· Corinth reaches Actium on southern tip of opening to gulf 
· Corcyra messenger intercepts Corinthians and urges them to not make war, when he’s just stalling them while Corinthians debate idea 
· Corcyra is sneaky and builds up larger force – as many troops and men as they can 
· By the time these peace talks fail, Corcyra now has 80 ships (compared to 40 before) 
· They now have a force to stop Corinthians before they get to Epidamnos to break that siege 
· 435 Corinth and Corcyra fought at battle of Leucimme on coast of Corcyra 
· submitted to the siege 
· Corinth was not going to let this battle go, Corinth began rebuilding their fleet and hire mercenaries 
· Entire economy was found on fighting over seas 
· 433 Corcyra caught wind of rebuilding and resources renewed 
· Corinth preparing to launch major attack again 
· Corcyra sent embassy to Athens to form alliance with Athens 
· Corinthians sent embassy to Athens to dissuade them from making any such alliance 
· Both sides were granted special assemblies for each to plead their case to Athens 
· Alliance with Corcyra would negate 30 years’ peace 
· Alliance would not break 30 years’ peace b/c they are neutral 
· Corinthians argued that it would be breaking 30 years’ peace 
· Each have their merits 
· Decided 30 years’ peace was on their side but they wanted to be cautious, regard that the treaty was not being broken – could make alliance with Corcyra 
· In these wars it’s all about finger pointing; not wanting to break the treaty first 
· Athens took precautions by creating a purely defensive alliance 
· Not creating offensive/defensive alliance
· Only engage if their city is attacked or under threat 
· Would not join with Corcyra if they attack Corinthians 
· Corcyra and Athens would come to each other’s aid if they were attacked 
· Athenians playing it safe
· When agreement made, Corcyra is attacked so Athenians are locked in 
· Corinthians rebuild their fleet and send 150 ships north heading towards Corcyra 
· Alliance is now tested immediately 
· Athenians sent 10 ships to Corcyra and commanded by 3 generals (only needed 1) 
· Let them fight it out and as soon as Corinthians tried to put land on Corcyra Athens would engage more 
· Athens participated as a deterrent to oversee that things worked out properly 
· Resulted in a standoff at island of Sybota 
· Corinthians hoped that if they attacked that the Athenians would not become involved in fear of breaking 30 years’ peace treaty 
· Athenians hung back until Corcyra is defeated, Corinthians move up on Corcyra and now Athenians join in fighting 
· Result: victory for Corinthians and not taking any prisoners, killed any shipwrecks they found, so reckless they killed everyone who they thought wasn’t their own 
· Backed off when 20 more Athenian ships headed their way 
· Athens worried that 10 ships with 2 more generals might not be enough 
· Too dark to fight to Corinthians backed down
· Next day; Corcyra regrouped and prepared to fight 
· Corinthians now in a vulnerable positioned, believed that Athenians would chase and attack if Corinthians backed down 
· Athenians don’t think treaty is broken even though Corinthians went home 
· Keeping to their strict terms of defensive alliance 
· Peace was still in effect 
· Athenians convinced that Corinthians would take some sort of action against them 
· In region of Greece, Corinthian colony of Potidaea 
· Important to Athenians b/c of natural resources and strategic training location 
· Athens main concern if Corinth convinced Potidaea to revolt against Athenians, other colonies would join in revolt against Athens as well 
432
· tear down fortifications, give all hostages to show loyalty to Athens 
· Potidaea embassy has gone to Spartans as well and picked up envoys asking for help
· Spartans promised if Athens attacked Potidaea they would invade Attica 
· 432 Athens besieges until 429 Potidaea and Spartans do nothing 
· downward spiral: Aegina took advantage of situation, sent embassy to Sparta asking for help

Athens
· Athens strike defensive alliance with Corcyra
· Corintheans try to invade Corcyra
· Athens continuously send troops 
· Corinthian gets spokes and leave
· Not hot confilcit
· Nobodt consideres 30 years peace to be broken…. Yet
· Athens begins to look at potential problems areas throughought empire
· Potidaea appears to be a potential problem
· Corinth have relationship with Potidaea
· Potidaea blongs in athenean sphere of influce and is strategically important
· Year 432 Athens orders potidea
· Pull down fortifications
· Give political hostiges to Athens
· And cut all ties with Corinth 
· In response
· Sends embassy to Athens to pledge case
· Athens does not back down
· Also sends embassy along with Corinthian embassy to Sparta
· Athens besieges Potidea (until 429)
· This triggers things to spiral out of control…
· 432
· Aegina takes advantage of situation
· Secretly send embassy to sparta to ask for help
· Aegina under athenian sphere
· Pericles issues economic sanctions against Megara
· Excluding Megarian merchants from harbours and market places throughout the empire
· Megara also appeals to Sparta for help
· Sparta issues general invitation to all Greek states who has a complaint against Athenian aggression to come plead their case to Sparta
· Corinthians wait until last to plead their case
· Blame Spartan lethargy for allowing Athens to become so powerful and urge Spartans to invade Attica immediately
· “do not let your friends and kinsmen fall into the hands of the bitter enemies.  Do not force the rest of us in despair to join different alliance” -Thucydides
· This resonates with Sparta
· They come to decision that is was time for war and that it would also not be easy.
· They knew that it would take time to prepare and that they would all need to be involved.
· Sparta calls a second meeting of Peloponnesian league to vote on war against AE.    
· War is agreed upon but time is needed to prepare
· Need to stall
· Spartan embassies sent to Athens to make demands
· Demands:
· 1st - Pericles be removed from power – refused
· 2nd – withdraw siege from Potidea, political autonomy to Aegina, remove economic sanctions of Megara – refused
· 3rd – Spartan ultimatum. “The Spartans want peace and this is possible if you allow independence to the Greeks” (Thucydides) – refused 
· Pericles and Athenians begin to consider what will actually stop war:
· Sent response agreeing to some with conditions:
· No reply given… War is a certainty
· All these things lead to war but Thucydides concludes that these were all just convientent pretext to an inevitable war.
· True reason AE growth and threat to Sparta/PL
The Archidamean War 1
· Technically 30 year peace had not yet been broken (432)
· Neither side immediately jumped into war but were preparing for war and were still operating under the guise of peace
· Neither side wanted to come out as the side that actually broke the truce
· Needed a pretext to officially declare war
· Although we term this next period the Peloponnesian War (431-404)
· It was actually made up of several separate conflicts(at times with minor truce in between):
· 1st major conflict – The Aridamean War
· Spartans knew war with AE would not be easy but were confident they could force them into submission within a few years
· Up to this point greek warfare was largely hopolite  driven
· Previous conflicts suggestes stae with largest hopolite force would win
· Sparta still represented the largest land army in Greece
· Spartas stated goal was to liberate the Greek would
· This stated goal garnered them significant Greek support when the war begain
· They acknowledged that to accomplish this they must first destroy the power of Athens and this meant they must dismantle the AE
· Sparta’s strategy consisted of a blunt force offensive that primarily involved annual land invasions of Attica
· Either the Athenians engage Sparta in blunt force hoplite battle
· Or they hide behind walls while Sparta pillage lands eventually starving Athens and forcing them into submission 
· Traditional strategic warfare strategy 
· The soundness of this strategy motivated remaining Spartan politicians
· Corinthians also suggested
· Athens would not be able to maintain war effort if they didn’t have the fund to pay for troops and supplies
· These funds came from tributes of their AE allies
· While also devastating Attica
· The PL could take up overseas operations encouraging AE allies to revolt… depriving Athens of income
· Also a good strategy but had major complications 
· Sparta not in the position to recruit required navy/sailors
· Sparta does not like sending troops too far from home
· In order to construct a fleet powerful enough to contend with AE navy, Sparta would need considerable funding
· The only Mediterranean power that had that vast of a reserve to fund this project was Persia
· Got into talks with Persia but ultimately decided to avoid this plan because not willing to cede any control of Greece to Persia 
· Would ultimately try to use both strategies 
· Atheneans 
· Unlike the Spartans Athens did not expect a quick war
· Pericles stated that the conflict would be a long drawn out war
· Strategy:
· Rather than going on the offensive, would be primarily defensive
 “Then, with regard to the present situation, he gave just the same advice as he had given before. This was that they were to prepare for war and bring into the city their property in the country. They were not to go out and offer battle, but were to come inside the city and guard it. Their navy, in which their strength lay, was to be brought to the highest state of efficiency, and their allies were to be handled firmly, since, he said, the strength of Athens came from the money paid in tribute by her allies” (Thucydides 2.13) 
“For Pericles said that Athens would be victorious if she bided her time and took care of her navy, if she avoided trying to add to the empire during the course of the war, and if she did nothing to risk the safety of the city itself” (Thucydides 2.65)
· Pericles recognizes Athens strengths:
· Her defensive ability
· i.e. the long walls
· Stay inside the walls
· Her navy
· i.e. sea superiority 
· take care of the navy
· Her allies/AE
· i.e. her money/economic superiority/war chest
· be content with empire for the time being
· deal with allies swiftly if need be
Goals
· Sparta wants to demolish AE
· Athens wins with a stalemate or better
· This becomes a moral victory and significant moral defeat for Sparta/PL
Athens offensive components
· Was primarily defensive but wanted to use navy against the navies of the PL
· Also wanted to conduct raids and plundering operations against PL
· Because Sparta wanted to launch annual raids
· After PL leaves, Athenians would leave city and devastate the Megarad also on an annual basis
· Goal not to take and control but to just destroy and hurt moral
Flashpoint
· Comes in spring of 431
· Spartan ally Thebes attacks Athenian ally Plataea 
· Plataean political party asks for Theben support to eliminate opponants
· Once they arrive they decide to just take control of city
· Plataea fights back, kills a bunch in dead of night, takes a ton prisoner
· Thebes sends reinforcement
· Plataea asks Athens for support… Athens sends
· Plataea and Thebes reach agreement
· Thebes goes home and Plataea releases hostages
· Thebes execute hostages anyway
· Athens decides to leave Athenian garrison at Pletaea and evacuate the remaining non-combatants to attica
· Sparta declares peace officially broken 
· PL forces lead by Spartan King Archidamus II (reigned 469-427 BCE)
· Invade Attica in summer 431
· Athenians take refuge within Athens and the long wall
· PL goes north of Athens to Acharnae (the largest municipality) and devastate the whole area
· Archidamus hoped Acharnae would pressure Athens to come protect them
· They did but Pericles remained steadfast in defensive strategy   
· In response Athens: 
· sends out 100 ships to terrorize Corinth and the PL coastlines
· Also expel the people on the island of _______ and colinzed the island for themselves
· Once Archidamus returns periciles devastates the Megared
· 430
· PL invaded again
· Pericles goes defensive again
· Unfortunately, with so many people within Athens is a problem… plague breaks out
· Break out 430 to 429… re-emerged in 426
· 1/3rd of population of Athens dies
· Wreaks enough havoc that Athens attempts to negotiate a peace treaty with Sparta
· Sparta decides to take advantage of this and hits attica even harder and concurrently sends out a fleet to attempt to facilitate a general uprising
· Pericles takes personal command of 150 to go raiding as well….
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430 (con’t)
· Plague hits Athens
· By the time it runs course 1/3 pop killed
· After approach Spartans to make peace
· Spartans decided to attack attica
429
· Archadamnes decides not to invade Attica out of fear of plague
· Invades Boeotia instead
· Were somewhat welcomed in the region
· besieged plateau 429-427
· PL also decides to launch a naval campaign to retake islands that Athens controlled
· What hurt the most in 429, Pericles dies from the plague
· Along with him, his defensive strategy 
428
· Arch invades Attica again 
· Athenians were going to send a fleet to the Pel
· Mytilene 
· Athens reconsideres when Mytilene goes into revolt and tries to take over entire island of Lesbos 
· Athenians begin blockade of Mytilene
· They ask Sparta for help
· “send ships and invade Attica” 
· Did not invade attica but sent small fleet across the Aegeaon
427
· PL invades Attica (aagain)
· Mytilene revolt comes to an end
· Oligarchs tried to arm citizens but citizens turned on them and forced surrender to Athenian forces
· Those responsible for revolt were rounded up and discussion in Athens took place to discuss what to do
· “Mytilene debate”
· Lead voice was Cleon (replaced Pericles)
· Trump like guy.  Vulgar style.  Popular “masses” support
· Was violent in character
· Called for drastic punishment. Assembly agreed 
· Trireme sent and informed them that: 
· “kill all adult men.  Sell all women and children into slavery”
· Many doubted later that they made the wrong decision 
· Second debate was held 
· Realized that maybe it was a bad precedent to send  
· In future, everybody may fight to the death
· If those felt that they would die anyway, maybe broader support would be received
· Assembly reversed decision 
· Second trireme was sent to change decision 
· 1000 people responsible sent back to Athens and Cleon had them publicly executed
· Lesbos/Mytilene received the standard
· Platea surrenders to Sparta 
· Brutal response, most executed, city destroyed
· First deviation from Pericles strategy
· Leontini requests support against Syracuse 
· Athens wanted to help ally but also frustrate the PL supply of grain
· Determine the phisability of the con conquest of Sicily 
· Sent 20 ships…
426
· PL prepare to invade attica again
· Stoped short of the Isthmoth of Corinth
· Due to earthquakes decided to call off invasion
· Athens sent out 2 naval invasion forces
· PL instead of invasion of Attica
· Traveled to Heraclea (near Doris) to establish a colony (Spartan)
· Unique because they are not colonizers
· Atheneans worried
· They realized if they wanted to respond they would have to march to conquer 
· Luckily the Thessellians also saw this to be a threat and took it upon them selves to destroy the colony over time
· Second major break from Pericles grand strategy
· They engaged in a land battle\
· Nicias took task force of 60 ships and 2000 hoplites to Melos
· They were able to withstand and refused to join AE
· Nicias leave and goes to Boeotia towards Tanagra
· Meet up with a standing Athenian army and fought against the Boeotian’s who were being lead by the Thebans
· Athens currently happy with progress and decide to stretch themselves thinner
· Sent 40 more ships to Sicily
425
· AE manages spectacular victory at Pylos and thoroughly demoralised the PL
· The generals:
· Eurymedon
· Sophocles
· Demosthenes
· Were on their way to sicialli and got caught in a storm
· Out of boredom built fortifications at Pylos
· After storm let up they left except Demosthenes stayed with some troops
· PL realized they could not allow AE to have a foothold
· First campaign doesn’t go well
· PL forces establish themselves at Sphakteria
· Athenians send out Cleon with AE forces to siege PL forces at Sphakteria 
· AE forces manage to force PL to surrender
· 128 Spartan citizens forced to surrender
· Unprecedented occurrence 
· Spartan shields to the acropolis 
· Later established a formal garrison at Pylos
· This was a major victory
· Caused the Athenians to become even bolder
· Spartans embarrassed and worried
· Now fearing another Helot revolt
· Became clear that Spartan strategy was not working
· Needed to adjust
424
· Sicilia
· Problems continuing 
· Greek states continue in disagreement while Athenians simply watched
· Remember secondary goals of being there
· Congress of Gela
· Sicilian congress
· Hermocrates argued that Sicilian states need to put aside there differences to prevent foreign invasion  
· Sryacus general
· Contested he was speaking for the best interests of Sicily
· Athens are not our friends 
· “If the Greek states of Sicily don’t make peace the Athenians win”
· “put race aside and come together at Sicilian Greeks”
· “we will probably go to war again but at least on this occasion the Athenians will leave empty handed”
· Result of congress, they follow Hermocrates advice 
· Athenians decided to leave 
· When they arrived back to Attica they were punished (banished and fined) for not pressing advantage and invading Sicily
· “Must have been bribed”  
· Athens later returns (few years later)
· Cythera
· Athenians are feeling confident.  Keep drifting further away from Pericles strategy.  Began looking for decisive victory
· Took 60 ships and 2000 hops to Cythera.
· Took control of island
· Another Pel. Foothold
· Established a garrison to be a launch point for raids against PL (coast of Laconia) 
· Spartan moral at all time low…
· Spartans realized that the AE was in a position to start establish Pel. Garrisons
· Best case PL would have to fight multi-fronts on home turf
· Worst case, above, plus helot revolt
· Luckily for Sparta/PL, the AE did not recognize the position they were in and did not press their advantage
· Athens only used Cythera for raids for several weeks 
· Annual mutual attacks of PL against Attica/AE against Megara
· Demosthenes and Hippocrates decided to do something different
· Entered into secret negotiations with the democratic faction of Megara 
· Conspired with them to capture the city
· Under cover of night AE sailed to coast of Megara
· Got signal tried to enter city but were unable to breach city
· Instead fortifies position outside of walls in expectation of PL reinforcements 
· Eventually reinforcements arrive commanded by Brasidas 
· Brasidas
· He had fought at Pylos
· He was in the process of preparing his forces to campaign to Thrace
· He was already prepared to fight when word came that Megara was under attack. Redeployed to assist.
· Brief standoff at Megara until Athenians retreat
· Enters city, isolates conspirators, and executes them
· Later in year Dem/Hipp try to do the same thing but in Boeotia
· Talked to democratic factions in a number of cities, enlisted help of lots od dissidents and launched coordinated attacks
· Dem to attack from west/Hipp to attack from the south with the corresponding allies 
· Would meet at Delium 
· Plan was to take by surprise and also divide forces and hope that other democratic factions would rise up against Spartan Oligarchs 
· Boeotian’s heard of attack before it occurred 
· Sent major portion of army to block Dem and his approach
· When Hipp arrived he did not have numerical advantage
· Engaged in lad battle at Delium and lost 
· Suffered heaviest casualties in the war to date
· Brasidas
· While Boeotia campaign is occurring he goes to Thrace with his force
· He realized strategy had to change
· In order to back them into a corner they needed to begin cutting their supply lines
· Thrace was a critical line
· Campaigned throughout Thrace and Macedonia summer/fall 424
· Tried to ether trigger revolt or capture AE norther cities
· Winter of 424
· Bra turns attention to Amphipolis 
· Athens had a very hard time to establish this city
· Plunders country side and camps outside the city
· In response Athens sends for Thucydides (yes that one)
· He was stationed at Thassauose
· Bra knows AE forces will arrive soon
· Bra negotiates terms of surrender as quickly as possible in order to take city and take Eion before AE forces can arrive
· Thuc arrives first 
· Bra unable to take Eion
· Athens still pissed that Thuc unable to save Amphipolis 
· Felt region was still lost
· Exiled him (returned 20 years later)
· Bra fortifies position in Thrace and encouraged other citys to revolt
· He did not have support of Sparta government
· He had to operate as a lone wolf
· Spartan officials left Bra in north and tried to negotiate peace
423
· Sparta proposes 1-year armacisist 
· Athens feeling pressure from Bra and his operations 
· Inclined to accept
· One year cease was declared
· Spartians tell Bra to come home
· Bra refuses to recognize peace and kept campaigning and continued to back revolts in Trace
· This greatly upsets Athens
422
· Cleon sent to regain control of region in revolt and to put a stop to Bra
· Need to first take control of Amphipolis
· Which is still Brasidas’s base of operations
· AE engage him there
· In battle for Amphipolis both Cleon and Bra are killed
· In response to this both sides now ready for real peace talks
421
· AE worried that empire would crumble
· PL worried that would loose region
· Plistoanax of Sparta recalled and Nicias of Athens negotiate peace
· The peace of Nicias 
· Would last 50 years
· Would become allies
· Athens would help Sparta if the Helots revolted 
· Was a uneasy truce
· Marks the end of the first Archimedean war 
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The Peace of Nicias
Quote: “It would certainly be an error of judgement to consider the interval of the agreement as anything else except a period of war”. (Thucydides 5.26)
50 years’ peace 
· Not really 
· Spartans had to give back Anthipolis 
· Athenians agreed to give up hold in Peloponnese 
· If Athens or Sparta wanted to make a new alliance they would have to get each other’s approval 
· Athens returned the 120 Spartan hostages but when it came to returning captured land there is a problem 
· Who was going to give up the land they had captured first 
· A draw – Sparta had to make initial gesture by giving up Anthipolis 
· Had no intention of returning to the Athenian empire
· Sparta pulls out the troops 
· Athenians refuse to give up Pylos and Pyterra 
· Corinthians complained by crafting the Athenians and Spartan alliance that Sparta had undermined their mission
· Result: breaks off alliance with Sparta – remove themselves from that league 
· Seek out new alliances that are anti-Sparta 
· Send ambassadors to Argos 
· Argos neutral – didn’t even participate in second Persian invasion
· Greek states asked to join defensive alliance without Athens and Sparta 
· City state of Mantinea had profited greatly from War time 
· Mantinea conquered much of the land during war 
· Acting proactively, they joined the Argive alliance instigated by Corinth
· Congress is held at Argos – Argive Alliance (Corinth, Argos, Mantinea)
· Other Peloponnesian allies start to join the alliance 
· Elis were allies with Sparta but in a territory dispute with Sparta at this time 
· Elis joins Argive alliance 
· Concentrated in Peloponnese area for allies 
· Some states refused to join and influenced some states 
· Argive Alliance might not last too long 
421 
· New guard appointed, wanted to annul Peace of Nicias 
· 421/420 Sparta arranged a new alliance with Boeotia (did not involve Athens)
· the oligarchs had been pro Spartan 
· Although this new alliance was a breach of the Peace of Nicias, Sparta argued that they made this alliance to convince Boeotia to give up the Athenian hostages 
· Athens outraged and exploited factoids in the city, looking for ways to bend it until it broke 
· Chief leader of opposition to Peace of Nicias is Alcbiades (450-404)
· Ward of Pericles, followed in his footsteps as a radical democrat
· Socrates– tried to seduce him, served in the army together, came to each other’s aid 
· Alcibiades is helped by Socrates during battle of Emurrydon
· Alcibiades rode in on horseback and protected Socrates so he could escape
420 
· Alcibiades attempts to bring Athens into Argive Alliance 
· Although Corinth did not want Athens or Sparta to join
· Argued that being an alliance of the Argives would be a great benefit to Athenians b/c of the problems with Sparta 
· Sparta was losing trust and members of their own alliances 
· By inserting Athens into the Argive alliance, they could break up the Peloponnesian league without too much danger 
· Members of Argive alliance were willing to hear Athenians out except Corinth
· Spartans heard that major representatives of the Argive alliance were sending envoys to Athens, they sent their own embassy to speak in Athens to dissuade them 
· Alcibiades sabotaged the Spartan plans and turned on them in front of assembly 
· Athenians seriously considering the Argive alliance but decided they would give Nicias one last chance to save the 50 years’ truce, sent to Spartans 
· Spartans not pleased, only way to save truce would follow rules of treaty 
· Sparta would have to give up alliance with Boeotia 
· Spartans refuse
· Athenians create a 100-year alliance with the Argive alliance in support of Alcibiades plan
· Despite all of this, the Peace of Nicias is still in effect and nobody wants to acknowledge that the peace is broken which means the war is back on
· Only been in existence a year and both sides have broken the treaty
419 summer 
· Athens and new allies launch several attacks against city state of Epidaurus 
· Importance because it is right across from Aegina and gulf – would control whole area 
· Spartans send reinforcements (somewhat later in the year)
· Epidaurus has not been taken yet so Sparta has chance to set up a stronger alliance 
· Athens went to occupy Pylos 
418 
· Athenians made one more unsuccessful attempt to capture Epidaurus 
· Enlisting helots to attack city of Argos directly 
· Mantinea and Elis sent support but there is only so much they can do 
· Peace not technically broken yet because nobody wants to claim it 
· Athenians are late in arriving 
· Argives under attack regard their situation as precarious 
· Negotiate a 4-month truce with Spartans 
· Spartans withdraw their troops 
· Shortly after, Athenians arrive led by Alcibiades 
· Alcibiades persuaded them to invade Epidaurus 
· Truce is invalid because Athens not present for discussion and presume their attacks 
· Spartans respond by marching against Mantinea in summer of 418 
The battle of Mantinea (first battle, not battle of 362)
· Negotiate a 50-year truce with Sparta 
· With Argives gone and Argos leaving Argive alliance 
· Mantinea loses faith in alliance 
· Make their own 30-year treaty with Sparta 
· Followed by Elis who returns to Peloponnesian league 
· Spartans tighten their grip on Peloponnese for allies 
· Argives resume their talks with the Athenians 
417 
· Spartans generally destroying fortifications in Argive territory
· Now close to breaking Peace treaty 
· Athenians still have Pylos and have a hold in Sicily 
· Not ready yet, think about preparations until they can point at Athenians and blame them – prepare to die 
416
· Non-Greek Sicilian allies 
· Egesta is a Non-Greek colony but an ally of Athens 
· 2 years after declaring a general peace in 422 conflict begins again 
· take over Leontini 
· put pressure on the rest of Sicily and Egesta 
· turn to Athenians for help 
· Athenians are happy to have opportunity to send troops to Sicily under a pretense and perhaps seize control of the island 
· What sweetened the deal was that Egesta offered to pay for the campaign 
· Send an embassy to judge if Egesta can afford to pay Athens for a bunch of troops 
415 spring 
· Athenian embassy sent to Egesta return with positive reports, Egesta did have funds to support Athens troops 
· Send 60 ships to Sicily with general Lamachus 
· Although not in line with Nicias plan, no longer had faith in Peace treaty 
· Instead (to Athenian assembly) Nicias says it makes more sense for Athens to consolidate their empire before trying to add to it 
· Even if they do take Sicily they will not be able to hold it 
· Alcibiades countered Nicias that Sicily would be easy to control and wouldn’t have to worry about stretching themselves thin b/c there are no other current attacks and Sicily has too much conflict 
· Athens liked Alcibiades version better – adding to the empire, more glory 
· Nicias tries different approach, by pretending to believe in the plan, he suggests that in order to take Sicily the Athenians need to send a larger army 
· Suggests an outlandish number like 120 ships (double the original) in hopes that they will think twice and not send ships 
· Athenians do not understand sarcasm and decide to send 134 ships and 5100 hoplites men and 100 light armed troops, thanking Nicias for idea 
· During preparations and time that ships were supposed to set sail, Athenians became uneasy 
· A series of religious crimes happened around time of ships setting sail which Athenians took as a bad omen 
· Most of these religious crimes were linked to Alcibiades – joker when he’s drunk 
· Case of late night vandalism; defacing herms on front porches– statue of god herms, herms celebrated fertility status, some people went around defacing herms in the middle of the night by beheading the herms 
· Another accusation was that Alcibiades and friends performed a drunken parody of mystery cult – people who guard gods were upset 
· Haites (lord of underworld) is promised the daughter of nature Haites steals her and the grain does not grow, - reason for seasons 
· Demetor is her mother who lets life continue 
· Rule: do not talk of Sicilian mysteries 
· Trumped up war charges and gathered popular support against Alcibiades that he was trying to be a tyrant 
· Goal was not have him ostracized but formally charged with treason and when convicted of treason he would be executed 
· Alcibiades barely reached Sicily that he was being recalled to Athens to be on trial 
· Wasn’t stupid (except when drunk) 
· He knew his opponents would have him convicted if he returned and executed 
· Alcibiades returns to Greece but does not go to Athens and goes to Sparta 
· Offers his assistance – take him on as a consultant 
· Sparta accepts him with open arms 
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The Sicillian Campaign 
· The generals have deployed to Scically with task force
· Alcibedeas recalled to be executed 
· Goes to Sparta instead of Athens and offers services as a concultant
415
· The sicillians appeal to Sparta and Corinth for help
· They ask for military support and for them to attack Athens
· Sparta still uneasy to break Peace of Niceas
· Alcibides outlines a strategy for Sparta which convincec them to take action
· The plan:
· Establish a perminante garrison in Attica at Deceleia (equidesant between Athens and Boeotia) 
· Deny them use of land and force them to bring in everything by sea
· Send a small force with your best general to Sically
· Athens spreads themselves too thin 
· Small force with right leadership can cause the most amount of damage
414
· Sparta invades the area around Argos and devastates the land
· Meant to coax Athens to act
· Athens sent 30 ships to assist
· Did not go directly to Argos
· Sailed past to attack cities along Laconian coast
· Peace of Neceas definitely broken but final nail comes in late 414
· Spartans were proving very effective in Sically 
· Nicias advises Athens to either pull out or send in more troops
· Athens decided to send in more troops
· This gives Sparta even greater cause for confidence in their victory 
· Over the winter of 414 and 413 Spartans properly prepare for war 
· Gathered materials to build fort at Deceleia
· And set troops aside for socially renforcements if possible
413
· Sparta invades Attica and ravage the lands as they always do
· This time they didn’t leave and began construction of their fort at Deceleia 
· Turns out to be extremely effective
· No part of Attica from here forward is secure or productive 
· This marks the beginning of the Decelaian War
· Sparta also sends an open invitation to any Athens owned slaves to defect and take refuge at the fort and to contribute to the war effort
· Spartans and now effectively crippling the Athenian economy
· If Athens now looses their navy they would be totally fucked 
· Loose your navy, either starve or surrender
· During the fall of 413 the Athenian forces in Sicily are completely destroyed
Brief flash back to cover Sicily
SE 416
· Non-Greek states of Egesta asks AE for help and offers to pay for it
· Send embassy to see if they can in fact pay
· Athens decides to take advantage of this new opportunity to take over Sicily 
SE 415
· Embassy returns with down payment for the campaign
· In the summer AE decided to send TF (134 ships, 5100 Hop HE , 1000 LE)
· Excitement cut short nearly immediately upon arrival
· Upon arrival realized were bamboozled by Egesta 
· The didn’t actually have as much money as they had said they did.
· They could not actually afford to pay for the whole campaign 
· Soldiers were actually more upset at the generals than the Egestaians 
·  
· In light of this the generals revisit their plan
· Niceas/Lamacus believed that should follow their official objectives 
· Make a display of Athenian power to bring Syracuse to heel
· Should try to help other Sicilian allies if possible to do so quickly
· This plan was not inline with their unofficial objective 
· To cease control of Sicily if they have the chance
· Alcibiades believes differently (he is still around at this point)
· Thinks this approach is too defensive
· He suggests more aggressive plan
· Establish a larger force by creating allies and gathering troops and then attack Syracuse directly 
· At first they decided to follow Alcibiades plan
· Until he is recalled to Athens to stand trial 
· After her departs Nicieas takes over and implements his original plan
· Athenian navy sails outside of Syracuse to conduct a show of force
· After show of force they sailed beyond and began attacking cities along the coast
· Syracuse become emboldened by the fact that Athenians are not attacking them directly
· They send out land forces to attack AE allies north of the city 
· In response Niceas is roused into action
· Takes navy back to Syracuse’s great harbour 
· Then deploys troops outside of great harbour
· Syracuse land army returns late 415
· Find Athenians waiting for them in battle formation 
· Next morning the AE rush attack Syracuse land army and win a major victory
· In stead of pressing victory decided to winter in the cities of their allies
· Although it was a win it actually hurt Athens than Syracuse
· This battle gave Syracuse a clear indication of where their military weaknesses were
· Over the winter the Syracuse military instituted a more rigorous training program for there troops (army and navy) 
· They also extended their fortifications from coast to coast
· At this time (winter 415)
· Sent their embassy to Corinth and Sparta for help
· Asked for military aid and for them to attack Attica 
· Sparta/PL currently being adviced my Alcibiades
· Decide to send Gylippus as general for Syracuse campaign 
· Best general
SE 414
· Athens begins siege of Syracuse 
· Build forts and garrisons in order to block and starve them out
· This triggered an over confidence amongst Athens 
· “thought not if but when”
· So over confident that they didn’t care when Gylippus arrived in summer of 415
· Gylippus arrives in summer with 4 ships
· Sails past Syracuse and disembarked in northern sicilly
· He began moving south to Syracuse collecting troops along the way
· Soon has force of 3000 troops 
· When Nicias realizes whats happening he tries to block them off with the navy but it is too late
· Gylippus arrived with 3000 troops and established themselves right along front of the siege line/fortification walls
· Army was very disorganized (rag-tag bunch)
· In early days he moved them around often
· Athens was able to stay fast to fortifications 
· They do not leave to engage Spartan forces 
· All posturing no engagement
· Following days Gylippus begins to attack numerous locations along the fortification walls
· Almost a guerilla style war  
· On two occasions Gylippus lead his forces in proper pitched battles 
· First Gylippus looses
· Second he won 
· More importantly, through these battles Gylippus was able to open up the northern fortification passage 
· This means that Syracuse can bring in supplies and troops by land
· They now have some mobility and opens up siege
· Syracuse moral now very high
· Begins to put more effort into their navy with the plan to soon attack Athens at sea 
· End of summer 414
· Gylippus sends message to S/PL requesting more troops
· Nicieas sends message to AE detailing bleakness of situation and recommends withdrawal
· “The time therefore has come for you to decide either to recall us, or else to send out another force, both naval and military, as big as the first, with large sums of money” (Thucydides 7.15) 
· Meant to be sarcastic but Athens agrees none the less
· Send 10 ships in fall of 414 under command of Eurymedon
· Send addition 73 ships in spring of 413 under command of Democides
SE 413
· Gylippus knew he needed to finish of Athenians before their reinforncements arrives
· Implemented two stage harbour
· 1 - Needed to force the athenieans out of the Great Harbour
· He pushed Syracuse to attack Athens at sea
· Gylippus concurrently repositioned forces around walls
· Athenian navy destroys Syracuse navy
· During naval battle Gylippus was able to flank Athenian forces in the areas surrounding the Great Harbour and was able to capture Athenian forts and take control of the area 
· Athenian navy now cut off from troops 
·   2 - needed to take out Nicias navy
· New naval battle was coordinated 
· While Gylippus was attacking athenean forces he gets Syracuse navy to draw AE navy back into the Great Harbour for a close in two day battle
· Ultimately Syracuse Navy beats AE navy
· Celebration was cut short by the arrival of Demoncines 
· Democines tried to take back the open northern passage
· Launches night attack
· Unfamiliar with the field and disorganized
· Attack fails 
· is significant enough loss to force them shift plan to survival mode
· makes plan to salvage what they have taken so far
· suffer enough losses and failed naval battles that they were forced into retreat
· Democines trys to retreat by sea but is purused
· Eventually he decides to make battle
· He gets defeated and is captured.  Ultimately he surrenders
· Nicieas tries to retreat by land with his forces and is continuously harassed by enemy forces
· Finally he surrenders himself to Gylippus
· “Do what ever you want to me but stop killing me troops” 
· Gylippus wanted to take them back to Sparta but the allies argued that they were too dangerous to let live 
· They ultimately execute them at Syracuse
· Lamacus is dead
· Of the over 200 ships and 1000s of troops are nearly all lost, captured, or killed 
· Significant resources are sunk into this campaign for nothing
· They have also moved too far from the original Pericles plan
· “This was the greatest Hellenic action that took place during this war, and, in my opinion, the greatest action that we know of in Hellenic history – to the victors the most brilliant of successes, to the vanquished the most calamitous of defeats; for they were utterly and entirely defeated; their sufferings were on an enormous scale; their losses were, as they say, total; army, navy, everything was destroyed, and, out of many, only a few returned” (Thucydides 7. 87)
· Early 413
· Spartans invaded Attica and established their garrison at Deceleia 
· Incredibly successful operation 
· Athens hemorrhaging resources
· Late 413
· Once word gets out how hard Athens had been hit by the Sicillian campagn
· AE allies start asking S/PL for help in revolting against AE
· S/PL begins constructing 100 trireme to be ready for 412
· At this point Darius II (or Persia) decided this is also an opportunity to explote
· Persian governers to offer assistance to help Sparta
· Alibiades recommends they accept and they do
Back on track
412

The end of The Peloponnesian War
Tissaphernes 
· Lydia and Caria 
· Athenian allies appeal to helot’s revolt for help
· Athenian empire gone through twists and turns 
· Cios is the most powerful general 
· Cios is the only one producing ships 
· Alcibiades influencing Cios to revolt against Athenians 
· Athens dips into emergency funds to start revolt 
· Spartans convince more allies to revolt 
412 Cios begins revolt 
· Persians up to this point have not been forth coming with support 
· Sign their first treaty in 412 (loose agreement up until them)
· Treaty includes concession
· All the territory held by king/ancestors shall be the kings 
· In return for Persians support and Spartans can take control of Asia minor without being contested 
· Bulk of their joint military effort would be to prevent those loyal to Athens, cut off their funds 
· The war effort would be conducted jointly; both Persian and Spartan
· Peace could not be declared unless both Persia and Sparta agreed to it 
· Soon after the first treaty was negotiated, a second treaty was proposed
· Persia would pay for Spartans troops while Spartan and Persian troops were fighting for Asia minor 
· General agreement that Spartans and Persians would not make war on each other or each other’s allies 
· A formal alliance 

Xenophon (ca 428-ca. 354)
· Thucydides gives a lot of information but his narratives end at the beginning of 411 
· Dies while writing his history – not sure how he dies 
· Xenophon takes over writing history now 
· Wrote “Hellenika” which literally means Greek Affairs 
· He fought in the Peloponnesian War but it was very late, final years of the war
· Came from an aristocratic family, also studied under Socrates 
· Served as Athenian soldier (The Peloponnesian war)
· Fought in Persian civil war, became a mercenary 
· He dies 
· 371 Xenophon allowed to return to Athens and takes over for a bit 
411
Pharnabazus
Phrygia
· Alcibiades was trying to turn the situation to his own advantage 
· Late 412, Alcibiades advised him to be helpful but not too helpful 
· Argued that if the Persia pulled support on Sparta, the Athenians would win
· Proposed instead, such a treaty that would sacrifice Greek land would be more amenable to Athenians 
· Athenians would probs give Asia minor to the Persians 
· Let them weaken each other, Sparta would not put up a resistance against the Persians and wait for Athens to hit rock bottom 
· Then reach Athenians and together attack Spartans 
· Alcibiades was hoping to step in as a mediator 
· Proving his usefulness, he would be able to secure his return 
· Major impediment; popular support – Alciboades did not have it 
· 411 Alcibiades plan was in motion, approached Athenian fleet stationed at Samos 
· informed generals at Samos, Persians were interested in forming a deal with Athens and breaking off their alliance with Sparta
· only could accept deal if Athens abandoned democracy and went on their own 
· 2 generals of Athens were planning to overthrow Athenian democracy 
· different than the first treaty
· this third treaty brought another Persian governor into the mix because Persian are going to have to campaign further north 
· Pharnabazus of Phrygia
· Even though the negotiations had fallen through, Alcibiades was recalled to Athens and reinstated as general 
411
· Spartans and Persians begin major attacks against Athens and allies 
· Athenians were able to put down a number of revolts (including Cios) and did their best to fortify the black sea region 
· The Spartans are stronger than before, bit by bit the Spartans start to lose ground and capture early on in that area but Athenians force them out 
· Spartan commander is over-run, outsmarted, gets killed 
“Ships gone. Mindarus dead. Men starving. Don’t know what to do.” (Xen 1. 1. 23)
· In the year 407 the Athenians lay off a bit because there was no threat
· But in the middle of 407, their luck changes with two powerful figures, Lysander (445-395) navarch 
· Cyrus the Younger (ca 324-401) 
· Son of Darrius the 2nd

Spring of 404 
· The war ended, cutting off their supply 
· Sparta and allies were at odds about how Athens should be treated 
· Sparta had mistreated other cities/allies before 
· Spartans refused to take this course of action 
· they insisted that some mercy was due 
· considering that Athenians, despite the period of war had served Greece well 
· should be shown some mercy (Athens) 
· Terms proposed against Athenians 
1. Athens had to demolish the long walls and demilitarize the Perais harbour 
2. Athens would only be allowed to keep 12 ships
3. Thucydides returns to Athens 
4. Had to be Spartan’s ally  
5. Athens would have to put aside their democracy and return to traditional style of oligarchy government (most important)
· Lysander capturing states for Athens in the final years of the war 
· He was replacing pro-Spartan cities with oligarch governments 
· Everywhere the oligarchs were returning to power
· In some states, Lysander established decarchy/decarchies 
· Decarchy: ruling of oligarchy of 10 men (deca = 10 [or 1 out of every 10 men])
· Result: very focused concentration of power in some of these states 
· Sparta has alliance with Persia, when Athens surrendered, the Peloponnesian forces had no purpose of being in Ionia 
· The oligarchys remain 
· Persians were content to allow Ionians some freedom; not micromanaging them 
· From the Persian perspective, so long as Ionians behaved they were content with allowing them some autonomy 
· All of the subject allies had been paying the Athens tribute, the Spartans took their tributes instead 
· Athens is still standing 
Dark Period: Thirty Tyrants 
· Anything that would ensure the least amount of opposition, they did – like merciless slaughters 
· All weapons of armour were taken away from citizens, to form their own personal militia 
· Second amendment rights – the right to bear arms (rawr Family guy joke lol)
· Thirty Tyrants rewrote constitution 
· Turned the clock back to erase the most basic democratic reforms 
· They themselves established and funded a Spartan garrison to help with policing 
· Within a year everything is dissolved – but long enough to do damage
· Interesting the way, it goes out
· Athenian democrats exiled by the thirty tyrants are welcomed back in by Thieves 
· 404 carrying on to 403 the exiled Athenian democrats started a coop 
· decided reconciliation was the better route 
· result of the negotiations was the reinstatement of Athenian democracy in year 403 
· the exiles were allowed to return the city and the 30 tyrants were allowed to remove themselves from the city with their private groups
· Fallout at the end of the Peloponnesian war 
· Peloponnesian War ended with surrender of Athens 
· Athens is suffering along with other things; 
· Loss of man power,
· death toll 
· significant amount of agricultural damage 
· had effect on supply of food and overall functions of Greece
· Sparta
· Major supporters (Corinth, Boeotia) had seen how Sparta’s priorities had shifted during their course of the war 
· Specifically, the promise of liberating Greece but actually enslaving it through oligarchies 
· Disillusion would manifest in 403 – Athens would regain their footing 
· Creating new alliances with Corinth and Thieves 
· Purpose of alliance was the start of a resistance to Spartan imperialism 
· Spartans had the Persian factor to keep in mind 
· 404 Darius II died (423 – 404 BCE)
· Artaxerxes II (404 – 358 BCE)
· Cyrus the Younger (d. 404 BCE) – brother of Darius the II
· Tissaphernes (d. 395) 
· Mercenary was Xenophon 
· Didn’t tell Spartans that they’d march so far inland to fight the King – promises of riches if they win, but also kill his brother 
Civil War Begins 
· Greek army turns out to be extremely effective against the Persians 
· Cyrus killed in battle 
· Technically Greeks won but Cyrus dies 
· Won the battles 
· Tissaphernes seems to have considered the Spartans role a breach of the terms that were negotiated during the Peloponnesian war 
· Ionians appealed to the Spartans to defend them by openly declaring war against Persis in the year 400 
· Spartans demanded assurances that the Ionians would be granted some autonomy 
· Negotiations didn’t go anywhere just a brief conflict to intensify the battle 
· Tissaphernes is abysmal in ending the war 
· Tissaphernes execution in 395
· Perspective “If you want something done right, do it yourself”
·  Artaxerxes guaranteed some autonomy but the Spartans would have to withdraw from Asia Minor 
· Basically proposing the treaty that had been made during the Peloponnesian war 
· Real test of Spartans intentions  
· Spartans replied they needed more time to review this offer and promptly resumed their attacks
· Persians make first move 
· Persian envoy sent with gold to persuade Athens, Argos, Theives and Corinth to declare war on the Spartans 
· To fund the war basically 
· In truth, they were planning to do this anyways but then this deal conveniently falls into their lap
· Spartans had been campaigning in the Peloponnese, tried to gain support there 
395 declare war – “Corinthian War” (395 – 386)
· Marches into Boeotia 
· Spartans informed Athenians that they were on their way
· Lysander just began attacking sity of Haliartus 
· Lysander acts impulsively by not waiting for reinforcements 
· Result: defeat of Lysander’s army and death of Lysander 395 
· Spartans were weary because of what happened, so they agreed to a truce 
· Withdraw their troops from Boeotia 
· Beginning of the end for Sparta’s aspirations across the Aegean 
· 394 The Quadruple alliance began bringing in more members to the alliance 
· met at the entrance of Corinth and Peloponnese to discuss strategy
· strategy: take the fight to the heart of Peloponnese and strike 
· Spartans were concerned; the quad alliance was getting stronger 
· With funding Athenians now had, they could rebuild fortifications
· Also had a large chunk of Greece against Spartans 
· Spartans had only one option; recalled Agesilaus from overseas 
·

Corinthian War (395)
· Spartans have been tricked into invading Boeotia 
· The quad-alliance have now moved against Sparta 
· Garrison at Corinth 
394
· Spatans feeling the heat
· Recall their main commander from overseas to focus on the homeland defense front
· Recalled Agesilaus
· This would prove to be a mistake
· A few months after he leaves Asia Minor the Spartan fleet is defeated by a combined force of Greek and Persian ships in large part to not having an effective commander overseas 
· At Battle of Cnidus 
· This effectively ends Spartan overseas campaign
· Persia 
· Follows through with promise to allow Ionia a degree of autonomy
· Farnibasus continues around Asia Minor to clear out any remaining Spartans
· Agesilaus returns to Sparta
· Before arrival Spartans win several victories at mouth of Peloponease
· Still screwed 
· Lost control of Cneral Greece, Northern Greece, and any claims abroad 
· Argos also against Sparta
393
· There is a perminant military presence in Corinth and Spartans do not have the means to dislodge 
· To make matters worse
· Athenians and Persians sailing around Peloponnese raiding coasts
· No sign of lettering up
· Persians were bankrolling the campaign 
· Athenians putting this to best use
· Rebulinging long walls and rebuilding fleet 
· Re-establishing themselves as regional power
392
· Spartans approach Persians to discuss renewing their previous treaty
· When alliance learned of this they sent their own representatives
· Ultimately Sparta got nothing and re-declared war against Persia and attempted to campaign again in Asia Minor
· Total failure
· Luckily for Sparta, Athens did not fair much better
· Athens had been successful in rebuilding naval empire, by using Persian funds, and was able to re-establish supply lines up to the Hellespont  
· Athens was re-establishing new alliances including with states that had previously revolted against Persia 
· This displeases Artaxerxes and is the reason why Athens doesn’t fare much better than Sparta
· Over time Sparta would be able to take advantage of this
388
· Sparta renews peace talks with Persia
· Artaxerxes more amiable and peace is reached
· He agrees to help them take down new AE 
· Provides Sparta with “first class navy”
· Result is essentially a repeat of Peloponnesian war
· Blockade Athens
· Prevent use of navy
· Cut supply lines
· Starve in to submission
· Athens removed from conflict
· Alliance falls apart 
386
· Formal peace is signed
· “The King’s Peace”
· Proposed/arranged/designed by the Persian’s
· Terms:
· Ionia belongs to the Persians
· Athenians allowed to keep Skyros, Lemnos, Imbros to maintain their supply line to Hellspont
· All Greek states would become autonomous (except for 3 above)
· Athens had to disassemble new AE
· Boeotians/Thebes most upset about this
· They were on their way back to power with new alliance with Thebes 
· There were now beginning to coalesce as a league and were being told to breakup
· Thebes and Boeotia abstain from signing peace at first but eventually give in
· All alliances must be broken up with the exception of the PL
· Sparta argues that they should be allowed to keep the PL because the PL was made up of autonomous states
· Persia accepts this
· This once again gives Sparta the undisputed hegemony in Greece 
  
Spartan enforcement policy
· In terms of the rest of Greece the Spartans took it upon themselves to enforce the autonomy clause
· They also took it upon themselves to define what autonomy was 
· They reserved the right to break up any grouping that threatened them
· And replace any democracy with a pro-Sparta oligarchy
· First action: Mantinea
· 385 moved against Mantinea and broke it up into its original constituent parts
· Then imposed pro-Spartan oligarchy 
· Additional actions
· ..
· All done in order to solidify hold on the Peloponnese
· Before long they begin to look outward
382
· Spartans seize the city of Thebes
· Installed Spartan garrison
· Then imposed pro-Spartan oligarchy
· Move onto Boeotia
· Then imposed pro-Spartan oligarchy
· Re-founded Platea 
· For themselves
· The same city that they destroyed originally in 427
· This ulitimately forces others to question the King’s Peace
· “Their empire seemed now at last to have been well and truly established”. Xenophon
· They had established an empire 
· Thebes becomes a problem
· When they took Thebes 300 anti-Spartan citizens were able to escape and were given sanctuary in Athens
· This gives them ability to plot
379
· Thebans with Athenian help took charge of plot to liberated thebes 
· Snuck into city
· Assassinated pro-spartan oligarchy
· Triggered uprising 
· Trapped Spartan forces into the accopois of Thebes 
· Forced Spatans into submission 
378
· In response to uprising Spartans attempt to retake Thebes and enforce rule over Boeotia
· Fails missurably 
· Had to pull out
· Left Sphodrias behind with troops and money to hire mercs
· He decides to move against Athens 
· Trys to capture the Pertirus harbour
· Fails
· These Spartan actions and failures shock Athens
· But they can now point at Sparta to say that they have broken the King’s Peace
· They use this as the pretext to re-establish the AE
· They remake their alliances
· Retake power in the Aegean
· Restarts AE as an Athenian League
· This shortly transforms into AE2 (378-355)
· By 360s pretty much back to same old shit… 
· i.e. pure imperialism
· Following attack on Petrius and declaration of Kings peace broken
· Thebes and Boeotian re-establish Boeotian League 
· Established “Sacred Band of Thebes”  
· Elite group of 150 homosexual couples  
· Was common notion at the time to create “stronger male bonds in the military”
· Unique because in this case it was formalized and men were paired
· 300 in total
· Became the preeminent Greek fighting corp until the rise of Phillip II of Macadon 
· With this new fighting force at the tip of the spear they campaign against all Spartan controlled territory in central Greece
· Sparta now trying to fight everyone
371
· Conflict comes to ahead
· Spartans propose a renewal of the King’s Peace
· Athens accept but both Athens and Sparta insist autonomy clause doesn’t apply to them or their alliances
· Both agree that the Boeotian League must disband 
· Epameinondas of the Boeotian League took exception to this
· Refuses and countered that the PL should have to disband
· Spartans respond by invading Boeotia
· Battle of Leuctra
·  Spartans dealt biggest blow ever
· Army completely destroyed
· Amoungst casualties 
· 400 Spartiate’s (eliete warriors)
· Their commander the king
· This victory completely tips balance of power in Greece 
· Spartan hedemony crumbles
· Rises Boeotia up
· Along with Athens
· Over the next few years conflict continues
· In the peloponease after PL allies see what happens to Sparta at Leuctra
· Many city states rise up
· Pro-Sparta Oligarchies challenged by anti-Spartan democracies
· In the aftermath Sparta finds themselves heemed in by
· Argos
· Corinth
· Mantinea
· Achaea  
· Pretty much fucked from everywhere 
· Epameinondas realizes that the one thing they can do to forever keep the spartans in check would be to liberate the Helots 
· The spartan serfs that allow them to only focus on combat
· In 369 he helps create the state os Messene to liberate the Helots 
· Created a fortified capital at Mount Ithome
· This successfully undermines the entire Spartan Military system and completely surrounds and traps Sparta 
· At this point Athens realizes the potential impact that the BL could have on the AL/AE
369
· Athenians negotiate alliance with Spartans
· Sparta in no position to negotiate 
· Athens and Spartans would be on equal footing
· Not a like a PL controlled alliance
· At this time Athens was beginning to return to their old imperialistic habbits
· In due time Epameinondas decides to take the fight to the Aegeaon in an attempt to become a naval power themselves
· Created their own fleet and began to capture a number of Athenian allies
· The ultimate goal of Epameinondas was to create a Theban Empire
· Ultimately these aspirations would come to an end 
· The focal point of the ultimate conflict would be in Mantinea  
· The mass anti-Spartan alliances began to implode 
362
· Mantinea had become the major benifitary of all of the anti-spartan stiff
· They had been able to fully rebuild city
· It started to look like they were going to make an alliance with Sparta to spite there newer enemies
· Nobody knew how this would affect this new power structure 
· Epameinondas believed that this would have a negative snowball effect on Thebes plans for hedgemon
· Summer of 362
· Epameinondas lead army of Thebans along with allies from C/N Greece to the Peleponease to attack Matinea 
· In response Spartans and Athenians march to defend
· Now going to be a super battle of the three super powers
· Would become the greatest land battle in Greek history
· Involved atleast 50 000 combatants 
· Both sides achieved minor victories but all players suffered such significant losses to the extent that there was now clear victor 
· Everyone lost but arguable the Thebans lost the most because Epameinondas died and with him Thebes hopes for hedgemony died with him
· After battle all sides finally came to the negotiation table in ernist 
· They organized a formal peace treaty between all Greek states
· “the General Peace”
· Sparta the only one to refuse because they had to accept the new Helot state of Messinia 
· Although the peace didn’t last the Battle of Matinea hurt everyone so much that no one would ever be able to claim Greek Hedgemony
