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Rome starts with a wedding peleus and thetus
· All the god s and goddesses are invited, accept for eris/discordia 
· Peleus and Thetus parents of Achilles 
· Eris wants to destry the wedding, so she crafts a golden apple with "for the most beautiful" on it
· She tosses it in and 3 goddesses; Juno/Hera, Minerva/Athena, Venus/Aphrodite; fight over the apple
· No other gods get involved and deiced to get someone else to decide so the go to mount Ida
· There is a shepard, who is a prince of troy Paris, hermes appears and says we want you to decide who the most beautifl
· Each goddess tries to bribe hime, Hera promises to make him king of Europe and asian, Minerva says she will give him all of human wisdom and skill in war, Venus says you can have sex and marry the most beautiful woman in the world, Helen of sparta wife of menelaus 
· He chooses Venus and gets Helen
· Menelaus launches war on Troy with all of greece with 1000 ships
· The war lasts 10 years and the Greeks are loosing
· So they leave a gift to the gods, the trojan horse
· Troy falls, and helen goes back to Menelaus 
After the fall of troy:
· Aeneas escapes the sack of troy with his son
· After many years of adventures he goes to Italy and by the tiber river founds a city named Lavinium 
· Aeneas's son Iulus/Ascanium does not want to rule Lavinium so he goes and founds Alba Longa 
· Ascanius starts a line of 14 kings
· The 13th and 14th are Numitor and Amulius 
· They are twins, one is good, Numitor, and the other is evil, Amulius
· Amulius takes over and kills Numitor's sons but not his niece. Numitor is excelled
· Mars visits Rhea Silva and has sex with her
· She bares twins, Romulus and Remus 
· Amulius wants the dead so he decides to drown them 
· The guy who is supposed to drown them doesn’t want to so he puts them in a basket
· The basket washes up and a she wolf suckles them 
· A man named Faustulus finds the children and the wolf and them brings them home
· He and his wife never tells them they are adopted 
· When they grow up they feel better than everyone else, and realizes they are the lost royal twins 
· They dicide to overthrow Amulius and get an army to over throw him
· They win and Numitor is put on the thrown of Alba Longa 
· Rom and Rem go off and decide to found their on city
· They found it on where the wolf found them
· There are two hills, the palatine and the aventine hil, and they cant decide which hill to build on
· So they let the gods decide, so the use an augur 
· Remus goes to the top of the Aventine and Romulus goes to the top of the Palatine
· Remus says he say 6 vulturs over the Aventine, but Romulus says he saw 12 over the Palatine
· To each starts to build on their own hills 
· More people go to the palatine 
· They set out the pomerium of the city limits
· Remus crosses this boundary and Romulus now must kill remus to  
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Founding of Rome cont.
· 21 April 753 BC Rome Founded 
· Rome south east of Tiber 15 miles from the sea
· The seven hills of Rome;
-Palatine
-Aventine
-Capitoline 
-Qurinal 
-Viminal 
-Esqualine 
-Caelian 
· Originally there was a river which cut into the ground creating the hills
· This area has been inhabited from around 1200 to 1000 BC
· The territory around Rome is called Latium 
· The People who live there are called the Latine 
· Why did they choose this area?
1.Very defensible, Good volcanic soil for agriculture, Water supply 
2.Good transportation due to the Tiber, and onlt place to cross the tiber 
3.Rome is a natural crossroads to northern and southern travelers, South of Latium are the Greeks and to the north are the Etruscans
4.Lots of resources around; metals, stone, wood, salt (Coast), etc. (metals silver, tin, iron) (Salt is very important to the ancient world for cooking, curing, etc. Latin for salt is sal, which is the root for the modern word salary because it was so valuable.)  
· Geeks to the south and Etruscans to the north are all immigrants to Italy
· Latins are at the bottom of the food chain compared to the Etruscans and the latins are very influenced by them
· In 800 BC the Greeks come to Italy 
· By the 6th century BC there are 36 greek colonies 
· Both the Etruscans, the Greeks, and the Latins are a major influence to the development of Rome
· First Grave are found in the forum area from between 1000-900 BC , which means the first evidence of growth 
· First settlements on the Palatine, to the Aventine, and so on until the graves must be moved to the Esqualine do to growth 
 
Regal Period 
· By 700 BC Rome controlled a hinterland of about 7km around Rome   
· By 550BC Rome is a large complex city, like others to the north and south 
· They have stone buildings where before there were wood 
· There is a palace for the King 
· There is a sewer system 
· They have a central meeting hall (The Curia), which become the senate house
· They Start to develop their own religions as well 
· It is now starting to trade all over the ancient world, africa, gaul, etc.
· With Rome's expansion they start military conflicts to grow 
 
/
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Early Rome
· Rome starts out with a King
· There are 7 kings, the first is Romulus, at the same time there was another king Titus Tatius who was in an area to the north called Sabine
· Since not many people were coming to rome, because Romulus killed remus, So to attract people he says anyone who comes to rome will have their criminal records expunged 
· But because more criminals are men there are lots of men in rome and very few women.
· So to attract women Rome decides to have a festival inviting the Sabines from the north who had pretty women.
· During the festival the men jump out and capture the women.
· They force the men out and the Roman men force marry them 
· So 9 months later the Sabines come back with an ormy and want to fight rome
· But before they fight the women run out and say "don't fight, we love the men here is your grand kids"
· The Sabines say ok and join the Romans to become one culture.
· Thus the Sabine King joins Romulus as a joint king 
· This even is called the Rape of the Sabine women 
· Titus Tatius is not considered a king of Rome
 
· The Next King is Numa Pompilius who is a Sabine
· The next king is Tullus Hostilius who was a Latin
· The Next king is Ancus Marcius who was a Sabine
· So it is a cycle
 
· Then a King call Tarquinius Priscus takes control and he is an Etruscan from north of the Tiber 
· Tarquinius is a Tyrant because he is not properly ellected 
· The following King is Servius Tullius who is a latin 
· The last King is Tarquinius Superbus, he is a true Tyrant 
· His some is Sextus Tarquinius who is a stereotypical prince partying and so on
· Sextus ends up raping a woman named Lucretia 
· Out of shame she kills herself 
· Because of this Lucretias family decides it's time to get rid of the king, so they gather an army and drive the king and the prince out of rome
· After they drive them out the king and son they replace them with a democracy 
· At this point rome takes up 285 Hectares and controls about a 3rd of Latium and has a population of about 30,000
· The democracy they create is called a republic 
· Republic comes from the Latin Res Publica which is means "of the state"
· The expulsion of the Kings is 510 BC and the first year of the republic is 509 BC
 
· On the 13th of December 507 BC the first Temple of Iuppiter Optimus Maximus is dedicated
· This is known as the capitoline temple because it was built on the capitoline
· Two other gods were worshiped in the temple Juno and Minerva 
· They was called the Capitoline triad 
· This is the biggest temple, larger than anything in Greece or Egypt  it was 61 meters long 55 meters wide 
· It is now a major economic and military power 
·    
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Tyrants
· Servius Tullius was the son of a slave raised in the house of tarquinius priscus 
· When the sons of Anacus marcus killed Tarquinius Priscus Tanaquil made Servius king 
 
 
Roman History 
· As rome gets bigger it becomes a target to other civilazations
· They are fighting many offensive wars but also many defensive
· Their largest war was against Tarquinius Sextus and his son 
· To get men Tarquinius Sextus goes to Lars Parsenna who is king of Clusium 
· Lars Porsenna helps Tarquinius and they fight Rome
· These battles are imortalized by the lays of rome the was published in 1842 
· The Romans are forced south to the Tiber 
· The Etruscans follow and are forced to cross the bridge to get into rome
· A man named Horatius, the captain of the gate, and two others decide to hold the bridge 
· They held the bridge while the roman army destroys the bridge behind them 
·  the two other men cross the bridge before it breaks but horatius stays behind 
· The bridge is destroyed with Horatius on the other side 
· He enters the river to get across and Lars approves of his courage 
· He is then saved by the river god father tiber 
· At this point the Etruscans cut of Rome from the north 
· So they decide the only way to save rome is to kill Lars Porsenna 
· A man named Mucius Scaevola volenteers to kill Lars
· He wait until dawn and and he goes around the tent and sees the king and his scribe 
· Niether is dressed like a king so Mucius takes a chance and kills one 
· He kills the wrong one and is captured
· When asked who he is Mucius says "I am a Roman and I will say nothing more"
· They decide to torture him to find out who he is but to prove he will never talk 
· He sticks his hand in a Bazier and it burns off to prove he will never talk
· Lars is impressed and send him back to rome
· Lars realizes they cannot beat the Romans so they leave 
· Mucius is given the name "Scaevola" which in latin means "Lefty" 
 
496 BC 
· In 496 the Romans fight the battle of Lake Regillus 
· It is about 16 kms south of rome
· This battle is against a group of latin groups joined together known as the Latin League 
· The Battle is long and drawn out and there is no winner as both sides loose many men 
· Becouse of this battle surrounding enemies realize that the Romans are now week and decide to attack 
· The Aequi and the Volsci attack 
· IN the Face of the threat Rome and the Latin League create a treaty in 493 BC to protect each other from invaders
· Provisions of the treaty:
1.Eternal peace
2. Military cooperation against third party agressors and the army must be half roman and half latin
3.Any loot that arises from any victories while together must be split 50/50 
4.This agreement gives legal force to certain common community rights that had existed for as long as anyone could remember 
-Conubium- the right of leagal inter marriage (Between rome and the Latin League)
-Commercium- the right to engage in any commercial activity free (Free trade), also if something is stolen they have legal protection
-Migratio- the right to migrate, emigrate, or immigrate, the right to become a citizen of that city just by living in that city
· Because of this agreement rome flourishes and becomes very wealthy 
· This is making them an even larger target 
· This results in constant defensive wars from the north and south 
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Romes internal battles
The struggles of the orders
· Plebians(99%) Patricians (1%), plebs don't know the laws
· SO, the plebs start agitating for rights 
· The lower classes are doing most of the work, so the do a general strike and leave the city 
· While they are gone the city is falling apart because the plebs ran everything 
· SO the pats The pats begin negotiations to give some rights to the plebs
· This struggle doesn't end until the 2nd century BC since the 6th BC 
· Eventually the struggle ends, centuries later, and the plebs have the same rights as the pats 
· The most important right that the plebs got was the right to know the laws so they could defend themselves
· This forced the pats to write down the laws 
· A board of 10, the Decemviri, is set up to establish the laws and publish them
· They put them up on a big bronze plaque for all to read
· The head of the Decemviri was Appius Claudius, (451-450 BC) take over a year 
· AT this time the government is kind of shut down  
· Appius is taking advantage of the situation and the people are getting mad
· Appius falls in love with a woman named Virginia and basically takes her as a sex slave
· The father gets angry but is forced to bring her before Appius the following morning 
· He cleverly brings her before the Decemviri, and says they will no longer be forced to follow appius comands
· So her father kills her by dagger because she decided it was better to die by his hand rather than be deflowered by appius
· Her fathers name is Virginius  
· With that the people rise up against Appius and Appius commits suicide before they catch him 
· The laws are finished and are known as the 12 tables 
· From that time on every Romans had to memorize the 12 tables 
 
396 BC 
After nearly 100 years of war, and a 10 year siege rome defeats the nearest rival Veii, which is etruscan 
· When Rome defeats them they get the city and the surrounding hinterlands 
· In this one stroke romes doubles her size and is now the undisputed power of central italy 
· Ceturies before gauls began moving into italy around 500 BC
· They take over most of Cisalpina (5 gaulic tribes)
386 BC (390 by roman calendar)
A tribe of gauls known as the Senones head south and ravage etruria 
· With this the Romans and the Latins try to stop them 
· The Senones defeat the Romans on the 18th of July  on the river Allia 
· The Romans hide on the top of the Capitoline hill and are besieged by the Senones for 7 months 
· The Senones get word there is trouble in the north and the the Senones have leave
· The king the Senones, Brenni, says that they will leave if the romans give him 1000 pounds of gold 
· He sees the gold on the scale and sees that the pile isnt big enough
· So he throws his sword on the weight pile and the romans say that’s not fair
· Brennis says "vae victis" which translates to tough shit or too bad or "woe to the vanquished"
· They take the gold and they leave 
· All of the conquered cities gain their independence because rome can no longer defend them  
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After the defeat of rome by the Senones 
· After the Senones leave the Romans build a wall around Rome 
· By 378 they finish the wall, it took 12 years
· It's 10 km long 
· 4 meters thick 
· 10 meters high 
· They called the wall the Servian wall 
· It is called this because they thought it was built by Servius Tullius 
· By 358 Rome had completely recovered all the lost territory 
· And restored the Latin Treaty 
 
· No Rome begins to expand out of Latium and further south 
· In the north the Etruscan cities are worried by romes expansion and fear they are next in line for rome
· The fight an offensive war to the south against rome to maintain territory 
· They are also fighting a defensive rome to the north against barbarians 
· The Samnites to the south is a threat to Rome from the south because they are a large tribe 
· To consolidate their gains in the areas conquered they set up colonies 
· These set up colonies had the same rights as those of the latin league 
· These are called Latin Colonies 
· These colonies contributed more than any other single factor to the unification of Italy 
· These colonies act as a center for Romanization (Same culture, language, lifestyle, etc.) 
· These colonies show the benefit of being roman and living in a roman society 
· With these colonies rome is starting to expand 
· This suppresses other languages and cultures and those people don't like them 
· This causes the Latin League to revolt in 341 
· They are defeated near napels in 340
· IN 338 the scrap all agreements with the Latin League 
· This causes them to create completely new relationships with the other cities 
· The new levels of citizens
4. Civitas Optimo Iure- full citizenship; member of the roman state (they get a grant of land, and become a member of a tribe) This allows them to vote, hold office, involved in the legislative process, the judicial process. (Political, legislative, judicial rights). Must serve in the army, pay taxes
4. Civitas Sine Suffragio- half citizenship; citizenship without the vote, same military and financial obligations as full citizens but not voting and no running for office.  They retain the right of comercium and conubium. Migratio is abolished for everyone. 
4. Civitates Foederatae- Allied cities, cities with treaties with rome; they must provide half the roman army but they don’t have to pay and taxes and they rerain their independence. Of these allies there are the latin Allies, who maintain comercium and conubium, and the Free allies limited com or con, but they must provide troops and 
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The three samnite wars 343-341, 327-304, 298-290
· 343-290 the three samnite wars
· After the samnite wars Rome controls all of central Italy
 
More Roman development 
· The first roman highway was build named the Via Appia in 312 BC 
· Built by Appius Claudius Caesus (Which means the blind, ut he wasn’t)
· He used his Prenomin for the road which is odd
· This road still exists 
· The road runs south from Rome to Capua 
· These roads were designed primarily for military use 
· In 306 another road called the Via Valleria which went east to Corfinium (not by appius) 
· As well as the road Appius build an aqueduct called the Aqua Appia 
· He built all of this with his own money 
· These roads show the expansion of Rome and how it is consolidating its gains 
· It also shows how powerful rome is becoming 
 
· Off to the north 310-280's Rome Conquers more cities to the north 
 
· With all of this expansion many cities to the south are getting worried
· The Most powerful of all the greek cities is Terrentum 
· More tries to set them at ease but there are still many small incidents 
· After a diplomatic incident where ambassadors are run out of town, Terrentun invites king Pyrrhus from Epirus  to help fight rome 
· He comes with 25,000 infantry, 3000 cavalry, and 20 elephants 
· Cavalry does not work well against elephants 
· Pyrrhus thinks in will be easy and goes to battle at Heraclea an he wins 280
· Rome sues for peace but Pyrrhus says no 
· The next year Rome fields another army and they fight at Ausculum 279
· It is long and drawn out and in the end Pyrrhus wins and say "if I win another battles like that ill lose"
· Pyrrhic victory 
· With his remaining forces he thinks he can march on rome, however rome has many allies surrounding rome preventing him.
· He gives up that march and decides to march on Sicily instead 
· Carthaginians were settling on the west of Sicily and the Greeks to the East 
· There is lots of minor conflicts between 
· Pyrrhus decides to help the greeks 
· After 4 years he cannot gain any ground 
· In 275 he attacks the Romans again at a place called Beneventum 
· He is soundly defeated 
· He returns to Epirus 
· In 272 in while fighting in Argos someone throws a tile off a roof and kills him 
· With this major victory against an important Greek King, Rome is put on the map and people start to take notice 
· Ptolemy 2 of Egypt asks for a treaty with rome in 273 
· People start studying rome and roman philosophy
· Because Tarentum asked Pyrrhus in Rome defeats Tarentum in 272 and the rest of southern italy falls 
 
· In the mean time while all this is going on Rome had continued to expand north  
By 264 BC rome Controls from Pisa to Araminum 
 
In 125 years Rome goes from nothing to Controlling italy 
· All done with 
· Generosity 
· They gave lots to their friends and even enemies 
· Brutality 
· The quite often killed everything or sold lots of people into slavery, and take their land 
· Luck 
· Its luck that the etruscans, gauls, and the greeks didn’t band together and attack rome, and that Pyrrhus was a weak leader 
· Those that survive are made partners in the roman state 
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Rome is the heart of italy:
· Economically 
· Culturally 
· Linguistically 
· Etc.
 
Of all the citizens of rome only 150,000 live in rome
 
The city state of rome is becoming more than a city state 
 
Sicily 264 BC
· Mercenaries (Ex Syracusans) take massena and the Syracusans 
· The Mercenaries are under siege and want help 
· They End up calling both Rome and Carthage for help
· This is a problem because now the two major powers of the medeterannian come face to face
· Rome had signed a treaties with carthage 509, 348, 306, 278
· Rome Turns its gaze upon Sicily 
· So they decide to help the mercenaries with the goal of taking all of Sicily one day
· Reasons to take Sicily 
· They think that Sicily will protect trade with their greek allies to the south 
· If carthage did it may risk their commercial interests 
· Sicily is also a good base to launch an attack on Italy, and if carthage becoms a problem they don't want them there 
· Military glory in defeating carthage 
· Financial reward, war generates profit from slaves and plunder
· They decide to take the whole island
· This is how the first punic war starts 264-241 (Punicus means carthaginian in latin)
· Rome now has a problem because rome has no navy (They have never even seen one)
· This is bad because if they are going to defeat Carthage at sea
· They find a wrecked Carthaginian battleship wrecked on the southern coast and have the greeks reverse engineer it 
· They build 100 ships in 60 days 
· Over the 24 years rome is only defeated once on land ,in Africa (255), and once at sea (249)
 
· On a ship to decide whether the gods want them to fight they have sacred chickens, if they eat grain it means the gods say yes if not, no 
· Publius Claudius Palchar 
· He sees a Carthaginian fleet and wants to attack 
· He gives the chickens the food and they don't eat, he tries this twice
· He says, "if you are not hungry maybe you are thirsty"
· He looses 93 of 120 ships
· He survives and the remaining ships are wrecked in a storm 
· He survives and is tried for treason against the gods 
· He is acquitted but heavily fined  
 
· Carthage is so desperate they bring in their best general Hamilcar Barca 
· But it is futile and they loose
· Rome takes Sicily and makes it the first Roman province 
· Once they take Sicily they decide to take Corsica and Sardinina in 237 
· They become the second roman province 
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Rome has Sicily, Corsica and Sardinina 
· 220's Rome now moves into Cisalpine Gaul and Illyricum 
 
Hamilcar Barca and Carthage decide to move into Spain 
· Spain has huge mineral deposits 
 
With them both moving into Spain there was sure to be conflict 
· 226 Rome and Carthage mark the Ebro river as the boundary between the two 
· Carthage gets everything to the south of the Ebro and Rome gets the north  
 
Seguntum was south of the Ebro but were allied to rome 
· They are puffing themselves up to Carthage knowing that Rome is their allies 
 
Hamilcar's son Hannibal besieges Seguntum in 219 
· After 8 months, 218, it falls to carthage breaking the treaty 
· Rome declares war on Carthage 
 
218 starts the Second punic war
· Thinking the war will be in spain, rome sends its troops to Massilia 
· Knowing this Hannibal travels north with his army and heads for italy 
· He goes over the alps in winter, never done before 
· 20,000 infantry, 6,000 cavalry, 37 elephants
· 13,000 men die and an unknown number of  elephants
· Even though he lost lots of men he thinks that when he gets into italy all the enslaved people of italy will join him 
· When he gets into Cisaline gaul, recently conquered, and they join him
· 218 rome sends an army to Tecinum to face him 
. Mostly cavalry, which are defeated 
. At Trebbia, Hannibal ambushes the romans 
2. 30,000 romans are killed in the ambush at Trebbia   
· Now many allies in northern italy join Hannibal 
. Most other allies in the south remain loyal 
· He winters in the north of italy and moves in the spring
· 217 In spring he head south to lake Trasamene 
. They fight the romans their and win again 
1. 40,000 romans killed or captured and the consul is killed 
1. The allies stay loyal 
· 216 Cannae: the largest roman army assembled 
. Hannibal envelopes the roman army an beats him 
1. Estimated 65,000 romans dead 
1. Worst defeat in roman history  
· Because of this defeat some southern allies join Hannibal 
. Capua and Syracuse join him 
· The Cerntal Italian allies remain loyal and stand against Hannibal 
· Hannibal sets up his base in Capua 
· 215 Hannibal gets help from King Phillip the 5th of Macedonia, and from Syracuse 
· Rome stops engaging Hannibal due to losses 
. They decide to cut off supplies rather than engage him to try and starve him 
. They also use scorched earth policy in southern Italy  to stop food production 
· Quintus Fabius Maximus (Cunctator; which means delayer) is the one who comes up with the starving techniques
. It is very successful
· Hannibal remains in Capua because the romans won't fight 
. So the army remains their for years 
· In 207 Hasdrubal Barca, does a hail mary to get troops an supplies and troops to Hannibal 
. He crosses the Alpes and follows the East coast soth to Hannibal 
· The romans discover the pland and Meet him at the Metaurus 
· The army is lead by C. Claudius Nero
. They defeat the Hasdrubal, and capture him 
· They send his head to Hannibal 
. He had no idea that his brother was in italy and finds out by his head flying over the walls 
· With continued guerilla tactics, scorched earth tactics the ware away at Hannibal       
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While Hannibal is in Rome, Rome continues to fight in Spain, Scicily, and Macedonia and Illyricum 
· They are very successful in Spain until 211 BC when their army is wiped out along with its 2 commanders
· So Rome sends another army under the command of the nephew and son of the previous commanders
· Publius scipio 
· By 206 Scipio has driven the Carthaginians out of Spain   
· Rome is also fighting in Sicily and is sieging Syracuse 
· The siege ended in 212 
· The siege went on for so long because of Archimedes because he was very smart and came up with ways to keep out the romans  
· Rome wanted him alive but in the end he was killed by a roman soldier 
· Rome finally conquers Sicily by 210 
· They are also fighting in Macedonia and Illyricum 
· They are facing king Phillip 
· This is know as the first Macedonian war
· The war ends in 205 
These wars required 200 ships and 25 legions, which is 150,000 men
 
Meanwhile in rome Hannibal is being forced further south 
· He has no food and no new men because the southern Italian allies are going back over to Rome  
Rome decides it is time to attack Carthage 
· In 204 Scipio leads another army to attack Carthage  
· In 203 the Undefeated Hannibal is recalled to Carthage to defend it 
In 202 Scipio and Hannibal joined battle near Zama 
· The armies fight all day long because Hannibal is not willing to surrender 
· Finally at the end of the day Hannibal is defeated, and surrenders 
· Because of this victory Scipio is given the name Africanus
· It is not until 201 that Carthage is defeated and the treaties are signed 
· Carthage losses its fleet 
· It loses all of its territories outside of Africa 
· They must also pay war reparations 
· However Hannibal was not Captured and fled to the east 
· He stayed with a Hellenistic King
· Approximately 20 years later, 184 Rome stops being diplomatic and sieges the city 
· Hannibal commits suicide by drinking bulls blood
 
The second century is the period where the roman expansion takes off 
· They go back to war in Cisalpine Gaul 
· The fight in Narbonensis 
· The also fight in Gallia 
In 197 Rome creates the two Spanish provinces Hispania Citerior and Ulterior 
· It takes them 200 years to finally conquer Spain under Augustus   
167 Illyricum is also made into a province 
 
Rome is now starting to look east because of Phillip helping Carthage 
· Rome takes a stance against the Hellenistic states and wants to expand east 
· Phillip cant attack Rome so he heads south into Greece 
· Rome goes to the aid of Greece against Macedonia 
· This starts the second Macedonian war from 200 197
· The war ends with the battle of Cynoscephalae where Phillip is defeated
· After the war Greece is afraid that Rome will take over greece 
· The roman General named Flaminius goes to Greece and declares peace   
 
Rome next runs into problems with the Selucid King Antiochus
· The Selucid is interested in Greece aswell and they go to war with rome 192-189
· Rome wins a battle of Magnesia 189  
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Rome develops the best military 
· With an experienced general in a spot of his own choosing was nearly impossible to defeat 
· Because of agreements with allies Rome could draw on almost an inexhaustible source of men  
· Between 200 165 it was assumed that their army was about 200,000 strong 
· Rome could afford to use war as a policy instrument because it was so cheap 
 
The third Macedonian war 171-168
· 168 battle of pidna 
The fourth 149-148
 
Rome is starting to get stronger, they become richer and more important 
· Appius Claudius is very worried about them, after every speech he said "Carthage must be destroyed"
 
Third Punic war 149-146 
· the senate decides that Carthage is getting important 
· The go to war and utterly destroy Carthage 
· The raze the city and bury it
· The sowing of salt is a modern interpretation and may not have happened 
· Then Africa is now annexed as a province 
 
The Acian League 146
· They get together and think that they must stand up against Rome since everyone around them is getting taken over 
· The revolt and Rome puts them down 
· Rome sacks Corinth much like they sacked Carthage 
· It is now made a province along with Macedonia 
 
Now Greek culture is very popular in Rome and romans go crazy for everything Greek 
· Greece is constantly plundered for its goods 
· For those who cant get the real thing they have roman sculptures re create things 
 
This reproduction starts the Rome becoming a major manufacturer of things
· You want art they can do it 
 
Because of the constant wars from 218 on there were problems in Italy: 
1. Destruction of roman land (scorched earth policy)
1. Soldiers are provided by allies and they are farmers, they serve away from home for up to 7 years. This means there is no one to farm the fields. Roman aristocrats come in and buy the sacked land for a fraction of the price. They then turn the land into massive plantations, Latifundia, which are mainly one crop per plantation. Grapes, olives, etc. Lots of slaves fun the farms. This means that there is massive unemployment and a huge influx of displaced families into the big cities like slaves    
1. There is an influx of wealth from foreign wars and latifundia, with more wealth the aristocrats gain more power
1. Agr publicus- public land help by the government for private settlement, this land is set aside for poor families to farm at very low lease rates. This allows farms make money for families and the state. The aristocrats take over the arga publius as well and it forces more poor families out.
1. Huge numbers of slaves on these plantations causes more slaves to revolt 
1. Since being in the army has a land requirement replacing soldiers is now a problem because so many people have sold their land. As a result of this the poor and unemployed start to agitate for rights 
 
Tribune of the plebs 
· Have legal powers similar to consuls
· They have policing power of the plebs and can protect plebs in they are being wrongly treated
· They have Sanctro sanctitas- this means that no one can touch them, if you harm them the penalty is death
 
133 tiberius sempronius gracus Is tribune
· He decides to solve the problems of the state   
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Tribune of the plebs 
· 133 Tiberius Sempronius Gracchus decides to use his power to solve all the problems in Rome
· He wants to use his power to return land to the poor 
· In that year King Attalus of Pergamum/on dies, and he bequeathed his kingdom to the Roman people
· Tiberius thought it meant the people of Rome, while the Aristocrats thought it meant themselves  
· Tiberius decides to start parceling off the land to the poor
· The Aristocrats don't like this so they start a riot 
· Tiberius and 300 of his supporters were killed
· They beat him to death, dragged him through the streets with hooks, and finally chopped into pieces and thrown into the Tiber 
· The next year the rest of his supporters are killed 
· 129 Asia is made into a province 
· Tiberius's brother Gaius is made tribune in 123 and again in 122 
· He was able to get lots of small reforms through 
· Land reform 
· Grain dole (inexpensive grain)
· Military and monetary reforms  
· Establishes colonies 
· Spreads roman citizenship 
· 121 he's not elected again and the consul sends a group of thugs against him 
· Instead of the suffering in the same ways of his brother he has his slave kill him (suicide)
 
While in Gaul, Gallia Narbonensis becomes a province 121
 
The senate is becoming corrupt 
· Concordia: an unwritten law that means everyone in the roman government all must work together for the benefit of Rome. This idea prevents magistrates from using their powers, unless it is absolutely necessary.
· Concordia is falling apart and people are using their powers for the benefit of themselves 
· It becomes every man for himself
· This causes leadership to fall apart 
· As a result roman armies are starting to lose battles   
 
Jugurtha 111-105 
· Rome gets involved in a disgraceful war against Jugurtha who was previously an ally 
· Marius brings the war to an end 
· Marius is made Consul in 107
· Then again in 105, 04, 03, 02, 00, then again in 86 
· This is unheard of and only happened because of his military successes
 
· Marian Military reforms 
· New strategy
· New equipment 
· New organizational reforms 
· No land requirement
· Army pay 
· His reforms become more radical 
 
Meanwhile in the North the Chimbri and the Tutones     
· 113,109, 106, 105 roman defeats 
· 105 the worst at Arausio 
· 102 battle at Aquae Sextiae Teutones are defeated 
· 101 the romans meet the Cimbri at Vercellae by general Catullus, rome wins 
 
Meanwhile in Cilicia (101) rome is fighting pirates and Cilicia is made a province 
 
Eventually in 100, Marius must flee rome to the east after a number of his supporters are killed 
 
Cyrenaica is bequeathed to Rome in 96  
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The social war (socii-allies)
· 91-89 the southern allies revolt due to not having better citizen status 
· Happens after the Punic wars where they suffered the worst and not getting anything in return 
· This threat is so serious that Rome capitulates almost immediately 
· Some territories don’t agree to the settlement and the war continues to 87 
· Rome grants full citizenship to all freeborn adult males
· Everyone in cisalpine gaul gets latin ally status 
 
After the bequeathment of pergamum romans rush into asia
 
89 Mithradates is worried about the expansion of rome
· He marches into Asia and kills 80,000 romans 
 
88-85 Worried about this threat Rome sends Sulla to address the threat 
· Marius wanted the command but was unable 
· When Sulla goes to Face Mithradates, Marius comes back to Rome
· When he gets to Rome Marius and his followers massacre the supporters of Sulla 
· Marius becomes appointed consul in 86 but dies that same year 
 
84 Sulla arrives in Greece and allows his men to plunder Greece
· He does this to secure the support of his men 
 
Cinna attempts to keep Sulla out
· 83 Sulla arrives in the south of Rome
· When he gets of the boat he is met by three powerful romans 
· One was Crassus the richest man in Rome 
· He got rich by having a fire department and buys up the cheap land after 
· One was Q. Caecilius Metellus Pius 
· The third is Cn. Pompeius 
· Pompey is there because he has his own private army 
· The three throw in with Sulla and the go to Rome 
· 82 The three lay siege to Rome and win
· They kill Cinna 
 
Sulla introduces proscriptions
· The list contains the enemies of Rome 
· In other words the enemies to the three  
· As a result it is a complete blood bath in rome at that time 
· 81 Sulla is named dictator of rome 
· A legitimate office in rome if the Consuls have been killed 
· However the consuls were still alive 
· He wanted to fix rome but was not very successful 
· 80 Then he resigns the dictator and is made consul 
· After his Consular year he retires and leaves rome 
· 78 he dies of natural causes 
Rome is now under control of the oligarchy of the senate 
· However the rule falls to a few man who have the most mower financially and militarily   
 
81 Cisalpine Gaul is made a province 
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80 Revolt against rome by Q. Sertorius in Lusitania 
· By 77 almost all of spain has fallen under his control
· Pompey is sent to quell the revolt 
· By 71 he has reclaimed spain for rome and returns to rome 
 
Menwhile 71-70 Spartacus starts a slave revolt 
· Spartacus defeats all roman armies until crassus and pompey face him 
 
70 due to their victory over Spartacus they are made consuls for 70 
 
Due to the eastern threat Pompey is sent against 
· He demands pro consular power 
· This is illegal 
· He faces the pirates and Mithridates and take care of them  
· Pompey secures the loyalty of many eastern kingdoms and makes them client kingdoms 
· 66 Judea is made a client kingdom 
· 62 Pompey returns to Rome 
· Pompey wants his soldiers to be settled on land 
· The senate says no 
 
So, Pompey forms a triumvirate with Crassus and Caesar 
· 59 Pompey and Crassus helps Caesar become consul 
· This is so Caesar can pass the laws that Crassus and Pompey want passed
· Caesar had to borrow lots of money 
· He rigs it so that he becomes proconsul right after his consular year 
· He also rigs the system so that he gets the province he wants 
· He rigs it so that he gets Cisalpine gaul and Illyricum 
· He wants these provinces so that he can plunder Trans apline Gaul  
 
55 Pompey and Crassus are re elected as consuls 
· Because of his successes in Gaul, Caesar becomes very popular 
· Crassus wants to be popular too 
 
54 Crassus gets the command against Parthia
· In 53 Crassus is Defeated at Carrhae  
· Crassuss is promised his life but is executed 
· 3 legions are destroyed and their eagles are taken 
 
55 and 54 Caesar "conquers Britain"
· Britain is like a mythical land 
 
Pompey is in Rome working on public opinion  
 
52 Caesar thinks his duty is Complete in Gaul 
· However Vercingetorix raises Gaul against Rome 
· Caesar quickly Forces him back to Alesia 
· They siege the city and win 
· They capture Vercingetorix and is sent back to rome 
· He is paraded through rome and then strangled 
 
51 Gallia Comata is made a Province 
 
 
 
Piracy is becoming an issue again because they took the Navy away from Rhodes
Also because they forced the pirates out of Cilicia 
75 Bithinia is made a province  
74 Cyrenaica is made a province 
 
 
67 Crete made a province 
64 Syria and pontus is made provinces 
 
58 Cyprus is made a province

Caesar has finished in Gaul and intends to return to Rome
· 7 jan 49 BC the Senate declares marshal law and gives Pompey all powers to prevent Caesar's return
· 11 Jan Caesar gets word of what has happened while in Cisalpine Gaul 
· He expects Pompey to come north with an army while he waits in Cisalpine Gaul 
· 11 Jan He decides to head south to Rome and crosses the Rubicon into Itlay
· Iacta Alea Est-the die is cast  
·    By doing so he has committed treason and declared a public enemy 
· This is the first complete civil war 
· Pompey Flees Italy to Dyrrachium 
· Pompey gathers another army 
48 Caesar and Pompey engage in battle on Pharsalus
· Pompey loses 
· Pompey flees to Alexandria 
· Caesar arrives to find Pompey's head in a basket 
· Caesar meets Ptolemy's wife and Sister Cleopatra 
· She becomes his mistress 
· She persuades Caesar to join her side 
· Cleopatra then declares war on her brother
· Battle of Alexandria  
· She wins and her brother is drowned in the Nile 
 
Caesar returns to rome via asia minor 
· At Zela he runs into Pharnaces who is the son of Mithradates    
· Caesar Defeats Pharnaces while travelling throught the province 
· This victory is where the term Vini Vidi Vici- I came I saw I conquered 
46 Pompey's supporters have gathered another army 
· Caesar meets them at Thapsus 
· He wins and annexes a new province, Numidia 
 
45 Pompey's two sons and they have Gathered another army 
· Caesar beats them at the battle of Munda 
 
He finally returns to Rome 
· He is named Dictator perpetuus  
· He creates a new calendar
· He has a number of triumphs 
· He Sets up a campaign of Parthia 
 
March 15, 44 Curia Pompeiana 
· Senate meeting in Pompey's theatre 
· He is assassinated
· Caesars docotor performs an autopsy 
· He was stabbed 23 times but the second one is the only fatal wound 
 
After he was killed there is now a power vacuum 
·  
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Proscriptions 
· Cicero was in vehement opposition to Mark Antony
· The triumvirate was not sure whether to have him join them or kill him 
· They killed him and had his head and hand hung off of the rostrum in the forum 
 
Mark Antony and Octavian 
· Brutus and Cassius had gone to Greece and gathered an army 
· Octavian and Antony took an army to greece
· They Joined in battle at Philippi
· 42 Octavian and Antony win and Brutus and Cassius commit suicide 
 
40 the triumvirate splits up 
· They then get back together 
· So to avoid future problems they decide to split up the empire 
· This is at the Piece of Brundisium   
· Mark Antony gets the east 
· Octavian gets the West 
· Lepidus gets Africa
· To ensure peace Antony and Octavian create a marriage alliance 
· Antony marries Octavian's sister Octavia  
· This leaves Octavian in Control of Rome 
 
Antony in Alexandria 
· Antony's headquarters is in Alexandria 
· This puts him in contact with Cleopatra
· They start seeing each other leaving Octavia by the wayside
 
Lepidus in Africa 
· He wants more land so he revolts against Octavian 
· He is put down very quickly 
· Lepidus was the Pontifix Maxiumus so Octavian let him live 
· He died in 12 AD 
 
Sextus Pompey 
· Dealt with by Octavian 
 
Octavian is Angry at Antony for what he did to his sister 
· 34 Antony gave Roman territory to Cleopatra 
· Not a smart thing because Octavian is going after him    
· Antony also did nothing with the Parthian Campaign 
 
32 Octavian gets all the cities of Italy to swear an oath of allegiance to Octavian 
· Spring 31 Octavian launches a campaign against Antony 
· Antony's supporters in Rome have kept him in the know 
· So, Antony decides to attack first 
· The send their entire army and fleet to Actium 
· September 2, 31 BC the Battle of Actium 
· They loses and flee back to Alexandria 
· 30 BC They commit suicide 
· Octavian arrives to find them dead 
· Summer of 30 BC He then claims Egypt as his personal property 
· This makes it a special province  
· He is now the sole controller of Rome, he is 33 years old
· This marks the end of the republic 
 
What caused the end of the republic?
1. The acceptance of violence as a political tool 
1. Over ambitious men created by the unchecked ruthless competition for power, wealth, and prestige as a result of the breakdown of Concordia   
1. Client armies who owed their allegiance to the commanders and not to the senate of the people
1. A weak, self-serving, and morally bankrupt senate which lead to the inability of the senate to control its commanders
1. The granting of extraordinary and technically illegal powers to those commanders over long periods 
1.  The unswerving opposition of the senate to these commanders and magistrates when their own interest were directly threatened, even when the commanders were acting for the greater good 
1. The acceptance of these commanders and their actions by the senate when their interests coincided despite their brutality, illegality, or harm to the state  
 
29 Octavian returns to Rome
· Over the next year he gradually gives up the powers he had as a triumviri 
· He becomes consul every year from 31-23
· He uses the power of the consul to bring all sorts of reforms to the state 
· January 13, 27 BC he gives his residual powers are given back to the senate 
· January 16 the say no and gives him back the powers but with term limits 
· They give him an honorific title , with no associated power, as thanks, the title Augustus which means revered one 
· Throughout the rest of his reign he is bestowed the limited powers over and over 
· This is where the office of the Emperors begins

· Reformed the empire
· Military

· He was completely successful in eradicating all aspects of the empire that threatened its stability

· Especially in politics

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After the Varian Disaster
· Augustus said that no emperor after him should not go back into Germany
· Most emperors after him followed this, and only a few tried 
· From now on it should be mostly defensive wars
 
AD 14 Augustus dies at 77, reigned for 44 years
 
Without Augustuus the Roman empire would have fallen apart
· Violence would have reigned 
· Riots in the streets
· Rome would have collapsed 
 
Augustus starts the Julio-Claudian Dynasty 
· Although he didn't want to be a "King" he starts a hereditary monarchy 
· He doesn't have a son of his own so he starts looking at his family to name heir
· All of his adopted heirs died before he did 
· He Married a woman named Livia
· She had a son Tiberius 
· Augustus never adopted him 
· It is suggested that Livia killed off all other male heirs so that Tiberius could be emperor 
· But, Tiberius never wanted to be emperor 
· Augustus's daughter slept around a lot
· When he finds out he sends his secret police to capture all of her lovers
· They fill the palace with all these men
· He yells "Has no man in rome slept with my daughter!?"
· So he banishes her and none of her sons can be heir
· SO Augustus names Tiberius heir and starts to give him powers
· When Augustus dies Tiberius is made emperor 
· He doesn't want to be emperor, so he leaves Rome for Maecenum 
· This gives him the title of a bad emperor 
 
Tiberius dies at old age but is thought to be killed by his nephew Caligula 
· Caligula becomes emperor 
· Caligula is fairly young and everything seems to be going alright 
· HE got very sick 
· When he gets better he believes he is a god and starts doing weird things
· He does things like going to war with neptune, or make his horse a consul 
· He doesn’t get along with the senate, since they write the histories and give him a bad light
· But things get worse and worse and eventually there is a palace revolt and he is assassinated
· They killed all his close relatives but don't think about who will replace him 
· They find Claudius hiding behind a curtain and make him emperor
· Claudius has a stutter and a limp, and everyone thinks he is stupid 
· In reality he is very smart 
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Claudius
· He was a good emperor but got a bad rep due to his reliance on his Greek freedmen 
· Marries a woman who already has a son 
· Claudius already has a son Britannicus 
· Agrippina convinces Claudius to adopt her son Nero
· Nero is older than Britannicus and makes him next in line for the throne
· Claudius is assassinated by poisoned mushrooms
· Nero becomes Emperor and Britannicus is assassinated
 
Nero 
· Tries to blacken Claudius's name after he dies
· Writes nasty little pamphlets about Claudius 
· Not as bad as Caligula 
· He kills his mother 
· His pregnant wife 
· Lots of other people as well    
· The people liked Nero, he put on lots of shows, but the senate hated him
· Nero does not pay enough attention to the army 
· In 68 a man named Civilis revolts against Nero with the legions of Gaul
· He runs to his friends villa and commits suicide by slave 
 
The Julio Claudian dynasty goes from 27-68 from Augustus-Nero 
 
Year of four emperors 
· Galba proclaimed emperoro by his troops  
· Otho kills galba 
· Vitellius beats Otho and Otho commits suicide 
· Vespasian kills vitellius 
 
69 Vespasian becomes emperor, the Flavian dynasty
· Has two sons 
· Titus and Domitian 
· He was a good emperor 
· Died of natural causes 
 
Titus was one of the best emperors 
· Did a good deed every day
· Dies of natural causes 
 
Domitian becomes emperor 
· He was raised in the palace and was a bad apple
· 96 he is assassinated
 
Domitian had no heirs 
· When he died the senate appointed a man named Nera Emperor 
 
Adoptive emperors 96-180
· No dynasties, every emperor appoints their successor  
· No one had heirs 
 
Trajan 
· Very successful militarily wise 
· He added lots of land to the empire 
· Dies naturally 
 
Hadrian
·  
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Hadrian 
· There was a problem with hadrians succession 
· People thought that he wasn't properly adopted
· So Hadrian adopted his heir early on 
· But he died before hadrian 
· The Word Augustus is used for the emperor, and Caesar is for the heir 
· Hadrian Appoints his successor and his successor's successor 
· He secures 2 generations of emperors 
 
Hadrian's wall
· 70 Roman miles long
· Borders Britain and Scotland
· Made to regulate traffic between north and south 
· Eventually it is made a defensive barrier 
· Took 10 years to build 
 
Antoninous Pius 
· Succeeded Hadrian 
 
2 emperors succeed Antoninus pius 
· They are working in tandem 
· Lucius Vares, Marcus Aurelius 
 
Marcus Aurelius 
· Philosopher before Emperor 
· Ran into trouble when rome is threatened from the north 
· This is the first time Rome is threatened from outside 
· Quadi and Marcomani 
· He is very different from his predecessors, as he has a son 
· He and his wife has 14 kids 
· His son is Commodus 
· He was a twin, but lost his twin early on 
· He was made Caesar and Augustus years before Marcus Aurelius dies 
 
Commodus 
· He is really weird 
· He was obsessed with gladiators 
· He even fought in private 
· He grew up in the palace so he turns out weird 
· He thought he was Hercules reborn
· He changed the name of Rome to Colonia Commodiana 
· He gave himself 12 names, and named all the months after himself 
· He says he would kill the two consuls on the first of January, and make himself consul dressed as a gladiator 
· So he is assassinated on December 31    
 
Pertenax 
· After Commodus is killed they find an old senator to replace him 
· Pertenax was a crappy emperor 
· 3 months later he is killed 
 
Praetorians 
· They auction off the throne to the highest bidder 
 
Didius Julianus 
· He takes the throne 
· At the same time 3 different armies proclaim their generals emperor (Another year of 5 emperors)
· Britain, Pannonia, the east 
· Claudius Albinus
· Septimius sevares 
· Pascinius Niger 
 
Septimius Sevares
· Closest to rome 
· He kills Didius Julianus and names himself 
· He has 2 fronts to deal with 
· He makes a deal with Claudius Albinus to be co emperoros together 
· He agrees
· He defeats Pascinius Niger 
· Things fall apart with Albinus 
· 197 battle of lugdunus
· Sevares wins 
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Sevares 
· Two Sons:
· Caracalla - augustus 
· Gheta- caesar
· Headed back east to wage war against the Parthians
· 195-199 he is very Successful against them 
· He takes new names for his victories against Parthia
· Victory Titles 
· Parthicus 
· He goes to Britian 
· 211 he dies In Britian after trying to subdue the tribes north of Hadrians wall 
· His two sons take the throne 
 
Caracalla & Gheta 
· Both were raised in the Palace
· Caracalla doesn’t want to fight so he makes a treaty with the northern tribes 
· Gheta doesn’t last a year 
· Caracalla has him assassinated in his mothers arms
· Caracalla is a nasty guy
· Goes to war with the east again 
· 217 the army is marching back and is stabbed in the back behind a bush 
· 217-218 Macrinus takes over 
· Names his son heir 
· He is soon assassinated 
 
Septimeius sevares has a wife
· A syrian princes
· Her sister has two sisters 
· They each have two sons 
· The eldest of the sons is Ellagaballa 
· He is the high priest of a religion the worships a big black rock
· He is very strange  
· They want him named heir 
· He becomes augustus 
· The other daughter has a son named Septimeus Alexander 
·  222 Ellagaballis is assassinated, by the army, and Alexander is made emperor 
· 235 Alexander is a good emperor but he too is eventually killed by another general 
· The general who killed him is made emperor 
· He makes his son his heir
 
The Crisis of the 3rd century 
· 50 years of chaos 
· 28 generally excepted emperors
· 37 known other major or minor usurpers  
· Gallienus 253-268 
· 238 the year of 6 emperors 
· 251 5 emperors 
· Of the 65 emperors only 3 die of natural causes 
· Because of this the empire fragments 
· Spain, Gaul, Britain, Eppia 
· Palmyra is another break away empire, Zenobia 
· The main problem form this time is the treat from the empires northern border 
· Gepids
· Goths 
· Heruli 
· Alamanni 
· Franks 
· Iuthungi
· Saxons 
· 251 emperor Decius is killed in battle against the Goths 
· 260 the franks invade spain
· 260 Athens is sacked by the Goths and Heruli 
· 271 the Iuthungi get as far as rome 
· This prompts Aurelian to build the Aurelian wall
· Lots of land is abandoned 
· 263 The Agri Decumates, across the Rhine 
· 272 Dacia
· To get rid of them they
· Slaughter them
· Pay the off
· Settle them 
· Eventually they are all beaten off but the effects are devastating
· Things get even worse 
· 227 The Parthians are beaten by the Persians 
· King Shapur of the Persians sets out against Rome
·    
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Shapur
· Attacks the eastern empire
· They take Antioch and sack it
· A huge defeat
· 260 His second campaign 
· 264 there is peace 
· There is more war 
· 297 the Persians are defeated 
 
Valerian
· With two fronts the empire starts to divide 
· East and west 
· This creats two emperors 
· The position becomes a military rank 
· This means that there are more and more usurpers because of successful generals
· Rome becomes more of a backwater 
· Increased financial burden on citizens due to the need to support the army 
 
212 
· Constitutio Antonininana 
· All freeborn adult male in the empire is made a citizen
