Chapter 4 – When Crisis Is A Danger 
Suicide Assessments 
No standard test. It is a judgment call on the part of the helper, based on assessing risk factors. Steiner (1990) gives an eight-point assessment:
· Ask about thoughts of suicide
· Family member concerns
· Has the person a plan
· Mental state – confusion, intoxication
· History of suicide?
· Support system in place?
· How much control does the person have? – over desire to commit suicide
· Ask person to talk with you two days from now and to give up all rights to suicide. Can be written. 
Contract -
Nadia Kajouji Documentary:
· A Teen Pushed to Suicide by an Online Predator
· Kajouji had suffered the miscarriage of an unwanted pregnancy and a breakup with her boyfriend, but, rather than reaching out to her family, the Carleton University freshman looked to the Internet for a friend
· William Melchert-Dinkel, a nurse and married father of two who used online aliases to urge people to kill themselves.
· Melchert-Dinkel had been busy pushing others to take their own lives since at least 2005.






Chapter 6 – Crisis OF Loss 
Theories about grief 
Losing a Child vs. Losing a Parent 
· Losing a child has a different meaning than losing a parent. When you lose a parent, you lose your past, but when you lose a child, you lose your future. It is this dream of the future that the crisis worker will need to discuss with the surviving parents.
· The divorce rate of bereaved parents is 92% if the couple does not receive some form of help. Ludt (researcher) said that of the 1500 people who had attended her support group in over 16 years only two couples later divorced.
· Crisis workers will eventually help the parents remember the child’s life and not the child’s death.

Chapter 10 – Child Abuse 
Types of Abuse
Neglect:
· The failure of a parent, guardian, or other
· caregiver to provide for a child’s basic needs.
· This can also include failure to protect them
· from a known risk of harm or danger.

Physical Abuse:
· The non-accidental physical injury of a child
· Physical abuse is any action that results or could result in an injury to a child or youth.

Sexual Abuse: 

· Anything done with a child for the sexual
· gratification of an adult or older child
· Sexual abuse occurs when a child is used for the sexual gratification of an adult or an older child. It is against the law to touch a child for sexual purpose; encourage or force a child to touch another person in a sexual way; encourage or force a child to participate in any sexual activity; tell a child to touch him or herself for an adult’s or older child’s sexual purposes

Emotional Abuse:  

· A pattern of behavior that impairs a child’s
· emotional development or sense of self-worth
· Emotional abuse is a pattern of behaviour that undermines a child’s emotional development and sense of self worth.

Supreme Court of Canada 2004

· the court ruled that reasonable corrective force can be used against children between the ages of two and 12 years old. 
· The court said it was unacceptable to hit a child with an object, like a belt or paddle. Blows and slaps to the child's head would also be unacceptable.
· For corporal punishment to be legally acceptable, it must involve only "minor corrective force of a transitory and trifling nature," the court ruled. 
· the federal government argued Section 43 should stay in place, saying the law strikes a balance between the needs of parents and the rights of children.
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When to Report Abuse

· Each of us has a responsibility for the welfare of children. We all share a responsibility to protect children and youth from harm—a responsibility that extends to those situations where children and youth suffer abuse and neglect in their own homes. Ontario’s Child and Family Services Act (CFSA) provides protection for these children.
