Ideology: value neutral definition:
A set of ideas that provides the basis for organized political action, whether aimed at preserving, modifying or overthrowing the existing system of power

Any ideology has three parts:
1. A worldwide view of the existing order
2. A vision of the future good society
3. An explanation of how political change can and should happen

Ideologies describe what is, explain why it is, propose what should be, and provide a program of action

Ideologies: left and right 
Ideologies often placed on scale going from left to right, referring to three types of disagreement 
Values:
 left (liberty, equality, community)
Right (order, authority, hierarchy)

Human nature: 
left (optimism, social progress)
Right (pessimism, skepticism about change)

State intervention: 
left (economic regulation)
Right (deregulated markets)

Liberalism
Brian Barry on liberal ideas:
· No religious dogma can reasonably be held with certainty 
· Every doctrine should be open to critical scrutiny 
· Fundamental equality of all human beings: inequality is an artifact

· No one has rights against the King 
· Wanted own form of Christianity to prevail

Themes: individualism

· Immanuel Kant is a key figure: “every individual should be treated as an ambient for themselves, as being a rational human being”

· Is there a distinction between harm and freedom?
Reason
· Decide how to live our lives, as we possess reason
· Rather than listening to leader

· Distributive justice
· Equal opportunity 
· Should not be denied equal opportunity by religious minority
Rule of law
· Big deal for American revolutionaries 
· Should know rules upfront
· No one is above the law, everyone is subject to
Social contract
· Seeing society as a model of a hypothetical social contract
Constitutionalism
· Checks on power
· Appeal to range of mechanisms that limit the power of the state over the citizens

Mill: moved to the left, wrote about defending socialist position, idea the state could intervene more in the idea of happiness 

Green positive freedom: positive freedom is doing something worth doing with other people, negative freedom people interfering 

Rawls: defense of justice, welfare liberal view

Keynes: state should be involved in fiddling with the market, gov’t can intervene to help the outcome of others in the name of freedom

· origins are in Burks ideas
· traditional conservatism is in Burke 
tradition
· burke believes tradition matters
· “don’t tear down a fence until you know why it was built”
· defensive position
human imperfection
· we are incapable of improvement
· imperfect, not changeable by engineering
· intellectually limited, morally imperfect
skepticism of political knowledge
· skeptical of changing claims 
organic conception of society and the state
· society as a living thing: an organism

Maistre:
Pessimistic
· believes we are imperfect, weak, dependant
· need rulers to keep us in line
anti-enlightenment
authoritarian
· believes we should look up to someone in power 
· obedience is not based on reason
rhetoric reaction: 
perversity
· if you try to change things, the opposite will come out
futility
· try to introduce change nothing will happen at all
jeopardy
· if we try to introduce proposed change, might get some but will get cost of loosing something else you already valued 

New Right combines neoliberalism and neo-conservatism
· conservative new right focuses on the social 
· family values, social order

Core Socialist Themes
· Community: social creatures engaging in collective effort for the common good
