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Part C Essay Question: (Please read and answer the following)

Does Geography matter? Some writers, such as Thomas Friedman, have argued that geography no longer matters in an increasingly globalized world. They argue that many of the problems of the past posed by geographical distance have now been solved through the compression of time and space. In an age of instant communications and inter-connectedness we can now conduct business, communicate with friends and family on the other side of the world and exchange data instantaneously. Moreover, it is suggested that we can do this from anywhere in the world. Friedman has even suggested that we live in a “flat world”. As a consequence, where we are located may no longer have any significance.
