	STUDY TIP: To remember the ACTIVE types of vaccine think CLARCK

	C – combined (ex. MMR, twin rix)
	L – live attenuated (alive)
	A – adsorbed (seeps in slowly, slowly activated. Ex tetanus, inorganic salts)
	R – recombinant (recombining DNA, mixing it together)
	C – conjugate (coat that is being used in the vaccine, just using the shell – 		       tricking your body into thinking that you do have it, but you don’t. TIP TO 	     	       REMEMBER: Think “con” as in con-artist)
	K – killed
* active vaccines cause you to make the antibody
 (
Antibodies that are already made – you are not actually making it, its given to you
)
Passive: - Animal
	   - Human


[3] Factors affecting disinfectant action

[4] Know the order of resistance of classes of microorganism to disinfectants
· Pg. 134 (will learn in final lecture)
· Easiest to kill are viruses – already dead
· Hardest to kill are bacterial spores
· Know this for MC, know which is first (easiest) and which is last (hardest)!

[5] Salk and Sabin – know who they are and what they did
· Came up with polio vaccine
· Salk – he invented the killed one
· When someone dies, you SALK…haha, oh boy…

[6] Difference between exogenous and Endogenous
· Pg. 122
· Endogenous = IN = inside, our own flora, bacteria inside attacks
· Exogenous = OUT = bacteria from the outside

[7] Know what a vector is
· A carrier of a virus, parasite, bacteria, etc
· Carrier doesn’t actually get infected by it
· Ex. Mosquito – malaria

[8] Gamma radiation = ionizing radiation / how to sterilize needles
· **Know all the radiations / which one is ionizing and which one is not
· Gamma is ionizing – TRICK: GI Joe
· Ultra Violet is non ionizing

[9] Methods of sterilizing specific objects

· Know what method you need to clean a specific object

[15] CMV – cytomegalovirus
· Can be transmitted through transplants
· No vaccine
· Adults can die from it

[17] Differences between the hepatitis types
· Don’t worry about incubation time
· A, B, C, Delta agent, E, yellow Fever, G
· Delta agent – can’t replicate on its own, needs hep B
· G – mild, no vaccine
· MAKE SURE TO KNOW THE HEPATITIS TYPES – LOTS OF QUESTIONS ON THIS!

· Virus that causes glandular enlargement, inflammation of glands, meningitis, etc:
· The mumps

· In order for hepatitis Delta to be present it needs hepatitis B

· Arbovirus affects CNS





· Plasmodium Falciparum – most dangerous malaria
STUDY TIP: Types of Malaria – Think MOVF (or MOVE)

	M – malariae
	O – ovale
	V – vivax
	F – falciparum

· Virus in army – adnovirus  respiratory

· Polio has only one host, the human – TRUE

· This enteric virus happens both in the summer (think rooster – crows in the summer?) and fall (think - play hackie sack in the fall)
· Coxsackie

· Rhinovirus causes colds

· Chicken pox for adults = shingles

· Exanthum is a virus that causes rashes

· Does boiling kill spores?
· Not enough to kill spores – puts it in spore form so its not dangerous

· This virus gives you a rash all over your body, its systemic, also causes koplik spots
· Measles

· The Gardacil vaccine is used for this virus.
· HPV – human papillomavirus

· Papillomavirus causes warts

· You are not allowed to give MMR vaccine to a prego woman because shes at risk of getting Rubella
